
BOARD OF HEALTH.

Qnaranf me Quarters Enlarged on
Augel Island.

New Enles for the Receiving 1 Hospital— The

Police. Surgeon's Power Increased.

Hclden's Tanyard.

The Hoard of Health met last night.
Mayor Sanderson in the chair. Quarantine
Officer Lawlor submitted a very interesting
report showing that very effective
measures had been taken to carry out the
quarantine regulations with regard to the
perfect safety of the health of the city, the
accommodation of the detained passengers
and the least possible expense and discom-
fort to the steamship companies. Dr. Law-
lor said that siren arrangements had
been made as to tako proper care
of all vessels which may be placed
in quarantine in future, to a certain
extent. The O. and O. Steamship Com-
pany have put up two new buildings 20xfeG
feet in sizp, and 13 feet apart, capable of
accommodating GTO patients. There are
vow i»l4 passengers of the City of Peking in
quarantine. Of this number &U Chinese
are in a barge at the Angel lalana wharf.
These are in transit to Honolulu.* The re-
maining 283 are on the island.

The steamer Oceanic is due from China
and Japan to-day, and should she come in
with smallpox everything is ready for the
accommodation of her passengers.

MONTUI.Y UEPOKT3.
After the reading and filingof the monthly

repuri!«. Dr. Bucknall introduced the fol-
lowing resolution:

Resolved, That all persons buildingnew houses
or altering old ones demand a certificate from
Hie Dumbing Inspector of the Health Depart-
ment before accepting, and that all property-
owners puttingdown pcimauent sidewalks should
have an Intelcei>t injr trap with alrplie on the
outer edge of the walk as a sanitary precau-
tionagainst sewer gas permeating their premises.

The resolution was unanimously adopted.
Health Officer Keenpy's estimate of ex-

penses lor the ensuing fiscal year was filtd.
For salaries he a<kett $27,300, and lor the
expenses of the Health Office, S5000; total,
£32,300. The estimate will be presented to
Auditor Smiley.

Dr. Itegensburger introduced a new set of
rules for the regulation of the Receiving
Hospital, the gist of which was to practi-
cally put the hospital in th*charge of the
Police Surgeon. lie shall make all requisi-
tions, audit all demands, nnd have entire re-
sponsibility of his department. Ho shall
have three assistants who must bo gradu-
ates of some medical college, one of whom
must be on duty day and night.

TIIK MATKON'S DITIES.

The matron shall sleep in the hospital
and have charge of th« furniture and koep
the wards and everything clean, and shall
obey the orders of tlie surgeon and nyt give
any iuforinaiiun regarding the patients or
inmates.

The stewaid and resistant stewards shall
have everything in theiidepaitnients clean,
etc. They shall not give advice or assist in
surgical operations.

A communication was received from prop-
erty-owners of the ilission asking for the
operation of the decree of condemnation
passed by the board a year ago on Holden's
tannery at Dolores and San Jose avenue.
There were a number of signers present
and considerable oratory was indulged in.
Itwas ordered that if work was resumed
the proprietor be/arrested.

The board then adjourned and went into
executive session to consider the disposition
of the quarantined people on Angel Island
incase the Oceanic should come in to-day
with smallpox aboard. As it was devel-
oped that all the quarters were isolated
from each other, it was decided that the
Quarantine of the City of Peking's passen-
gen should not be prolonged beyond the
regular time.

McDowail is no longer in our
employ."

Soch was the true announcement that
receutly appeared in a commercial pappr,
and was fiignPd by Parroit ft Co., local
agents of tlie Canton Insurance Company.
Wliileitwas true Young AlcDowall was no
longer in their employ, he bad not been dis-
charged. On the contrary, be took unau-
thorized leave last Saturday. Tuat was Che
cause of the trouble. lie was short in his
accounts, and had levanted with some of
the linn's money.

Last Wednesday, when his shortages were
discovered, the police were a«ked to search
for him. lie could not be found, and itwas
supposed that lie had departed for Canada
oi Australia, wuence lie came.

McDuwail is a bright youth about 24
years of age. lie lived in Oakland, aud
was a member of/the Cnurch of the Advent
in that city. While engaged as janitor of
the church at £25 a month be met 11. 11.
Nagle, manager of the Canton Insurance
Company. Mr. Xagle took a great interest
in the young mat:, and procured him a clerk-
ship in the company at a salary of $40 a
month, and soon after it was increased
to $50.
Itwas nearly a year before his employers
i rated that, while leading an exemplary

lifein Oakland, he was gaining a reputation
as a "high roller" on this sid« of the bay.

When it became certain that McDowall
had levanted his bonks were found to be all
right; but on examination by an expert re-
vealed the fact that he had pocketed the
proceeds from several premiums, His de-
falcations amount to only a little over $200,
but the company willpay a reward of §50
to j.seertiiin his whereabouts.

GROPING IN THE DARK.
No New Evidence In Reference to Fred-

ericka Daiutnel'g Deaili.
Very liitie progress has been made in un-

raveling the mystery connected witn the
death of Fredericka Duimnelfrom malprac-
tice at 7itf Green street last Monday, la the
trans left by thounfortuuate domestic were
found a bundle of letters, and some were
signed by the mysterious Maurice Wilson.
These letters were written between July,
18U0, and May, 1892, and dated from New
York, San Francisco. Council lJluffs. OgJen,
Santa Cruz, Chicago and Petaluma. l)De of
the letters <cntained a request for Miss
Ihimmel to rail at 428 Fell street. Atfirst
this was thought to be a clew to the missing
lover a*it was learned that Julius Gnllober,
a traveling auctioneer, had stopped there.

"Itis all bosh," *aid Detective Rogers
yesterday, "about Gollober having anything
to do with the servant girl's death. While
Miss Duniniel worked for Mrs. Fey at 1929
Green street she formed the acquaintance
of a servant girl named S^lma, who worked
at 428 Fell street. The letter was written
by this girl,and merely contained a request
for Fredericka to call upon her."

By the time the inquest is resumed next
Wednesday it is expected that some new
evidence willhivo been discovered. So far
the investigators declare that they have
neither obtained any clew that would lead
to the discovery of the pewn who per-
formed the operation that caused death,
nnr to the mau who was known as the do-
mestic's lover.
