Should Be Adopted.

For some time Captain Raabe of this city
has been calling the attention of the fra-
ternal and religious world to the evils result-
ing from the present practice of uncovering
the head at funeral services in the open air.
There is not a lodge of any order but what
can trace much sickness and death to colds,
ete., contracted by its members when they
have been attending the funerals of thelr
brethren, in counsequence of fullowing =
custom which ought never to have been
adopted. Alrsady a number of fraternal
orders have taken action upon the matter and
passed resolutiors not to uncover the head
at open air services, and every organiza-
tion should &t the earliest opportunity take
action upon this vital subject, which is an
evil without any necessity for it. If promi-
nent clergymen, like Dr. Talmage, who has
coincided with Captain Raabe’s views, would
bring this watter to the notice of their con-
gregations and personally make request at
funerals, and if the leading fraternal orders
would unaniniously adopt the same custom,
much sickness and death in the future
wou!d be avoided.
