The verdict was unmistakable, aud
the sugsestion was actoil upon at once. la-
side of two weeks' time th* crowds were
flocking to see "The Oolah" in its trans-
formed stato— Wilson's fun fairly permeat-
ing tie whole opera.
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his a^sr.ciates need not be dwelt on. The
fame of the organization is wcrld-wide and
U'iison himself describes his policy: "We
strive to be the antithesis of all that is dull,
heavy and conventional. We want to hit
ihe medium line between comic opera and
high-class burlesque; that is to say, com-
bine in une performance tne better quali-
ties of each. And while some of the critics
are trying to find ft correct name for our
form of entertainment we are striving with
all our might to make good, wholesome
merriment for the public without boasts,
without lying advertisements, with clean
hands."
