Democrats who are not politicians are
ceuerally in favor of the nomination of
Cleveland^ but most of the working poli-
ticians nre for Hill. Democrats every-
where admit that Cleveland is all they
could wish in regard to principle, integrity
and administrative vigor;bat they say he is
no politician, that he could not engineer his
own election, and that if be were elected
he would not esk their advice in the distri-
bution of his patronage. la this State they
point to his last administration, when the
Federal patronage was divided among per-
sons \u25a0 bo bad no claim on, and no standing
in, the party; wfo*=n the respectful ad-
vice of those who had borne the heat and
burden of the fight was contemptuously
scorned, and when the only counselors upon
whom the President »ned were outcasts
from the party. They say that if he were
re-elected there is no reason to suppose that
he would abate his pretensions to omuis-
ciencp, and thus thpy would rather take
their chances with Hill,who, whatever his
fault?, has always been mindful of party
obligations, and would probably assent to
their dictation in the matter of oppcint-

On the other band, the masses of the
Democracy, who do not want effice, and

seek the success of Democratic prin-
ciples, are all for Clevelaud, because, in
theix opinion, he typifies Democratic doc-

The
active politicians in the Republican party,

It.is quite likely that they are a
little previous in their calculations, and
tbat ifRlaine were nominated and elected
he would not prove the plastic dummy
which practical politicians expect. But
operators ofthe type of Platt do not realiza
that the oossession of power rerolutioaizes
men's minds. They are satisfied that if
they can nominate aud elect Blame they
willown him.

<>:i the other hand, the Republican rnas?eß
are overwhelmingly for Harrison, dimply
because they liave tried him and they know
he is safe. What they want of a chief ex-
ecutive is prudence, caution, discretion and
unswerving Integrity. AH these they have
found in Harrison. They might find them
in others, but it would be a chance, and
they are not taking chances. They do not
want a showy President who shall electrify
audiences withdazzling Hashes ct eloquence
or whoshall startle the world with amazing
flights of policy. They want a plaiD, hon-
est, quiet official who willconduct the Gov-
ernment so that it shall divert no man's
attention from his private calling, and who
fehnll not try to make history during his
Presidential term. That they believe they
have discovered tn the present executive.

The danger of the hour is that tin;con-
ventions which meet this month may be
dominated by the politicians and not by the
people. Delegates nre almost universally
roliticians in active training. Tneir nm'iia-
tions are rather with the members of the
rings to which they belong than with the

• at large. They do not propose to
make a President for the public good or for
clory. They want to use him after they
have made him. They want to have some
say in the distribution of offices. They
propose to enjoy influence enough to re-
ward their frieuds and punish their ene-
mies. Hence itis that, in one party a3 in
another, there Is danger that the man nom-
inated may be their favorite rather than the
favorite of the people. Luckily for the
nation this danger is limited by the consid-
eration that a nomination Is not always
equivalent to an election; that if the con
ventious nominate it la the people who
elect, auu that if the former do not pay
fcoiue heed to the wishes of the latter their
party may suffer on election day.

Not even the prospective glory and profit
of the c ming World's Fair are consoling
Chicago for the probable departure of the
Armour packing-house, ItBeau to be set-
tled that the croa: institution, which has
done more to build up the city by the lakes
than any other establishment in Chicago,
is to remove to Kansas City. On May 26
the a^ent of the Armours at the latter
place received orders to "begin work to-
rum row and push it night and day." The
packing-house will be the largest in the
world. There willbe three principal build-
Ings one f.00x175. one 150x120, the third
120x100. In their construction six million
brick, twelve million perch of stone and
half a million feet of lumber willbe used,

and 1200 men will be kept constantly at
work. When the building is finished it
willhave a daily slaughtering capacity of
3000 cattle, 4000 sheep and 9000 hogs. It
willgive employment to over two thousand
uieo, and willdo a business of from sixty
to seventy million dollars a year. It is said
that the example of Philip Armour is to be
followed by his competitors in business.
Georao Fowler «v Son, who are already at
Kaunas City, are about to add two new
buildings 250 feet square and 90 feet high
to their plant. Kerrigan & Co. announce
that they also will increase their establish-
ment, and Nelson Morris allows it to be un-
derstood that he will follow, Armour from
Chicago to Kansas City. Finally, the. great
English packing-house, Budgett & Co., talk
of removing their entire plant from England
to the fame point.

