W. S. Hobart was born in Rutland, Vt.,
in 1840, and came to this coast whep but 18
years or age. Like thousands of other
young men his object in emigrating to Cali-
fornia was to make a fortune in the mioes,
and, unlike tens vf thousands of men and
boys he succeeaded. His first ventures in
mining was on the Comstock, then in its
infaney as & mining country, and from pros-
pecting on his ows account, unsuccessfully,
he went to work pushiog au ore-car in the
Gould & Curry and Iater in the Chollar
mines, the wages at the time for car-pushers
being $4 pér day.

With his savings Hobart soon
branehed out into the business of miiling
ore, and by his business tact, sagacity anpd
foresight was very successful from the
start. Having unbounded faith in the rich-
ness of the region in whieh he was loecated,
Mr. Hobart began investing the profits de-
rived from his business in mines and min-
ing stock, and =s the country about him
was developed his wealth grew until he,
when yet a young man, was rated a miilion-
aire mine operator.

vesting wealth in various enterprises, both
in this State and Nevada, among these

A pioneer, Mr. Hobart, did much for the
less-fortunate "492rs, He was, in fact, noted
for his generosity on all occasions.

He married a Miss Ubluborn, &
daughter of the sister of the late Stephen
Frankiin, for many years secretary of the
California Bank. Craig’s wife is a niece of
Gertrude Atherton, the authoress.

The evidence against Craig is most con-
vincing. The Crecker bLank has also his
confession. Craig’s dexterity with the pen
was most astonishing. Andrew § Moul-
der, who ig an expert in chirography, stated
that so clever were the forgeries that he
would have paid a million doliars on the
checks. The erasures made by Craig in the
bank-books were so finely done that they
lcould not be noticed unless hield up to the
ight,

From the dates of the checks it appears
that Craig bad not been in the oflice 43
hours when he began his forgeries. He is
thought to have been very foolish to
have sacrificed a good career for the sake of
a few dollars, as detection in time was
inevitable. Iis salary was $150 a month.
So popular was he that he was mentioned
as Lhe successor of Secretary Thompson,
when that gentieman was spoken of as re-
signing soma time ago. His only explanation
when asked about his crime was that he
was crazed by the importunities of dunners.

Craig’s place was temporarily filled yes-
terday by the appointment of John Mask-
ley as assistant secretary.

HEMMED IN BY ICEBERGS.

The Perilous Position of the Ship Habi-
tant on a Recent Voyage.
New York Press, May 20,

The experience of Captain Potter and his
crew of the British ship IHabitant on the
voyage just ended is one that every man of
the number wiil long remember, Each one
of them is asailor tried acd true, yet never
had any of them Dbeen so near to death as
when their stanch ship ran into an icefield
during the fog a week agoy and for forty-
eight bours was buried with her living crew,
with twenty-five mammoth icebergs forming
a barrier through which the vessel could
not pass. The ship reached quarantine last
night, and Captain Potter told the story of
liis narrow escape,

Tue Habitant comes from Hull. She made
a prosperous voyage and was off the Banks
when a heavy fog set in. There was scarcely
a breath of wind blowing. The ship was
moving slowly along. Lookouts were sta-
tioned forward to watch for vessels andice-
bergs. Night cames on, throwing out a
blanket of darkness, wiich increased the
thickness of the foz. Apout miduight the
sound of something grating on the side of
the vessel attracteg the attention of the
man on watech. The captaln was called,
and although all hands peered over the side
it was impossible to see anything, The men
belleved it to be floating ice or an iceberg,
but none suspecied the real situation.

The Habitant remained stationary during
the night. When the sun rose the following
morning the sun was quickly dispelled, and
then burst upon the astonished gaze of the
captain and crew a sight which was so beau-
tiful that it transfixed them for the time,
although all knew that it possibly meant
deati. On all sides weremountaineous ice-
bergs, the white erystals glistening in the
sunlight and takiug the most beautiful
colors. The ship was entirely hemmed in
by field ice, from which towered .25 ice-
bergs. The ice was closing in tighter and
tighter, squeezing the vessel until it creaked
and groaned with the weight.

There appeared to be no hope of rescue.
For the first 36 hours the vessel remained in
her perilous position. The sallors whistled
for the wind, but it did not come. Then
they prayed. On the morning ol the third
day the ice appeared to be loosening about
the vessel, then there came a faint gust of
wind, which was followed by a light breeze.

