A MECHANICAL COLUMBUS.

The World's Fair May Contain, a Won-
ierflil Automaton.

It WillLook Just Like the Great Navigator

and Will Speak to the Assembled
Multitude.

It only remains for some) patriotic or
speculative individuals to put up a few
thousand dollars, according to Professor
Charles F. Kichtel of Bridgeport, Conn., for
the Chicago Fair to be furnished with an
attraction which willbe even more striking

than the EiffelTower of the Paris Exposi-

tion or the big Corliss flywheel of the Cen-
tennial Exhibition.

Professor Kichtel, says the New York
Herald, is ready to make an automaton of
Columbus of life size and correct in every
detail of appearance, which willdeliver a
speech of a thousand words, with all the
gestures, motions of the eyelids, lips, head,
body and legs that the great discoverer him-
self would use were he standing in the flesh
before the crowd.

The professor estimates that it will cost
about .6040 to complete the __ure. He sent
a loug letter yesterday to Secretary Edmund
C. Stanton of the World's Fair Commission
for this city, asking bin to receive and take
care of subscriptions for a fund to be raised
by an appeal to patriotic New YorKers. If
such a fund cannot be raised Professor
Kiclitelwillapply for private backlog and

send on the big automaton as a money-
maker. He says that the figure will be the
triumph of his life, and that he would like
to see Itat the exposition under belter aus-
pices than would be furnished by an exhibi-
tion tent. »'/'-\u25a0•\u25a0

The words which Columbus will speak
willbo in a voice that will not come from
any phonograph or graphophone arrange-
ment with their queer, far-off, metallic
effect. The words willcome directly from
his mouth, in perfect unison with the move-
ment of Ins teeth and lips by means of a
rubber and brass mechanism which the pro-
fessor has just discovered and which he
docs not want to describe just yet. Every
other detail of the facsimile of Columbus
he described to me yesterday.

"Mvautomaton," he said, willbe modeled
first by a sculptor, and the face, which will
be made of soft rubber, willbe painted by a
celebrated artist so us to avoid all resem-
blance to a wax figure. The hand", which
will be of the same material and also
painted, will be made from plaster casts
and willagree with their natural models in
every wrinkle. The clothes will be worn
about by some one for several weeks until
the natural folds and creases appear, and I
will have the shoes worn also until they
present a natural aprearance and every
wrinkle in them will be preserved when
they are filled with plaster of parts. That
willsettle the artistic side ot the problem.

"As to the mechanical side. Ibelieve that
my experience of over 30 years in making
automatons, mechanical toys and labor-
saving machinery will enable me to get
through with that part of the task. The re-
cent discoveries in electricity are what 1
shall depend on principally. With the light

and powerful aluminium to build withand
the aid of electricity, Ican produce the 1000
motions necessary to make my Columbus
absolutely lifelike.
"Iwillhave three shafts in the papier-

mache body, one for the head, one for the
arms and one fOT the legs and body. These
shafts willbe fitted with a series of cams, or
irregularly shaped wheels, which, as they
turn on the shaft, will give a greater or
lesser pressure on their connections and
produce the various motions. The arms,
which will be the hardest part
of all to manage, will be balanced
by a system of my own, so that
there will be no jerkiness in their rising
and falling. Every finger tip, even, will

have Its own motion, and Ican make the
face change from _ravo to gay, with every
accompanying movement of eyes, eyelids,
lips nnd cheeks. Columbus willnot move
his feet, but his body willsway from the
hips up, his head will movo sideways and
up or down, both arms and both hands will
make all the gestures of an earnest speaker,
and the mouth willform every word as itis
ottered. ,'JJ^

"Cut the voice will be the most remark-
able portion of the automaton. 1guarantee
that it will have all the quality and
strength of a human voice, and willbear
no trace of a metallic ring or mechanical
buzz. Itwillbe a vigorous, sonorous voice,
too, worthy of such an intrepid chap as Co-
lumbus proved himself to be.

\u25a0'If the people of Now York who have
public spirit enough to wish to see their city
represented by the greatest spectacle in the
Fair mako up a (and in the next two
months, Ican get towork and make Colum-
bus ready to make his speech on the open-
ing day of the exposition. As there willbe

a great crowd of foreigners present on that
occasion, 1 willhave Co uuibus repeat his
speech in French, Spanish and Italian.
That sounds marvellous, but my invention
to produce these effects is really the simplest
thing in the world. Itis so simple, in fact,
aud so within the reach of everybody that I
doubt it1could get a patent on it.
"Iam so positive in this thine," concluded

the professor, "because my experiments
have all been made and 1know exactly just
how to set at work now to produce every
effect Ihave spoken of."

Professor Uiclitell.who is a tall heavily
built man, 48 years old, has taken out
over 200 patents since he invented the
parlor skate when he was 15 years old. He
invented the only living-machine that has
ever really flown and that could be navi-
gnied about In the air at willby its rider,
and lie has invented mechanical improve-
ments that are used in hundreds of wood-
working factories. One firm alone in this
city ha350 of his automatic toys on Its
manufacturing list constantly.

FIGHTING FACTIONS.

A Lively Meeting of (ho Me-
chanic*' Institute.

Trustee Duffey Brj.cted Again-A Job Hinted
at With, the Librarian in It-Select-

ing a Location.

