Mr. Tuska of New
York, who has been the guide, counsellor
and friend of the colonists from the oulset,
recently sont money to them with which to
buy 20 move fine cows. The creamery will
take milk not only from the colony cows,
but from cows of the farmers in the coun-
try side. Thecolony, which is steadily in-
creasing in nuwbers and is provided with
vlenty of money, 1s working an agricnltural
and industrial revoiution in the oid country
towns of Montville and Salem. A shirt fac-
tory bas been erected by the colonists, who
are rapidly turning out goods for the New

From the upraise which was
carried up from the end of the crosscut run
west 36 feet In from the maln south arift, 1656
feet south from the sbaft station, we have con-
tinued to work upward and lo extract ore of
falr quality. 1600 level—We have continued
prospecting upward from the old sill-floor of the
old stopes, trom which some ore of fair quall y
s belng extracted, and some very good ore has
been taken out along the ore streak on the east
side of the old timbers. 1650 level—Have ex-
tracied some ore of falr quallly In prospecting
east from the upralse, 35 feet above the sili-
floor, which was carrled up 59 feet above
the southwest drifti. Ore of [falr quality
bas been extracted from the drift run
east from wiuze 3 (down 73 feel) In worke
fng upward from that poiot. From the
poith end of the California ground on the
west slde we are working in the old stopes and
extracting therefrom some ore of falr qualty.
From the botton of the winze sunk 28 feet in this
last locality through the old tmbers a north drift
has been advanced 335 feet and a few tons of
milliug ore extracied. 1750 level—Iu east cross-
cuts 1 and 3 from the malo south drift, In
working upward from the siii floor, we have con-
tinued to extiact some miiling ore. 1800 level—
Along the south end of the drift running south
from the crosscut run east from the winze 1,
sunk from the 1750 level, we have contluued to
oxtract some ore from the sill floor upwara of
milling vaiue. From the bottom of winze 2,
sunk from the drlit run south from this same
