They Key Flay Fourth of July-Oakland Shut

Oat Again, and the Dukes Down

the Angels.

Immediately after yesterday's game—Oak-

land lost, score 2to 0— pale, sparsely set-
tled young man, with an inexpressibly
sweet, sad face, on which reposed a glad,
free, rock-of-ages-cleft-for-me expression,

approached the baseball editor of this paper,
and in low yet firm excuse-me-but-I-never-
indulge accents said he was about to emit a
scheme, which he thought of himself.

He said it came to him shortly after he
bad pas .ed through the boiled owl renovat-
ing works, lately established on tbis coast.
since which time he had found time to think
ofother things besides cocktails and the joy

In other words, this snatched-from-the
grave young man had taken the thirty-third
degree in bichloride of gold and now felt
like a new person, being no longer attached
to an absorbing appetite for cheap and
durable drinks.

Tne only possible drawback to a game of
this kind would be the lop-sided nature of
the score— a most natural conclusion when
one considers the difference in the condition
of the talent lt is mora than likely, the
young man thought, that the clear eye,
the steady brain and hand of tne Bichloride
will he easily offset by the cheerful celerity
with which a Jimjam will flitfrom bag to
bag with a phantom horde of hobos and
pink-eared h_.ii.Lj__ with whiskers hard
upon iiis heels.

Such, in brief, is the scheme of the yonng
man, who, from native modesty, wishes his
Dame withhold for the present, but he says
the game willsurely take place ifhe can get
tbe grounds.

A BCABCTTT OF HlT''.
In view of th? possible baseball treat that

is in store for tnem. the patrons should not
lose sight of the fact that Oakland is still
harping away on the same old string. That
luckless and deserving body of young men
passed entirely through another game yes-
terday without amassing a single tally,
which makes the secoDd experience of the
same Kind in one week. A depressing
scarcity of base hits was the cause of their
failure to realize in the run column. Yet
the Oakland men are hard hitters. In two
games they made a total of 24 swats, but
they used poor judgment in the division of
these factors, as 22 of them occurred in one
game. However, these epochs are past and
gone and new conditions confront them
from day to day.

The condition that confronted them
yesterday was old man Hoffman. He is not
\u2666so new as he used to be, but he still
manages to make the Oaklands realize how
frail is man. The result of their labors
yesterday with the bat was four small
singles, which makes a total rf eight in
three games off this twirler. Two small
swats appeared in the second inning, one in
the next, and the last hove in sight along in
the sixth. The tail-enders played a strong
field: game, making but three errors, only
one of which was expensive, but their luck
deserted them at bat. Those who did get
away on hits or free passes were forced at
tbe next bag. or waited while tbe next man
went out on easy flies.

GRATEFUL HANK REIT*.
The game was lively enough in gplte of

the absence of episode of a startling nature.
Jack Homer pitched with bis usual effect-
iveness, keeping the few bits well scat-
tered except in the first inning, when
Frisco secured one of the two tallies. With
two hands out Turner on first dropped a
foul fly from the bat of Reitz, and that
grateful young man showed his appreci-
ation of the act by pasting the next for
three sacks. Dan Sweeney scored him
with a simile over third. Levy followed
with another from the same pod land Spies
sent a hot one to Hutchinson, which be dug
nut of the ground with one hand, settling
tbe matter at first.

The next six Innings were full of sharp
plays, which called for loud and prolonged
applause. In the second for Frisco Hoff-
man was given a base on balls with two
bands out, but was caught at second on one
of Cousin Park's lightning throws to that
bag. Spies met the same fate in the fourth,
and again in the eighth Reitz perished in
the attempt to purloin second. Tbe greatest
play of the game was Mannasau'a running
catch of a foulfly In far left It was a most
stupendous undertaking, but tbe young mau
from the north whs fully equal to the
job, and received the plaudits which he
so richly deserved. This same youth con-
tributed half the hits that fell to the lot o I
bis associates.

By taking
his hoof off the bag Terrible Tom could
have at least blocked the ball and held the

and eighth bit recorded on the tablets
against Mr. Homer. Jack did not hit the
ball, but he managed to get all the bases on
balls that Hoffman presented to that side.
But with the way Oakland was bitting and
the clever fieldiug of the Friscos, these d d
not count for much.

Fred Carroll played right field where,
luckily for his lame fins*er.be was offered
no chances. Tip was moved to center and
Terrible Tom to first where he will remain
until Carroll is able to resume that bag.
Charlie Sweeney has been released and
there is some talk of letting Whitehead go,
but for what reason is not clear. He ac-

MISSED THE BOAT.
Angry Citizens at the Oakland

Ferry Saturday Night.

The Cars Were Stepped, but the Steamer
Went Anyhow-Whole Night of Misery

Away From Home.

The Southern Pacific Company has again
shown its utter disregard for the public at
large and echoed the words of Vanderbllt-
This time it has given Oakland a taste of its
contempt for its patrons, and the inhabi-
tants of the Athens of the Pacific willno
doubt show their resentment at the earliest
opportunity.

On Saturday night there were at least 200
people shut out from the last boat across
tbe bay and they had to skirmish for lodg-
ings as best they might.

THE CARS PTOPPED.
About half-past 11o'clock a fire broke out

on Market street, uear Sixth, and the con-
sequence was that the cable system was
stooped. The fire did not amount to much,

but the hose was stretched across tbe street
for half an hour or more, and the dummies
could not cross it. It was probably 9 good
thing for the late crowd going west, but it
operated verypoorly tor those who wanted
to reach the ferry.

