Vanderbilt himsell was
net the smoothest railroad king in the coun-
try, but Depew’s oil worked for beth., One
day Mr. Depew went to Europe, and shortly
after the extensive machinery of the Van-
derbidt system began to queak. Had De-
pew been in the country there i3 little
doubt but that he wou'!d have hushed up the
unusual sounds: but Depew was enjoying
Limself in Europe and refused te cut short
his vacation. When he finally returned he
found a well-organized strike on his hands,
but by a judicious admixture of oil and
something stronger peace was restored. The
absence of Depew a couple of months-cost
the New York Central Company between
$2,000,000 and $3,000,600, but Vanderbilt
was quite willing to pay that sum fer the
brief seeson of freedom he had enjoyed.
Mr. Depew’s oil is now being poured upon
the political waters. Ile indirectly tells
Quay, Clarkson and Platt that ‘they are
great politicians and predicts that they will
be invaluable in the coming canvass, Mr.
Depew apparently has an oily idea of the
qualities which constitule great politicians.
By an unhappy chapce he mentioned the
three most unsuccessful politicians in the
country. Each has been the head of his
party in his own State and bhas lost the
State to the party. They have Democratic
Guvernors now in Pennsylvania, New York
anpd Towa. The political influence of men
of this stamp is an unknown guantity.
Toey have a following, but thair methods
drive men out of the party they aspire to
lead. Republicans generally will not wait
with much anxiety tosee Quay take com-
mand in Pennsylvania, Platt in New York
or Clarkson in Iowa. Still, it is nice in Mr.
Depew to pour oil on the troubled waters.

LABOR HERE AND ELSEWHERE.

A {ree-trade contemporary says that the
workingmen of America do more work
for their money than the workingmen of
any other nation. The industrial world
thus prefents a curious spectacle. It will
be admitted that the tide of immigration
seis strongly this way. The European
laborer comes here, the Canadian laborer
comes bere, the Chinese and Japanese come
here, where, according to our free-trade
contemporary’s theory, more work is done
for a given amount ¢of money than in sny
other country. It is contended that the
American laborer is more intelligeut and
energetic than the laborer of olher countries.

But the laberers of other countries do
not become intelligent =and energetic
simply Ly coming to the Uuited States,

Why, then, should they seek the country
in which more work is done for a given sum
than io any other? The resort to such an
argument indicates that our free-trade con-
temporary has run short of material. In
another article in the same issue of the
paper it is said that “if the Uunited States
expects to restrict immigration the neces.
ty of doi without delay becomes
daily mere apparent.” It 1s singular that
people should insist upon comirg to the
country where labor is the least well pald.
When labor is really less liberally paid in
the United States than in other countries
there will be no need c¢f laws to restrict

immigration. ‘The tide will s=t in the cther
way. American laborers do not go to
Chipa, but Chinese would come to the
United States if our laws would adnit them.

handsome majority. Still Foraker has
strong and sterling qualities, He was a
brave soldier and remained at the frout
long enough to learn what war 1s. But he
seems in one respect like a certain Sage-
brush orator who drew crowds who ap-
planded his speeches and straightway voted
the other way.

UP 10 THEIR OLL TRICKS.

It has been stated that efforts are being
made by persons in the employment of the
Soutkern Pacifie Railroad Company to in-
duce a few of our merchants to break away
from the Traffic Association by offering
them low freight rates. We should not be
surprised if such was the case, for this is
much like the usnal policy vursued by the
compauy. In politics a policy has been
pursued akin to that noliced in the distri-
bution of cffices. That company has usually
worked some of its agents into the different
political nominating conventions, and thus
secured men for its use who might other-
wise bave been loyal to the public. What
is more patural than for the company to
hire a few men to break away from the
Traffic Association, and thus weaken the
efforts of the public in their endeavor to
obtain their rights? Of course men who will
subsidize outside railroads and steamship
companies to keep up freight and passenger
rates, that they may make more millions,
ean scarcely be expected to do less with
merchants and politicians. Whatthe public
wants now Is fair and honest usage—rea-
sonable freights and fares—not tricks by
which these men would seduce a few per-
sons to the in jury of the city and State.

