2lso to contract with the Santa Cruz Com-
pany to pave in front of city property on
Rose avenue from Gough to Octavia.

2. E. Parsons addressed the commitiee on
behalf of the International Eiectrle Supply
Company in support of a petition for a
franchise for the erecticn and counstruction
of poles and conduits for the purpose of
furnishinz electrieity for light, heat and
power. He stated that if favorable action
was taken in the matter by the committee
the company would ereet 75-foot poles,
which would not interfere with' the lj'lre De-
partment in case of fire.

NOT FROM MALPRACTICE

An-Investication of Mrs. Braum.
beck’s Peculiar Death,

A Coroner’s Jury Finds That the Demise
Resulted From Natural Causes—Some
Interesting Testimony.

. An inquest was held yesterday in the case
of Mrs. Maria Braumbeck, who died Tues-
day under such peculiar circumstances as
to cause an official investigation. Nothing
was brought out by the testimony, how-
ever, to show that there was a proper foun-
dation for the allegation that the deceased
came to her death through malpractice.
The suspicion that a eriminal operation had
been performed was caused by stories cir-
culated by quarreling relatives and the
actien of the two attending physicians in
removing certain organs of the body while
Lholding an autopsy. Death was shown to
have resuited from natural canses.

Valentine Braumbeck, a pale-faced little
man, still showed traces of an encounter
with his wife’s relatives. His right eye
was blackened and there were bruises on
his face. Iie identified the remaius of the
deceased, and in answer to questions said
his wife began to suffer from morning sick-
ness eight weeks ngo.  “Dr. E. [I. Mattner
of 322 MecAllister street had been recom-
meunded to me,” he coatinued, *and so 1
sent ny wife to see him. She was not eon-
fined to her bed until about two weeks ago.
Dr. Mattoer then came to our house, and
afterward brought Dr. M. E. Van Meter of
428 Ellis street to consult with him.

THE HUSBAND PRESENT.

“I was always present when they calleq,
and 8o far as 1 know they never performed
auy operation upon her. When they first
called they said she was very weak and it
was a very bad case. I refused her sisters
permission to see her because my wife
asked me not to allow anyoue to see her.
The doctors had also ordered that she te
kept very quiet. We were not on very good
terms witheher relations becaunse they had
objectea to her marrying a ‘“Dutchman,”
and I did not care to associate with them.
They tried to get money from her and that
cansed trouble between us.

“When my wife died,” continued the
witness, “the attending physicians said that
paralysis of the heart had caused death,
After the autopsy the doetors showed me a
blovd-elot which had been found in the
heart. They asked permission to take away
a certain organ to examine it and I con-

sented. The medicines that the doetors
prescribed were in the forw of white
powders and liguids.”

Belore Braumbeck left the witness-stand
Felix Cosgrove, a brother of the deceased,
pushed his way tbrough the crowd of
spectators and witnesses and declared that
he desired to correct certain statements
made by the witness.

“Mind vour own business,” said Coroner
Garwuod, “and go b ¢k to your seat. You
will Le called at the proper time.”

DR. MATTNER TESTIFIES.

Dr. Mattner deposed that he is a prae-
ticing homeopathic physician, having grad-
uated in this city in 1877. In answer to
questions he made the following statement:
“Mrs. Braumbeck first called at my oftice
three weeks ago. Sbe describad her symp-
toms to we and ¥ prescribed for morning
sickness. She called again and a week
later I was summoned to her house. I
found her in a very bad condition. She
was vomiting incessantly and could not re-
{ain anything upon her stomaeh, She was
very weak avd I called in Dr. Van Meter
for consultation. I gave her the accepted
treatment in such cases. Afterward she
was in an exbausted condition and we
asked Mr. Branmbeck to keep her very
quiet, for any excitement might kill her. 1
also told him that if the treatment did not
relieve her we would have to perform an
vperation to save her life, but they would
not consent to it, Wnen I called Tuesday
she had just died. Her husband told me
she had died during a moment of excite-
ment caused Ly a visit from her sister, We
held an autopsy and fouud that death had
been caused by blood clot of the heart.”

