MRS. STARKE RESISTS.

She Will Not Leave the Home
Unless Compelled,

The Long-Fought Case of the Lady Managers
to Out Her Transferred for Trial to
Justice of the Peace Low.

Yesterday was the day set for the trial, as
orignally tutended, before a jury and Presid-
ing Justice of the Peace Gray of the caso of
the Oid People’s Home to deelare that Mrs.
Elmira Starke, a descendant of the General
Starke of revolutionary fame, is not entitled
to remain as an inmate of the home, she
claiming under a *“life inmateship.”
The courtroom was packed with ladies
and gentlemen interested in the proceedings,
and well known in the community on aec-
connt of their connections with benevolent
and charitable institutions.

The case having been called, Mrs. Clara
S. Foitz, who has fought for Mrs. Starke
every imaginable point with vigor, protested
against going on with the trial. *“Your
Honor,” said she, “I cbject to the jurisdic-
tion of the Justices’ Court in trying this
case. I think the Superlor Court ought to
Sy n”

*Judge,” interrupted Charles F. Hanlon,
attorney for the home, *‘this matter of juris-
diction has been passed on seven times ai-
ready, aud decided against the learned lady
on the other side.”

“Oh, I think I have jurisdictlon,” sug-
gested Justice Gray, “*but perhaps the lady
objects to me on the score of prejudice.”

*“Ob, thauk you, Judge, for that!” ex-
elaimed Mrs. Foliz joyfully, as if her case
had been half won, *I have been nagging
after you in this case, and naturally you
are a little disgusted with it. For four
months I have kept you in hot water, and
of course you object to being parboiled.”

REASSIGNED.

Counsel affirmed and disavowed, and
finally Justice Gray decided to reassign tha
case to another Justice, but then Mr. Han-
lon wen!d not try a case before this gentle-
man, and Mrs. Foltz wouldn’t think of try-
ing her case bafore that gentleman, simply
“beeanse,” and so it went until finally Mr.
Low was agreed upon, thouzh Mrs, Foltz
was caudid, when his name was first men-
tioned, to object to him also, because a few
days ago he had partially decided a caso
against her when she cught to have woun the
wliole case.

All this nad taken up almost the entire
forenoon, and when all the interested ones
had taken possession of Mr. Low's court-
room, that very timid gentleman asked very
timidly whether some one would not kindly
te!l him what the case was all about?

Mr. Hanlon was more than willing, and
he proceeded tosay that heexpected toshow
that when Mrs. Starke entered the home she
signed a contract in accordance with the
rules of the institution, whereunder, upon
payment of 8$300, shie was entit!ed to be cared
for during her natural life, but with condi-
tions attached which she had violated, and
therefore the contract was void.

She was furnished with a comfortably
furnished room, and one of the rules is that
strangers shall not be admitted there. In
violation of this rule she entertained her
son, who is a traveling minstrel, and broughbt
him food from the dining-room, which is
also against the rules. She played quoits
with the dishes and kept a light burning in
her room after the designated hour of 9:30
o’clock. She was disrespectful to the ma-
tron, used unbecoming language and was
viclently disobedient in her actions.

WITHOUT PERMISSION,

She wou!d leave the house at any time
without permisspon, taking what is called
“French leave.” Lastly, she would not
pass things at the table, and in fact, Instead

of making it & happy home, she made a
monkey-and-parrot sort of a time,
*Your Honor! Your Henor!” protested

Mrs. Foltz, *“what does he mean by that
terrible expression ‘monkey-and-parrot
time’? I protest against such language.”

“Restrain yourself, Mrs. Foltz, pleaded
Justice Low, mildly; *“I will give you a
chance to use whatlever expressions you
choonse,”
