MAURITIUS SUFFERERS.

Sacderson Geta an Appeal for
Aid From the Island.

The following is a copy of a letter re-
ceived by Mayor Sanderson yesterday in
regard to the awful disaster which overtook
the inbabitants of the island of Mauritius
on the 25th of last April:

Munieipality of Port Louis,
Town Hall, Mauritins, }
May 6. 1892,

Sir: After the great calamity which has be-
fallen this colony, and especially the town of
Port Louls, I feel it my duty to wmake a pressing
appeal to the nation you represent in Mauritius
and to ask you to be good enough to forward
abroad our earnest entreaty in favor of the un-
fortunate victims of this most terrific disaster,
I have the bonor o be, sir, your very obedient
servaunt, E. AUBERT, Mayor of Port Louis.
To T. T. Prentis Esq., Consul for the United

States of America.

Accompanyiog the letter were newspapers
containing an account of the disaster. The
hurricane swept over the island with fright-
ful violence, the town of Port Louis
alone 24churches were blown down and the
Royal College was destroyed. Nearly all
the property on the island wes destroyed,
600 persons were Kkilled and 1000 persons
wouaded.

Health and Folice Matters.

McNOLTY'S NECK.

To Be Streiched on the Gallows
on August 12.

The Murderer o8 John Collins Makes a Rame
bling Statement in Court Bafore
Sentence Is Passed.

John MecNulty, wifo murdered John Col-
lins on the 25th of Mareh, 1888, by shooting
him in the head, was in the dock of Juds{e
Murphy’s court yesterday to receive his
sentence for the crime. 7There was a large
attendance of morbid spectators present
anxious to gaze upon the murderer, whose
case has been pending in the courts for over
four years.

McNulty had all the apvearances of a
broken-down man, and he las evidently
given up all hope of keeping his neck clear
of the hangman’s noose much longer. His
face is shrunken and pallid from his long
confinement, and his nervous system ap-
pears to be completely wrecked.

As he waied for the Judge to dispose of
some minor court matters he began to
iremble and move his hands nervously un-
der the gaze of the several hundred spec-
tators.

Two women, who were friemds of the
murderer’s mother, sat cutside the dock,
but close to him, and occasionally they
spoke cheering words to him.

REACHING M'N ULTY'S CASE,

Wiien the Judge at last reached McNulty’s
case and requested him to stand up he stag-
gered mto an upright position and his trem-
bling inereased.

Attorney Carroll Cook arose at the same
time and made a request that the court de-
fer setling the date for the exeeution for the
reason that Attorney J. N. E. Wilson, who
defended MeNulty, was not in the city at
present, and papers had been sent to him
upor which it was proposed to apvly to the
United_States Supreme Coart for a new
trial. Furthermore Mr. Cook maintained
that the court had no right to pass seatence
as the statute under which it was proposed
to proceed had been repealed. 1If, however,
the court was determined to proceed the

‘attorney asked that the date be as remote
as possible in order to allow the higher
court time to pass upon the case. 5

Judge Murphy said that he would not
delay the execution,

Mr. Cook then stated that McNulty de-
sired to make a statement in relation to bis
trial and Judge Murphy abpnounced his
willingness to listen. g

The murderer, who bad set down while
his eounsel had been speaking, arose again
and spoke in a quivering tene of voice.

M'NULTY'S REMARKS,

*“Your Honor, I want to tell you thatthe
witnesses at my trial éid not tell the truth.
One of them stated that Ishot Collinsin
the ba“k of the head, while another testitied
that he was shot in the front of the head.
It was not brought out either in the testi-
mony that the mate of the schoener Spartan
told me thav Collins had said that he would
either beat or kiill me.”

At this point in Lis statement McNulty’s
nervousness almost overcame him and he
went on in a way that was very rambling,
saving that he was drunk when he sbot
Collins and that the latter had threatened
his life. He denied that he had shot Collins
iz the back of the head.

Tnat was all McNulty was ablae to say,
and Judge Murphy proceeded to pass judg-
ment. Regarding what the prisoner bhad
said, the Judge stated that it had been fully
gone over at that trizl, and there was noth-
ing the eourt could do in the case except
pass sentence in accordance with the man-
date of the Supreme Court,

“The judgment of the law i3,” said the
covrt impressively, “that you, John Me-
Nulty, be taken to the County Jail by the
Sheriff and imprisoned there until the 12th
day of August, on which day the Sheriff is
ordered to have you hanged by the neck
until you are dead, and may God [have mercy
on your soul.””

