THE MAGNESIUM FLASH.

How Amateurs May Prepare It for Photo-
graphic Use at Home,
8t. Louts Post-Dispatch.

A simple and novel way for cblaining a
magnesium flash-light cheaply and quickly
in connection with Russian background
photography is the following: From a wad
of azotic cotton, well dried, is formed a
small, hollow nest. This is placed on a
plece of paper to prevent the spilling of
the magoesium, which is passed through a

fine sifter. The hollow portion of the wad
is then well sprinkled with the powdered
magnesinm ; the edges of the rest are gath-
ered together and twisted with the forefin-
ger and thumb until they form a pear-
shaped cone. A plece of wire is hooked
into the cotton at the top, and the wad is
now ready to be hung up in the proper
place whence the flash must come, It
is lighted with a match or a hot plece of
steel. The results are very satisfactory, If
the operator wishes to ghutugrnph himself
he need only provide himself with a fuse
which is long eunough to reach from where
he stands to where the magnesium wad is
vlaced. As the spark is not very strong the
fuse must be weil blackened with soot or
with pulverized resin, 1f after preliminary
tests these methods shounld prove to be in-
effective the end of thie fuse may be dipped
in_sulphuric ether, which latter process
will always prove successful in carrying
th&zp:rk to the wad which is to be lighted
with i

An Important Discovery.

A French artist, M. Lepirre, while ex-
perimenting &t cuvoling meited sulphur in
paper, bappened to use a lithographed card
with the edges turved up to make a dish.
Whnen he took the sulphur away from the
card he found the lithegraphed eharacters
were ciearly and distinctly impresaed
upon the cooled surface of the sulpLur,
remaining thus after hard frietion
and washing. By repeated experiments
be has succeeded in obtaining resuits of a
very satisfactory character, removing the
paper each tinie by a mere washing ard rub-
bing process. It is found, in fact, that sul-
phur will receive impressions from and re-
produce, in a faithful manner, eharacters or
designe in ordinary graphite crayons, writ-
ing ink, typographical inks, China ink,
lithographie inks—whether colored or uo-
colored varieties—and others. He also
swates that it will repreduce maps with
remarkable exactitude,

SAVED FROM A SORRY FATE

A Thrillivg Incident in the Life of a7

Salor,

The Horrors of Fire at Sea—How a Score of
Persons Were Rescued From a
Burpning Brig.

In the year 1830 the writer chanced to be
in England. There were in those days a
considerable number of small vessels trad-
ing from the British Islands to the Azores
and to the Mediterranean and to Spanish
ports for the season’s fruits, raisins, currants,
oranges, whataver it might be. These ves-
sels were called fruiters, and they were
schooners of a very beautifu! pattern. You
hear a great deal of the yachts of the pres-
ent time, but 1'm sure I don’t know whether
there’s a craft of that kind afloat in

these days to match the beauty of
the lines of some of those fruit-
ers. Being an old man, it may be

that I'm prejudiced; but where can I turn
to find the like of those fruiters when I
recall some of them whose names 1 could
give, sailing along with every sail set, lean-
ing down to the breeze, and sweeping for-
ward l’ke white clouds rolling along the sea
line? They were built, not for the eye
only, but to weather the heaviest galo of
wind that ever blew; all their sharpness
was below water, above was beam, with
bows rounding out roomily, and a beautifal
tapering in aft for the stern; in fact, where
their builders got their models from
was always a puzzle to me—not from
the Baltimore clippers, for fine as those

ances that have a sheen upon them and
which are very deceiving: and I went on
cutting up wmy tobacco untfl I filled my
ipe, and then I litjt and went on deck.

Lere was agreat deal of roaring in the
weather, and the sound under our bows
t\'uuld havg bgen procf to any landsman

hat our captain was driving our little eraft.
I looked over the Westher-ratl and instantiy
iny eye was caiight by & spark, out Where
the brig was likely to be. At the same mo-
ment 1 beard them talking aft, and, going
that way, I found the captain, mate and one
of our men looking at the light and arguing
about it,

“It’s onmistekeable, Cheese,” said old
Muftin, **that she’s afire. The question
vow is, What’s our duty? Does she expect
us to beat up to her, or ain’t it more likely
that, knowing we’re here, she'll put her
helm up and run down to us?”’

