‘he situation wiil remind politicians of
the couvention of June, at Cincin-
nati.

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THE MAYOR EXFLAINS,

At the Saturday meeting of the Finance
Cemmittee of the Board of Supervisors
Mayor Sanderson defined his posilion on
the pledge-breaking proposition.. He is
now reported as saying that in case the
people demanded it the board would be
justified in setting aside the dollar limit.
Precisely how the pecple can put their de-
mand in an authoritative shape the Mayor
did mot say. The pledge was the basis of
the action of more than 50,000 voters. How
wany of these 50,000 voters would in the
Mayor’s estimation release him from an
obligation he made to the whole number?
The Mayor still insists that in case of an
emergency the board would be justified in
breaking the pledge. As nothing in the
nature of ap emergency ha® yet appeared a
discussion of what shall be done when an
ewergen cy does arise would be premature.
Supervisor Burling is reported as saying:

_“Iam not in favor of breaking the limit, but
the public ought to be informed as to why
the Supervisors canuot appropriate money
{for necessary public improvements.” Some
information on this point would be
ecceptable. The revenue of the city will
this year fall but a little short of $5,000,000,
besides the $1,000,000 or $1,500,000 that will
be expended Ly private parties on public
streets. There is no other city in the United
States of 300,000 inhabitants that provides a
revenue of £5,000,000 for ruuning expenses.

Why
is it then that we have this yearly howl
against the dollar limit? Why is it that
money cannot be voied for mecessary im-
provements?

1f the Mayor and Board of Su-
pervisors should look carefully into the de-
tails of some of these expenditures would
they not be able to give the people the in-
formation which Mr, Burling thinks them
entitled to? It is poor encouragement for a
people who are taxed as our pecple are to
hear this annnal complaint about the lack
of money to do the things that are needed.

THE MINNESOTA CYCLONE.

Detailed accounts of the cyclone of the
15:n in Minunesota supply a little new in-
formation regarding the nature of these
phenomena. It will be remembered that
the last destructive cyclone took place in
Southern Kansas and was traceable to the
vast areas of rarefied air in the Indian Ter-
ritory and Northern Texas. On this ocea-
sion beat was the cause of the atmospheric
disturbance. There was no extraordinary
development of heat atthe theater of the
accident on the 15th. The cyclone origin-
ated in Jackson Counnty, Minnesota, just
north of the Iowa line, and pursued an
easterly course as far as Fillmore County,
witiiin a few miles of the Missouri River.
It adbered strictly to the southern tier of
counties in Minnesota, neither divergiug to
the north toward the rich waliey of the
Minnesota River, where it would have
spread wide destruetion; nor crossing the
border into fowa. No meteorological reason
can be assigned either for its beginning
where it began, or for its ending where it
ended. It was an isolated ptienomeanon.

Most of the destructive hurricanes which
devastate the central Stales along the rivers
originate north of the border, either in
Assiniboia or in the British territory flank-
ing the eastern siope of the Rocky Mout-
tairs; they cress into the United States
somewhere in North Dakota or Montana
and pursue an easterly course to the great
lakes and the Atlantic, with occasional off-
shoots traveling down the Mississippi Val-
ley. This cyclone did pot originate in or
near Canada. We bave no accounts of dis-
aster either in the Dakotas or in Montana;
Nor was it felt on the east side of the Mis-
souri. 1Its field is described as having been
150 miles long by a quarter of a wile to a

mile broad. It must have had a cause, but
science is not sufficiently developed to
warrant even a conjecture what it was,

The Signal Service Bureau at Washing-
ton is doing good work in collecting data
respecting tornadoes, and the British Royal
Metecorologienl Society is performing the
same work for Englaud and her ececlonies.
The Signal Service Bureau has limited the
reports of its observers to storms in con-
nectisn with a well-defin« d, pendent, fun-
nel-shaped ecloud, with attendant rotary
winds, with sufficient power to uproot trees
and overturn dwellings along a well-marked

WASTEFULNESS AND TAXATION.

When comments have been made in re-
spect to extravagance in the management of
municipal affairs in San Franeisco, thera
has usually been some newspaper which
wonld virtually excuse the extravagance, by
urging that penuriousness was not to be
thougnt of in conducting the affairs of a
great and prosperous city. San Francisco,
as those persons who pay taxes realiza, ex-
pends a large sum of money annually in the
agegregate; so large a sum that taxes have
become actually burdensome. Of course high
taxation causes high rents, and excessive
“rents increase the price of living. This goes
even to the individual who only pays for
board ard ledging. San Francisco, by the
use of extraordinary efforts on the part of
certain newspapers and individuals, has
been kept nearly out of debt, hence it has
little to pay in the way of interest money.
This being the case, taxes should be light,
but money goes through the departments
almost as readily as water finds its way
through a sleve. The leaks are in nearly
everv quarter; actual wastefulness prevails.
Without including the stealings, the expen-
ditures in San Francisco are entirely too
much. THE CALL has only to direct atten-
tion to the reports which have found pub-
licity respecting the management of the
County Hospital withio the past tew days.

Money, it seems has there been thrown
awav. Jodeed, the wastefulness has been
shocking. DPerhaps by directing the atten-
ticn ot those officials whose business it
should be to wateh over the expenditures of
the city, improvements may be made, not
only in the County Hospital, but in other
quarters where it is needed.

IS IT MORE MONEY?

