The victim of the
supposed crime was Katie llheinhart, a
young German woman, who caiue from the
East to seek her fortune in the Golden
West. She was a servant girl, end with
Louise Meyer, another liomesti?, arrived in
this city from New York on March 21. The

Last Wednesday night she went out
with Simpson and the nrxt morning she
was so ill that W. t'. Ilcffmau, one of tho
proprietors of ti:e hotel, sumi-ioned Dr.
August Wilhelm. lie prescribed for her
and left a bottle of n:edici:.e with a label
bearing his name.

The Six Smuggled Chinese to Be

Returned To-Day.

A Glut of Onions on the Wharves— An Oid

Txprcfsman's Story
—

Whalebac'*

Staamers on the Pacific.

There may be trouble at Mission No. 1 to-
day if any effort is trade to prevent th«
sailing oi the four-masted schooner Transit
with n non-union crew. This is the first
time that this vessel has takeu such a crew,
and as the barkentine Discovery, which
lies astern of her, willalso carry non-union
men, the two vessels were very closely
watched yesterday and last night. The
Transit will take bark to Honolulu the
six Chinese coolies attempted to be
smuggled in on the bark Sonoma a few
days ago. Prell, the cook who undertook
the job, is still in jail,having been unable
to procure bondsmen.

The bark Helen \V. Almy, Captain dish-
ing, arrived yesterday from the Gilbert
Islands with a cargo of shark's tins ami
copra. The natives are reported to b« tax*
iously awaiting the return of KingTubri-
:»ora. who came up here on the Mcntsvrrut
and is nowon his way to the group on bouid
that vessel.

One of the oldest expressmen on the city
front and decidedly the most oripnal char-
acter atnon<* the fraternity is Tliotuas Fitz-
gerald, familiarly known as "Tom Fitz."
