THE OLD CHESAPEAKE.
Her Timbera Now Do Duty In an Eaglish
Windmlil.
Ashton (England) Reporter.

It is nol generally known that the Chesa-
peake, famous for her historic encounter
with the British ship, the Shanoon, in 1813,
is in existence to-day, as sound and stanch
as the day she was launched, but is used in
the ingiorious capacity of a flourmill.
After Ler capture by Str Philio B. V. Broke
she was taken to KEngland in 1814, and in
1820 her timbers were sold to John Prior,
miller, of Wickham, Hants. Mr. Prior
pulled down his old mill at Wiekham and
erected a new one from the Chesapeake
timbers, whieh he found admirably adapted
for the purvose.

T'he deck beams were 32 feet long and 18
inches square, and were placea unaltered
horizontally in the mill. The purlins of the
deck were about 12 feet long and served
without alteration for joists. Many of these
timbers yet have the marks of the Shan-
pon’s grave-shot, and in some places the
shot are still to be seen deeply imbedded in
the pitch pine,

TAKES A FATAL TURN.

Fierce Enccunter Befween Rival
Potrero Faetions.

Jack Welch Shcots Cornelius McManus in
the Breast and Receives a Stab in the
Abdomen—Both May Die.

A reign of beer, blows and blood has been
that of *“King” Frank McManus of the Po-
trero. That rivalry in saloon patronage
and polities which has existed for years be-
tween the McMaunus and Weleh brothers
culminated yesterday in the serious—per-
haps fatal—wounding of two members of
the fighting families.

Third street, near Howard, was the scene
of the Dblocdeurdiing encounter, which
terminated by John C.
Welel, better known
around his saloon at the
Potrero as “‘Jack,” re-
ceiving a deep stab in
the abdomen and Cor-
nelius McManus, styled
the **Gossoon,” being
shot through the left
breast.

Many confradicting
statements as to bow
the encounter occurrad
were made, but it seems
to have grown out of the eold feud and the
recent attempt to cause the arrest of Frank
McManus on a charge of forgery.

As stated in Tue CaLL yesterday,
Joseph Robinson, an employe of the Pacific
Rolling-mills, went to the old City Hall
Friday and iried to secure a warrant for the
arrest of the uncrowned monarch for
forgery. He sald that he boarded at Me-
Manus’ hotel until heowed $16. McManus
then became so anxious for the money,
Robinsen alleged, that he went to the ioll-
ing-milis and secured $20 !y signing iobin.
son’s name tothe payroil. Kobinson declared
thathe could not write and that he had not
autherized any one to secure his salary or
sign for it. .

After making several trips between the
offices of the warrant clerks of departments
2 and 3 of the Police
Court, Robinson was
informed that he would

enred the warrant for
McManus’ arrest. Me-
Manus and several of
his followers were
around the bunilding at
the time, but the rival factions did not en-
counter each other before their departure.

Upon leaving, Weleh jumped into his cart
and, accompanied by Michael Curran, for-
merly a bailiff in the Pclice Court, drove
down Third street. Arriving at Hunt street
they entered Matt Smith’s saloon on the
corner.

Weleh drank freely and told of his trou-
bles with the MeManus family. Hesaid he
expected them to attack him. They had
threatened to kill bim, and he added, signifi-
cantly, that if they attempled to carry out
their murderous desigus some one was
liable to get hurt, IHe had scarcely ceased
speaking when lie looked out of the saloon
and saw Frank and Corpelius. McMaous
and William Phillips, their brother-in-law,
standing upon the sidewalk. This did not
deter him, however, from passing the trio
and stepping into his eart.

No sooner had We!ch taken his seat than
he was seized from behind, struek on the
head and dragged from the vehicie into the
street.  Welch quickly
freed himself, and draw-
ing his revoiver, a 33.
caliber, fired into Cor-
nelius McMaonus’ breast.
The *Gossoon” stag-
gered bLack, and clasp-
ing hls left hand cover
his heert, shouted, *'I'm
kiiled.”

