A full showing of the condition of things
has been made to tha Railroad Commis-
sioners by the Traflic Association, but they
seem inclined to treat the whole showing
with contempt.

There is a guestion, too, as to whether
the act under whieh the board was organ-
ized admits of the employment of experts to
conduct such an “investigation” as that
proposed, and there is another question as
to who shall pay for the work.

If it were left to a vote of the people,
knowing the circnmstances of the case as
they do, the high-priced “investigation”
would never be held.

The Comu:issioners are paid £12,000a vear,
or £4000 each. They are doing abso'utely
nothing for the gocd of the State to earn
this monev. If they were in earnest in this
matter they would take the present high
rates and mzake a reduction in them o! 20 to
25 per cent without the ioss of a month’s
time or without expendiug an unnecessary
dollar

That is the way the shippers talk about
the “investigation,”” and it is needless to
say that they have good reason for stating
the case in that manper.
