g evident that electrie rail-
ar future are destined to play
an important part in the business of the
country. Itisnow believed by even such
experts as Edison that ultimately ele tric
wotors will supersede the use of steam
igines on our long-distance raiiroads. A
important matter, however, presents
in our local railroads. There is noth-
hinder the construction cf eleetrie
railroads all over this State, which will cost
but a small amount of money to complete
and equip. These roads ean be operated at
small expense, and will be able to bring
moestof the produce of the State to tide-
water as well 28 to take supplies to the in-
terior from videwater, also at small expense.
There is not a nook nor corner in California
which will not ultimately secure these rcads,
for they will cost so smail a sum that money
may be raised to build them almost any-
where. With such roads, low-priced freights
and fares will come as a matter of course.
California Is fast approaching the time when
her railroad situation will change. It will
change from necessity by the lmprevements
and inventions which are being meade from
month to month, Numbers of railroads will
also cross the country to the Pacific Coast.
We have at present but two systems of rail-
roads for more than 700 miles, extending up
and down the cvast. Does any person who
has studied the situation settie down upon
the idea that we shall be content with
these? From the Centrai Pacific Railread
to the Northern Pacifie, a distance of 400
or 500 miles, there i3 a country which has no
railroads until we go east far enough to
strike the great roads which are traversing
he incline toward the Rocky Mountains.
Numbers of these raiiroads are pushing
westward, There is an imwmense tract
of country situated west of the Rocky
Mountains, rich in mioerals and agricult-
ural wealth, which will soon have rail-
roads. 7The public may rely upon this.
Then go south and we have no railroads
until we strike the Atebison, Tupeka and
Santa Fe. Here is again, say, four hen-
dred miles, also rieh in mineral and agri-
cultural wealth. Does any persoun who
Enows what its capacities are believe it will
remain for much length of time untraversed
by railroads? We surely do not. Very
soon valifornians will be surprised that
they bave been so slow to anticipate events
which are about to transpire. Our citizens
required a shoeck: they required to be op-
pressed by Stanford & Co. and have haif
of their earnings taken away from them in
order to prove that they were not the abject
slaves which their oppressors fancied. We
have made a movement for relief. Persons
abroad see that the State has come to life:
that we are ready to throw off the rule of
the vagabonds who have Leen employed to
corrupt the politics of the city and State.
Under such circumstances we shall not lack
assistance. We shali in all probability be
surprised at the weakness of the men who

THE FREE SILVER COINAGE PLOP-
OSITION,

Suppose the bill providing for the free
coinage of silver whiclh has just passed the
Senate should pass the House of Repre-
sentatives, and be approved by the Presi-
dent, what would be the condition of affairs
in Califernia? Silver would fill the place
that greenbacks did during the war,
would it not? Would not gold continue to
be the money of this State? Would not
notes and other debts be paid in gold as
they were in war times, and for many years
afterward? We should have some trouble

 about making change, but it would be qiffi-
cult to put an end to the circujation of gold
in this State. In the Eastern States, where

gold does not circulate, a dollar would be a

dollar, but it would be a silver ovne or paper
only. Senator Stanford, it is said, is

in favor of ike free coinage of silver, which /

means that the debis of the compavy could
e more easily deferred, with the expecta-
tion ¢f never paying them, if a dollar were
no more than 75 cents. What of the
wages, which are now paid in gold? Would
they be paid, in the event of the consumma-
tion of the act proposed, in silver?

A NEW IssUE.

Mr. Adlai Stevenmson, the Democratie
nominee for Vice-President, has discovered
an issue which he considers more unpoﬂunt
than the tariff issue and the silver issue
combined. The issue which he bhas dis-
covered lies in the proposition made in the
lust Congress to pruvide for Federal super-
vision of elections in States in wiiich a
certain jercentage of the voters shouid
declare such supervision necessary to se-
cure a fair vote and true count. The fact
is undeniable that in several States a poition
of the vote is suppressed. There are in the
present Congress a number of Representa-
tives who were elected by a vote ridiculously
small in comparison with the pepulation.
These members, who represent but a small
minority of the voters im the district to
which they are attached, help to pass or
to defeat bilis of importa:.ce to all the States.
It is now probable that a free silver coinage
bill will be passed by the aid of their voles.
The so-called force bill provided that when
the local authorities failed to protect voters
the Federal authorities shiould €o so. The
Lill covered the entire Union. Ii was only
sectional in case any seciion should make
the disfranchisement of a portion of 1ts
citizens a feature of its political methods.
Dut Mr. Stevenson sees in this proposition
an issue of greater importance than the
tariff, which affects the wages of every
laborer in the North ap@ many of them in
the South, and of greater lmportance than
the free coinage of silver, which will unsettie
values all over the country. This Illinois
statesman considers the exercise of the
power of a pumber of Congressional districts
o return members who received perliaps
less than one-fifth ol the eutire vote of their
respective district of more importance than
the maintenance of the American standard
of wages and of a currency ol equal value

