The lug made
her first trip on Saturday with about 30
passengers and returned on Sunday night
with a good catch of fish. The weather
was too rough for complete enjoyment by
those of the party who have sensitive stom-
achs, but the old-stagers enjoyed the outing
immensely.

The customs tug Tia Juana, which is
taking the place of the Hartley, was pretty
badly knocked about when the bark Fresno
-truck heron Monday. Not only were the
smokestack and whistle-pipe carried away,
but the stanchions and a considerable sec-
tion of the counter were torn out A large
force was set to work pairing her yester-
day, the customs officers using a Whitehall
boat as a makeshift. It is expected
that the Tia Juana will hi ready for ser-
vice to-day.

The tug Fearless of the Spreckels line is
having steam steering gear fitted and will
then go over to Sausaiito to clean and paint.
As a racer the Fearless has not proved a
success, hut an opportunity may "ere long
be afforded of showing her power iv tow-
in?.

The steamer City of Stockton arrived from
the Slough City with200 of the Native Sons
at 8:15 yesterday morning, and the Mary
Garrett with the Bay City Wheelmen, 100
strong, an hour later. The boy? looked
tired and hungry, but reported that they
had enjoyed a good time.

The United Slates cruiser Boston will
come down from Mare Island about the 15th
inst. She is having her magazine and shell
room fixed up and her pumps put in order.

There were uot a few enthusiastic cele-
brants of the Fourth ofJuly yesterday morn-
ing who arouse with throbbing heads and
confused ideas. The prevailing sentiment
was.

THE RAILROAD STRIKE.
Tralnmen in Conference With Southern

Pacific Officers.
Consultations and conferences have been

in progress for two days ivthis city between
the discontented trainmen of the Visa 1
divisiou of the Southern Pacific Bailroad
and the officers and directors of the road,
but as far as could be learned last night no
settlement of the grievances has beea ar-
rived at.

The strike, if such it can be called, is
confined to the freight trafficonly, and even
the freight trains are temporarily allowed
to run, there being at present an armistice
between the contending factious pending
the result of the conferences. Delegates
are here from the Order ofRailroad Train-
men and the Order of Railroad Conductor!*.
Among them are most prominent W. N.
Prince of Tucson, tne district crand master
of the order, and li. S. Bodman of Los An-
geles, assistant grand master.

The men declare that while it is true that
they have gone on strike without orders
from the general headquarters of the orderthey have made since such representations
of th,. justice of th.ir claim that Grand
Master Wilkinson and the executive board
will surely sustain them, and it is quite
likely that the trouble willspread ifno sat-
isfactory settlement is reached.

The railroad people did not care to speak
about the trouble yesterday. Every one at
Fourth and Townsend streets who is in a
position to make an authoritative state-
ment was too busy to see reporters, but it
was learned that the strike, if the trains are
again tied up*, will amount to a great deal
more than the trilling inconvenience the
officers of the road claimed it at first to bo.
This is the busy season in the San Joaquin
Valley and much freight will have to be
handled during the next. two months, the
majority of which is perishable, such as
fruit and grapes. A freight blockade at
this time means serious losses to the rail-
road company and the, fruit-growers.

The trainmen evideutly have chosen this
time advisedly, aud they are aware of their
strong position.

There was a long conference between the
directors of the Southern Pacific road aud
the delegates from the south yesterday
afternoon, but neither party would state
last night what had been done.

FORTIN WINS.

End of Uie Water. Front Case iv
the City of Oakland.

The First Victory Against the Railroad Com-
pany—Manifestations of Satisfaction

at the Verdict Rendered.

"We, the jury, find for the defendants,"
read the verdict in the water-front

-case
last night.

The lobby broke into involuntary ap-
plause, and the stem voice of the Judge
spoke, "The firstman that makes a demon-
stration willbe taken into custody for con-
tempt of court."
Itwas 9 o'clock, and the gaslight in the

big courtroom glimmered and danced with
the vibrations caused by the stamping of
feet and clapping of hands. • • ;

Itwas the first victory against the Water
Front Company. Others are to come.
$James Lentell, foretnau ofthe jury, rose
and made a statement to the effect that
three of the jurors at first stood for the
plaintiff Taylor, and nine for the defend-
ants Fortin, Davie, Dsmeron and others.
Afterward the verdict was made unanimous.

Nine were sufficient for a verdict iv favor
of the defendant-*, and the jury was so in-
structed by the Judge previous to retiring.

"shake," said Fortin to A. A. Moore, at-
torney for Taylor and the Water Front
Company, after the verdict had been an-
nounced.

"Iwillnot," answered Moore, pompously;
"but I'll 'shake' with you." said Moore,
turning to Mr. Mullaney, attorney for the
defense.

"Yes. our little spats have tinted to
nothing," said Mullauey. "We have each
done our duty."

The jury had reached a verdict shortly
after going out nt 6 o'clock, but the Judge,
who had announced that ho would be in
calling distance until 11,did not appear un-
til9 o'clock to receive the decision.

The attorneys aud spectators remained
away only long enough for dinuer and then
returned early to the courtroom.

