PERHAPS A FRATRICIDE.
William J. Raggett Dies From

the Effect of His Wound.

His Brother, "Black Dick," Charged With
Kurder-The Dying Man Maintained Tfcat

H« Was Accidentally Stabbed.

WilliamJ. Raggett, the young man who
was tabbed through the right lung during
a sci file with hi? brother Kichard J., better
known as "Black Dick,"died early yester-
day morning at the home of his mother.
Was hi3death a case of fratricide or the
result of an accident? That is the question
the police are tryiug to solve.

"lilack Dick" had a room in the Hoot
House. 126 Fourth street, which he shared
witlia woman known as Josie, an inmate of
a den in -Morton street. lie was a bar-
tender by occupatitn. but had not worked
for some time, livingupon the e;irnn,-:> ol
the woman. On the night of Thursday,
June 30, his biother paid a. visit to bb
room. William was wearing an overcoat
owned by Itichard and this seeius to have
been the cause of the quarrel that led uu to
the fatal r>t;<bt.iiif. When tbe quarrel
began William Wadleigh. \u25a0 friend, whowas present ostensibly for tie pnrpOSC of
sharing the morphine used by the brothers,
left the room and retired to his own a;>nrt-
meut in the' same house. A lew minutes
later William fell to ti.e floor witha knife-
wound la hU rightbreast. Richard dragged
his wounded brother down to a saloon
iiuderneata the house aud left him theie.
Then l,e 11-d, but soou after was found and
arrested on a charge of ass.iult to murder.

The wounded man was conveyed to the

Receiving Hospital, wbrre he >a;d that he
had been .accidentally injured by falling
upon a knile while quarreling with hi-.

bared in the wound, however, and blood-
pui.soninK e«-t iii. i»r. fcknners who con-
tinued to ttttend William, informed bia
patient late Saturday night that he was in \u25a0
dying condition. He was advised to make a
dying s-tutemeiit and he did so. Iv the
presence of hi* mother and a notary public
Maaid that he received tbe fatal WuttDd
by accidentally fallingupon a kulfe.

The Coroner was notilied of the death,
but the remains were not removed to tae
Morgue. An autopsy will probably be
made to-day and an inquest ccuunienced.

Deceased was aced -'<> yrar-», a native ofCalifornia and a butcher'by occupation. He
was about Cve yeais younger tiiau Richard
»nd. having been out oi eii;pK'ymt:it, re-
ceived assistanco from him.
