so well hidden that itis impossible to bring
them out.

But what Is known ls known, and The
Call is only setting forth such matters as
can be well substantiated.

To lump ill the iniquities of the boodlers
together and stand them up for public in-
spection would only weary the outside be-
holder familiar with the tricks that are a
part of bossism in any town.

But San Jose has seen these things done
right before her eyes aud has been familiar
with tae history of the boss and his gang,
and she takes a most lively interest in ail
pertsinlng thereto, and is very thankful
when the outside press comes to her assist-
ance, as The Call is doing.

In bel pins to ciear the atmosphere of the
city it is frit on all hands that The Call is
doing work that willbe of great benefit.
"It is what San Jose needs above all

other things," says the respectable element
of the tow ii.

Of the jobs that are known none arouse
the ire of the people more than does the
World's Fair Commission job.

And yet the others are bad enough.
There was the School Board job. In this

deal assessments were actually levied on
schoolteachers to support the boss' organ.

There was the underground electric car
line job. This job nearly resulted in bank-
rupting the company on whom it was
worked.

There was the water company job, which
is still costing the company large sums of

my.
There was the First-street overhead elec-

tric railroad job, which was put through the
City Council as the result of so much boodle
out of hand.

There was the street-lighting job, winch
has cost the people of San .Jose very dear.

There was the Lick trust fund job, which
\u25a0--: be a wonderful thing for the bood-
lers. but itfell flat.

Tjien there was the Hal] of Records job,
the sewer job. the Santa Clara street elec-
tric railway job, and all the rest of the in-
iquities.

Now, as to the World's Fair Commission
Yb. a good deal might be said and printed.

"Itwould take a big book to tell itall,"
said a director of the Santa Clara County
World's Fair Association yesterday.

But there are certain points that willbe
well to set forth, letting the rest go for the
present

Santa Clara County has two World's Fair
organizations— one is the Santa Clara County
World's Fair Association aud the other is
the Sauta Clara County World's Fair Com-
miss

Professor C. H. Allen, for a long time the
principal of the State Normal School at San
Jose, is the president of the first-named
body, which is not under the control of Boss
Rea and his gang.

D. B.Moody is president of the second
organization. It is controlled by Eea and
bis crowd.

Why should there be two World's Fair
organizations, with two presidents?

The answer is "boodle."
Not boodle for the Allen organization

for that Is working for the best interests ofSanta Clara County, and is composed of
men who are far above such measures as
reaching their hands into a public fund.

The other has reputable men in its ranks,too, but there are also some that are not
what tb--y should be.

The Alien organization was the first In
the field.
It was brought into existence by the Sup-

ervisors ofSanta Clara County, but itgrew
away from them and became too large for
the gang to handle.

The association worked on a liberalbasis, and but for the opposition of theboodlers would by this time have had a
large fund to expend in giving one of Cali-
fornia's richest counties a fine representa-
tion at Chicago.

None of the officers of the association were
salaried.

Everything was conducted on a clean
hnsmess-like basis.
Itwas too respectable to suit the bood-lers.
Try as they might they could not settheir hands in.

There was nothing for them.
In some way or other the boodlers man-

aged to interest the San Jose Board ofTrade in their beiulf.
When the Allen people went before theSupervisors to get them to vote funds to boIntrusted to them to be expended in the in-terests of Santa Clara County in the World's. ,•£' 'I>,,ia and others, represent-in.- the Board of Trade, opposed the prooo-

sitlon. *

So the Supervisors voted Itdown.This pleased the boodlers.
The Supervisors went still further andwholly repudiated th* Allen association.
Then tbe wi«e county fathers proceeded

to make a World's Fair organization of theirown, of which Mr. Moody was made presi-
dent.

hen they voted $40,000 to be expended
by this association, and In order to spend
the money in an expeditious manner they
made salaried places in their •'commission."\u25a0rattered the coin about, and the gang was
„f.nt San Jose's best citizens looked onwith fcober faces.

"This is worse than a robber's raid on thecounty treasury,'' they declared.Thinking to appease Professor Allen the
fane offered him an office In the commission.ihey also offered offices to other promi-
nent men in the first association.

Each man, for the reason that ho had aconscience, refused to accept the office ten-dered him.
"We willkeep our World's Fair Associa-tion alive, they said, "and we willdo whatwe can for Sauta Clara County. In spite ofthe boodlers.
And so there are to-day two World's Fair•rgamzatlonsin Sauta Clara County, andeach would have the world to understandthat itIs the only authorized, official, lezaland trustworthy association.
But the people of San Jose and of the

county that is the majority of those who
are classed as "leading"— the Santa
Clara World's Fair Association and willnot
countenance the Supervisors' "commis-

There was a time, not so very long ago,

when the decent San Jose folks were
afraid of opening their mouths against the
boodlers.

