NEWTON BOOTH DEAD,

Sad Ending of the Ex-Governor’s
Life.

He Was S:ized With a Hemorrhage, Thrown
Iuto a Spasm and Died Almost
Instantiy.

SAcrRAMENTO, July 14.—This community
wae shocked this evening when the fact be-
came known that ex-Governor Newton
Bootn had cied suddenly at his home. It
was known that he had bLeen suffering for
some months from a8 eancer of the mouth,
but his general health had been good and it
was also believed that
ke would recover from
the local allment.

It was only on Tues-
day that Dr. W. E
Brown, the noted spe-
cialist of North Adams,
Mass,, arrived here for
the purpose of treating
Governor  Booth, and
afler making an exami.
nation of the latter's
condition he was not
without hope of effect-
ing a final cure. Dr.
Brown went to San
Francisco to remain a few days until the
swelling of the patient’s lip bad subsided
sufficiently to enable nimn to treat the ecan-

cer, which was beneath the tongue. He
left Governor Bocth 1n otherwise good
health,

About 5 o’clock this evening Governor
Booth was sitting in his chair holding a
conversation with friends LY means of
writing, as he could speak only with great
difficuity, when suddenly he was seized with
a hemorrhage, and the blood flowing from
his mouth so frightened him that he was
thrown into a spasm. In this paroxysm,
the ligaments of the tongue, which had been
weaxened by the progress of the cancer,
gave way, and that organ was turned back-
ward upon the throat.

His atiendants did all in their power to
restore the tongue to its natural position,
but were unuble to do so owing te the pa-
tienUs convulsions. The doector was sum-
moned immediately, but when he arrived
all was over—Governor Boot had breathed
his last.

Mrs. Booth bad left her husband only a
few minutes before in his usual health and
spirits and goune fur adrive. When she re-
turned it was only to find him dead. The
shiock Gquile prostrated hier, as she had be-
gun io indulge in the hope that her hus-
Land’s health would be fully restored.

The belief is that Governor Booth was so
alarmed and agitated at the sight of blood
spurting from his mouth that in hisdelicate
condition the shock caused a fright so in-
tense that his nervous system was unable
to bear up against it

A NOTABLE CARIEER.

One of the Best Governors California

Ever Had.

The death of Newton Booth removes one
of the most interesting figures in the polit-
2al history of California, Iis brilliant
canvass as standard-bearer of the Republi-
can party in the campaign of 1871, his mag-
nificent administration as Govarnor and his
elevation to the Senate of the United States
form one ol the proudest epochs in the
annals of the commonwealth,

Alarmed by the corrupting influences of
the Central Pacific monopoly which were
beginuing to permeate every artery of the
body politic, the independent element of the
Republican party looked about for a leader
to guide them in an ¢ffort to shake off the
incubus. Newton Booth was selected, and
bis appearance upon the sininp made certain
that tne pominating couvention ind made no
mistake. [lis graceful oratory, his eloguent
periods, his covvincing argunents, made his
campaign a grand triumph, and although
be was opposed by one of the purest and
ablest Democrats in the State, Henry H.
Haight, his election followed by a hand-
some majority.

Governor Dooth’s administration was one
of the best California ever hada. e made
few if any wistakes, and although during
bis term many important questions came to
the surface, his skill as a pilot served to
guide the bark of state in safety over all
the shoals and quicksands in its way.

It was duricg bis term of office that the
mem rable Goat Island steal was at-
tempted by the railroad company, and to
his heroic stand and the influence he ex-
erted was largeiy due tue final triumph of
the people.

