The Street Committee of the Board of Super-

visors Met Yesterday and Transacted a

Large Amount of 80-tine Bu.ineis.

A favorable report will be made regard-
ing the application of the North Beach and
Mission Railroad for a franchise to extend
the company's track, on Precita place from
Folsom street to Columbia place, to R'pley
street; also on Alabama street from Colum-
bia place to Army street, and on the latter
thoroughfare to Precita avenue; also on
Bryant street, from Twenty-sixth to Army.

Itwas decided to direct Clerk Russell to
advertise for bids for the construction of a
sewer in Dupont street, from Francisco to
Chestnut.

The committee willrecommend the award
of contracts for the performance of street
work as follows: Grade and sewer Ala-
bama street, from Solano to Butte, to W.G.
lloogkamer, total 52150; sew r in Devisa-
dero, from Pacific avenue to Jackson, to L.

The matter of the proposed franchise
granting to George Le Roy a franchise for
an extensive railroad system in South San
Francisco, the potrero and the park district
was postponed for one week.

The bids submitted on Monday night for
the construction of a st^el bridge over
Channel street at Fourth were considered,
but no decisive action was taken regarding
them. Itwas thought best to get the opin-
ion of an expert regarding the work before
taking final action.

When brought down
from South Bend, Wash., by Detective
Cody she told how she had been Induced to
personate Miss Emma L. Dick and how she
had forged tier signature to a mortgage,
upon which Thomas Crane parted with

spirators Pilcher ended his lifeby swallow-
ing a chrystal of cyanide of potassium and
saved the State the expense of trying him.

The preliminary examination of Wells
and Mrs. Gilbert was concluded Wednesday
in Departments of the Police Court Judge
Joachimaen rendered a decision yesterday
committing both for trial on a charge of
forgery, Their bonds were set in the sum
of SIO.OCO each. Being unable to furnish
sureties in that amount they willbe confined
in the County Jail until tried.

SHIVELY AMENDS.

The Sari Jose Man WillFight the
SonUiern Pacific Only.

Collis F. Huntington Disposes cf Some of His
Eastern Railrcad Interests— A Tricky

Transaction in Oregon.

Mr. Shively of San Jose sprang a sensa-
tion on the people of the State of California
yesterday by withdrawing his complaint
against all the railroad companies and filing
an amended protest, in which he concen-
trates his grievance so that the Southern
Paeiue Company alone is concerned for the
present.

In a letter which Mr. Shively addresses to
the Railroad Commission lie explains the
reasons which prompted him in making this
change.

The letter reads as follows:
San Jose, July 12. 1898.

To thn State Board r*f Railroad Commit.
-loners: 1 hereby respectfully beg leave to with-
draw and dismiss, for the present, my complaint
apalnst all of the transportation companies of
California, except the Rou them facifle Company,
snd as to the said Southern Pacific Company to
file the accompanying ended complaint.

My reasons for tills coarse aie tlie following:
First— investigation which willbe conducted
in pursuance of my complaint will of necessity
deal with each railroad corporal 100 separately.
The presence of Up other railroad companies
duitu* each separate Inquiry would only Incum-
her ibe record and hamper nnd <ni.iv tbe pro-
ceedings as to ibe one under Investigation.
Second— The proceedings b foieyoui Tiouoi able
body on last Monday and the character of toe
answers and niurrers filed In this matter have
convinced me that the presence of the
smaller and remote railroad companies as par-
IPs herein willPp. and in fact la being, used by
the Southern Pacific Company as a means of In-
volving and dels) Ing ibis Inquiry, and preventing
your complainant and yourselves from reaching
Ibe pointof «d Investigation of its fulfills and
fares within at > rea*ouabl time.

For thee reasons, therefore; your complainant
be <i\ wltbdiaws and dismisses his complaint
apiihisi rach iiuiall of ilit* transportation com-
panies ofCalHornla except the Southern Pacific
Oompany,' without prejudice to his rlgbl to re-
new Ida complaint against eacli ol said com-
panies in due time, and heiewltb flies bis
amended ci nip win against the Southern Pacific
Company, and prays Hat the same be servedupon said company mediately ami In accord-
ance with ihe rules of your boi rd. 1

THE SEW COMPLAINT!
The new complaint is virtually the same

an tin- one filed by Shively formerly, and is
amended only by thn assertion that the
charges made by^the Southern Pacific are
excessive and that grave and unjust dis-
crimination exists between classesof produce
and points of shipment throughout the
State, and that the freight schedules of the
Southern Pacific should be thoroughly re-
vised and classified according to what h
known as tne Western classification, so as
to affect every class of merchandise and
every point of shipment, and that the said
freight rates and charges should be reduced
not less than 20 per cent upou existing
freight schedules.

