Enlhnsinstfc Celebration of the

Downfall Of Tyranny.

Parade and literary Exercises— Animated

Scene at Woodward's Gardens— Ths

Fireworks and Grand Ball

Tou know the story of the fall of the
tfastile? that story of the birth of liberty In
Europe, when the thrones of kings began to
totter, and the cry of liberty, equality and
fraternity rang out over all the world?

You know that story; every freeman
knows it.

Well, to celebrate tbat event, which but
typifies the fall of the throne of France,
was all that shouting and rejoicing and
flag-waving and parading yesterday in San
Francisco.

Every year they do that, ltis the French
Fourth of July. As all free people iv this
land help us to make the glorious Fourth a

memorable day, so did Americans yester-

day help the French to celebrate their anni-
versary of independence.

The Mayor of San Francisco was at the
great fete at Woodward's Gardens. And he
said truly that Americans were proud to
bave the opportunity to celebrate the birth-
day of French liberty.

America remembered, he said, when
France stretched out her hand across the
broad Atlantic and clasped the band of the
struggling y ung republic. Those hands
have never been unclasped, he added, and
never would be till the ever-growing influ-
ence of the work of 'Washington and
Lafayette had spread the doctrine of lib-
erty, equality aud fraternity over the whole
earth, and the very last king had abdicated
bis throne.

And the crowd cheered til!it was hoarse,
and then it still cheered. The bands played
the "Marse!llai>e" and "Star-spangled Ban-
ner," and the flags and banners of the two
great republics Raved side by side, with
those of Switzerland and Mexico, till the
day's feteing was over.

Aside from the fact that many houses
were gay with bunting and that yesterday
was a genera) holiday for the French people,
there were three great events, any one of
which would in itself have been a fitting

celebration for even so famous a day as the
anniversary of the taking of the Bastile.

There was the parade, the literary exer-
cises and the grand ball.

The first was a little late in starting, but
Itsfloe showing in number and dress more
than made up for a little tardiness, Itwas
under command of Grand Marshal M. A.
Froment.

His chief marshal was M. A.Decourtleux,
and tbe aids were J. Laroche and P. Desen-
fant. A detachment of policemen, under
Captain Douglas, led the advance, which
was composed of the members of the Society
Barrnonle Francaise la Gaulolse, under M.
V. Hue-Paris.

The division marshals were respectively,
In the order named, D. Barbin, F. Delare-
uelle and J. God-am The divisions were
constituted as follows:

First division— Companies Band l),Third
Regiment, N. G. C.; Lafayette Guard,
honorary members of Lafa- ette Guard, Bel-
gian Society, Lnxumbourg Society.

Second division—-Juarez Guard, Four-
teenth of July Committee, Swiss Sharp-
shooters. Swiss Society, French Zouaves,
honorary members of French Zouaves.
French National League, French Mutual
Benevolent Society.

Third division- Italian Bersagllerl, Cav-
alliegeri Luca, French Legion, honorary

members of French Legion, Lyre Francaise.French Alliance, Socletie Fraucaise deSecnurs Mutuels, La Gaulolse, Frenchcolony.
The line of the procession was from Mont-gomery aveuue and Jackson street to_Ke»rny to Clay, to MontKmnerv. to Pineto Kearny to Market, to Twelfth, to Misl\u25a0ion, to Woodward's Gardens.The gardens had been decorated as they

seldom have been decorated before. As

you entered the Mission-street gates a strik-
ing setpiece stared you in the face. Again.
a background of stone ramparts bung a
multitude of colored Bengal lights arranged
in patriotic symbols and suggestive phrases.

On th*- top they spelled "S. F. Lafayette
Guards." On one side was n huge it, on
the other a bis F, which meant the republic
of France. Those letters stared at jou all
ever the gardens.

The French Z'uavei sad tbe Legion of

France were represented by letters and
symbols on the stone wall, ami iv a niche
in the center of the wall was a statue of
liberty enlightening the world. There were
two stands of arms in front of the statue
and an old 16-pounder thai looked as though
it had seen service in the held.

You pass to the ri.hr. now, to enter the
grounds in front of tho big pavilion and
music hall. Japanese lanterns everywhere,
Bengul lights in profusion, and red. white
and blue bunting aud flags of all nations iv
abundance.

On the banks of the little green hills
which form the three terraces to the right
of the pavilion were patriotic word* and
emblems in Bengal light*. "InUnion There
Is Stiength,'' with the flags of France mid
the United States crossed, was one of the
figures. Another was a huge eagle; to the
left -*17St»," aud to the right "1892," was an-
other.
In the pavilion the decorations were pro-

fuse and very tastily arranged. A picture

of President Carnot under two French
flags with ti.e stars and stripes Inthe cen-
ter adorned the front of the sta_e. - tie
setpiece at the back of the stage repre-

sented the dawn of liberty—a rising sun
surrounded by suitable emblems.

