There were about 13500 people at Metro-
politan Hall yesterday afternoon to aid in
the protest which is being made against the
dives. They were about equally divided
between the sexes, and the enthusiasm dis-
played augured well for the success of the
crusade which has been undertaken by Tug
Carrn. It was plaiuly to be seen that the
people are aroused to a spirit of earnest-
pess, and if the movement continues to
grow it is only a matter of a little time until
ttie crime-hatcheries are swept out of ex-
istence. They cheered the speakers re-
peatedly and seemed to be aroused to the
highest piteh of enthusiasm.

Michael Flood presided, and in calling the
meeting to order be urged the audience not
to feel discouraged by the recent action of
the Board of Supervisors.

““We must stand by our guns,” he said,
“*and keep our powder dry while awaiting
the result, Iu the end the victery must be
ours, for the people are already tired of the
shameful manner in whieh our local affairs
Lave been conducted as regards the keeping
open of the dives, and they will be heard In
no uncertain tones at the polls.”

He then introduced Judge E.D. Sawyer,
who spoke at sowe length and urged the
people to take the matter in their hands at
the polls.

“We are all familiar,” said he, “with the
old fable of Hercules and the Augean sta-
bles. When calied upon to clear out the
accumulated filth he invoked the aid of the
elements, and with such success that rivers
of water were turned through the stalls.
You of San Fraucisco have got more than
an Augean stable to clean out if you wish te
rid the city of the aives, and I am going to
tell you briefly how to do it.

voting we must remember that the law is
above party, and in exercising the franchise
we must vote for what is right, Send only
such men as we know will be faitnful to
our interests and then the dives will have to
go. Thisis a vary short and very eusy solu-
tion of the problem.
THE DIVES' POWER,

““The power of thedives in politics is great,
Chief Crowley, than whom a better official
uever held power, once told me that if the
office of Chief of Police wers to be mude
elective no gocd man could ever secure it,
for the Barbary Coast vote alone would beat
him. This shon'd make us think and we
must stand t- gether.”

The chairmaun tuen announced that some
little misapprehension existead relative to the
proposed resolution of the Board of Super-
visors, and he desired to say on behalf of
the committee of 50 that it weuld not be
accepted.

Rev. W. E. Smith of Central Presbyterian
Taberuacle was presented and spoke at some
length. During the course of his remarks
some little amusement was afforded by a
lady in the audience. The speaker said:
‘““I'nere has been sowme complainl made of
the power of the pulpit, on the ground that
we can say what we please and that no op-
portunity for response is given. I often
think it would be well if somse of our audi-
tors could talk back at us.”

“Amen!” shouted a lady in the rear of the
hall. and there was a roar of laughter,

When quiet had been restored the speaker
complimented the lady for her retort and
then proceeded to lecture the newspapers
for accepting questionable sdvertisements,

Continning, he adaed: *I am glad to
know that 250 saloon-keepers of this elty
have sigued a petition to the Board of Su-
pervisors asking for the suppression of the
dives, and right here I wish to shake hands
metaphorically with every one of those men.
In doing this they are assisting in doing a
work which the ehurch has not been brave
encugh to do, and to them should be given
all the credit due.”

The meeting then adjourned.

THE WING CLUB SHOOT.

Robinson and ““Siade’ Divide First Hon-
ors—Ned Fay's Great Feat.

A right jovial time was had by the mem-
bers of the California Wing Shooting Club
yesterday at the Oakland track. The occa-
sion was the regular monthly shoot, and so
as to get the very best of the day, which, by
the by, was a delightful one for the sport,
with just suflicient of a gentle zephyr blow-
ing to create that little element of uacer-
tainty, which is so appreciated by all crack
marksmen, the party left the city by the
early morning boat.

The principal match brought out some
really fine shooting. Twelve birds each, at
28 or 30 yards rise, at the option of the com-
petitors, ten of whom went to the traps.
Crit Robinsop, the genial secretary, and
“Slade” headed the list with a score of 11
eachi. Barney was close up with 10 out of
the dozen to his cred't, while **Uncle”” Bob
Liddle showed that hie has lost but little of
his old-time skill with advancing years,
eignt dead birds belng aceredited to his gun.

