Tug Wanted.

Conrsroadence or Tug Moknino Call."'

Vali.kjo,July 17.— steam engineer-
ing and con action departments at the
navy-yard have at the present time the
greater number of their men employed on
the Monadnock. Itis not believed that the
shutting down of the Bethlehem mills will-
have much effect or hinder the supplying of
the plates for use at armor, for the reason
that the company tikes its own time In fur-
nishiug tbe material. This yard being so
far away from the seal of government it
seems as though Eastern contractors can

have any time Riven that they may require.
ItIs not the fault of those in charge or at
work upon the monitor if she in delayed in
completion. The men work fast and well.

'lhe engines of the IToatllii have just re-
ceived a complete overhauling, and by rea-
son of certain changes niadu they at« now
better than when she first went into com-
mission. '1he ship is ready lor sea. and if
it were not for the court of inquiry nowbeing held at th« yard, of which the com-mander, Captain G. C. Wiltse, is the pre-
siding officer, she would before now be on
In way to the Islands to relievo the San
Francisco. he latter ship on her arrival
here will bo at once taken in lhe granite
dock and have her hull scraped and painted.
From here the fUgship will bo bent up to
Puget Sound to vi»it each of the ports
there. The Baltimor<f and Charleston will
then. it is expected, return to the navy-yard
for a short stay aud then cruiss down the
coast.

THE TIIETI3.

Peter declared that it was the commonexperience to be expected among Christians.
The promise was that they should receive
the holy spirit, and he added: Timpromise
is to you ana your children and to ail that
are afar off, and to as many as the Lordour<> '1 shall call.' Itwas to be no temporary
affair, no local matter. This power from
on high transformed their character by
heightening every virtue and lowering
pverr defect. They were clothed with new
enerey. with new efficiency. Christianity
was a life, not a morn dogma. The
chnrrhe3 were rooted and grounded in
righteousness, not in a creed. Christians
were known by their holy, helpful lives.
Itshould be so to-day."
