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HONTGONERY AVENGED

The Ruggles Brothers Lynched
at Redding.

THEY DIED WITEOUT A STRUGGLE.

Summary Justice Meted Out by Forty
Masked Men,

THE SLEEPING JAILER OVERPOWERED.

Many Prominent Citizens Among the Lynchers.
The Attentions Paid by Sympathetic Women
Precipitated the ARair,

REpDING, July 24 —John and Charles
Ruggles, the stage-robbers and murderers,
were hung by an armed foree of about forty
men at 2:30 o’clock this morsing,

All day Saturday there was something in
the air. Quite a number of determined men
were here from neighboring towns, and
groups could be seen talking earnestly oft
the street corners.

The persistency with which certain women
sdministered to the pleasures of the Rug-
gles brothiers, and the line of defense adopted
by the attorney trying toimplicate and make
Nontgunwr_\', the messenger, a party to the
crime, wasdiseussed and bitterly denounced,
and many belleved that an attempt would be
made to satisfy justice.

John D. Ruggles, the eldest Lrother,

rollecting the following details: At a
guarter to 1 o’clock this morning a group
»f men, masked and otherwise disguised,
was observed marching three abreast down
ihe hill leading to the evurthouse from the
west, they having evidently mel at some
rendezvous some distance from town.
Toere were at least 40 men in the company,
which looked like a regular drilled army of
Ku Klux.

Arriving at the corner of Butte and West
streets they marched quartering aeross the
square, estering the courthouse at the north
entrance, Srouts were stationed on the
outskirts of the square, the courthouse
being three blocks distant from the busi-
ness part of the town. Guards were left
at the courthouse entrance.

For a few moments the utmost qulet
reigned, when suddenly the flare of torches
was seen thirough the windows on the third
floor of the Luilding and a ghostly spectacle
was presented of masked men masching
through the corridor, having in charge the
Jailer, who slept there. They had aroused
him from his slumbers and forced him to
go with them. The Sberiff and deputy in
the meantime were in peaceful slumber at
home, while the Under Sheriff was out of
town.

The janitor or jailer was conducted to the
Jower floor, the door to the Sherifi’s office
forced open, and he was directed to produce
the keys to the jail. lie told them that they
were locked in the safe. The jailer was
then stood up in a coruer, blindfolded and
guards put over hini

With sledges, drills and powder they
forced an entrance through the side of the
safe and iuto the strong box. The sound of
the sledge could be plainly heard from the
outside as stroke after siroke fell upon the
safe. In the midst of the work the court-
house bell sounded the hour of 1 o’clock,
which, in the solemn silence outside, sound-
ed like a kneil of death.

The hour of 2 o'clock was sounded
and soon the cracking of iron doors showed
that the keys had been secured and the jail
opened. Two shadowy forms were seen to
steal around the back end cf the jail and
two women peeked through an iron grat-
ing on the scene inside.

AN ENTRANCE EFFECTED.

How the Doomed Men Acted in the Hands
of the Mobh.

REDDING, July 24.—Tte doomed men
beard these ominous sounds and knew that
their end had come. As soon as the mob
eutered the second iron door, leading to the
jail proper, John Ruggles greeted them with
a trembling voice, asking if they meant him
barm. Caoarley Ruggles said not a word,
Two other prisoners incarcerated for aminor
offense were badly frightened.

Jobn Ruggles’ cell was opened first and he
was told to come cut., He said: *“Gen-

-Alemen, be lenient with my brother, he is

fnnocent of this crime,”

No attention was paid to him except to
handenff his hands belhind him, he making
some resistance., Some one then said,
“Let’sget the other one out,” and the door
was opened and Charley Ruggles stepped
forth. They were dressed ouly in pants, un-
dershirt and stockings.