The ol j^ct of Hie packers In quitting Chi-
cago for Kansas City is to get nearer the
original sources of supply. Under the rail-
road tariffs bow in force the transportation
cuarse on dressed beef cannot exceed the
transportation charge on live beef. When
livestock has been slaughtered and reduced
to dressed, canned and packed products, and
the waste disposed of. the equivalent of two
carloads of live cattle can be shipped In a
single car. Thus the nearer the. packer gets
to bis sources of supply the less he [has to
ray for transportation. The packing busi-
ness, like the . ve-cattie market, is con-
stantly moving nearer and nearer to the
ranges.
IfMr. Edward Atkinson is right In stat-

ing, as he does in a late magazine article,
that there is still in this country "incalcula-
ble room for immigrants," iie must reckon
that the unoccupied land which is available
for pasturage Is larger than the public have
supposed, and that there is no reason to np-
prehend the meat famine which used to be
so often predicted. Inpoint of fact itseems
pretty certain that this country will supply
all tlio animal food which persons now living
are likelyto consume, without drawing upon
the pastures of Australia, and any reduc-
tion in the cost of producing the finished
product should bca matter of congratulation.

C P. Ehintington writes to a friend ex-
pressing his regrets that the action of the
rr.-r.o convention throws obstacles in the
way of taking the Southern PaciG <• Railroad
out of politics. Mr. lluntington, as toe
people of the State know, had got the rail-
road very nearly in n position which made
it independent of both parties. A year agt
last winter It elected two United States

It had previously secured for
four years a Railroad Commission which,
from tie railroad point of view,could not
be in. proved uj.cn. Itlias a sufficient hold
on a majority of the Justices of the Si1.-
preme Court to cause that august body to
throw itself In way of the car of justice in
the interest of Southern Pacific beedton. It
apparently owns nine of the present Board
of Supervisors, if one may judge by their
acts in voting Southern Pacific street-rail-
road companies all the franchises they ask
far. The Fresno platform holds out
hoDe that an effort willbe made to deprive
the Southern Pacific of boom cf the rolit-
ical power itnow rosseses. The people have
an Idea that the California Senators should
represent the interests of the State, not of
t corporation. They want courts that are
not subject to the influence of wealthy pri-
vate citizens. Of course, if the people
should make a movement to recover some
of these lo<?t rights the .Southern Pacific
raid ijnve to go back into politics. Mr.
HuDtington apparently would rather have
tbincs Ma own way without the cost and
bother of running political conventions.

There is no term which adequately de-
scribes the political status of the aMi-Hill

ent In New Y'rk. The Democrats
who met the other day in convention are net
bolters from the regular .State convention.
They have not parted with the regular
organization on any political issue. They do
not expect to be admitted to tie National
convention, at which the liill delegation
willbe admitted without protest. They do
not (•( lidemn Ilillfor having stolen the N'6W
York Senate last winter, nor for having
caused the enactment of a new election law
which places the machinery of the election
in New York city In the hands of Demo-
crats. They are not opposed to the Tam-
many rule, which throw all other political
organizations out of last year's State con-
vention. What tl.ey are denouncing is the-
February convention, which Ilillordered
wltb a view, it is believed, to shut out all
Democrats who lirenot admirers of liirn-
self. To the couutry at large tli« February
convention will seem as one of the least of
Mr. Hill's political sins. Itwas a little bit
of sharp prnctice, but in no respect an at-

convention was regularly called and, as far
as known, fairly conducted. It does not
represent the masses of New York Demo-
crats, but itcannot be said that the masses
were shut out cf a chance to be represented.