The vessel commenced to move, cutting
her way alowlg. through the ice until the
last of Lthe big bergs was to be passed. It
was dead ahead and less than 100 feet away.
The ship refused to answer her heln, She
moved ahead until it looked as if she would
be dashed to pieces,

Atl hope had been given up when it was
seen that she was just clearing the berg
Tne ship passed the berg so closely that it
was almost possible to tounch the frozen
IAsS.

To elearthe ficld ice after this was light
work, and the Habitant made port without
other adventure,

WASTED GENIUS.

Intellectual Energy Used in Newspapers
and Lost to the World.

flowers of humor and fancy in the button-
boles, and embruidery of rhetoric where
such adornment ougbt to be. Like a dash
of Worcestershire sauce on a tender steak,
is the sarcasm, pungent and refined, which
excites my appetite when I read that
the voters of a certain ward *“‘objected to
Cooper beeause he wore a silk hat and went
into good society.” What furtber descrip-

tion of that ward is necessary? I see its
slleys and courts and beer saloons as in a
photograph, and I know without looking at

the returns what became of Cooper. So
there is equal pictorial strength, and
saving of words, too, mind you,

for which economy [ am told the repor-
ter gets wpo pay, in the deseription
of a winning candidate, who, “prond and
victorious, tram:ed down Ashland avenue,
with-his big red face divided by a trium-
pbant smile.”” There is hizh art in that,
for I know without looking that the vle-
torious candidate 1s a saloon-keeper, and I
see him laughing clear across his face from
ear to ear. *“His face divided by a smile” is
humorous poetry, worthy of Butler, and [
maintain there is no more expressive line in
“Hudibras.”

ELECT_!_HC POWER.

Cenerated by the Falls of the Schuylkill
in Peunsvivania.
Reading Herald.

The Neversink Light, Heat and Power
Company has entered into a contract to
furnish the power for running the East
Reading electric road. 'This furnishes
another striking example of the wonders
that are being accomplished by the dis-
tribution of electric power. For years and
vears the waters of the Schuylkill went
over the breast 'of the big dam and the
power exerted itself simply in making a
noise. A small part of it is pow intercepted
by a few small wheels that have been har-
nessed to dvnamos, and the power thus
developed is being carried all around us
and placed at work at the will of those
who own the wheels. Itis pulling the cars
on the Neversink Mountain Railroad over
and around the mountain, lighting np the
park at Klapperthal; it will shortly light
the new hotel and run the machinery con-
nected with it, carry passengers to Black
Bear and Stony Run and will do any sort
of work that is required of it within a
radius of miles. The water that so long
idly tumbled down the face of the dam will
this summer carry hundreds of thousands of
people around on business or pleasure, who
will benefit by its force miles away from
its origin. It will perform work that would
require the services of several hundred
horses and that could not be done as well
by any amount of animal power. The
utilization of this power is an addition to
the wealth of the community more valuable
than a gold mine, and }\;et it is only the be-
ginning. Everywhere through the country
similar power is now going to waste that
be similarly employed, without taking into
account the vast power of the winds, the
energies of which are being bat little
utilized.

LAST OF THE CHARTISTS.

Thomas Cooper Has Been Granted a
Pension by Great Britain.
Pall Mall Gazette.

No one will grudee the grant of £200 from
the civil list to Thomas Cooper, the vete-
ran ex-Chartist and poet. Mr. Cooper, who
is among the last, if not the last, of the
prominent Chartists Iiving, began life as a
shoemaker, and while working at his trade
taught himself the Latin, Greek, Hebrew
and French languages. At 23 he Dbe-
came a schoolmaster, and later drifted
into journalism, one of his first ap-
pointments being a reportership on the
Leicester Chronicle. It was while at Lei-
cester that he beecame ap ardent Chartist,
and was seut to prison for two years in
connection with the riots in the Potteries.

While in prison My Cooper wrote his
epic poem, “The Purgatory of Suicides,”
and a series of stories called “*Wise Saws
and Modern Instances.” Some time after
his liberation from prison he turned secu-
larist, running a penny week!y sceptical peri-
odical. In a few years, however, his opin-
ions underwent a complete change, and he
frequently tackled representative secular-
ists in public debate. His brief deviation
from the pathof orthodoxy has always baen
a matter of regret with him, and he has
written several books on Christian evi-
dences, on which subject he lectured all
over the country for many years. His auto-
biography, which appeared some 20 years
ago, is an exceedingly interesting book.

One
evening at supper the Senator casually in-
quired into his fortunes, and, before the
conversation closed, developed the fact that
he was troubled over some outstanding
notes. They were not exactly pressing, but
as a thrifty farmer and a conscientious man
generally they troubled bim.