The quarterly meeting of the Mechanics'Institute was held last night in tho artroom of the Pavilion.
The librarian's report showed receipts

since March amounting to $5833 15, of which•5196 was for quarterly dues, and 5239 23
for fines. There were 201 new books added.Itwas moved that tho resolution of lastDecember, fixing the time of holding the
fair in 1892, be emended so as to allow the
trustees to hold it in January and Febru-ary, 1893. The motion was carried.

11. P. Dooian introduced a resolution
making the price of admission 25eents and
10 cents for children. President Stump
said that such a resolution was in the hands
of the directors, and he thought when the
time came the wishes of the members
would be met in that particular.

On motion of M. a. Clark itwas decided
to appoint a committee of five to rovlie- the
constitution and by-laws by the uertt quar-terly meeting.

Mr. Acres of Acres & Williams, made a
serious .barge against Librarian Wilson,
say ins that he had operated against the in-
terests of the institute in his treatment of
the firm. The latter, the speaker said, had
had tho contract to bind the books in the
library until the election of the last book
committee. Tiien on the advice of Mr.Wilson the books were given to others
until a protest was made to the board of
directors. Bds were then called ior and
the firm was the lowest bidder, but the
contract was divided between it and the
next lowest bidder. Mr. Acres protested
that this sort of discrimination was not to
be looked for in the institute. The com-
munication was referred to the trustees.

A CONSTITUTION AMENDMENT.
Charles Cummiug, in a long communica-

tion, asked to have the preferential method
of voting for trustees. The method gives
the privilege to any and every member of
naming a candidate to be voted for at the
annual election. lie gave it as an amend-
ment to the constitution to be considered
at the next quarterly meeting.

The committee appointed at the last
meeting to submit a plan for a new library
made it's report. One plan was to put an-
other story on the present Post-street build-
ing. Another was to put the library In the
pavilion ip the Larkin and Hayes streets
wing. A third plan was to purchase a lot
as near as possible to the present library
building north of Market, east of Powell
and south of Post street, and erect a build-
ing which would be a monument to the zeal
and energy of the founders and promoters
of the institute.
Itwas suggested that the three plans be

printed in the shape of a circular __d mailed
to the members, who should denote their
choice and return the circulars to the secre-
tary. The members may also make any
other suggestions they may see fit. The
report was adopted.

The question of confirming the appoint-
ment of George F. Doffey as one of the
trustees provoked considerable discussion.
At the last meeting those present refuted to
confirm the appointment, and the board
afterward elect' d him. Last night there
was great opposition to Duffey, the pro-
ceeding of the board being characterized as
a high-handed proceeding.

A HIGH-HANDED PROCEEDING.
James H. Barry demanded to know

whether the directors were the masters or
the servants of the members— whether they
were to dictate to the members and the lat-
ter were to have no voice. Duffey, he said,
was rejected at the last meeting, and itwas
entirely unconstitutional on the part of the
board to renominate him.

Oscar Lewi?, one of the trustee?, roolied
warmly that it was time that Duffey was
rejected, but the meeting had been packed,
and for that reason he was reappointed. if
he were again rejected he would be again
nominated.

Barry retorted that he did not think be-
fore that "packing" existed, but since Mr.
Lewis nad said it hp supposed itmast be
so, but it was not on bis .side.

Mr. Cumining deplored the unconstitu-
tional proceeding bat hoped that Mr.
Duffey would be confirmed so as to silence
tho tactions, which itwas to be regretted
existed.

J. 11. Macy, M. A, Clark and W. M.
Cnbery also spoke on the subject Itwas
put to vote and Mr. Duffey was not con-
firmed.

Charles M. Plum said that he had never
seen such work before in the institute as
that ol the trustees in attempting to force
a man on the members, and be thought
they ought to be court-martialed.

A youug attorney named Salomon moved
that the board of trustees be censured for
the action they had taken, but the chair re-
fused to entertain the motion.

The meeting then adjourned, President
Stump promising to name the commiiteo of
five later on.

SPORT AT WEST POINT.
Id Olden Days the Cartel's Daily Life

Was Mostly Work.

West Point was founded in IBul. and up
to within about 15 years ago sport was a
noun nf unknown antecedents and athletics
of any sort, kind or description were
scarcely dreamed of. The grind of the
cadet's daily life was about as se-
vere then as it is now— lore so, for he
lacked entirely that great incentive to all
work, that invigoratur of mind and
body

—
relaxation from obligatory duties.

Itwas a never-ending grind withhim, and
gray-haired officers have said again and
again that they would have given a bar (If
their straps to have had in their day the
training of either of football or baseball— to
have been able to enter the service with
something of the dash, the verve of these
young athletes, none the less a soldier, none
the less a student, but a living,palpitating
man rather than a wearied automaton.

The almost absolute necessity for the re-
laxation of some game is shown in the fol-
lowing incident, related to a writer in Har-
per's 'Weekly by an officer who, though
well on to three score years, has not lived
so long that ho cannot understand the grow-
ing boy nor appreciate the cravings
of his nature for snort. It was along
about the early months of 1870, and
the opening of tlie spring, wi;n its bud-
ding trees and Chirping birds, appeared to
warm in the cadets the senses which the
lifeof discipline had chilled. There was a
general desire felt, though unexpressed even
to one another, throughout the academy for
a game.