As usual on Saturday night there was a
large crowd over here from Oakland, and
some were visiting and others were at the
theater, but all had timed themselves to
catch the last boat, and just knew when to
lake the last car going east. As soon as
the hose was removed from the street,

the cars were put in motion, and amid the
clanging of bells they went rolling down
Market street. All along the line they were
hailed, but the gripmen bad their orders
and the cars stopped for no one. From a
dozen to sixteen dummies rolled up to the
depot one after another with men who were
fortunate enough to be alone.

ANGBY CITIZEN'S.
Many people who had tired of waiting

for the ears, not knowing what was the
matter, started to walk to the ferry. The
majority of these arrived at the depot just
after the first car, and they surged in toward
the gate.

Among the number were some of Oak-
land's best people, who had come over in
theater parties. With a wild rush ladies
and gentlemen scrambled into the building
and reached the gates just iv time to hear
the loud gong clang and see the portals
swing closed. Then followed a scene hard
to describe. There were men with their
wives and daughters, young girls who had
never remained a night away from home,
young men with awful cares suddenly
thrust upon them, aud pandemonium was
let loose. The men demanded the opening
of the doors and a crowd rushed forward to
batter them down. The police struggled
through to the head of the surging crowd
as tho whistle of the departing steamer
sounded the deatii Knell of the hopes of
those who were left behind. Had it not
been for the officers the walls would have
been torn down.

A GUAVE SITUATION.
The situation was a desperate one. The

expense ofremaining in the city over night
was not by any means the gravest feature
of tho posit., What were the young
ladies to do sod bow were they to explain
their absence from home? There were
auxious mothers on this side as well as in
Oakland, and altogether it was a pretty

mess. Theie were weeping misses and
wrathy men, and curses strong and deep
were mingled with sobs soft and silent. It
was not a time, however, to waste iv idle
mourning, and those whohad friends on this
side or funds to put up at a
hotel boarded the cars which were now
plentifulenough and went uptowu. There
were many embarrassing incidents, too.
Some of the young Athenian gentlemen,
who had spent their week's salary on the
charming Athenian maidens, were at their
wits' end to provide a cover for the fair
ones they had spent the evening with and
dallied until the last moment, and the blue
canopy of heaven had to do its best for
them. How these unfortunates managed is
a mystery, but there were some verybroken-
up couples crossing the bay yesterday morn-
ingon the early boat.

Over in Oakland, however, there were
many who passed a sleepless night, not
knowing what bad happened to the belated
ones, and all day yesterday there were ex-
planations and explanations.

The end has not yet come. Among the
possibilities are divorces and breach of
promise suits and other calamities.

Mrs. Carrie Judd Montgomery of the Sal-
vation Army preached witheloquent power
in the afternoon, and told her wonderful
experience in being raised from a dying bed
in answer to prayer.

Frank Waller, "The Flying Dutch-
roan," who started at 6 o'clock Friday even-
ing to beat 'he world's 24-hour record, suc-
ceeded I" accomplishing his task, He is a
member of the Acme

Club of Oakland, and
though he has never
won a race, bis staying
powers have been gen-
erally recognized as un-
excelled. The new track
of the Alameda Bicycle
and Athletic Club, on
which he accomplished
his great feat, was built
on the In .of the famous
Hern Hillcourse inEng-
land, on which Holbein
ina d t* the previous
world's record of 361

When the Alameda track becomes a little
more firmly set It will probably be the
fastest on earth. Waller made only a few
short stops for rest and refreshment,
and finished in good condition. The
time was taken by Eugene Van Court, G. F.
Neece aud 11. Snow. Dr. Gouriey was
judge, and the scorers were Charles Ballea-
tine, Charles Addington and A. A. Bough-
ton. The pace was made at intervals by

Grant Bell, G. A. Faulkner, W. C. Angell,
G. F.Neece. Stoddard of the Bay Citys. and
Walter Foster, who returned from Monte-
rey just in time to accompany Waller on his
la*>t mile.

Waller's record, which is now that of the
world, is 363 miles and 1590 yards, accom-
plished in a little less than 24 hour*!, the
pistol-shot signaling him to step having

been fired a few seconds too soon. Tbe
gritty rider also succeeded in lowering
all Pacific Coast records over five
miles. The time for the first 10
miles was 30 minutes 46% seconds; in one
hour he rode 19 miles and 500 yard*; 25
miles were made in 1hour 18 minutes 30 sec-
onds and 50 miles in2 hours 47 minutes 30
seconds. The champion of both hemispheres
rode a Co-Inch pneumatic geared to 67.
Waller's oft-repeated story of how he rode
every inch of the way from this city to the
top of Mount Hamilton and return will
doubtless find believers now. He is a tall,
gaunt, awkward German, with beetling eye-
brows, awkward of gait and speech, yet
withal, possessed of muscles of Iron and an
Indomitable determination to accompli. h
whatever he undertakes. He has been a
wheelman only about 18 months.

The leasue meet, originally fixed for
Sacramento, has been given to Stockton,
owing to th* impossibility of securing a
suitable track at the former {lace. The
races will be held on the Fourth of July,
and as the Native Sons will visit the
Sloncb City in force on that day the success
of the meet is already assured. The Bay
City wheelmen of this city are taking great
interest in the matter, and with their active
co-operation the Stockton beys should be
able to present a fine programme. While
the track is a good one for horses, it was
not built for bicycle nice.*, and it willbe
surprising if any records are lowered.

Realizing the advantages of a perfect

rack in proximity to the metropolis, and
being assured of a large listof entries, rep-
resenting many organizations of wheelmen,
the Alameda Bicycle and Athletic Club has
decided not to go to Stockton, but to hold a
meet of its own on July 4.