Very likely notbing stronger than the
light of probability will ever be cast on the
cause of the explosion at Mare Island,
which has resuited in the death of a dozen
men and in the woundieg of others. A de-
tail of 15 men from the cruiser Boston was
in the magszine filling sbells under the
direction of a gunner. Suddenly a great
explosion cccurs, and it is followed by
others of less violence as the various shells
go ofi. Those who could explain the pre-
cize occurrence which led to the disaster
are probably dead and there is nothing feft
on which to found a judgmient but infer-
ence. No more dangerous work can be
named than that of handling gunpowder,
eitber in the factory or the magazine in
shell-filling. 1t is far more dangerous than
bandling dynamite, which Is comparatively
inert, unless set off by powder detonators,
combining force and heat. Any foreign in-
gredieut capable of emitting a spark by
collision may send a whole magazine into
the air. Against these disaslers there is
nothing to be done exceptto maintain the
strictest care and to systematize the per-
formance of every operation. But notwith-
standing all precautions the boldest of
pevple do not feel very safe in a powder
magazine or factory.

In a souihern part of the State a man is
likely to be in trouble through a Coroner’s
verdict, because, believing in his own
powers of faith-healing, he prevented a
young man who was suffering from typhoid
fever from being attended by physicians
who are accustomed to treat fevers on as ra-
tional principles as the advancement of
medicine sanctions. The faith-eurer wounld
allow of no interference between himself
and the patient, and from want of nursing,
want of food and, perhaps, want of medi-
cine, the sufferer gave up the ghost. The
Coroner Is now inquiring what the proba-
billties of life are under these conditions of
t{phnid in a mild form. If a verdict of man-
slaughter is returned against the confident
gentleman who kills or cures by works of
faith, the trial may briug to light his meth-
ods. Perhaps it will require more faith
than he is possessed of to recommend thiem
to a jory. Doth the ecourt and jury might
at least insist that the faith phy
should be an educated man and possegs a

diploma, honestly obtained after study and
examination. II sent to jail for not possess-
ing the ordinary mundane qualifications for
the treatment of the sick, kis punishment
might cperate as an exemplary warning to
the numbers of good people unfortunately
endowed with feather braius and a penchant
for the supernatural.

The more the merrier! This will be the
exclamation of most people when they read
the joyfu! news that the railroad engineer
is eagerly studying our promised land and
runuing lines in various directions converg-
ing upon San Francisco. Assurance is
strong that the Great Salt Lake project
through Nevada from the ccast, and from
Salt Lake in touch of many routes, has
been formed to stay. 1t is also said that the
Santa Fe Compzny are bent upon having a
free hand for through traffic. A further
announcement is made that a company to
be called the San Francisco and Atlantie
wiil inecorporate within 60 days, by which
there wiil be a fresh route to Lo3 Angeles
aud a junction for Eastern traffic with the
Atlantic and Pacitic at Cramer, which is 30
or 40 miles southeast of Mojave. Thnis pro-
posal is independent of the Santa Fe devel-
opment. A ferry is to run between San
Franciseo and Alameda. There are so
many railroad schemes in the air that the
cautivus citizen must not be too sure that
the Southern Pacific bas not a spoke in the
wheel of some of the ideas. The people
must await developments,

The robbers who walked away with §16,-
000 on a Berkeley train are still at liberty,
but possibly timorous about breaking in
upon their pile riotously lest they betray
themselves., What would have been the re-
sult had the money been in silver instead of
gold? They could hardly have lifted it so
easily, and the horse would not have trotted
off at the gait of a speeder. Silver men
may take some consolation from reflecting
that had there been more silver and less
gold two men could not have perpetrated
the job. On the other hand two employes
could not have undertaken the transporta-
tion from the bank to the works. Even for
short jurneys ot this kind there ought to
be some better provision made for the safe
custody of eoin than ecarrying it in a grip-
sack, Dut it is impossible to suggest any
device that would give absolute security.