Dr. Van Meter corroborated the evidence
of Dr. Mattuer in reference to the treat-
ment of the deceased.

AN INTERESTING SUBJECT.

He sald the organs removed from the
body presented such an interesting con-
dition from a medical standpoint that he
secured permission to take them away. Dr.
Melean levtgred upsn them belore the
students of the Calitormia Medical College,
after which they were turned over to the
Coroner in exactly the same condition in
which they had been found.

Juhn B. Halsted, an undertaker, testified
that he was present at the autopsy and saw
the heart clots, which the physicians said
had eaused the woman's death,

Dr. R. E. Williams, who made the autopsy
at the Morgue, said he could not tell the
exact cause of death because the prior
autopsy had removed the traces. In his
opinion a heart elot might have resulted
from the woman’s condition, and caused
death.

Felix Cosgrove told how he went to his
sister’s house last Sunday and was refused
admssion. When he did make his way to
her bedside she told him she had been
butchered. While at Mare Island last
Tuesday he received word that his sister
had leen murdered. On one occasion he
heard Braumbeck threaten to kick his wife
out of her house.

Uusimportant testimony was given by
Mrs. Margaret A. Coszrove and Catherine
and Matilda Tighe, sisters of the deceased.
The Coroner’s jury returced the following
verdiet:

That Maria A. Braumbeck, aged 29 years, a
pative of Ireland and a housewife by occupa-
tion, came to her death June 14, 1892, at her
r-sidence, 12 Hawthorne street, in the city and
county of San Fraocisco, from natural causes
unkuown to the jury.

“RATTLED” ON THE STAND.

Nervousness Causes a Witness to Be Sent
to Jail.

Yesterday for the first time in his life F.
L. Greenberg, a barber, living at 225 Geary
street, appearea as a witness in a criminal
case. Ile was much excited and his nerv-
ousness led up to his imprisonment in the
City Prison for several hours. On the night
of the 1st inst. Greenberg went on a spree,
and, while in a Turk-street saloon, was
robbed of §55. The next day he swore out
a warrant that caused the arrest of May
Smith and Liilie Jones on a eharge of grand
larceny. The women avpeared yesterday
in Department 2 of the Police Court for ex-
amination. Greenberg was called as the
complaining witness, but he could not re-
member that the accused bad anything to
do with the loss of his money. In fact, he
berame greatly confused and could not re-
member anything about the alleged theft,

Judge Love thongtt this was somewhat
peculiar and intimated that the case had
been “‘fixed.” He then ordered Greenberg
inte custody, Greenberg became calmed
during his imprisonment and explained that
his first appearance in court had ecaused
niro to beeome “‘rattled.” More than this,
he said he was so drunk on the night he lost
his money that he could not be certain that
the accused women took it.

After luvestigating the case the police
couciuded that Greenberg had not Leen
“squared” and released him trom jail. The
examination of the women was continued
until the 234 inst.

LIABLE FOR $500.

Downing’s Bondsmen Held Responsible
for His Embezz!ements.

The Draymen’s and Teamsters Union
has been awarded judgment by Judge Hunt
against J. M. Downing and his sareties,
E. A. Kolb and William Grutzmacher, for
£500 embezzled by Downing while treasurer
of the organization.

One defense was that the action must fail,
because the'union had never been legally
incorporated. 1n view, however, of the
recitals of the bond, the deciston holds that
the defendants are estopped from urging
this objection. The State only can question
the validity of the incorporation.

Furthermore it was contended that the
union was negligent in intrusting money
to Downing, after it became apparent that
he was delinquent in his accounts, but the
evidence did not support this elaim. “The
union seemed to have confidence in the
integrity of its treasurer,” said the Judge,
“‘and the circumstance that it was only after
full deliberation and investigation of
Downing’s books and accounta that itbecame
convinced of the unpleasant task does not
serve to defeat its right of recovery for the
a2mount thus unlawfully appropriated.”

Interest was allowed also from the time
of the commencement of the action on Sep-
tember 29, 1891,

ORPHEUM THEATER LEASE.

The Brewerles Syndicate Want 1t Sold
for Walter’s Debts.