A look of despair swept over McNulty's
pale face, and the two woemen burst into
tears. As the murderer was led out by the
Deputy Sherifi they stretched out their
hauds te him in sympathy.

WAR IN PESCADERO.

Not Between the Feop'e, but Belween
Kival Stage Line Men.

On the shore not far from Pigeon Point
in San Mateo Ceunty and distant about one
mile and a half from Pescadero is situnated
what Is known as the pebbie beach, which
has been visited by thousands during the
past 30 years and is as almost well
known to the traveling people as the
Yosemite Valley and the wonderful big
trees. -As previcusly stated this pebble
beach has been visited by thousands of
people and each one has carried away from
there from one to three cigarb-oxes filled
with pebbles, some of which are really
haudsome and are turned over to lapidaries
and jewelers to be converted into articles of
Jewelry. Among these pebbles are found
opals, cornelians and a sort of milk stone.
Notwithstanding the fact that so many of
these pebbles have been removed the sup-
piy does not appear to be in the least af-
fected, and any one who saw the beach 30
years ago and goes to it now cannot notice
that a handful had been takep. This
beach, and an agate beach close Ly, a
singing berch some distance away, the
Pigeon Point lighthouse and some beautiful
drives in the mountains on the road to Red-
wood City, are the chief attractions around
the anecient town of Pescadero,

One of the iarge land-owners in that part
of San Mateo County is a Mr. Coburp, and
the pebble and agate beaches are on the
border of the land around which he has a
fence. For some reason or other heis not
on the best of terms with the people, or
rather some of the pecple of Pescadero, and
not long ago the peovle who run the regular
iine of stages from San Mateo station to
Pesecadero via Spanishtown, and to the same
point from Redwood City via Honda, and
he had a falling cut. The exact nature of
the quarrel has not been made publie, but
tis i3 known, that Coburn determined to
establish an opposition stage line via Span-
iashtown. Coburn owns a iarge number of
horses, and he procured several light and
easy-riding covered wagons, which he placed
on the road, and put them in charge of the
famous driver, Baldy Green, who for many
vears was the crack rein-handler on the line
between Virginia City and Carson. With
a view to knock out the old line
Coburn cut the fare down from the
regulation price, $250, to 50 cents, and
he made the announcement that if the regu-
lar line went lower than that he would
carry passengers without cost and furnish
each passenger a noonday meal at Spanish-
town, 7This action on his part bad the
effect to make the old-line people come
down to the Coburn prices in the matter of
fare on the Spanishtown line, and on the
Redwood City-Honda line the fare came
down to $150, although there is no oppo-
sition, but travel fell off softhat something
had to be done to meet the cuton the other
route to Peseadero.

Previous to the establishment of this op-
position there was a line of carriages that
carried passengers from the hotel to the
vebble and agate beaches, eharging 40 cents
for the round trip. Coburn has established
a line of earriages there, and cut the round-
fare trip down to 25 cents. He is havinga
new road bailt by whieh tne distance to
these beaches wili be reduced, and this will
soon be opened. He also declares that no
teams except those in charge of his men
shall be permitted to eross his lands. This
virtually shuts out all others who are en-
gaged in the carrying business, and those
who wish to visit the beaches must ride in
Coburn’s carriages. On last Wednesday
Coburn served written notice on a livery
stable man namea Farley, the owner of the
opposition coaches and carriages, to the ef-
fect that no more trespassing would Dbe
permitted on the Ccburn grounds. Coburn
bas also declared that he will have his wish
respected, and that if it is not he will have
shotgun sentries at the gates, and that they
will be instructed to keep intruders out.

On the other hand, it is elaimed that Co-
burn has no control over the beaches, and
that steps will be taken to reach them by
anotber route than that over his lands, and
that if he attempts to prevent people from
visiting them thera will be serious trouble.
Thus the matter stands at present. The
two lines of coaches via Spanishtown are
not making money, but the people who
visit Pescadero are saving some by the re-
duction in the fares.