“Why, yes,” said Cheese, *‘no doubt it’s
more likely she’ll put her Lelm up, but we
ought to make her know where we are.”

“Why, certamly,” said old Muffin, and
on that he ordered us to make a flare,
which we kept burning for nearly a quar-
ter of an hour, the Susar meantinie being
brought nearly to a standstill.

Bat though the spark grew bigger 1t was
evidently because the fire was increasing
and not because the brig was coming down
to us, and sceing this our o!d man made up
his mind to beat up to the vessel and see
what he could do in the way of saving life.
You may say what you like about schoon-
ers, but if you ever want to appreciate the
qualities of that sort of rig you should be
to leeward of a ship on fire and feel your
heart pumping in your bosom with mad-
ness to reach her quickly. With her sheets
flattened in till every cloth stocd like a
board, the Susan went at the seas asa
hunter goes at a hedge. It was ali snap,
worry and thrust, but with a determina-

tion in 1t that a hurricane could not
Lave blown out of her. Perhaps she
felt that it was something extraor-

dinary, this deviation from ber straight
course home. We never thought of show-
ing side lights in those days, and so, as it
was necessary to keep up the hearts of the
poor fellows in the burning vessel, who on
seeing our flare disappear migiht imagine
that we had sailed away and left them to
their fate, we turpned to and slung a big
white globular lantern aloft, where it could
be plainly seen no matter on which tack we
were. The moon came up iu the east as

boats were the fruiters were thelr superiors
in speed, shapeliness and seaworthiness.
Ithink it's a lost art in Epgland. Speed
was imperative for the sake of the fruits,
and so I suppose the builders were put to it
to produce craft which nothing could out-
sail. They are past and gone. They belong
to an age of seafaring which England has
long said good-by to. Steamers have monopo-

lized this particular trade, and in-
stead of lovely little vessels crowd-
ing on canvas as white as snow,

like beautiful birds from another partof
the world over the swells of the Bay of Bis-
cay, we have steamboats looking like gas-
works knocked to pieces and put together
again so as to float, with straight sterns, an
elevation forward and an elevation aft, a
chimney stuck up in the m'dlle where the
hollow is, asort of asailorstanding in frontof
it holdinga wheel, and a compass slung aloft,
with a ladder to go up to look at it by, Ido
not mean that steam is not necessary and
useful in its way, but I do say that those
fruiters were beauties,

1 shipped as able seaman aboard a fruiter
called the Susan. She was 95 tons, and
stood among the first of the sea-going ereft
ot her kind. Our crew consisted of Wil-
liam Muffin, captain; Johu Cheese, mate;
myself. and two wore men aud @ boy.
What I am going to tell happened when we
were homeward bound to the port of Lon-
don from the Azores, and were two days
out. Muffia was a rare man to carry
on sail—nothing could stop him. I've
drive the Susan through it
when we, standing right aft, could see
nothing of the vesse! forward, everything
being a smother of white, foremast up out

of the foam, rigging looking as though the
ends were set up under water. He wanted
to get the reputation of being the smartest
hand at fruitering, and if he did not fally
earn it, I can testify that he thoroughly de-
served it. He made nothing of studding
sailbooms. I’ve seen him carry away two
“‘dukeys,”’ as we called the gaff foresail, in
one week.