1i some of our contemporaries who are
urging the formation of a new city charter,
the making of which, if undertaken at the
present time, io all probability would fall
into the hands of men who have done but
Jittle in the past in cunnection with muni-
cipal affairs but to assist in squandering our
mouney, are anxious to obtain an economical
city government they should try to elevate
proper persons to office. A new citycharter,
to be fashioned by the men who have been
plundering us, would be a worthless instru-
ment; ivdeed, to invite such persons to
make a new charter and then admiuister
affairs under it would be sheer folly. We
would be worse off than we are at present.
Tug CALL believes the object with some of
the persons who are now Lowling for a new
city charter-to be to obtain a stronger pull
upon the finances of the public thac they
now have,

The League of Progress organizing in
San Francisco has enough of work abead
to occupy its members actively, if they are
in earuest. The fact that the age of mem-
bers is Jimited in range to between 21 and
45 is assurance both of vitality and vigor.
As soon &s the members are in working or-
ganization, with committees appointed to
deal with appropriate subjects, they will
have a considerable volume of business on
band in the study of tramsportation rates
and methods of emancipation from the
present anacomnda thralldowm. No young
man stodying the business situation can
avoid coming to the conclusion that wuch
must be changed in our transportation
system if we are to enjoy the legitimate

advantages that belong to us by natural
right. 1t will not do to permanently com-
mit the whole interests of the State to the

fntelage of the Southern Pacific Rallrcad"

Company.

The reported lynching of four-Italians in
Washington State is perturbing the spirit of
Italians in Italy, and on a smaller scale we
might have au international difficulty simi-
lar to that which followed the lynching in
New Orleans, The cases are, however, by
no means parallel., If the story be true that
comes from Washington the men were
almost taken redhanded in & homicidal out-
rage. In the New Orleans case the men
were in jail, awaiting trial, and it was by no
means established tbhat those who suffered
were positively guilty, or the most guilty.
Sourts of popular justice must be accepted
as inevitable in new communities, and Italy
would be very ill advised to pick a quarrel
with this country because some of her emi-
grants have come to arief in an outburst of
popular fury. In thess matters there is
always a good deal to be said on both sides.
There is some suspicion that tha Washing-
ton affair has been exaggerated for purely
sensationai effect.

The death of a son of Mr. Blaine, coming
so swiftly after avents political which must
have cruelly unnerved the ex-Secretary of
State, is an occurrence which draws forth
un iversal svanpathy. It is a demestic blow
of the saddest character to a great man.
Mr. Blaine must feel bowed down by a grief
incensclable, but reconciling him to the re-
tirement from publie cares on which he has
now entered.

Rarely do the elements come {o the assist-
ance of a Sheriff protecting a prisoner from
mob violence. This, however, has hap-
pened in Texas, A Sheriffl had chargeofa
prisoner and a crowd would have liked to
take the culprit out and leave him dangling
beneath the nearest tree. Butl the oflicial
defied the lynchers and at night copious
showers of rain dampened the enthusiasm
for violence and the mob dispersed. This
shows what is possible in propitiating an
insurrection by either hot or cocld water,
provided there is an abundant supply and
engines and mains are in working order.
The majority of pecple have an mversion to
water.

What particular satisfaction can be derived
from racing steam yachts is adifiicuit matter
to decide. There can be very little seaman-
ship in the sport, and the engineer, if credit
is given to anybody, is entitled to the whole
of it, for everytning turns upon his care of
the boilers and efficient supervision of all
mechanism. The taste for racing steam
vachts ts childish. To have a big steamer
as a vachting palace, such as some of the
Atlantie liners are, is a conceivable mode of
enjoving a cruise, but a small yacht at high
speed, with everything vibrating violently
oa board, isnot a mora pleasurable eraft
than a torpedo-boat, which is usually buried
under water and gives evervbody the sensa-
tion of being afilicted with St. Vitus® dance.
The sailing yacht is the eraft out of which
to extract enjoyment.

The eleetion fight going on in Eunglsand
between the two great parties is curious.
The Tories seem to have arrauged matters
o that in the borcughs which are the
stronghold of Liberalism the polling shall
not take place on Saturday. Ordinarily the
Dritish workingman hLas a half-holiday on
Saturday, and it would therefore incon-
venience him the least to make Salurday
the polling-day. If he goes to the pollona
Wednesday or Friday he is apt to lose a
considerable cut in his wages, and not a
few men are indifferent about political duty
when a personal sacrifice is involved. The
Tories say the poll is open until 8 in the
evening, and thus the workingman who is
methodical can work and vote without per-
sonal loss. But the Tories expect to gain
by the stratagem, notwithstanding.

The solemn meeting of the Ulsterite fac-
tions has been held and stern resolutions
have been passed against entering upon the
experiment of constituting a parliament for
Ireland in Dublin. Inflammatory speeches
were the pabulum meet for such an ocea-
sion, and they were volleyed forth with the
expected vebemence. DBut brave words are
cheap, and in spite of all this row in Ulster

he common-sense of the north of Ireland

wiil come in evidence when the Parliament
of the United Kingdom, backed by the
forces of the country, has expressed its will.
It #o happens that Ulster is by no means
all Oranee. Ulster is really half aad balf,
and the Nationalists are entitled to assert
their view of whatshould be doua just as
much as the Londoenderry and Belfast pat-
riots.