Welch then ran back
into the saloon, where
Officer Littie foliowed
and disarmed bim. f[at-
tle placed Welelh under
arrest apd started down
Third street with him
toward the Seuthern station. He had not

roceeded half a dozen steps before Frank
MeManus gradbed bim. ‘Three other men
Joined in the assault upon the officer and
prisoner and both were knocked down. It
was during this struggle that Welch was
stabbed. The witnesses to the blows ex-
changed claimed that they saw no knife
used.

Little was compelled to retreat, leaving
Lls prisoner at the mercy of the assailants.
He ran to the nearest signal-box and tele-
phoned to the Scuthern station for the patrol
wagon and ail the available men in the
office, saying that a desperate fizht was in
progress.

Although knocked down several times
and weakened by the loss of blood, Welch
fought his way through the howling mob
and ran upstairs into the lodging-house over
Smith’s saloon. He concealed bimself ina
roowm, where he was found a few minutes
later by Special Officer Con Kelly. The
crowd made a second attempt to take the
prisoner away, but Kelly ciubbed the as-
sailants back and finally managed to get
Welen into his cart and drive rapidly to the
Receiving Hospital.

The patrol-wagon arrived about the same
time, apd in it Cornelius McManus was
taken to the hospital.

A howling procession
vehicles contain!ng the
wounded men., It was
beaded by Frank Me-
Manus and others who
frequently shouted:

The wounded
Manus was first to reach
the hospital. When he
was laid on the oper-
ating table Police Sur.
geon Somers found tnat
the bullet had entered
his left breast just be-
low the Leart. ‘The ball McManaus, :he King of
ranged downward, the Potrero.
passed through the body and lodged under
the skin of the back, where it was located
and cat out. The hospital physicians pro-
nounced the wound of a very serious na-
ture, and one which woull probably result
factaily.

Whila McManus still lay on the operating
table Kelly arrived with Welch. When the
latter alighted on the sidewalk in front of
the hospital McManus rushed at him, not
unlike an infuriated bull. He grappled
with the wounded mso, and would have in-
flicted additional injuries had_ not officers
Little and Kelly interfered. Welch was
laid out on a sofa in the surgeon’s private
cffice. The elder McManus tried to feree
his way into Welch. He cursed and raved
like a maniac, and it required three police-
men to hold him back.

An examination of Weleh’s wounds
showed that he was also seriously and per-
baps mortally wounded, There was a deep
stab in the left side of his abdomen. There
were also mapy Lruises on his head and
face, and his right ear was split and torn.
After treatment the wounded men were
placed on cots in separate rooms.

Asked for a statement of the encounter,
Welch said: “After leaving Smith’s saloon
I entered my cart with Curran. As I
started to drive away some one grabbed the
horse, while Con McManus yelled, ‘Get out
of there, you — ——' As he spoke he
dragged me from the cart, and before I
struek the ground he plunged the knifeinto
me. At the same time Frank*McManus
struck me. Kcowing that my life was in
danger, I drew my pistol and fired. Before
1did so the whole crowd had started to kick
and beat me. After I fired the gang re-
treated and I ran into the saloon. If the
policeman had not taken my pistol away
;ever':'ll others would now be stretched out

ere,

Weleh then became so weak that the
doctors weuld not permit him to say any-
thing more.

‘I'he McManus brothers give a decidedly
different version of the aifair. Cornelius
said he was standing on the street with
Frank when Welch left the saloon and
entered his cart. *“Without any 'warning,”
said he, “Welch drew his pistol and shot
me. He then started to drive away, but a
crowd surrounded him and pulled him from
the cart. If bhe was stabbed I don’t know
who did it. After the shooting five or six
men went after Welch, and guess he
would have been strung up if the officers
had not interfered.”