In every State in the Union. A Demo-
cratic newspaper which supports Steven-
son with a fervor that contrasts
with its lukewarmness toward Cleve-
land catches at the Stevenson idea.
It pretends to see in the Federal

election bLIll a purpose to subject the States
in which the negro population predomi-
nates to negro rule—negro governor, negro
legislature and negro judges. There are
three States in the Union in which the cul-
ored population is in excess of the whites.
They are Louisiana, Mississippi and South
Carolina, In each one of the three the
whites own the soil, control the industries
and possess the advantages of education
and the experience in public office. In no
oue of the three States Is the excess of
negroes in point of number considerable.
The whites possess all the elements of polit-
ical power except one and are only slightly
deficient in that one.  To assume thauv the
colored voters in three States with their small
numerical majority conld wrest power from
the whites is to pay the whites a poor com-
pliment. In all the Southern States but the
three named the whites have a working
majority. The whites are also increasing in
number more ravidly than the negroes,
All the immigration is white except as the
colored people move from oue State to an-
other. A reasonable conclusion is that Mr.
Stevenson has attemnpted to create an issue,
There is no danger in the so-called forece bill
for any State which protects its voters in the
exercise of the franchise. Other Demo-
crats than Mr. Stevenson hava tried to dis-
tract the aitention of thie people from the tar-
iff issue and with the more reason since the
Democratic platform declares the protection
of American labor to be unconstitutional.
Sagacious Democrats see nothing but de-
feat on that issue. They have no faith in
the power of any party discipline to enforce
volers to vote against their own inter-
ests. American labor has been protected
since the government was established and
more especially in the period of our most
rapid advancement since 1863,

THE DISAYPEARANCE OF A CAN-
DIDAYTE.

A few months ago we were assured that
the most proniinect third party candidate for
a Presidential nomination was the senior
Senator of California. To put the case
more accurately, he was the most talked
about and most persistently written up by
a class of men who expected to find their
account in the businéss. The telegraph
made almost daily announcements of the
progress of this candidacy. Papers from
remote parts of the Union had sometbing
to say about it every week. The candidate
himself was interviewed and his oracular
ufterances were eagerly appropriated as
having the greatest significance.

In the Western States, particularly in
Iowa, Kansas and Nebraska, the candidate
was supposed 1o be very strong. It was
there that Lis financial scheme appeared to
Lave gained its greatest popularity. It was
declared to be just the thing for the farmers
of the United States. Many of the journals
gava the scheme a strong indorsement.
The most ardent retainers engaged in work-
ing up a public interest in the candidate de-
clared with the greatest confidence that his
nomination was certain.

But in the recent political movement re-
sulting in the calling together of three or
more national conventions, not a word has
been heard about the nomination of the sen-
ior Senator from California. The financial
scheme which he originated, and which was
said to be going like wildfire all through
the Northwest, is not @ much as mentioned
in any resolution now embodied in any
platform. There has never been a political
scheme for the benefit of any candidate that
had so much heat in it and burned
out so guickly. It i3 now so cold that
those who were playing around the Senator,
using Lis name on all occasions, and per-
suading him that the country was just wait-
ing for him as the coming man, are now as
silent as if they had never incubated the
mevement,

Most political theories have somewhere a
salient point that keeps them alive fo1 a
time. But this one, which it was claimed
had in it the elements of a political revolu-
tion, actually disappeared from the surface
before any mnational convention ecould be
called together. When these political bodies
met there was not a single distinet refer-
ence to the political doetrine which _the
Senater had formulated and which Was to
have vitality enmough to carry a candidate
into the Presidential office.

THUEKMAN AND STEVENSON,

It will be admitted that in 1888 Mr. Cleve-
land was provided with a better running
mate than 1892, Allen G. Thurman was
one of the most popular Democrats in the
country. His popularity was well deserved.
He was the unquestioned leader of the
party in the Senate until the Standard Oil
Company rut Payne in his place. The par-
ticular offense of Mr. Thurmnan was that he
forced through Congress a bill which has
since been known as the Thurman act,
which required the subsidized Pacific rail-
roads to pay a portion of their profits into
the treasury. The railroad kings never for-
geve him for that., When the Democrats,
by the aid of Thurman’s pepularity, re-
gained control of the Onio Legislature a
Standard Oil millionaire was given the sen-
atorship. If Thurman had been at the
head of the Democratic ticketin 1888 the
result of the election might have been dif-
ferent. Itis certain that his name gavea
strength to the ticket that no Demoerat in
the country could give it now. Stevenson
is a respectable nonenity. He displayed
some capacity inthe way of decapitating
third-class postmasters under Cleveland,
but otherwise bas never won distinetion,