The arguments began at 9a. m. The jury
stood tho fusillade well, ou'.y a few of
them showing symptoms of sleep during its
progress. Previous to the arguments Mr.
Moore, attorney for Mr. Taylor, moved to
strike out the evidence regarding the resolu-
tion of council directing the Street Superin-
tendent to remove allobstructions ou streets
running to the water line. This evidence
had been submitted by the defense to show
an official recognition of the existence of
publc streets below the line of Fir«t street

The motion was denied, and Mr. Xus-
baunter then began the argument for the
plaintiff. Argument bid been limltrd to
three hours for each side, and after Nus-
baumer bad ded through th:' evidence
W. K. Davis of the defense followed, and
R. M. Fitzgerald then addressed the jury,
stating briefly that his client, .1. L.Davie,
had been made a defendant in the action ou
a complaint as wild and scrambling as the
defendant lind shown his position to be.
Davie had not claimed possesion of the
land then in dhputo, and the Water Front
Company had made him a defendant simply
to annoy him.

Ex-Judge Cotton then took up the cudgel
for the defense, arguing that the city's aad
the defendants' cause were analogous.

Attorney Mullaney closed the arguments
for the defense and Mr.Moore forthe prose-
cution, the latter dwelling upon the fact
that the title to the land was not con-
sidered, the question hinging only on the
right of occupancy.

'lhe charge of the Judge was ol an hour's
duration and was considered to be a very
clear nnd learned statement of the legal
pha.es involved.

There had been 351 new
cards issued, making a total to date of 10,531
cards.

Bills amounting to £2087 were passed upon
and audited.

The annual report of President Lilien-
thal for the fiscal year ending June 30 lastwas read. In it the president stated his
gratification in being able to record that
the library continues to prosper, lt is ex-
pected within a year that the library will
be placed In the new quarters. In which therooms will tit, accessible, commodious and
cheerful. Tho estimates for the coming
year include the amount necessary to fur-
nish these quarters. Reference was also
made to the death of C.Stevens, who for
seven years was secretary of the board.

AGAINST BRUNER.

Judge Wallace WillTry the Ex-
Assemblyman.

A Decision Bondcred Yesterday by Judge
Tronic in "Which a Keassigcmant of

Brunei's Case Is Denied.
—

When Judge Troutt orcned court yester-
day morning Elwood Dinner, tbe Sacra-
mento politician, under indictment for mal-
feasance in office while ho was Acting as an
Assemblyman in .the last Legislature, and
bis attorney were present to hear what de-
cision the court had arrived at as to Brun-
er's motion to have bis .case transferred'
irom Judge Wallace's court.

They wore disappointed, however, for
Judge Troutt announced that be would not
render his decision until 2 o'clock in the
afternoon. jgJBJJ

As soon as this announcement was made
Bruner and his attorney went to Judge
Wallace's court, and there added another,
chapter to the case, which is already be-'
coming somewhat voluminous by filinga
demurrer to the indictment Bruner took :

this step to avoid being arraigned on the In-
dictment. The demurrer was based on the
grounds that the court had no jurisdiction
over the offense charged, that it does* not
substantially conform to the requirements
of sections 9-0, 951 and 952 of the i'enal
Code, that more than one offence is charged
and that the facts do not constitute a public
offense.

Judge Wallace said he would hear argu-
ments on the demurrer next Friday at 10
A. St.

Promptly at 2 o'clock Judge Troutt read
bis decision hi the case. It was rather
longaud covered all the phases of the case
as presented to him.

>THE COURT'S REASONS.
The main point in it was. of course, the

result, aud that was unfavorable to the pe-
titioner. The grounds upon which this
action was taken were as follows:
. First— the efforts of Judge Wallace
as respondent In the aforesaid prohibition
proceedings were not inspired by auy per-
sonal feelings hostile to the defendant, but
were merely intended to convince the
higher court that his official action in ap-
pointing an elisor to complete the Grand
Jury was authorized by the statute.

Second
—

That Judge Wallace has at no
time expressed any opinion as to tue guilt
or innocence of the defendant.

Third—Tnat Judge Wallace will not be
Influenced in the performance yf any of
his judicial duties by any interest he may
have taken or may continue to take In the
Citizens' Defense Association.

Fourth— That any request on the part of
Judge Wallace to the end tbat the Sheriff
bhali summon as trial jurors lor his depart-
ment the same persons who had been sum-
moned by Elisor liallidie was made with a
good motive and without buy intention in
any manner to injure the defendant.

Fifth—That the del' n la it willLave a fair
and impartial trial in Department 6 of this
court.

THE MOTIONDENIED.
Inconclusion Judge Troutt stated that he

would remind the defendant that the Judge
in a criminal action has nothing to do with
determining the facts ina case. His prov-
ince is to rule upon the admissibility of the
evidence offered and to charge the Jury as
to the law which governs the case. It any
error is made by the court in any of these
particulars they can readily be remedied
by an appeal. With the question of the
alleged disqualification of the trial jurors In
Judge Wallace's court, Judge Trout*. said
he had nothing to do.

The motion of Bruner was therefore de-
nied an.l he must .-Und his trial before
Judge Wallace.