"They have run the town, and we
cannot breathe a word against them or they
willrun us out. They are capable of any-
thing. Proportionately, their power in our
town ls much greater than Buckley's ever
was in San Francisco."

FROM OCEAN TO OCEAN.
The Tarn O'Shanfer and the

Shenandoah l.ace.

Leaving: Port en the Same Day, They Arrive

on the Same Day—lhe Tain O'Shan-

ter Wins the Prize.

The greatest excitement prevailed on the
city front yesterday morning when it was
reported that the American ships Shenan-
doah and Tain O'Shauter, which had
started 111 days ngo on a race around Cape
Horn to this port, had both been signaled
outside the heads. The Tarn O'Shauter
anchored off Harrison street, well over to-
ward the Alameda shore, nt 9:30 a.m., while
the big Shenandoah, in tow of the Sea
Queen, reached her anchorage oil Berry
street two hours later.

The time is not in the category of record
breaking, but it is quite fast as modern
clippers go. The Shenandoah sailed from
New fork City and the Tarn O'Shanter
from Baltimore, but the difference in the
distance is quite set off by the long drag
down Chesapeake Bay, while the Shenan-
doah could get away to the eastward at
once.

Captain Peabody of the Tarn O'Shanter
was feeling pretty good when he stepped
ashore yesterday. He had accepted a
wager from Captain Murphy of Sloo to Sl
that the Shenandoah would come Into San
Francisco ahead of the Tarn O'Shanter.

The reports of the two vessels are ap-
pended forcomparison: Shenandoah— Left
New York March '24; had light westerly
winds snd calms for two days, then a very
severe gale from east-northeast to north-
test on March -'7 and 28; thence busk
winds to 3 deg. north latitude ;Light airs and
calms to .\u25a0 leg. south; took a very light
southeast trade to It? deg. south; then good
winds from _.' deg. south to Cape St. John;
thence touldeg. south and 7V west heavy
westerly gales. From this fine weather was
experienced to the equator. The sootbeast
trades were lost in latitude 7 deg. 30 mm.
north, longitude 115 west, after which
baffling light airs were experienced to 14
deg. 30 in. north, the ship being eight day
between these parallels. The northeast
trade was very light, about north by bast,
add was lost in31 deg. north and I£6 west.
The ship then took a fresh galo from north-
northeast, and went as far west as 145 deg.
Thence she had north-ast and north by east
winds to within 300 miles of the Karallones,
and strong north-northwest winds to port

days out; reached oOdeg. south ou the At-
lantic May 15, 52 days out; 50 dee. south on
the Pacific side May 28, 69 days out; crossed
the equator on the Pacific side in longitude
113 deg. west on June lb*.84 days out; thence
to this perl 2G days, or 110 leys in all.

Tarn O'Shanter— Left Baltimore March
25; had east and northeasterly winds for
three days terminating In a very heavy gale
from the northeast which gradual backed
to northwest, from thence to latitude 23 deg.

The ship crossed the equator April18 In
longitude 30 deg. west; had light southeast
trades and bad to make several tacks to
clear the coast of Brazil;lost the southeast
trades in 20 deg. sooth and 38 deg. west.
From this to latitude 45 deg. south, longi-
tude 62 west, hal moderate bieez"?, witli
fine weather from all parts of the compass;
hence to Cape Horn had wests* ly winds and
squally weather; on May 14 crossed TO deg.
south in 64 deg. west; thence to 50 deg.
south iv 82 deg. west, which was passed
May 27, had the usual Cape Horn weather,
westerly gales, hail, rain and sleet, with
very heavy squalls.from this to2Bdec. south,
longitude 90 west, where the southeast trades
were taken. After this the ship encoun-
tered heavy northwesterly and west
southwest winds, with squally weather.
The equator was crossed on June 18 in
longitude 113 west. Took the southeast
trades to latitude 70 deg. north in longitude
118 west; then baffling winds and doldrums
With torrents of rain until latitude 12 north,
longitude 121 west, where the ship got the
northeast trades and carried them to 32 deg.
north in longitude 139 west. Thence to portdisagreeable, squally weather and heavy
seas.