His election to the Senate in 18735 was in
the manuer ol a reward tendered to him,
not only by the merabers of nis party, but
the independent element in politics, for his
splendid service in the gubernatorial ehair.
After his term of service in the Senate ex.
pired be retired from politics, and with the
exceplion of an oceasional speech in the
service of his pariy his voice was seldom
heard in publie,

Newton Booth was a man of fine literary
tastes: and although he was enzaged in
mercantile business most of his life, he al-
ways found recreation in the companion-
ship of his books. His library i3 one of the
finest in the State. He was a native of In-
diana, having been born at Salem in 1825.
His early predilection was for the law, and
after bis graduation at Asbury University,
he prepared himself for his« profession, and

was admitted to the bar. Enarly in the
fifties, however, Le came to California,
and finding his profession overst .cked

be followed the very sensible course of
abandoning it and engaged in business a8 A
wholesale grocer in Sacramento, In 1857
he returned to Indiana and for three Vears
practiced law in Terre Haute. g 1850 he
was again in Sacramento, wnere he settled
down for the remainder of lLis days as the
head of the firm of Booth & Co. In 1863
he waselected to the State Senate and eight
years later Governor.  fle was married less
than a year age.

TRACKLAYING BEGUN.

A New Railroad in Arizona Is Now Well
Under Way.

Pun®Nix, Ariz., July 14.—Engineers of
the Santa Fe, Prescott and Phenix Rail-
road have completed the preliminary line
between the Congress mine and Agua Fria,
but have not established a crossing. The
final location was made for a long distance
south from Preseott, and a foree is to begin
work in a few days. Tracklaving has been
begun between Ash Fork and Prescott. The

new survey saves eight miles between Con-
gress and Agua Fria.

Recognized.

Hertin Kelly Will Continue to Represent the
Republican Party in the
Municipal Fight.

This
action of course does not force
the recognition of Kelly’s committee
and Wilson’s jou lot, but it is tantamount to
that and puts the organization in their
hands. A pecullar feature of itis that of
the men who vaoted against Burps are sev-
eral who would not have figured promi-
nently but for Burns, Bassett, for instance,
was made secretary bv that gentleman and
Myers was placed in the chair by the same
influenee. Burns made Wilson vice-chair-
man of the body ard trusted him until the
latier sold him out a few days ago. A. b.
Lemmon and Scipio Craig, of course, to-
gether with Wendell Easton and Lilienthal,
are known to be warm supporters of De
Young for the Senate, and as such, s a
natural consequence, stood in with Mariin
Kelly.

BURNS KNIFED BY FRIENDS.

It will be seen from this that DBurns was
slaughtered in the house of Lis friends by
wen whom he bad made and to whom hLe
naturaliy looked for support.

It was known eariy in the day that the
execut've committee was to meel and that
W. F. Fitzgerald was to hand in hLis resig-
nation. ‘IThiswasdone, avd Wendell Easton
moved that the election of a suecessor be
postooned. This was done in order to place
J. N. E. Wilson in the chair, but Fitzgerald,
who remained on the committee, opposed
the proposition so vigorously that the mo-
tion was withdrawn, and F, H. Myers was
nominated and elected chairman.

A communication from A. Ruef, chair-
man of the Burns County Committee, was
then read, in wiich it was asked that the
body over which he presided be recognized
as the Republican County Committee of
San Fravcisco. Thematter was then taken
up, and Ruef and R. C. Meyers, chairman
of Kelly’s committee, were sent for. fluef
came promptly, but Meyers failed to ap-
pear until sent for a second time by Wil-
son, who was in constant communication
with Martin Kelly, who hung around the
doorway with Maurice Asher and A. S.
Isaacs, his new recruits. lsaacs and Asher
were both given places on the water front
by DBurns, but went over to Kelly with the
Poweil-street job lot bought by Kelly.

KELLY'S HENCHMEN.

About 10 o'clock Meyers came over from
a meeting of his committee, attended by
about 100 of the Third-street crowd, among
whom was D. S, Dorn and Ruef. Meyers.
Dorn and I. R, Suilivan were called before
the committee, Each argued the matter at
great length from his respective standpoint,
and, on motion of A. B. Lemmon, it was
declded that the DBuruns committee be not
recognized.

Before submitting the proposition finally
the Burns people offered 1o accept the de-
cislon as final, but to this the Kelly
people would not agree, aod in view
of this the Burns people now say that
they dp not consider the result &s in any
way binding on them, They will probably,
therefore, continue their arganization as it
is at present and the chances are that a
Citizens’ ticket will be placed in the field.
Burns, it is stated on good authority, will
absolutely refuse to bave anything to d
with Martin Kelly, and if necessary will try
to defeat his ticket at the polls,