The complaint also asks that the fare
schedules of the Southern Pacific Company
Declassified and reduced not less then 10
per cent, because they are, according to the
information and belief of the complainant,
much higher than those of other railroads
in other portions of the country, similarly
circumstanced as to grade, custom and cost
of operation.

A table showing the present freight rates
of the Southern Pacific road, as compared
with those of various Eastern roads, is an-
nexed to the c plaint.

cisco and Great bait Lake. Railroad have had
frequent meetings of late and their move-
ment Is getting gradually into shape.

BOUTHERN PACIFIC SCHEMES.
A neat illustration of how the Southern

Pacific Company is constantly at work de-
vising schemes whereby the people's money
can be made to roll into the coffers of the
Kentucky corporation comes from Oregon,
and was yesterday discussed by a party of
railroad men. Itappears that about two
years ago C. I. Huntington purchased the
Portland -;.-1 Willamette Valley Narrow-
gauge road, which is 29 miles long ami runs
from Portland, Or., to a place called Dun-
dee Junction. Mr. Huntington made the
purchase for the Pacific Improvement Com-

any. which, as everybody knows, is only
a branch of the Southern Pacific The price
paid was $314,822. Itwas said at the time
a hen the transaction was made that If isrs.
Stanford and Crocker did not approve
of it. and that they declined to be partners
of Huntington in the affair. Rut recent de-
velopments proved the contrary, for after a
series of legal juggling .Mr. Huntington dis-
posed of his purchase last week to R.Kohler, the superintendent of the Portland
and Willamette Valley, who bought it fir
tut*. Southern Pacific Company for $250,000.
The salt- was a forced one, and was brought
about by Mr. Huntington in order to avoid
the payment of over $100,000 debts which
were owed by the road to various creditors.

The president of the Southern Pacific, C.
P. Huntington, said when he was here a
few months ago that he intended indispose
gradually of ail his Eastern railroad prop-
erties, and "It seems that he told the truth
about this, for news has been received io
this city tbat Huntington's interests in the
Chesapeakp and Ohio road have been trans-
ferred to Vauderbilt, and that the Louis-
ville, New Orleans and Texas road, in which
Huntington also was largely interested, has
been sold to the Illinois Central Company
for _2-,000,000.

Mary A. Brannigan, a servant-girl and

the daughter of Samuel Braanlgaa who
was killed by "Big Neck" .Smith at Sacra-
mento, died early yesterday morning at 317
Golden Gate avenue. At the Health Oflice
a burial permit was refused because Ors.
Frazeil and Nathan Rodger*, the attending
physicians, had signed a certificate setting
forth that peritonitis was thelcauseof death.
When questioned about the case. Dr.
Frazeil stated that he was called in lo at-
tend Miss Branuigan last Sunday night.
She refused to say that anything was the
matter with her except that she was suffer-
ing from chills. boo she became in a pre-
carious condition. Dr. Uodgeis was sum-
moned la consultation. Alter she expired
the physicians agieed that peritonitis was
the cause of death.

The Coroner was notified and caused the
removal of the remains to the Morgue. Dr.
I;.E. Williams made an autopsy and found
that death resulted from metro-peritonitis,
caused by premature birth or malpractice.

The deceased came to this city from Sac-
ramento on March 14, and obtained employ-
ment at 51- Haight street. Last week she
complained of being iiiand suffering from
chills, and her aunt, Mrs. Spaulding, took
her to her home at 317 Golden Gate avenue.
Soon after the young woman's mother came
down from the capital city to attend her.
Mary was 21 years old and had always homo
a good reputation.

An inquest --.as eomntoncod yesterday
afternoon. The only witness examined was
Mrs. Susan Branuigan, mother of the de-
ceased. She said that her daughter had
never kept company with any men, and, to
her knowledge, was not engaged to be mar-
ried. At Sacramento the young woman had
suffered from fever and ague. The taking
of lurther testimony was then postponed
until next Tuesday. The remains wort Bent
to Sacramento for interment.