Tri-colored bunting covered the front of
the galleries and on every column was a
portrait of a revolutionary hero. Overhead
the stars and stripes and the French flag
hung in rich prolusion, while ferns and
rari- colored bunting completed the dec-
orations.

'"The Glories of Franc," was rendered as
the overture by an excellent orchestra.
Then Charles L.P. Marai*, president da
jour, made the opening address inLis na-
tive tongue.

This was a day, he said, for all friends of
human progress 10 rally. The fall of tiie
Bastile was celebrated] to keep alive in the
younger generations the spirit which dom-
inated the heroes of tin- revolution.

France had gained her liberty and had
nothing more to make for herself by the
perpetuation of the memory of the birth of
her freedom. But Frenchmen would never
cease preaching the lessons of the Revolu-
tion till all the world was free ami uutrara-
melea from the reign of kings and nobles.

They were assembled now in grateful re-
membrance to the men who gave France
liberty, and they contemplated with admira-
tion the role of propagator of liberty that
France fulfills in Europe. What happiness

must fillhis people to meet thus ina free
land, surrounded by their friends of ail
nations, to perpetuate, the grandeur of dem-
ocratic institutions and join themselves in
a grand phalanx for the glorification of
France.

He was loudly applauded.
A chorus, composed of V. Gray, A. Lot-

Man, J. Vasselln, J. B. Lacazette, F. La-
Taix, F. Vergez, J. Bordmare, M. Artigues,
A. Cadenll, B. Laquange, J. B. Perron, J.
Fey, M.Perron, E. Girard, 1,. Causae and
MM. Giilet, Boisson, Man lon and Monda-
dat, rendered "Liberty Enlightening the
World."

The next speaker was Charles J. King,
representing the Society of Sons of the
American Revolution.
Ifany other than a Frenchman should ad-

dress a French gathering on the 14th of
July, lie said, surely that one should be an
American. [Applause,] French history wasa wonderful history, he thought. From its
Inception the French nation hail great kings,
great warriors, great statesmen and great
men in the arts, science and In literature
but it was the story of that great soldier
Lafayette that most thrilled Americans
with pride aud enthusiasm for their French
cousins.

In all the history of the world most of
that written in blood where great deeds
had been performed was for personal or
national aggrandizement. The story of the
French Revolution. as that of the AmericanRevolution, was one of noble endeavor for
human liberty, and as such lt stood outboldly and uniquely in the struggles of na-tions.

In all French history there was no par-
allel to Lafayette. He looked across thewater and saw a young country struggling
for its freedom from a crowned head. He
offered his sword and bis life for that young
country, and Americans bad never forgot-
ten It.

For a Frenchman tocome to America wasbut to leave one republic, for another. The
feellDgs with whicb a French emigrant en-

tered the barber of New York must be far
different from those emotions awakened in
the breasts of men from other lands as they
first catch sight of that grand statue of
liberty. A Frenchman was at home in
America. His forefathers had fought for
her independence as they had even for the
liberties of France. [Long applause.] C.

'

Miss Belle Thucne was then introduced.
Very beautiful and picturesque she looked
in her hands, costume representing Miss
Columbia. She sang "Star-spangled Hau-
lier" withmuch effect and was roundly ap-
plauded.

Then Mayor Sanderson spoke.
The Frenchmen were our allies and

friends, he said, and the two greatest
figures in history wore Washington and La-
fayette. His heart was fullof patriotic
emotions us he stood there to lifthis voice
Inmemory of the birth of human liberty.
"Stillcelebrate your fall of the Bastile,"
be said, "as we do our 4th ofJuly, and with
hearts and hands and souls united wo will
work with each other to renovate and reform
the world."

Now came the musical event of the day,
the singing ol "La Marseillaise" by M.Per-
ron Jr. He rendered that thrillingrevolu-
tionary hymn with stirring force and effect,
aud was applauded for it to the echo.'

The orchestra rendered a potpourri of
popular French airs, and the literary and
musical exercises camo to an end amid
much enthusiasm.

On the platform during the literary exer-
cises were seated many well-known citi-
zens, ami whom were noticeable Superior
Judge Coffey, Tax Collector O'l.rien, Mayor
Sanderson, J. Coney (the Mexican Consul),

Supervisor Artigues, Gustav Delougraye
and Edward A. Pesoll of the French con-
sulate, Giovanni Brancbi, Couut Giraluio

Marazzl (Vice-Consul . of Italy), Antoino
Hotel iConsul of Switzerland) and Attorney
Kuef.