After the match shoot was over the mem-
bers sat down to a recherche luncheon,
supplied by Ben Wright from his newly
and perfectly appointed restaurant at the
track. In the afternoon & number of
sweepsiakes were shot off, “Slade,” Bobin-
son and Randal!l beingz the most successful,
killing nearly all the time, very few birds
getting over the fence. Ned Fay also gave
a magnificent display of shooting, killing 31
birds out of a possible 32 at & 40-yards rise.
He was warmly applauded by the specta-
tors.

The birds were an unusually fine lot of
strong drivers, and gquick enough to beat
the best of marksmen. Pat Marphy sup-
plied them, while old “Daddy” Rice and
his retrievers were to the fore as usual; in
fact, he has grown an indispensible adjunct
at all the iocal pigeon shoots.

ANOTHER NEW CHURCH.

Cornerstone of the California-
Street M. E. Chureh Laid.

A Pioncer Congregation's Westward March.
A Notable Gathering of Ministers—Ssr-
moa by Bishoy Fowler,

Blshop C. H. Fowler lala the corner-
stone of the California-street Methodist
Episcopal Churen building yesterday after-
poon. The site is at California and Brod-
erick streets. The walls of the first story
are nearly up, and the congregation sat
within thiem. The gentlemen, lay and
clergy, kept their heads covered to protect
their vates from sun and wind. Bishop
Fowler delivered his sermon with bis coat
buttoned up to his chin and with his silk
hat weil drawn down over his forehead.

The California-strest M. E. Church is
better known as tihe Bush-street M. E.
Churzh. Since 1368 its people have wor-
shiped in the church building on Bush
street, near Scott. Before that they wor-
shiped on Mission street, near Second.
The soclety had its origin in the old Sea-
man’s Bethel in that quarter. As pastors
at different times tuey have had the minis-
trations of Revs. Albert S. Todd, E. R.
Diile, ¥. D. Bovard, and Iirs. MeCreary
and Nelson, all of them prowinent men
in Methocist chareh councils. The society
has followed the westward drift of urban
population, and is now about to oeccupy one
of the finest cburch buildings in the West-
ern Addition. The present pastor is the
Rev. Thomas Filben.

The new church edifice is modern in de-
sign and equipments. ‘I'he style is Homan-
esque. Arizona sandstone ana pressed
brick enter largely into its eonstruction,
Seating accommodation for 1200 persons
will be provided in the auditorium. Be-
sides the addition of a pastor’s study the
plans iuclude a free reading-room for men,

Methodist Episcopal Church,

& young people’s parlor, a Sunday sehool-
room, a kindergarten classroom, a boys’
brlfnde armory and a Kitchen, The tower
will be 116 {eet high, and the space to be
occupied by the building covers an area of
77:6 feet one way and 106:6 the other. The
cost, exclusive of lots and furniture, will
be $35,000, and the edifice is to be ready for
occupancy eix wonths freom the present
date.

The services yesterday afternoon were
somewhat protracted. There was quite a
large assemblage of Methodist clergymen
on the platform, a couspicuous fignre
among whom was Bishop C. H Fowler.
The invocation was delivered by Rev. E. R.
Willis; the hymns were given out by Revs.
G. W. Beatty and R. S. Cantine. The Rav.
Mr. McHanis read passages from the Seript-
ures. The Rev. E. MecClish offered up
prayer and the Rev. A. C. Hirst induced
the people to subscribe handsomely toward
the fund to remove the chureh debt. :

Bishop Fowler in his sermon presenfed
the advantages—religious, social, moral and
financial—of church orgarizations to a com-
munity, At the conclusion of his remarks
over $5000 was s ibscribed toward the build-
ing fund, principally by outsiders.

The cornerstone was then lald according
to the Methodist Church ritual. In the box
were deposited a bible, the Methodist
hvmnbook and discipline, the Methodist
year book, the names of the ministers of
the California Conference, a catalogue of
the University of the Pacific ".“d of the
ar iy ompl S e A 8
society, & list of the officers and onf the
building committee and coples of religious
publications.

A'ter the singing of the Doxology Rev. B.
F. Crary pronounced tne ben-diction.

The City Church Extension Siclety has
helped materially toward the erection of
this handsome church building.