About a quarter past 2 o’clock, ons hour
and a balf after entering the courthouse,
the lynchers came out with the two prison-
ers. As they hurried across the square
Chsrley was heard to cough onee or iwice
end John’s voice was also distinguishable

The crowd was silent and undemoustra-
tive. ‘The pariy marched aecross through
an alley and down the next street some two
blocks, then turned to the ieft, stopping at
& blacksmith-shop, located near the raiiroad
company’s large woudshed, and haited.
Here a crossbeam was suspended from two
gluo trees aud which was used to elevate

y means of a pulley large wagon-beds
from the running gear.

The erds of the ropes which had been
placed around their necks were attached to
this crossbeam, their feet were tied together
aud their nands behind their backs. When
all was in readiness the leader said:

“If you want to make a statement now is
the time, and be d——d quick about it.”

John Ruggles spoke up and said, “Gen-
tiemen, spare him”’ (meaning his brother),

One of the lynchers spoke up and asked
John if he had anything to say coucerning
the Cazadero stage robbery, when a young

rl on the stage was Kkilled, and also about

be murder of a drover in Siskivou County,
suvposed by some to have been killed by
John Ruggles.

He answered, I know nothing of the
affairs.”

He was then asked where the balance of
the treasure that had been taken was
buried.

He replied, *‘Spare Charley and I will
tell you.”

Another voice then sald, “Never mind the

. treasure; tell us if you want to; if not, say

what you bave to say quick.”
The doomed men refused to speak fur-

; ther, and on a sigoal from the leader the

+

murderers were suspended in mid-air, about
four feet from the ground, snd making fast
the rope, the crowd dispersed in various
directions.

JLL-PLACED KINDNESS,

Redding Citizens Were Indignant at the
Interest Taken in the Prisoners.

REDDING, July 24.—The lynchinz of the

Ruggles brothers %as been quietly talked

-+

about for the past two weeks and would
have occurred at least a week sooner but
for the want of a determined leader.

A oumber of women in Redding bave
been sending notes, flowers, cake and other
delicacies to the imprisoned murderers and
have by their visits and outspoken sym-
pathy ereated a feelingof indignation, whizh
found voiee in the Redding press in protests
against such ill-placed kindness and finally
in recommendations that the women should
be refused admittance to the jail.

Nothing was done, however, and their
continued visits have precipitated this
morning’s tragic affair.

HANGING SIDE BY SIDE,

The Awfal Spectacle Presented When the
TAragedy Was Complerte.

REDDING, July 24.—Visiting the scene a
half hour after the hanging the bodies pre-
sented a melancholy spectacle, hanging still
and cold, both facing toward the west-and
about four feet apart. Charley’s face was
somewhat distorted and the rope seemed to
sink deep into the folds of his neck. John
had in addition to the rope around his neck
a rope in his mouth as a gag for the pur-
pose of preventing an outery.

They looked unnaturally tall and slim.
Here they hung until cut down by the Coro-
ner about 9 o’clock this morning, and the
passengers on the moruing overland saw
them from the car windows dangling in the
morning sun., Quite 8 number of Kedding
citizens took a hand in the affair, and the
citizens, with hard!y an exception, approve
of the summary justice meted vut to the
murderers of Buck Montgomery,

The affair was well planved and execated
with due deliberation and in order. After
the bodies bad been swinging some one
suggested shooting them, but the suggestion
was criead down. Two women witnessed
the execution, aud the shadowy forms of
onlookers seemed to be hidden in every re-
cess and behind every tree.

Visiting the Sheriff’s office after the
prisoners had Dbeen removed, the pistol
with which Montgomery was slain was to
be seen lying on the top of the safe, while
near to it was a package of letters and a
bag of gold dust, which had been laid away
as evidence for the trial. On a desk was a
paper bag of black powder and a coil of
fuse. The safe was a wreck.

Coroner Moody held an examimation this
forenoon, the evidence of Dr. Milier, the
jailer and the priscners, Welch and Hewitt,
being taker. Welch stated that the Rug-
gles brothers made no demoopstration nor
uttered a word prior to the entry of the
Iyuchers.