Under the head of "The Plata Facts,"
an editorial paragraph in a railroad paper
says:

a di'lntetcM d view of ihe matter Is simply
this that the Southern Pacific la Itself a party in
interest with California shippers In ntitaj the
produce ot this State to a market in the East.

No person doubts the correctness of this
in one respect, that is, the Southern Pacific
is a party in interest in getting oar products

to market, but up to the present time itnas
exacted such excessive rates for freight
that there has not been much left for the
producer. Our orcbardists, for instance,
have not only complained of the high rates
of freight, but that the time occupied in
taking the fruit to market was so great that
much of it was greatly injured, while some
of it was actually spoiled. The Southern
Pacific Railroad Company has felt sucti an
interest in taking our products to market
that it has actually contributed money to a
steamship company and to a foreign rail-
road company to leave ila clear fi-ld in tak-
ingour products to market, but the coni-
pany did not appear entirely disinterested
in demanding excessive rate 9for freight.

The Inhabitants of Oakland are beginning
tn realize that they are in danger of losiug
the entire water front of that city. The
railroad leech does not readily lose its hold
where there is blood money to be obtained.
Suppoftfl Messrs. Stanford, lluntingtou &
Co. take it Into their heads, or have
already taken itinto tlietr heads, that ware-
houses may be established, docks con-
structed, and a considerable city built up on
a portion of the land which they claim to
own. There was once published In San
Francisco a plan suggesting what the rail-
road company would ultimately attempt.
When the anaconda one* nets its folds
fairlyaround all itseeswithinitsreach.it
\u25a0riU irobably show us what itcan do.

If things are what they appear to be,
which is by no moans certain in a worlt
embarrassed by deceptions and prone to
disputations, the city of Oakland has a
good chance to recover some of its birth-
right, sacrificed many years ago to Horace
rarpentier and others, and by them sacri-
ficed for a tangible something" to the Oak-
land Water Front Company. The Ciiy
Council of Oakland has umv in its palm
»!»n the documents which trace the whole
history of the water front. These show that
the city acquired, by act of Legislature lv

lKB, Ins right to collect wharfage and dock-
age on ttie lands between high tide
and ship channel. Tho city re-
tained this right for less than a
month, from May 4 to June 1, and then
tho Mayor granted to Horace W. Carpen tier
and his assigns the right of wharf and pier
construction and collection of wharfage
within the city of Oakland for a period of
37 years. Therefore this lease, if good
when the ink was wet, is dead two yeais,
and Oakland is in possession of Its own
again. It w«s explicitly provided that
nothing should affect Oakland's reversion-
ary right after the expiration of th« Car-
pentier lease. According to Oakland's City
Attorney the reversion has occurred and
tolls an.i wharfage may be collected along
the entire city tront. Should this discovery
hold its anchorage It is worth millions to
Oakland— many millions. If the present
Supervisors of Oakland willnot move in the
matter the citizens must take care to elect
others who will take action. There is too
much at stake to let the decision be left to
chance or corruption— influences which do
not assist people in the assertion of their
rights.

M.M. Estee delivered a telling speech at
yesterday's meeting of Tie Nicaracua ctnal
convention, which is being held inSt. Louis.
He weiit much higher in his treatment of
the theme than heal Issues, which are un-
doubtedly comprehensively understood here
by tho humblest and the highest, but are
more or bras bewildering to Eastern people,
who ask whether we are men and are in-
dependent.

merce. The completion of the canal opens
up a new highway for commerce, which
willbe constantly utilized by our own ships
and by the vessels of toreigu countries. \,o
one can doubt Mr. Esteo'i prediction that
time, uistauce and money will be saved
by this canal, provided ttM management
honestly devotes itself to the development
of traffic.

The incessant
preparations for war do not, however, cive
reliable assnranCfS of peace. At any mo-
ment a cyclone of devastation may sweep
across a frontier.