The Sounthern acific Company appears to
be working hard to make Santa Monica a
favored port in its own Interest, and is
managing Congress artfully to achieve its
purpose. This of course is not in poelitics,
The company is out of them. But the peo-
ple of Los Angeles do not believe so, and
they ara pulling together strenuocusly to
make a good port out of San Pedro, and
their representations to Congress on what
should be done ought to tell. As againsta
monopoly the voice of the people hLas an
honest sound for just purposes.

At the Chicago Fair a package depart-
ment is to be constituted wherein mothers
may leave their babies in charge and recelve
a check in exchange. Beyond the check
probably nothing will be guaranteed but
ordinary watehfulness over the puling
mites, It reguires no flight of the imagina-
tion to conceive that the democratic and
fraternizing habits of children themselves
may mix the labeling somewhat, in which
event the production of the wrong baby to
an agonized mother will produce a row that
even the shriek of steam whistles would
not drown. Aclions for damages against
the managers would lie for substantial
amounts, and juries would be sympatlhetic
in assessing the grief and anguish. But
every mother may be trusted to know her
own baby.

GRAPEMEN ACTIVE.

The Vitienltural Commission Opposing
Ralnes’ New Wine Bill.

The State Viticultural Commission met
yesterday at Viticnltural Hall to elect offi-
cers for the ensuing year and to take some
action regarding an amendment to the
sweet wine bill which has lately been intro-
duced in Congress by Representative Raines
of New York.

It was shown that under the provisions
of the bill now in force it is allowed to use
brandy untaxed for fortification purposes,
providea that it is the pure spirit of the
grape. The fact that only such pure spirit
should escape the 9 cents a gallon tax when
so used is one of the essential points of the
law. The amendment introduced in Con-
gress by Raines, entitled "An act to reduce
the revenue and equalize duties on im-
ports,” was held to be deleterious to Cali-
fornla viticulturists. 1f it is adopted it will
allow the use of corn spirit untaxed for the
forufication of sweet wines which contain
less than 4 per cent sugar. The commission
decided that it was a most dangerous blew
against California producers, as the admis-
sion of cheap corn spirits to use for fort,
cation purposes would be a menace to the
legitimate brandy distilling interests. The
comanission decided aiso that the amend-
ment to the bill, which they regard as a
safeguard for purity, will tend to the adul-
teration and *‘stretching” of winea,

The sentiment of the commission was so
strong against the amendment that con-
demnatory resolutions were unanimous!
adopted and ordered telegraphed immed{-
ately to the California delegation in Con-
gress, together with requests to it and the
California Senators to use their utmest en-
deavors todefeat its passage.

Secretary Winfield Scots and Chief C. J.
Wetmore reported that the next anuual re-
port ¢f the commission would be ready for
the State Printer by July 1, and that it will
contain, as an appendix, an artlele on the
making of cream of tartar and an artl-
cle on the utilization of wine residues, be-
sides a report of the last viticultural con-
vention, 2

STOCKS ON MARGIN.

Anoither Decision In Line With Cash-
man vs. Root.

In giving judgment for the plaintiff for
€602 with interest 1n the case of Anna M.
Skeelhy vs. H, H. Shinn, Judge Hunt de-
cided another stock marginal transaction
case growing out of speculations between
April 1, 1800, and July 1, 1891, Shinn being
her broker.

The result of these was that at the last-
named day he closed out her account, leay-
ing ber inaebted to him, her stock sold and
her morey—all she had in the world—gone.
She sued to recover all the money paid by
ber on her stock account. She had pa:id
about 60 per cent of the purchase price of
the stocks, he advanciog the remainder.

The facts of the case and the questions of
the law were the same as those presented
in the case of Cashman vs. Root, 26 P, C.
Reporter 883, and the law as therein de-
clared was followed. *“‘Any argument de-
signed to procure a modification or reversal
of the rule therein laid down by the ap-
pellate court must bs addressed to that tri-
bunal,” said Judge Hunt,

The Cashman-Root case was the first de-
cision under the constitutional inhibition
against dealing in stccks on margin,