Gustave Walter, erstwhile of the Or-
pheum, has been sued with others by the
San Francisco Breweries (limited) to recover
$15,847 86, to be satisfied out of his iease-
hold of the theater property from William
N. Meeks, its owner. The lease was ac-
knowledged on November 20, 1886, and in
March following Walter became Indebted
to E A. Denicke and E, Schnabel for $3000

or more, und assigned the lease to thein as
a mertgage, though it is absolute in form.
On Juna 17, 1889, Walter had not paid the
indebtedness, and Denicke purchesed
Schnabel’s interest in it. In Mareh, 1390,
Walter beeame furtber indebted to Denicke
for £10,503 and in August for $9985 50,
which debt and the morigage were ther sel
over to the plaintiff, who eclaims siner to
have expended $5862 36 for rent, insura’ice,
taxes and the preservation of the mortgige.

MERELY SUSPICION.

Judgment Reversed in Charles McDev!tt’s
Estate.

A new trial was ordered yesterday by the
Suprenie Court in the proceeding which re-
sulted in the lower court in the successful
contest of the $100,000 estate of Charles
MecDeyitt, who died in February, 180, at
the age of 65, and who had made a will on
September 27, 1380, The appeal was from
the order denying a new trial and refusing
to dismiss the proceeding on the ground
that the judgment was not entered within

" six months after rendition.

McDevitt was an iovalid suffering frem
internal cancer when he made the will
From cancer he finally died, though it
scems he was not so ill as to prevent his
going out. MeDevitt was a bachelor, and
atone time had in this city three brothers
and a sister, The brothers were all mar-
ried, but two had died beiore Charles, and
their children were the contestants.

Janies MeDevitt, the father of some of
tha contestants, and Charles were at one
{ime partaers in the draying business, pros-
pering in the same and purchasing a ranch
in Sonoma County, which Charles managed,
while James couduected the draying busi-
ness. About 10 years belore the testator’s
death there were business differences, re-
sulting in litigation and a dissolution of the
copartnership.

Prior to that and when visiting the
city, which he did twice or thrice in a year
he lived with the brother James. At the
time of the litigation he went to live with
another brother, Andrew, and continued
thiere until his death. After the dissolution,
James became the owuner of the ranch and
Charles of the real estate, which now con-
stitutes the estate, As heirs were a sister
in Massachusetts, the brother Aundrew, two
nephews and nieces, children of the brother
James, and five nephows and nieces, chil-
dren of Michael.

The will gave $1000 to the sister and all
else to Andrew and the members ot his
family, intentionally omitting provision for
the children of the dead brothers. The con-
test was oh the ground of undue influence
by the uncle, Andrew, but the appellate
court, after a review of the testimony, was
of the opinion that there is nothing beyond
suspicion shown here, and no proof, and the
presumption of law in the absence of all
proof in a contest is in favor of the will

Regarding the second point, the apuellata
tribunal did not feel inclined to interfere
with the action of the trial court.

MONEY FROM THE STATE.

Thirty Thousand Doilars Due the Cliy
for the Care of Indigents.

Through the efforts of Supervisor Ellert,
chairman of the finance committee, and ex-
pert John Hoesch the general fund of the
city will be swelled next month by $30,000,
which will be paid into it by the State. This
woney has been owing to the city since 1383,
and represents the State’s share in the cost
of maintaining indigent persons at the City
and Counly Hospital, under the law of 1853,
Several weeks ago Supervisor Ellert’s atten-
tion was directed to the fact that while the
State had paid its share for the indigent
persons in the Almshouse, those in the hos-
pital had been overlooked.

In cowpany with Expert Hoesch Mr.
Eilert went to Sacramento and laid the
matter before the Governor, who said that
the city was certainly entiiled to its share
of the State appropriation during the past
nine years for the care of the indigents at
tiie hospital. The sum due aggregates about
§€30,000. The State Board of Examiners
passed favorably upon the matter, and Mr.
Eliert states that the money will probably
be paid over early in July.

life, but has compelled her to depend upon
the charity of friends and continue a charge
upon her mother, For this reason she
wants a divorce,

GREENEBAUM'S AFFAIRS,

He Admits Owingz $275,000, With
Assets $70,000.