We were two days out. It was rather cold
weather, though considering the time of
year it should not have been. There was a
stormy appearance about the heavens,
steady messes of gray with openings
thirough whieh the sky looked down witha
sort of greenish appearance as though na-
ture had given it a coat of palnt, but in a
half-hearted way, as though on the whole
she did not know but that after all the blue
was best. The sun was more like a mere
ooziness of light thap the regular orb we
are accustomed to, and the swell came
down from the north long and
strong, with a wrinkling of small waves
that turned over with a kind of savageness
in their splashing; and the breeze, which
was not strong as yet, blew along with a
hollow echo in it, as though it had caught
deeper notes from afar and was carrying
them as it went. After eight bells—noon—
the wind freshened. 1 can’t remember its
exact direction, but we were able to sail
the wind about ome polnt free. If it had
not increased in strength it would have
made fine rununing for the Susan, for till 1
o’clock we kept all sail set, and under fly-
ing-jib and topgallant sail and gaff-topsail—
and you our gaff was some-
thing worth looking &t for its length—
the little Susan slipped foamingz along
the side of the swell—snoring through it—
with the spray breaking aft as far as
abreast of the mainmast, and the lee wash-
streak buried in the boiling seas. But it
was now coming on to blow, so we took in
the topgailant sail and flyiug jib and gaff-
topsail and presentlv tied a reef in the
mainsail. Then we followed by a reef in
Lthe gaff-foresail and so oo, slowly shorten-
ing down, till at 5 o’clock we were under a
treble-reefed mainsail and reefed topsail,
by which you may suppose it was blowing
pretty hard. We were bowliug and splash-
ing along, the air being gray with the
coming dusk, though there was a promise
of & windy sunset behind us, when we
made out a sail on the weather bow, I was
at the tiller at the time, and I heard the
captain say to the mate, after be had been
looking at her a little while through the
glass, that she was a large brig under sin-
gle-reefed topsails, Of course we, as a
schooner, were sailing closer to the wind
than a square-rigger could, and by sun-
down the strange sail was very nearly
abeam, where she showed out against the
dark, flying clouds ovar the horizon as
clearly as I ever saw a vessel in fine
westher — hull plunging heavily, water
flying over her bow, and topsails, foresails
and spanker staring out with a dingy white-
ness, confusing enough in their way to be
mistaken for the heads of tall seas,

The sun sank in a way that made the
ocean look as wild as ever I remember see-
ing it. The sun resembled a flare, burned
as a sigual of distress, a ruddy, leaping,
gleaming among the clouds, with sparks in
the water for a reflection, like glowing cin-
ders falling, and floating 8 moment before
sinklug, and a sort of bolling, reddish haze
rising up to the zenith and lines of scarlet
fire that moved like the spokes of a slowly
revoived wheel; the blue seas stood up
sharp and black as a ridge of hills against a
pink sky and looked as thouzh they were
trying to wash the sun out. Qur wake ran
white as milk. There was a gray bird or
two following us, and the wind came over
the rail in a shriek as if it had lost the old
mutterings of tempest and was catching up
anew cry of arowning people.

It was in the second dogwatch, quite
dark. 1was in the forecastle, cutting uv
some fobacen for a smoke, when one of the
men standing on deck near the hateh sang
out, “Blessed if 1 dou"t think that there
brig to wind’ard *s on fire!” 1 did not im-
agine at first that there was much in this
cry, for at sea you. will often find appear-

red as blood, but before long she turned
white and gave a dim light—just enough
perhaps to let the people in the brig see us
sailing to them or for us to have seen them
had they taken to their boats and been
knocking about on the lookout for us. The
fire was too good a sign for old Muflins’ keen
eye 10 g0 WIong.

He said to Cheese: “I shall sail close
under her stern and find out what they
mean to do. Uf they have boats we'll go
round and heave-to to leeward, and pick
them np as they come. If they've got no
boats we shall have to maneuver in another
fashion: but apvhow lets first hear what
they have to say.”

We were now fast nearing the blazing
ship on our last tack. It was casy to see
why she had not run down to us, for she so
Jay as to show that she was unmanageable.
Ste bad come up in the wind and was all
on fire forward, the rigging catching the
flames, and everything crackling and spark-
ling and hissing that way as high as the
foremast.