Frank McManus refused to say anything
about the affair, and greeted all reporters
who qnrestioned him about it with a volley
of blood-curdling oaths.

Curran said that Cornelius MeManus was
the aggressor. *‘Woich turned and fired
immediately after McNanus struck him,”
said Curran. “McManus staggered back
and placed bis hand on his breast, but I did
vot think he was wounded. Welch was at
once dragged from the cart and while he
was siruggling 1 saw Frank McManus rush
up and strike him on the left side of the
abdomen. I did not see any knife used,
After that Welch was chased and beaten for
some time.”

So much for the storiss of those who wit-

nessed the affray. The police were not as-
sured that either of the wounded men wou'ld
die, and for that reason did not take any
dying statements. Detective Ben Bchen
was detailed to investigate all the circum-
stances and he must have concluded that
Welch was the agaressor. A charge of
assault to murder was recorded against
Weleh on the City Prison register.

Frank MeManus wae also locked up and
charged with forgery and battery. He re-
mained in jail several hours before his
friends induced Judge Slack to approve a
bond in the sum of $2000 In the forgery
case. He gsecured his release on the battery
charge by furnishing $40 cash bail.

Phillips was injudicious enough during
the afternoon to visit the Receiving Hos-
pital and tell how unjust was the shooting
of Cornelius McManus., He said Cornelius
was an honest teamster in the employ of
the Street Department and had nothing to
do with the rivalry and feuds ai the
Potrero. After visiting his wounded
brother-in-law Phillips looked iuto the room
where Weich lay writhing in agony. Weleh
locked up and moeaned feebly: *“There's
Bill Phillips. He's one of the men who had
a hand iu stabbing me.”

Phillips denied that he was present dur-
ng the encounter, but two of the ofticers on
duty in the hospital escorted him down be-
low into the City Prison. After he sat
around on the benehes in the corridor for
over an hour bLe was booked on a charge of
assanlt to murder. He remained in jail
until 5:30 o’clock, when an order for his re-
lease came from Judge Love, who had ac-
cepted a bond in the sum of §3000,

There were many exciting scenes in the
leceiving Hospital during tle alternoon.
The excitement increased when information
arrived that Judge Love had accepted a
bond in the sum of $10,000 for the release of
Weleh. At 4 o’clock Sergeant Lindheimer
appeared witli an order of discharge. This
aroused the wrath of Bill MeManus, a thira
member of the fighting family. He de-
clared that it was an outrage that a red-
handed murderer shoula be released upun
bail. Two of Welch’s brothers brushed by
him several times, and an encounter be-
tween them was only vaeuted by the
presence of a squad of police.

At 4:30 o’clock the hospital was cleared
of spectators, and, guarded by four police-
men, Weleh was cartied out on a streteher
and placed in a patrol-wagon. It was feared
that the McManus followers would make
another attempt upon the lite of the
wounded man, but there was no demonstra-
tion as he was placed in the wagon, It had
been decided to remove him to St. Mary’s
Hospital, snd three officers escorted Lim
there to preveat any fresh outbreak on the
way. Welch's Urother also drove behind
the wagon in a buggy.

At a late hour the counditlion of the
wounded men remained unchanged. Cor-
nvelius McManus seemed to be in the most
critieal coudition.

The history of the feud between the Me-
Manuses and Weleh brothiers at the Potrero
has been related by chapters in the eriminal
news items published in the daily papers.
The war began iuearnest several years ago,
when the Weleh brothers opened a board-
ing-lhouse aund saloon in opposition tothe
Union Hetel, conducted by “King” Frank
MceManus. These establishments are pat-
ronized by emploves of the Union Iron
Works and Pacitic Roliing-mills. Many have
been the biood-letting encounters between
the conduetors of the rival establishments.
Many times the “King" was arrested on
charges ranging from battery te ano assault
with a deadly weapon, but through his
political *pull” he always escaped convie-
tion, It is only a very few months ago
that there was a lively riot between the
rival factions. Clubs and pistols were
freely used and several heads were badly
battered. When the leaders of the factions
became politically arrayed against each
other the enmity was increased. At one
time Frank McManus was acknowledged
“King of the Potrere,” from a political
standpoint. It was after the Welches
opened their boarding-house that McManus’
influence began to wane. Hotly contested
primaries then began to termiuate in lively
fights.