Commissioners within legitimate lines lo
provide a pyrotechnic display free from
dangers of conflagration, which would take
the place of the sporadic small-boy entertain-
ment which goes on during every hour on
every street during the immortal Fourth?
By vroviding a superior attraction for a re-
sarved hour at the park, the Commissioners
might hope to abate the daylight enthusi-
asm of irresponsible youth, and feel confi-
dent of entertaining multitudes of specta-
t'rs by a grand display of set pyrotech-
nie contrivances with thousands of
rockets in the alr deseribing the in-
finite lines of powder on its travels.
The historical value of suen displays
might be made instructive in the hands of
competent artists, for there is nothing on
sea or ou land that cannot be made visual
by a genius in fireworks, The storming of
a city, the bombardment of harbor fireworks,
the sinking of a fleet—all is possible to the
man who employs mimic powder, colored
glass and a certain attention to setting fire
trains off in sequence. By leaving every-
thing to individual effort except the impos-
inz parade, over which Messrs. Kelly and
Crimmins are anxtous to appear as manipu-
lators, we miss a strong spectacular effect
which might be achievea by concentration

SAFETY ON THE OCEAN.

It Largely Depends on the Choice of
Distinet Routes.
Chambers’ Journal.

Safety on ships at sea is a matter of the
first importance to passengers, and more
especially to the many who travel in those
marvelous specimens of man’s handiwork
that cross the North Atlantic Ocean be-
tween the Old World and the New with the
precision of express trains.

It is conceded on all hands that the meas-
ures in force for preveniing collizions are
Insuflicient for practical purvoses, and many
and various plans have been devised for
lessening this too prevalent cause of death
and disaster.

It has long been felt that danger from col-
lision might be considerably reduced if pas-
senger steamshivs crossing the North At-
lantic were compelled, under heavy penal-

ties, 10 Tfollow totally distinet routes
on the outward and homeward pas-
sages, The Cunard, Guion, Inman,

National and White Star Transatlantie
tteamiship lines have formally agreed opon
distinet routes to be followed by all their
vessels, Since this agreement came into
force on the 16th of last November some
continental companies, the North-German
Livyd, the Hamburg-American, Compagnie
Generale Transatlantique and the Red gur
of Antwerp have come in with some slight
modifications. Let us sincerely hope for
the sake of all concerned that the chosen
tracks will be strictly followed, and that
other companies may adopt them without
delay. In proportion asthe number of ves-
sels using these tracks is increased the risk
from collision is lessened, and a broken
down steamship or a crew compelled to take
to their frail boats will know within moder-
ate limits of errcr whither to steer in order
to be rescued from their perilous position
as soon as possible,

ARTIFICIAL FLIGHT.
Suspension In the A:r Is Simple, but
Steering Diflicult.
The Cosmopolitan,

The new “flying macbine” type is to be
compared rather to a skipping stone run-
ning over the water, because of its intrinsie
density and the velocity which this Very
Jdensity renders it possible to impress on it:
or to the skater who passes safely, because
swiftly, over thin ice whieh would not bear
his own weight a moment if he stood still.

Mr. Maxim, whose name is widely known
as ihat of a most successful inventor, is
understood to have bpearly completed, at
Kent, in England, a filying-machine on this
principle, stretching over 100 feet from
tip to tip of the so-called *“wings.”
These are really comparatively rigid
kite-like supporting planes, supplied
with twin propellers like those of an
ocean steamer, and actuated by engines of
almost the nominal horse-power of those
belonging to the first Cunarders which
crossed the Atlantie, and, in the writer's
opinion, probabiy thus fitted with sufficient
mechanical power to secure horizontai flight,
if that power can only be rightly directed.
With this machine Mr. Maxim expects to
make an early attempt at artificial flight on
the grandest scale.

It bas been demonstrated that machines,
even if they are built of ihe heavier metals,
such as steel, can be sustained in the air
with an expenditure of power certainly
within our ability to command, and at a
great speed if they are guided rightly, What
has not been demonstrated is that we can
guide such machines aright in the desired
horizontal path and that we can descend
with safety in them, and this is the next
thing to do.

A Life on the Ocean Wave.

Twenty years ago a Liverpool steam
packet company wanted to extend 118 prem-
ises and resolved to buy a piece of land be-
longing to a maiden lady of uncertain age.