Me., from .New York
to Portland. Or. The Shenandoah was
SDoken May 16, and the two ships were in
sight of each other for fivedays.

The Shenandoah is consigns] to Sutton &B-ebe, and the Tarn O'Shauter to JobnRosenfeld's Sons.
Following is the records of the ships:

The Shenandoah arrived here on May 5,
1891. 126 days from New York. Leaving on
August 1 she made a very fast passage of
109 days to Havre. In a race from this
port to Liverpool with the S. I).Carlton
and two British ships the Shenandoah car-
ried off the stakes of $1000. The race be-
tween the Tarn O'Shauter and the Shenan-
doah was an outcome of a return match
between the Carlton and the Shenandoah,
Captain Peabody wagering th ,t he would
beat both of them into San Franc seo. The
Shenandoah was built in 1890 at Bath, Me.,
by A. Sew-all & Co., and she is 3300 tonsregister, with a carrying capacity of 5000
tons. She spreads 11,000 yards of canvas,
and her masts are taller than those of any
other vessel afloat. The Shenandoah Is299:7feet long, 325 feet over all, 49:1 feet, beam
28 feet depth of hold. She cost $160,000.

the 'lam O'Shauter was built in Free-
port, Me., in1875, and she is owned in Port-
land. She is a wooden ship. 213:8 feet long.
41:7 feet beam, and 24:3 feet depth of hold.'
In light airs the Shenandoah or any other
extreme clipper can get away from the TarnO'Shanter, but in a strong breeze itis all
the other way. The Tain O'Shanter struckon the four-fathom bank on May Bof lastyear and came very near sinking. She
struck four times and the pumps had to be
kept continually going tillshe was beached
on Mission flats and repaired.

Both Captain Murphy of the Shenandoahand Captain Peabody of the Tarn O'Shanterbrought their wives out with them. Itwas rumored on the city front yesterday
afternoon that the Shenandoah is leaking
but the trouble, if it exists, is not at all
serious.

POPPER SUCCEEDS WILSON.

Meeting of the Democratic State
Committee.

John H. Wise Fails to Have His Name Pre-
sented—Earns Republicans Complete

Their Organization.

Max Topper has been elected chairman of
the Democratic State Central Committee,
and willconduct the campaign in the inter-
ests of the Stuffed Prophet He had no op-
position as was expected, John 11. Wise
and J. F. Sullivan having decided not to

contest the matter. Tho action of theso
two gentlemen was .aid to be due to the
fact that they discovered lato in the day
that out of the 115 votes Popper had 80
pledged to his candidacy. The result was
that their names were not presented. f .. '

When Chairman Russell J. Wilson
rapped for order at 2 o'clock at -07 Sutter
street and Secretary Spoils adjusted his
guttapercha framed spectacles, which were
presented to him by Buckley about two
years ago, it was found that 109 out of the
115 were present either by proxy or in per-
son, and air. Wilson expressed it as his
opinion that a quorum was on band. There
reing no objection to this view of the case
Haw ley Barcar of Solano arose in his place
and scowled In the direction of John EL
Wise, who sat on the window-edge and
pulled away at a very suspicious-looking
cigar. When Wise had returned tho scowl
with interest Barcar proceeded to nlaco
Popper in nomination for chairman of the
committee.

"The present," he said, "is not the time
for personal friendships to dictate the
policy of the party. Success in California
for the Democracy Is the only thing to bo
considered. The interests of the party
have determined me in my choice. The
man whom 1 desire to name has never
asked the party for anything, and invictory
and defeat alike lie has been steadfast in

hi* devotion to our cause.
"In1884, when Max Popper was chair-

man of the County Committee, this city gave
to Mr. Cleveland a greater majority than
was ever cast for any Democratic candidate
for President. 1, therefore, place him in
nomination for chairmen ofthis body."

The mention of Popper's name was
greeted with a groat demonstration of ap-
plause, which was renewed when Fred
Coxe of Sacramento took the floor to move
that the nominations close and that Popper
be elected by acclamation.

cheered again when he took the chair.
Some one oil the floor shouted "Three cheers
for Max Popper," and they were given with
a will.

ation of the great honor which you have
conferred upon me.

With you all 1 be-
lieve that the convention at Chicago re-
flected the sentiment of the Democracy
When they nominated that great and good
man, Grover Cleveland, for President. It
must be our duty to see that the people are
enlightened on the great issue of tariff re-
form and to aid in preventing the passage
of a force bill such as the Republican party
strive to thrust down our throats."