The iffioen of the committee who had
cliarge ol the celebration were: President,
A. Marai.;vice-presidents, A. Pouzadoux

and E. It)binet; treasurer, V. Marchebout;
secretaries, J. Dpschamps and J. Auradou.

Early in the evening there was a grand
pyrotechnic display. There were many
beautiful fet pieces and skyrockets androman candles and what not in the shape
of fireworks. One of the big set pieces
bore the words in fire:

You should have seen ward's Gar-
dens last night. The Bengal lights and
Japanese interns were illuminated when
the fireworks were over, and they hung in
such profusion about the ground*, so rich
were their colors and so vivid their rays,
that it was almost as light as day. There
were electric lights, too, and with them all
and the gay decorations ol Hags and bunt-
ing, tie scene was enchanting past pen
picturing.

And lastly the ball!
Ah, you should have danced at that ball ifnever at another. The daughters of La

Belle France— well, you know their fame
for wit and beauty. You would have
thought yourself in the palace of the Toil-
etries dancing the minuet with grand dames
of the courts of the Louis.

And you would not have reached home
tin long past midnight

The attendance was very largo, both in
the afternoon and evening. The celebration
of the one hundred and third anniversary
of the, fall of tlie Bastile was a huge success
Irom every standpoint. Itwill live long in
the memory of its participants.

BLINDED BY A BLAST.
A Watchman 'a Sight l>»a»tr<>--d by a

I'romitliire Explosion.
Peter Petersen, a robust laborer who has

been employed on the Sutro Aquarium, had
his eyes injured yesterday afternoon by an
explosion of giant powder and will prob-
ably lose his sight.

Petersen had drilled a deep hole In the
rock near the Cliff House for the discharge
of a blast of giant powder. He placed the
cartridge in the hole and poured water into
the cavity. A fuse was attached to the
cartridge, and Petersen was looking at his
arrangement when the cartridge exploded
prematurely. His face wis just above the
opening, and the mud, gas and water thrown
up by the explosion struck him with great
force. He fell down stunned and sightless.

Petersen was taken to the Receiving Hos-
pital, where Dr. Berry attended him. The
physician thinks that Petersen may recover
his sight, but will always suffer from the
Injury he has received. Petersen is a
Swede and has been employed for sev-
eral weeks od the aquarium.

CAMERON WAS BEATEN.
The Administrator of an Kstate la Hardly

Used-
There was a lively time In the lodging-

house located at 18 Sixth street yesterday,
and as a result of it Joseph Niles and W.W.
Pa were, two lodgers in the place, were

G. Cameron.

It api» ars that on last Monday the pro-
prietress of the house, a sister of Cameron,
died, and he whs appointed administrator
of her estate.

Niles and Poweis, who struck him about
the bead with their fists. After quite a
lively seance with the two Cameron at last
escaped and then swore out a warrant for
the arrest of the two men who had used bin
so harshly because he was asserting his
legal rights.

A VERY THIN STORY.

LAn Abort. Attempt to Corrupt
a Customs Officer.

The Chinese Vice-Consul Deceived by an Old
and Valued Friend-A Fraud With-

out Arrests.

The "gang" of eavesdropper-, transom
climbers and "closet sueaks'' employed by
a morning.paper came to the front again
yesterday witha story which consisted of a
mountain of falsehood balanced upon a
grain of truth.

The previous exploits of the "gang" men-
tioned and tho results have given the people
enough information as to the meu and
methods to make them take any story
emanating from such a source with a very
large "grain of salt."

Tho story published yesterday morning
was to the effect that tbo newspaper em-
ploying the eavesdroppers had induced one
11. V. Chang, a Chinese lawyer, to under-
take to land, with the assistance of others
and iv consideration of $240, a Chinese who
had never been in this couutry. The means
was a forged certificate.

The queer and weird tale goes on to relate
how, after a month's woik, the Chu"eVice-Consul, King Owyang, was led into
being an accomplice in the crime, and
George Patttson, an insDectoi in tlie cus-
toms service, wan Ikt-wioi- implicated.

The true story seems to be that a plot
was carefully arranged with purchasable
Chinese by the "transom-climbers," and
they wore aided by four respectable mer-
chants. This plot was worked out to make
a sensational story for the paper.

On June 2, 1891; Owyeong Tong. aged 40
years, a native of China and a member of
the firm of Fook, Hing «_ Co., 716 Dupont
street, sailed in the Btoaaßsiiip City of
Peking for his native land. While in China
he died. His death was well known to the
Chinese colony here, as be was distantly
related to members of the consular service
in this city.