HISTORY OF THE CRIME.

The Robbera and H w They Did Their
Murderous Work.

On the evening of the 14th of May last
the Redding and Shasta stage had just
reached the top of a long grade five miles
above Redding when a masked man with a
double-barreled shotgun in his hand stepred
on the high bank alongside the road, acd
covering the driver of the stage, ordered
him to **pull up and throw out the express-
box.”

Johu Boyce was driving the stage, and
beside nhim sat George Subhr, & traveling
man, while in the body of the stage was
“Buck” Montgomery, a guard of the Wells-
Fargo Exvress Company.

When the highwaymau halted the stage
Boyce at once compiied with his demand
and threw out the treasure-box.

Montgomery, at the same instant, opened
fire on the robber with his shotgun loaded
with buckshot.

At the first fire the robber dropped to his
knees and a second later discharged both
barrels of his gun iunto the stage. Boyee,
the driver, fell from his seat to the foot-
board wfth five buckshot in his right leg
near the kpee and two buckshot in his left
leg. Sulir also dropped off the seat with
three cr four buckshot in his legs,

Before *Buck’” Montgomery could reload
bis gun, two shots in quick succession came
from the bushes on the side of the road op-
posite the place where the robber wlo
halted the siage slood, and “Buck” Mont-
gomery fell 1o the bottom of tihe siage, shot
through the back [rom ambush aud mortally
wounded,

The batlle occupied but a few seconds,
aud then came the stern order Irom the
robber in ambush to *'drive on.”

His companion on the bank was sorely
wounded, Buck Montzewery lay dyiug on
the bottom of the stage and the driver,
Bovyee, and the passengzer, Sunur, were hud-
died up on the footboard bleeding from a
score of wounds and unable to muunt the
seat.

As best they could Boyce and Suhr man-
aged to start the stage and drive it along.
One bhandled the 1eius ana the other the
brake asthe siage piiched over the steep
bill.

The rovber in ambus’i never showed him-
self, but afier the stage had goue over the
ridge he went to his woundea companion’s
assistance and took with bim the Welis-
Fargo treasure box.

The gtage had gone but ashort distance
when it met Dr. and Mrs. Stevenson of led-
ding in tbeir carriage. 1ne doctor jumped
from his vehicle aud weni to the assistance
of the wounded men while Mrs, Stevenson
turned the heads of her horses toward Ked-
ding, and, laying the whip ou the backs of
the =pirited animals, went back to town on
a dead run to get a-sistance,

Her advent in the town with her horses
covered with foam and on a run was enough
to alarm the people, and in less than a min-
ute a score and more of ¢.t.zens and all the
physicians in tuwn were hurrying out to
meet the stage, while searching parties to
trace and if vossible capture the robbers
were hurriedly organized,

Tne stage with iis wounded men drove
into Redding, and all that human skill could
do to suve “Duck” Mon!gomery was done,
while the wounded driver and passeng-r
were tenderly cared for.

A few bours later “Buck” Montzomery
breathed his last.

Tuhe people of Reddiog went wild. "I'here
had beew stage robbery after stage robbery,
and no one caught and punishied for the
crimes. Now, in addition to the robbery, a
most brutal murder had been done, and the
citizens dewmanded that the robbers be
caught, even Lhough it took every honest
man in the county fiom bis house and busi-
ness to do it. 3

‘The wildest stories as to the value of the
treasure in the captured box were afioat, No
one put the sum less thau $20,000, and maoy
as hizh as $50,000.

The searching paities had but a very poor
clew upup which w work. Only oge of the.
robbers had been seen, and he was disguised
with a red bandanna handkerchief as a
mask. It was Known, Lowever, that this
robber was badly wounded, and it was
Loped that ke might be trailed, and even 1f
founda dead that his identity would afford a
clew by which hisassociate migzht be tracked
and captured. :

The whole surrounding country was full
of men before the davwn of the next day.
Rewards aggregating $1100, including $500
by Governor Markbam, weie offered 1or
the capture of the highwaymen.