The Statement That the Debtor Made at the
Meeting of Creditors—The Books
Are to Be Experted.

There was a large attendance yesterday
at the meeting of the creditors of Alfred
Greenebaum, the First-sireet liquor mer-
chant. Among the prominent drms repre-
sented were L. J. Rose & Co., J. de Fre-
mery, Jones, Mundy & Co., Hellman
Brothers, A. Vignier, Abramson, Bacon &
Heunisch, Meiggs & Straut, Mrs. Scott, L
Landsberger & Son, Martin Feusier, F. D.
Elsgn, C. W. Craig and Maunsfield Lovell,
while Attorneys P. G. Galpin, Barclay Hen-
ley, H. C. McPike, H. N. Clement, Julius
.Rmmer and W, H. Chickering were present
in the interests of other creditors. Alto-
gether ereditors to the amount of $170,314
were represented,

Barclay Henley was voted to the chair
aund J. Herman appointed seeretary. After
some discussion as to whether the press
should be excluded, it was finally decided to
allow the reporters to remain. The roll
was then called and the debtor teleplioned
for, but could not be found. Attorney Cle-
ment, representing S. W. Levy, Greene-
baura’s fatner-in-law, then stated that five
days had yet to elapse before his client
could enter up judg ment and sell under
execution,

Upon this I. Landsberger moved that a
committee of three be appointed to institute
insolvency proceedings, and to take such
other steps to protect the rights of the non-
attachiog creditors as it might deem neces-
Sary.

Several ereditors and attornevs made sug-
gestions as to the best methods of proce-
dure, and finally ex-Justice Reimer sug-
gested that the committee eounsist of the
five largest non-attaching creditors present,
as this number was required by law to pre-
se'n‘t a creditors’ petition in insolveney.

This was nmgreed to and subsequently
after considerable argument the cummities
was increased to include the following
seven members: E. C. Bechowski, repre-
senting L. J. Rose & Co., ecreditors for
§9797; J. D. Jones, of Jones, Mundy & Co.,
for £6700; F. D. Eisen, of the Eisen Vine-
yard Cowmpany, for $3668; P. G. Galpin,
representing Mrs, Scott, for $5300; A. H.
n‘leiugs, of Meiggs & Straut, for $3580;
C. W. Cralg and Mansficld Lovell, the
amount of whose elaims were not ob-
tainable,

It was then decided only to supply the
press with the aggregate amount of credit-
ors’ claims represented at the meeting and
not the individual names and specific
amounts, Meanwhile the chairman stated
that Greenebaumn and Attorney C. Acker-
man were awaiting the pleasure of the
meeting and were invited to enter.

GREENEBAUM'S APPEARANCE.

The deblor marched in with head erect
and defiant and s-lf-satisfed look, and the
cool effrontery of his subsequent admis-
sions a8 to the manver in which he had
recklessly traded simply bore out the gen-
eral impressivn that he was prepared to
bruzen the matter out. In response to the
chairman, Attorney Ackerman stated tbat
Greenebaum was there prepared to answer
ail questions coucerning his failure, and as
he considered proper, and the ehairman
stating that the sense of the meeting was
that the debtor should make a statement as
to the cause ot his failure and the prubable
amount of his assets and liabilities, he made
the following extraordinary statement with
a jaunty air of irresponsibility :

*“The cause of my fuilure was disappoint-
ment inreceiving monetary assistance which
I had expected. In January last I owed S.
W. Levy §160,000 for cash loaned to me by
him, and I never expected that he, being a
wealthy man, would ever ask any return for
it, as he had always given me to understand
he would let me have the exclusive use of
the money for as long as I liked. 1n Janu- !
ary, to my surprise, he asked me to reduce
my indebledness. 1to!ld him 1t was diffi-
cult aod thought it hard that he should
press me. He assured me that he would not
allow me to go under, so I turned Irim over
such collaterals as 1 could ana negotiated
loans with banks on hypothecations and
paid him about 850,000, He appeared to be
satisfied, but shortly alterward demandeq
more woney. 1 told him I ecould not pos-
sibly do what he wanted, but he gave me
the same assurances that I should not go
under, and I therefore turned him oversome
§10,000 or §12,000 more bills and negotiable
securities,