The blaze drove aft and the smoke blew
along in a smother full of fiery stars, The
water all around was lighted up, and so was
the sky for the matter of that; but Idon’t
think I should have found her the awful
picture that my recollections make ber if it
had not been for the crowd of heads we
saw watching us over the taffrail. The fire
showed themn as plainly as the daylight

would, and one of our crew sang out:
“Good God, there’s Lwo women Rmong
them.”

Oid Muffin sprang on to the rall, He
wanted no trumpet. His lungs were cast-
iron, and, as he used to say, trumpets only
weakened his voice, He waited till the
time came, then he yelled, “Brig, ahoy!”
There was a waving of hauds and shrieks
and cries.

“‘Great thunder,” roared Muifin, “they’re
foreigners. Auy oneaboard speak English 2"
he saug out.

There were more yells and brandishing
of hands, but no further time was allowed.
The Susan had slipped by oul of earshot.

We all said no, for had there heen any-
thing of that kind hanging at the davits we
should bave seen it, and as for a longboat
the burning vessel roiled so as to show her
decks plainly,and where herchocksought to
have stood there was nothing to be seen.
It was clear her decks had been swept by
the sea, and through bad weather and other
causes she had lost all her boats,

our schooner tumbled about in them. [and

another man and Mr. Cheese got into the
boat and dropped astern. The schooner’s
helm was then shifted and under very easy
sail she ran down to the burning brig, luf-
fing hard up as she came under her stern,
when we, slipping our oars, rowed as hard
as possible to the brig’s stern, where we
hooked on, taking care to keep clear of her
us she rolled. We sang out to her men 1o
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Getting the women off,

hand the women over first and they seemed
to understand what we said, but it was
awful work. Such hanging back, such ery-
Ing out, such screaming, such shoving. I
feared they wounld swamp the boat. As it
was two of them made a jump and tumbled
in the water, and one was drowned, getting
under the vessel somehow.

We pushed off with one load, and then
came back for the other. We got all the
rest of the people safe, and such was their
excitement that they cawme very near to
capsizing the boatand drowning us all by
striving, some of them, to take us in their
arms and kis¢ us. We men belonging to
the schooner remained in the boat till all the
rest of the people, who turned out to be
Frenchmen, were aboard; but scarce had
the last one of them climbed over the
side when Muffin roared out, *“Quick,
Mr. Cheese; ur with ye, up with ye
all, for 'dear life] Bear a bnand be-
fore we’re blown into rags! Quick
with ye! never mind about the boat. Leave
her to tow! leave her to tow!” The fright
in his voice took the breath out of our o8
and we hopped aboard like monkeys.
The decks looked crowded with people
huddled together. A bright glare came
from the brig and lighted the vessel up, It
was not five minutes after the helm had
been put over and the schooner was begin-
uiug to slide through the water, feeling the

weighe of the wind after the giipe of her
relin, that had kevt her hove to, when the
brig blew up with such an enormous burst-
ing sound thiat T am sure no ¢lap ot thunder
Iever heard in tropic:l Teglols came, near
to it in its power of stunning. I never Saw
another sight to equal that wiles followed,
Tho alr seemed to be fuld of lighining,
c?used by burning spars and mists and
vieces of timber hurled aloft into the dark-
ness scores and scores of feet high, Such
was the concussion in the water that it
shcok the Susan till we all recled again.
Considering where some of those burning
things fell, there can be no aoubt that had
the schooner been in the same position where
she” had lain hove to stie would have
been set on fire or destroyed by the weight
that would have fallen upon her. It turned
out that one-third of her eargo consisted of
gunvowder, but I presume that even if the
poor wretches had been able to speak Eng-
lish they would not have dared to tell us the
nature of thelr freight for fear of our de-
clining to have anything to do with them.

I have seen some peril in my time, but
when 1 come to reflect how soon that brig
blew up after we had pushed off with our
second load and after we had just managed
to get the schooner out of range of the ex-
plosion, I am bound to think that that
salvage job was the very closest shave which
1 have ever expertenced. J.C.