MecManus, who has been a member of the
Republican County Committee, recently be-
came a supporter of the Burns faction,
while the Weleh brothers supported the
Kelly-Crimmins junta. At the last primary
election the Welch followers gained a vic-
tory at the Potrero and ghis increased the
hatred of the McManuos adherents. Thus
the feud was fed politically and otherwise
until Jack Welch openly assisteda Robinson
in procuring the warrant for McMaous'
arrest on the forgery charge. ‘I'his in-
creased the fire of the McMaous wrath and
l\;vas the direct cause of the affray yester-
ay.

THE WOUNDED MEN.

At an early hour this moerning Welch was
sleeping easily in his cot at St. Mary’s Hos-
pital and *“King” MecManus’ Dbrother
was peacefully reposing in the Receiving
liospital. DBoth men had been visited by
wany of their friends and retainers during
the evening, and cue of the McManpuses bad
declared that Weleh *‘was®s pretty good fel-
low after all, and I hope that neitler of
them will die.”

LANDING CHINESE GIRLS.

Two White llel‘ Cughl by the
Officers of the Law.

They Perjured Themselves for $3 50 a Day.
An Important Arrest by Inspector
Pattison.

Yesterday afternoon Customs Inspeector
George Pattison took from: the house of the
Chinese Christian Brethern at 25 Prospect
place a 13-year-old Chinese girl named Loy
How, who had yesterday worning been
landed from the steamship China upon the
affidavits of M. Mcfiitt and James D. Bell.

It is possible that the girl has a right to
land, but it is now known that the perjured
testimouy of two white men was secured in
order to land her.

The *“tip” that something was wrong with
the case of Loy How was given to the Col-
lector of the Port some time ago, and steps
were taken to guard against fraud,

It appears that “Monte” Moffitt and one
Coots, alias James D. Bell, were prepared
to land one or wore Chinese women upon
the arrival of the Chipa by the means of
forged signatures to false affidavits.

Oa or about April 27 last Mofiitt entered a
saloon on ‘T'hird street, and, displaying a
handful of gold, ‘‘set’em up” to every one
in and about the place. He boasted of hav-
ing found an easy way to make mouey and
let fall hints sufficient to put officials on the
trail of Moflitt’s scheme.

Later the same day Coots and Moffitt met
in the same saloon and a quarrel ensued
over a division of an amount of money,
about $100, which Moffitt apoareatly had in
charge, Coots in his anger asserted that he
had “helped Moffitt do a job,” for which, if
he was caught, he would get 10 years, and
that he was not satisfied with the pay.
Afterward the men mads up their differ-
ences and continued boon companions.

A BOGUS AFFIDAVIT.

Investigation developed the fact that on
April 27 last Coots, signing the name of
James D, Bell, and Moffitt stgning bis own
name, went before louis B, Harris of 526
Pine street and swore to an affidavit in sub-
stance as follows:

That they both kuew one Ng Fong Low, alias
Loy How, to be a native of this eity (San Fran-
eisco). That shie was about 13 years of age, and
that her father was Ng Fuug Low of 819 Dupont
street, whom they bhad kuown from 10 to 18
years, That the girl left this country with her
mother seven years ago when but six years of
age, and that her mother died in Chiua some
months ago, and (he glil now desired to return
to her father.

‘I his affidavit was forwarded to China on
the sieamship DBelgie, and accompanied
the girl on her trip here.