A CHINESE LAWYER.
A few days ago one 11. Y. Chang, a

Chines- lawyer, a grain if Yale i \lo9t
and a playmate io childhood, a col lege-inate
and a friend of the Chinese Vice-Consul,
called at the Consulate an lpresented a cer-
tificate of Identification to King Owyang,
and asked that the same be vised. Tne cer-
tificate called for the identification of
Owyeong Gum Tong, whom Chang stated
had lett this country in 1891, and now
wanted to return but had los: his identifica-
tion papers. The Vice-Consul was asked to
vhfc the certificate as a duplicate of the lost
papers, the originals being issued Jane 1,
18'J1. Tt> the alleged duplicate its.attached,
as stated, tne signatures ol four well-known
business men who, the "transom climbers"
now allege, signed the certificate, knowing it
to be a bogus document

Itwas tin- first ce: in.-ate of identification
Chang bad ever presented to King Owyang,
the .Vice-Consul. The two bad beeu chil-
dren together in China, had gone to school
together in Shanghai, emigrated together to
this country, were roommates at Yale and
graduated at tin- same time. Then King
On \atig came to tins city ami entered the
diplomatic service of his empire, while
Chang went to Columbia College, cut off his
queue, studied law, was admitted to tho bar
in New Fork State and there practiced M a
time. Ills health failed, he wont to the
Sandwich Islands and then returned here,
and being refused admission to the bar in
this city became a counselor to bis claim
and friend, the Vice-Consul.

During ltis residence in '.bis city Chang
has bad free run of the Chinese consulate
nnd huh advised and counseled with King
Owyang! weeks ami months. [a conse-
quence, when he came to King Owyaug
and asked, for the first time, the lav«i of
the vise of aduplicate certificate of identi-
fication. King Owjang did not refuse him,
especially as the said duplicate was signed
by four respectable business me.:, one of
whom the Vice-Consul knew well. Besides,
as both the Vice-Consul and Chang well
knew, the vise of a certificate by tiie Chi-
nese Consul has no weight with the Col-
lector of the Port. The Collector depends
mi no records from the Chinese consulate,
never consults them, and no matter if
every Chinese diplomatic official la the
city signed certificate for a countryman
he would require the evidence of reliable
white men before the Chinese could land.
Neither are the photographs left at the Cui-
ueee consulate ot any value.

THE •*_*__
The Intelligent Chinese departing from

this country and expecting to return never
take the tnubie to caii at the Consulate for
a vise if their certificate of identification,
knowing it is, when obtained, worthless.
King Owyang said yesterday: "Any Chi-
nese can come in here, show me a paper
and ask me to vise it, leave til* graph
and go away. I'llvise the paper, throw the
photograph in a drawer and that's the last
of it. Why? Because your Collector pays
noattention to cither vise or a graph
filed here."

So much for the story of the eavesdrop-
pers as to the "most Important indorsement
of all" on the certificate, and be it added
that Collector Phelps, as well as his officers,
corroborate every statement made by King
Uwyana.

Alter Chang had secured the vise of tbe
Vice-Consul and had turned over the cer-
tificate to the men who were negotiating
with him, the eavesdroppers proceeded to
arrange a plan by which they hoped to im-
plicate a customs official.

George Paulson, au Inspector who baa a
record of having sent more Chinese back to
China than any other officer in the depart-
ment, was selected as th* victim.

One of the eavesdroppers undressed and
went to bed in room bo* at the Occidental
Hotei, a second one crawled under the bad,
wnile a third one occupied a position on a
table in an adjoining room and peered
through the transom, The plau was, asstated, to tell Paulson that they knew he
Was helping Chinese to land Illegally, offer
bim some promise of reward to help in the
case in hand and then get something from
him in some way to couvict him. Tbo
scheme failed.

Careful investigation shows PattUoo'flstory to be truthlul, and Collector l'helusbelieves it,but the latter proposes to give
the eavesdroppers a chance to testify underoath as to their charges of I'attison .com-plicity.

The idea that an old detective like I'ntti-son. even if crooked, would place himself
in tho hands of an entire stranger without
1 ward or promise of one, but with every
prospect of disgrace and years of punish-ment, Is. Os the face of It, aproposition thattbe customs officials declare absurd.The whole story amounts to simply the
fact that Chang, a purchasable Chinese, andsome of his purchasable friends werebilled to commit » crime, and that Chang
deceived his old friend, the Vice-Consul.Any MB,with far less money than S'_lo.
can go into Chinatown and uu.i score* ofChinese and white men who will agree toundertake the landing of Chinese on forged
certificates.

Yesterday afternoon Mrs. Turner had oc-
casion to leave the house and went down
town, leaving her aged spouse apparently
in the best of spirits. Sho returned at 4
o'clcck and found him lying insensible on
the floor, witha gory gash in his head and
a hatchet by bis side. She summoned Drs.
Super and Carpenter, but they were unable
to do anything for the suicide, who died
late last night.