The robhery and murder occurred on
Saturday unight, and on the next duy Harry
Page, Nick Cusick and Lloyd Carter, thres
youug wmen who were, with hundreds of
others, searching for the murderers of
Moutgomery, 1an across the wounded
robber in a canyon near the town of
Shasta.

The man was well nigh dead from loss
of bloud and his exertions to escape. lie
was shot through asd through in breast,
body and limbs. Poor *Buck” Mont-
gomery’s aim had been true. The robber’s
wounds were thought to be fatal, aud be
told how, being wounded unto death, his
accomplice in erime had abandoned him to
his fate, and with the booty for which he
had taken a life and probably sacrificed his
own, had deserted him, leaving him to
crawl away and die,

The man was taken back to Redding.
Only his enfeebled condition and the hore
that when he came to die he would te!ll who
his accomplices were saved him from im-
mediate lynehing,

For a day or two he hovered between life
and deunth, and while he told many stories
of the robbery, the detectives were con-
vinced he had not told the truth, Finally
the man was identified as Charles Ruggles,
the younger son of a respectable and well-
to-do farmer, L. B. Ruggles, in Fresno
County, whose postoffice is at Traver,

With the identification came the news
that the younger man would recover, and it
wag then that the full borror of his deed
overcame him. So long as he was to die un-
identified Charles Ruggles, only 22 years of
age and the “baby”” at nome. was willing to
£0 to his grave Learing the whole blame of
the robbery and murder, but when ke
learned that full disgrace of his erime must
rest upon his parents and that he wonld
live to know their shame and scrrow, the
bo[v determined to take his own life.

t was his first crime, and it was a hor-
rible one. ‘That night in jail Chariie Rug-
gles tore from his wounds the bandages,
and tried to bleed to death. His act was
discovered in time, and from that on he
was carefully watched,

The detectives at once suspected that the
accomplice of Cbarles Ruggles In the crime

! jeet for some reason unknown to us.

bad been an clder brother pamea John.
e

.
The latter was known a&s a wild, desperate
sort of a ne'er-do-well, although he had
awassed cousiderable property in Fresno
County.

John was 33 years of age and an e x-con-
vict, having been sent to San Quentin in
1878 for roblery on a sentence of seven
years, anG pardoned two years latar. He
then went to Fresno County and acquired a
quarter section of land near Traver. He
was a widower without children.

The Ruggles family used to live in Yolo
County, near Woodiand, where an uncle of
the boys, John and Charles, has held high
official positions, and where the family is
known and respected, and detectives at
once set watch upon the town of Wood-
land, believing sooner or later John Rug-
gles would go there.

Subsequent events proved they were
right, On June 19 last Deputy Sherift
Wyckoff of Woodland learned that John
Ruggles was in the town. He trled to find
him, but without success, until about 9:30
o’clock on the night of the day mentioned,
when he saw a man answering Ruggles’
deseription go into the Opera restaurant.
He followed the man and attempted to ar-
rest him. Ruggles at ouce showed fight and
tried to draw a revolver. Wyckoff was too
quick for nim, however, and shot the high-
wayman in the neck, inflicting what was
thought at the time to be a mortal wound,

When John Ruegles was told he was go-
Ing to die he turned over to the officers a
complete confession of the crime, written in
dimwe-nove!l style, and exonerating from all
birme in the watter his brother Charlie,

Two days later, his wound proving less
serious thian was at first supposed, John
Ruggles was taken to Kedding, and on June
22 was taken to the jail in which his
brother was copfined.

Tie meeting Letween the young men was
most affecting, but Charlie proved himself
the better man, controlling his feeliugs aud
cautioning John to say nothing.