At the time I applied to my personal
friends, Austin Gierschler & Co. of Phila-
delphia, as Gierschler had often promised
me aid if [required it. His reply was un-
favorable, so I nad totryv the local banks,
They said *‘No,” and my bankers attached
me, As to my assets, I think my stoek here
should be worth a minimum of £25,000 to a
maximum of $§30,000, outstanding accounts
should be about §30,000 to 875,000, with, say,
10 per cent of them donbtful., I bave no
property outside of California, and only
one small piece of real estate, which
amounts to very little, I comprise my firm
solely. My last purchases of goods were
made in the latter part of May from Abra-
hamson, Bacon & Heunisch, Herman & Co.
and J. C. Bauer & Co,

HIS LIABILITIES,

“My total liabilities in California are
about £200,000, and in the East approxime
ately 875,000, a whole total of £275,000.”

The debtor then proceeded to state that
he had lost $125,000 in bis New York and
Chicago brunches, but had lost nothing in
wheat or outside speculations. He said
that ha would have been in difficglty at any
time during the past four years lg Levy had
called in his capital. He made a very poor
showing when ques:ioned as to what he had
done with large quantities of goods, bought
within the last month, his sole explanation
being that he bad sold them to his father-
in-law, who had given him credit. Jones,
Mundy & Co.’s bill became due from him
at the London, Paris and American Bank,
who were the bankers both for the debtor
and that firm. Seeing how matter stood
therefore the bank attached on Saturday,
and left their clients Jones, Mundy & Co.
outin the cold, The debtor adwitted hav-
ing obtained large quantities of goods from
New York and turned them over to Levy
hnmediately upon their arrival, receiving
credit for their invoice value. He denied
having told Bradstreet & Co., Dun & Co.
and other mercantile agencles that he was
worth $200,000, and if they had him so ratcd
it was their own lookout and through no
statement of his.

He further denied that he had ever said
that his father-in-law had ever made him a
present of $100,000, or that Levy had ever
done so,

Finally it was understood that the com-
mittee would take immediate steps in in-
svlvency, to protect the estate from the at-
taching creditors,

Attorney Ackerman agreed to go through
the books with an expert and the committee,
and that body was also empowered to re-
tain all legal assistance rendered necessary.

The meating then adjourned to the call of
the committee,

During the whole proceedings the debtor

assumed a nonchalaat air, and secmed to be
quite | foud of the fact that he bad incurred
an indebtedness of $275,000 in the past four
years, and now only possessed estimated
assets of §70,000 to meet them,

W. P. FULLER'S ESTATE.

Final Account Rendered and Distribu-

tion Asked.

A vpetition for settlement of account and
final distribution has been tiled in the very
valuable estate of William P. Fuller, late of
Whittier & Fuller. The accountshows cash
receipts of $814,898 28; personal property
on hand, $874,320 73; real estate on hand,
five-sixths having been previocusly distrib-
uted, £314,514 50; total estate accounted for,
$2,003,742 51. Commissions of the execu-
tors were $21,857 42, attorney’s fees §£43-
113 95, and for family a'lowances $25,652 87
was paid to the widow.

Fuller died on May 17, 1890, and left a
widow, three sons and two daughters. Mrs.
Fuller petitions for a decree distributing the
residue as follows: To Frank W. and George
R. Fuller, minor children, the two-twellths
interest in the undistributed real property;
to herse!f all the household furniture, ete.,
839 O’Farrell street. one-half of the entire
remainder to the children, share and share
alike, Under a decree of partial distribu-
tion she received one-half of the real es-
tate, and the children who were of legal age
one-twelfth each, all the estate having been
community properey.

The report accomvanying the account
shows claims for $1,620,829 52 were rejected,
oue for $1,615,035 82 having been presented
by W. F. Whittier arising irom agreements
in reference to the partnership property.
Suit was brought thereon but dismissed.
The other elaim of §5773 70, of John Comp-
ton, was for damages ou a breach of war-
ranty for sale of eargo of lumber and is
pending in a suit against the firm, the claim
If any against the estaie having expired by
limitation.