On Thursday last the steamship Chine
arrived, and that day Moflitt and Coots, ac-
companied by B. F. Bergzen, an attorney-at-
law, appeared betore Collector Phelps with
the original affidavit made by the men, to
whicli was attached the sworn statement of
girl herself, and asked that she be landed.
With the men were .\'lg Fuui Low, her
alieged father, and Ng Hung Gim of 711
Commercial street, who claimed to be the
girl’s uncle.

luvestigation ‘nto the case failed to de-
velop any crookea work, and the Collector
of the Porl yesterday worning signed
the papers allowing the girl to land. The
papers were given to the attorney, who,
accompanied by Moflitt and Coots, teok a
hack and drove to the steamship, where
they went aboard, and the wiinesses identi-
fying the girl she was allowed to depart
with them.

Once the giri was in the rossession of
Moffitt and Coots, they lost no time i1n get-
ting her out of the way. The atlorney was
entirely innocent in the matter, it beiog lis
second Chinese case, and, by the way, he
says it will be bis last, and consequently he
was gotten rid of as quickiy as possible by
leaving bim at his office, and then the hack
was driven rapidly away.

Assoon as Collector Phelps was notified
of the fact that Moftitt and Coots had fraud-
ulently landed the girl he telegraphed to
the officers in charge of the China to try and
stop the girl. Finding she had been landed,
L)mx,-ur Pattison was at once detailed to find

er.

A visit to the attorney’s office was made,
and the lawyer was surprised, disgusted and
angry at having been imposed on by the
Chinese. Hesaid: I will only too willingly
help you if 1 ean. All 1 know about this
case is that Ng Hung Gim, who claims o be
the uncle of the gir', and for whom some
time ago 1 conducted a case, came lo me
and asked me to land his niece,

AGREE ON A FEE.
“We agreed upcn £30 as a fee for my

work, which =as yet has not Dbeen
paid me. ‘The witnesses he brought
with him, and also a letter written

by Notary Harria to Paris Kilburn, saying
he knew Ng Hung Gim, and that be was all
right. I cousidered the case a perfectly
legitimale one, and to-day when we went to
the ship the two men readily identified the
girl, and together with Ler uncle made a
oath as to their knowledge of her, and she
was delivered to us. We got into the hack
and drove to my office, where I got cut, and
the men drove away with the girl.,”

By auestioning Inspector Pattison ascer-
tained that the attorney had taken the pume-
ber of the back wentally, aud that it was
94, The hack was soon found and from the
driver it was learned that the girl had been
takeo to 25 Prospect place.

Inspector Pattison, accompanied by De-
tective Glennon and an interpreter, went at
once to the house. The door was opened
by the wife of Ng Gim. Through the in-
terpreter the woman was asked for the girl,
but she positiveiy denied knowing anything
about her. She was asked again and again
about the girl and for her husband. She
repiied that her bhusband was out in town,
and that po girl had come to the house, A
search of the premises was then made and
the girl was found locked up in a little tack
room, and Ng Gim, the husband, was found
guarding her.

The girl was first taken to the Collector’s
office, and thence to Miss Culbertson’s mis-
sion, where she will remain until her case
is finally disposed of.

Tnen began a search for Moffitt and
Coots, Inspector Pattison and Datectives
Cox and Glennon comprised the search
party, while two amateur detectives went
cut on their own hook. About 9 ¢’clock
these amateurs located Cools in a saloon on
Third street, near Howard, and notified the
cfficers. They were found hot on the scent
and soon had Cools in eustody.

At first the man would not say anything,
but by the time he had reached the Police
Station he bad concluded to make a clean
breast of it, and at his own request the fol-
lowing confession was written:

“ MONTT"” MOFFITIT.