After their iumcarceration the Ruggles
boys began to pose us heroes for that class
of sentimental females who dote on mur-
derers and with which Redding seems to
abound. Doth men were suffering from
their wounds and becaue the objects of in-
terest and tender selicitude of a number of
women who, for weeks past, have kept the
two supplied with flowers, fruit, candy,
novels and little delicacies of all sorts, to
say nothiing of frequent calls and tender
condolences, It 1s even said that one or
two of the women, iucludng the daughter
of & high official of the county, fell in love
with the murderers and were ready fur any
deed of heroism that might aid them.

Tnre actions of the females of Redding
incensed the men, and for days past the
newsvapers and the men of the town have
demanded that the attentions of the women
cease, and that the lalter be denied ad-
nmittance to the jail,

Itis believed that the attentions of the
women was the ivcentive whicn led 1o the
organization of the mob.

The value of the booty secured by John
Ruggles, and which has now cost three
lives, was only $3375. In tre Wells-Fargo
box was 79% ounces of quicksilvered goid,
880 fine, worth $1300: 96% ounces of gold
amalgam, 730 fine, worttn $£1400, and £675 in
gold and silver coin.

THE BURIED PLUNDER.

Detective Hume Says $3000 In Ballion
are Cached and Lost.

“They deserved their fate,”” said Detectiva
Hume, when he was informed of the lyneh-
ing of the Rugeles brothers by a CALL
reporter yesterday.

The veteran hunter of stage-robbers was
sitting in an easy-chair in Lis cosy cottage
at Lorin, when he expressed himself as
queted, and talking further of the affair,
he said:

*I am very much opposed to mob law,
and would much rather have secen these
men legally punisned, but their erime
certainly was a most sstrocious one, and
they were utlerly undeserving of clemency.

“Wells, Fargo & Company loses 83000 by
this premature execution,” Mr. Hume con-
tinued, *for John Ruggles told me in Wood-
land tbat l'e had builion to that amount
buried somewhere, promising at the same
time that he wou!d tell me later where Lis
treasure is eached. He would probably have
told it right there bad 1 hela out any io-
ducements for him to do so, but I would not
wake that man anv promises if the amount
were 10 times $3000, aud so his secret
provably died with him.”

The detective had, however, some slich®
hope that the robLber contessed to some
one where the bullicn was burled before he
was hanged.

“At first,” continued Mr. Hume, *I
thoughtthat Charley Ruggies was not quite
8s bad as his «lder brother, and I was in-
clined to think that there were extenuating
cirenmstances in his ease, I considered that
he had Leen influenced and led astray by
John who afterwards so shamefuily aban-
doned him, but as the investizations pro-
gressed I found that Charley also was
Lthoroughly and independently eriminal, for
I learned that months before the Redding
robbery and murder, for which the broth-
ers were arrested, Charley incompany with
*Arizona Pete,” a notorious knight of the
road, had planned a stage.robbery in the
same locality, which was never
carried out. They had their tosls on the
spot and everything was in readiness, but
at the last moment they abandoned the ;irn-
The
very tools which were cached for that pro-
posed robbery were used by the Ruggles

rothers on May 14.”

That is all the veteran detective had to
say about the matter except a remark made
by him as he bowed the reporter out, to the
seffect that the Wells-Fargo people had de-
termined to prosecute the two robbers
mercilessly and that had they lived to stand
trial their conviction of murder and robbery
would have been a furegone conclusion.

COMING TO AN AGREEMENT.

The Senate and House Gefting

the Long Recess.