The three-eighths interestin the copartner-
shiv had been sold to W, P. Fuller Jr. for
81,400,000 $1,000,000 cash and the balance
in notes. Iocinded in tie undistributed
property are two such notes for $400,000
each, both exeeunted in February, 1391, and
payable, one November 24, 1891, and the
other in February, 1892, at 6 per cent.

IRON WORKS TO REMOVE.

The Fulton Yields to Outside Advaunces,
and Will Go.

Mr. Spiers of the firm of Hinckley, Spiers
& Hayes of the Fulton Irfn Works, lately
destroyed by fire, stated to a CALL reporter
yesterday that the firm had definitely
reached a conelusion to abandon the present
site and erect new works at some point not
yet decided upon, where greater facilities
could be afforded for the extension of the
works.

Mr. Spiers said that several loealities had
been considered, ail of which fronted on
the bay, and at each point very liberal con-
cessions and In some cases subsidies had
been promised as inducement for the firm
to locate. At Baden a fine site was offered,
which combined a location on the bay
with plenty of ground for buiidings and
for ouses for the workmen, while
from Vallejo, Alameda, Oakland, Tiburon
and Berkeley most liberal offers had been
wade to induee the location of the works at
these points. *“One of these offers,” said
Mr. Spiers, “will be accepted, but which
one cannot be revealed at this time.” It
was learm:a also that it was the intention
of the companvy to greatly extend the works
in the direction of marine constraction.
Fulton employed, at the time of its destrue-
tion, about 300 men, who were paid in wages
about $§30,000 per month, aud who repre-
sented a permanent population of not less
than 1200 souls.

THE REFUGE FOR WAIFS.

Quarterly Report of the Youths' Direc-
tory of San Francisco.

The report of F. J. Kane, superintendent
of the Youths’ Directory, for the quarter
ending June 1, shows 127 boys received
since Mareh 1, and 65 remaining in the
directory on June 1. The boys were dis-
posed of by sending 32 to St. Vincent’s
Orphan Asylum, 2 to the Watsonville Or-
phan Asylum and 5 to the I[nfants” Orphan
Asylum at South San Francisco. There
were returned 62 to parents, relatives and
guardians, 12 were provided with homes in
families and 3 were sent to the hospital.
The largest number, 78, were received from
unfortunate parents, relatives and guardians
and 22 came from friends of the boys. The
City Prison recruited 8. From the streets
were picked up 2 and the Society for the
Prevention ¢f Cruelly to Children furnished
3. During the quarter there were Y3 ap-
plications for work and of this number 83
were provided with places.

The E! Campo Excursions.

The pumber of people who visit the El
Campeo picnie grounnds onthe Marin County
shore, widway between California City and
San Quentin Point, is the best proof that
can be offered of the popularity of the place
as one to which families can go on Sundays
to spend a few bours and enjoy the invigor-
ating air of the country. Every Sunday the
steamer Ukiab, that makes the run in fifty
minutes, is crowded on each trip with
pleasure-seekers, and one of the delightful
features of these excursions is the absence
of the rough element, which keeps away
because it knows that it will not be toler-
ated on the grounds, and it will not be al-
lowed to take passage on the steamer. The
superintendent of these excursions, Colonel
W. H. Menton, isalways atthe wharf when
the steamer i3 receiving passengers and
ready to prevent objectionable persons from
going on the boat. The Ukiah will, as
usual, on Sunday next wake four trips to
tue pleasure grounds,

The Summer at Pacific Grove.

The Young Men’s Christian Association
begin their summer meeting at Pacifie
Grove, Monterey County, to-day, and
will remain in session until Monday. On
June 30 the annual Chautaugua assembly
begins, an interesting programme having
been arranged. Many new departures will
appear and all of the old departments will
be continued. The W. C. 1. U. School of
Methods begins July 13. A midsummer re-
union for discussion of political and social
reforms will be held August 2 to Augu-t
16, and the regular Methodist conference
opens on September 7,

Kennedy's Hair Turning Gray.