Some time in April last the man known as
“Monte” Moflitt came to me and told ine he had
a scheme by whieh we could muke lots of money.
He sald he would run tae affal and that ail 1
Lad to do was Lo sign my name to affiaavits, He
told me the scheme was to land Chinese women,
He made ihe bargain with the Chluese for doing
the work, and the terms he told me were §3 50
per day for each of us while we were working
on a case, and £25 aplece when we succeeded in
Janding @ woman, 1 agreed to go loto it, and a
day or (wo after he took me to 711 Commer-
clad street, and there I met Ng Gilm. Gim,
mofmitt and I went to Notary Harrls’
office, where the first affidavit was made,
and after I had signed it Gim gave me
$5 In gold, and also Tne Mofiit §5. How much
more Moflitt got don’t know. We done
potbing mete untll the China arrived, and then
we (tled 1o land the ghl, After we had laoded
Lier to-day we stopped at Lawyer Beirgen’s ollice
on our way uptown, and there Funﬁ“l‘ow, who
claimed to be the girl’s fatbher, paia Moffitt and
1 §5 aplece, but didn’t Pve the lawyer anythlog.
There was a balance of §18 coming to Moflitt
and I, and we wece to go to the coruer of Sacra-
mento and Stoekton streets on next Mooday
morning aud get the balance due us, “This Is
the first job of the Kind I have beeu In, but 1
don’t know about Moftitt.

Coots took bis arrest verfv much to heart
and begged rlteously that his name be kept
out of print on account of his relatives
back East. IHe is said to be the profligate
son of wealthy parents, but the police Lere
have no record against him.

The officers believe Coots’ story, and say
in all probability he was only a calspaw
used by Moffitt for the one cass only.

Coots was taken to the County Jail and
booked as a United States prisouer on a
charge of felony, which will probably be
changed to the specific charge of forgery
to-morrow.

The officers searched Moflitt’s room at
901 Sacrawento street eariy this morning
aud secured criminating evidence against
him. Shortly after the search Moffitt came
home and was placed under arrest and sent
to the County Jail,

Inspector Pattison believes, from the
way Moffitt handled the case, that he
Las done the same work before, and
has probably selected a new tool and
a new attorney for each new case. “Mof-
fitt is also said to be a degenerate son of a
worthy sire, and the name he uses is be-
lieved to be »n alias, Ilis fatheris said to
be a partner in a large hardware firm in this

city.

(golleotor k’holgs is determined to probe
the matter to the bottom, and will spare
neither time nor expense to bring not only
Moffitt but all others concerned with bim in
the case to justice. Other arrests may be
looked for.

THE COUNTY COMMITTEE.

Burns' Delegates to Sacramento Will
Probably Be Appointed.

Both Republican Counly committees will
meet on next Tuesday night. The Third-
street wing will meet at 32 O’Furrell street
and the Burns people at Pioneer Hall, ‘I'he

Alliance committee have not yet fixed on a
day for organizing and electing their dele-
gates. This will probably be fixed forsome
time about the middle of July, as the con-
vention will not be held until the 26th.
There has been no plan yet adopted asto
how the delegates will be named. It is
probable, however, that they will be ap-
pointed by the Alliance County Committee
instead of being voted for at the prelimin-
aries. Colonel Burns said yesterday after-
noon that ke himself did not know how the
delegates were to be chosen. but he thought
taat they would be appointed.

Be-
cause of his cbjections to special pension
bills Mr. Kilgore has had all sorts and con-
ditions of men, women and chlldren call
upon him and remonstrate in various de-
grees of ire and woe. He has stood up
against all this very manfully. It is by no
means improbable, however, that he will
soon suecumb.

There is after him Mrs. Sarah A, Ulrich-
Kelley of Pennsyivania. She is what Sen-
ator John Sherman would call *a widow
woman.” She is also a post and wants to
be a pensioner, She is known the country
throughout as the “Bard of Shanty Hill
Her husband was a sergeant in a Pennsyl-
vania regiment daring the late war. She
has been to Mr, Kilgore and wept because
he has objected to the passage of her bill.
The Pension Office has, by the way, said
that she is not entitled to a psnsion.