WasmingroN, July 24.—The committee
on conference on the-sundry civil appropri-
ation bill made rapid piogress to-day aud
succeeded in adjusting all the differences
except the World’s Fair appropriation of
£5,000,000, in regard to which they report a
total disagreement. The other Senate
amendments, which are concurred in by
the House, provide for the addition to the
bill of about £6,000,000, distributed through
all branches of the service., The Senate
confertees agree to abandon about 84,000,000
of this amount,

The conferrees have stricken from the bill
all new legislation inserted by the House in
regard to district attorneys and marshals,
The managers of the Ilouse side have
agreed to the Senate increase of the appro-
priation for surveying public lands from
£200,000 to 8$375,000, and various other large
amendments are agreed to or compromised
80 as to fix the snmounts as follows: lInter-
national Monetary Conference, £80,000; en-
foreement of the Chinese exclusion act,
€100,000; special fund to prevent tne spread
of epidemic diseases, $100,000.

Among the Senate amendments stricken
out are those appropriating $10,000 each for
:}ne widows of the three Supreme Court Jus-
ices,

It was learned late this evening that the
Senate conferrees have refused to accept
O’Neill’s “Pinkerton amendment’” adopled
in the House,

The week promises
to be one of lengthy and perbaps heated
debates on these and other subjects, among
the latter being the pension office iuvesti-
gation.

FLAMES ON A CRUISER.

The Charleston’s Coal-Bunkers Take Fire by
Srontaneous Combustion.

Port Orcunarp, Wash., July 24.—A fire
p broke out in the coal-bunkers of the United
States cruiser Charleston on Fiiday.

BERGHAN THE MYNTERIOLUS.

Nothing Is Known of the Antecedents
of the Would-Be Assassin.,

UE HAS TOLD CONTRADICTORY STORIES.

Reveling in the Notoriety Following His Attempt to
Kill Frick, He Has Also Sought to Mystify
All Who Have Approached Him.

PrrreBUurG, July 24.—Alexander Berg-
man, not Berkman, the would-be assassin
of Frick, 1¢ still a riddle. None of the de-
tectives or newspaper men who have been
talking to him have obtained anything but
contradictory or trivial information so far.
He said to-day that when he was ready,
which would not be until after his transfer
to the County Jail, he would make a writ-
ten statement for the Associated Press and
that until then he would decline to answer
any questions.

That be is secretly pleased with the noto-
riety he has gained is evident, but that he is
a fanatie, who has become cranky from
reading anarchistic literature also serms
certain, He decided to-day that he had
never worked for Herr Most’s paper, Der
Freibeit, and says he has done only book
work. He has uo regre!s, he says, about
what he has done,

Notning has been learned as to how long
he had been in the eity, nor has much of
anything ¢lse been found out about him.
He scems to have deliberately taken every
precaution to coneeal his identity, and had
his plan of committing suicide after the man-
ner of Lingz not been rruslrgted, his face
would have been blown awayv, leaving the
matter of his identity a complete mystery.

Much to his own surprise, and to that of
everybody else, Bergman was transferred
from the Central station to the jail to-night.
The officers thought to make the transfer
quietly, but a couple of sharp gamins at a
corner recoguized Bergman and before the
jail was reached several hundred people-

were crowding up to get a glimpse of the
anarchist.

New HAvEeN, Conn., July 24.—Alexan-
der Bergman, who attem:ted to assassinate
Frick vesterday, worked in this ecity three
ye age as a compositor. He was known
us radical anarchist, and lived with a
woman of the same stripe, who aftcrward
lett him,

HE IS RESTING EASY.

As soon as the cut was discovered
it was carefully dressed.

The patient passed the day listening to
letters and telegraws, and dictating repiies,
He insists on continuing Lis work.

There is much anxiety in the fawmily over
Mrs. Frick!s condition. Sbe became a
mother twelve days ago, and in her weak
and nervous condition the effect of yester-
day’s affair has been very bad.

PEACE TALK.
The Strikkers Advised to Hold Themselves
Ready to Arbitrate.

HomesTEAD, July 24.--The Carnegie
Company will post a notice to-morrow
merning st€ting that the men ertering their
employ now will not be removed to make
room for others, and that they will be re-
tained as long as they conduet themse!ves
properly. This notice is expected.to have
considerable effect, as some of the company
men think that many of the strikers are
deterred from returning to work for fear
they will be thrown out by the union in
case the strike is declared off.

The traiumen of the Pittsburg, Virginia
and Charleston road, which runs through
Howestead, are undecided whether or not
to stop handling cars loaded with Caruegie’s
products. ‘I'ney reported to thelr superin-
tendent to-day that they had been threat-

CARNEGIE NOT WORRI!D,

BRUTAL FPUNISHMENT,
One of the Militlamen Shouted When He
Heard of the Tragedy.

HoMESTEAD, Julv 24, —When the news
of the shooting of Frick reached the militia
camp yesterday Private Iams of Company
K, Tenth Regiment, shouted out, “Three
cheers for the assassin "

Colonel Streeter heard it and immediately
ordered regiment parade. Then he recited to
the soldiers what he had heard, and ordered
the man who made the remark to step for-
ward, saving that he thought he had recog-
n:zed the voice. lams stepped to the front,
trembling like an aspen, and acknowleaged
that he had made the remark. He wastaken
to the guardhouse and hung up by the
thumbs for 30 minutes, the surgecns mean-
while watching the pulse of the heart.
When cut down be was limp and almost un-
conscious. The severity of his punishment
was due to his failure to retract or apoio-
gize for the expression. To-day one side of
his head was shaven, his uniform taken
from him and he was given a suit of cast-off
clothing and drummed out of camp,

ALL ARE DEAD.

Victims of the Colliery Explosion at York
Farm on Saturday.
PorrsviLLe, Pa,, July 24.—The list of
vietims of Suturday’s explosion at the York
Farm colliery nas been inereased to 15 dead
aud oue dying. Not one of the men work-

ing in the vicinity of the explosion will be
able to tell the tale of the aisaster except
Llewellyn, the man who first noticed the
presence of gas and the unusual runuing of
coal, and who, by strietly complying with
colliery rules, had gone to inform the fire
boss of tbe indications. His story is that
himself and Christian Hornicker, whose
bedy is still buried in the mine, fired a shot
in breast No. 1, on the second lift, and that
immediately there was a strong rush of gas
and a run of coal. This gas rushea up the
alrway connecting the first and second
shifts and was ignited, and the explosion
followed. All the bodies have besn re-
cevered except those of Harrison and
Hornicker, and it is expected they will

_be brouskt to thesurface before morning,

The complete list of vietims is: George
Kries, William Jones, William M. Wayman,
Anthony Putlavitch, Herman Werner,
Thomas Jones, Authony Stock, Henry Ma-
dara, Edward Curran, Thomas F. Lunders,
Robert Allott, C. D. Allott, James Hart-
soll, John Harrison, Christian Hornicker
and George Stock.

Of the above, Henry Madara, Thomas
Landers, Robert and Charles Allottand Ed-
ward Curran, who were still living wnhen
taken from the mine, died to-day, and
Stock is unconscious. Most of the victims
leave families.

HIN YACHT WEAT DOWY,

William K. Vanderbilt Narrowly Escapes
Death on the High Seas. -

BostoN, July 24—The steamer H. F.
Dimock of the Metropolitan Steamship
live arrived here this evening having on
board the ccecupants of W. K. Vanderbiit’s
yacht Alva, which the steamer ran down
this morning. The Alva, under command
of Captain Morrison, left Bar Harbor at 4
o’clock Saturday evening bLound for New-
port, R. L., having on board the owner and
his guests, Frank V. Vaunderbilt, George
De Forest, Louis Webb, Winfield Scott
White and Frank Riggs, all of whom are
summering at Newport, Early this morning
a thick fog set in, and Captain Morrison
deemed it imprudent to run further as the
vacht was in the irack of coasting vessels.
After making Pollock Rip lightship the an-
chor was dropped, whistles apd horns were
blown at frequent intervals. Shortly after
8 A. M. the guests were aroused by a heavy
crash, accompanied by the tearing of the
plates of the vessel.  William Vanderbilt
was the first on deck, and looming throuzh
the fog he eduld seethe dark hullof alarge
steamer backing Away 1rom the yacht. T'lLe
vecht hailea the steamer and informed the
captain that the yacht must sink.

The steam launch, four rowboats and a
naptha launch were lowered from the
Alva, which was rapidly sinking, and
the owner and passengers, with the
crew of 52 men, were soon rapidly
pulling away from the doomed craft. Their
€Xit was made none too soon, for When they
were about a cable’s lengih from the vessel
she plunged down, bow first, and nothing
but the tops of her three masts remained
out of the water., Tne Dimock was going
at greatly reduced speed at the time of the
collision; otherwise she would probably
have run right over the Alva, and = [rizght-
ful loss of life would have been the result
owing to the fact that all the passengers
and half the crew were asleep at time of the
accident,

None of the passengers or crew saved a
thing, except the clothiug eah had on.
The Alva was one of the finest pleasure
steamers afloat and cost nearly $500,000.
Efforts will be made to raise her,

A HOT WAVE.,

It Is Worse in the East Than Was Ever Be-

BITTER EXEMIES IN THE OLD DAYS.

Political Misfortune Has Drawn Them Together and
They Are Now United in Common War
Upon Chaneellor Caprivi.

BeErLiN, July 24 —Polities have made
strange bedfellows here in Germuny since
the beginning of the present regime, but re-
cently the combination of interests made by
Bismarek and Count Waldersee is prob-
ably the most remarkable coalition
of the new era. Waldersee as the
favorite of the Crown Pricce William
was treated by Bismarck when Chanecellor
ot the empire as his bitterest enemy, and
when Walder:see suc:eeded Moltke as leader
of military Germany, none regarded the
fallen prinece with more untempered Suspi=-
pion and aversion than hedid. Now, politi-
cal misfertune has reconciled these former
enemies, and they aae working tigether for
the downfall of their common enemy, Count
Caprivi. Hence the persistent rumors of
the new friendship of the fallen chanecellor
and the fallen chief of staff, and heace tha
virulent attacks in the uewspapers con-
trolled by both upon the new chanecellor.

Count Cavrivi is fully aware of the in-
trigues, as shown by the statement made by
him that in n esemergeney need Bismarck
ever hope to exercise any influence upon the
Government of Germany, Bismarek’s
mouth is still open and still embarresses the
Foreien Office of the empire. Talking
in Kissincen on Saturday he referred
sarcastically to the interest which “certain
Berlin newspapers seem to take in the wel-
fare of the Coburger (Prinee Ferdinand of
Bulgaria), whose presence in Bulgaria is a
stauding menace to the peace of Europe.”

His friends, he added, had nd-
viced him to keep silent, but he would not
allow his mouth to beclosed. He concluded
by joining in the cheers for Emperor Wil
liain, the empire, the Reichstag and the
Bundesrath,

The Czly Food of the Ill.Fated Stairs and
Bodson Exvedition.

LoxpoN, July 24.—The Tinies says that
the Marquis de Beaucbamp, the eolieague
of Gaptain Stairs and Captain Bodson In
the ill-fated Catanga expedition, has landed
at Marseilles. He deseribes how the
Meiris attacked the expedition, and how
Stairs sent Bodson to the King of Meiri to
pariey with him. The King of Meiri was
about to ki!l Captain Bodson, when the lat-
ter, in self-defense, shot the Kmg and
Bodson was then himself killed by the na-
tives, The expedition was for 26 days with-
out food, exce; t ants and locus!s. Captain
Stairs died at Shinde. Oue hundred and
ninety naiives atlached to the expedition
also perished.

His eyesight
became worse until he could not read or
write, and he continued to suffer from in-
somnia and hemeorrhages from an old ear
wound.
