An Admirable Institution Admir-

ably Conducted.

Annual Outicsr of the £t. Vincent de Faul

Society— Conference Reports at the

Quarterly Meeting.

Father MrKinnoo, the popular superin-
tendent, and escorted to the chaix'l, where
hi^ti mass was celebrated. '1'he celebrant
was Hew Father O'Xeil of San Kafael, and
tho choir was composed of .me of the
orphan boys, whose fresh young voices, ad-
mirable trained, were heard to groat ad-
vantage.

Very liev..Father Preadergast, V G., in
the absence of the Archbishop in Denver,

preached the seimon. lie confined himself
toaieview of the lif« of bt Vincent tie
ran I,their patron. He •poke of Ins cap-
ture by the Arab pirnas, hi* i.te M a slave
and his subsequent escape with his then
master, mm apostate from the Christian
faith.

The Question of Riparian Rights

to the Front.

Condition ef the Orchards
—

Preparing a
World's Fair Exhibit-Growth of

the Town.

Corrfsiioudence of The Moßxisn Cali.

The lied of the Alaraeda Creek, as it flows
through NUps, is again dry. Riparian
rights 03 they concern the individual or a
corporation are far from being understood
by able lawyers, and as a matter of course,
are not by people generall}-, but the law of
justice to both Individual and corporation
should prevail. That in a sensn the laws of
nature must have nnich to do with the mak-
ing and ca foreleg of riparian laws was
never more forcibly exemplified than just
here in this fruitful valley, watertd by the
Alarneda Creek.
Itis no small matter that the water has

beta taken by the Spring Valley Water
Company, depriving a largo acreage of the
valley of the Pupoly which nature gave to
support its products.

There are several curious and interesting
points concerning the creek and the ilow of
water which are worth mentioning, and
which, too, would doubtless make local leg-
islation necessary. Upon each side of the
creek, but particularly the southern side,
for a distance of several miles is an under-
ground gravel lake with a clay bottom much
lower than the bottom of the creek bed.
This lake has been kept filled, not with the
overflow from the creek, but by sinks, the
water draining through gravel beds found
occasionally Inthe bed of the creek.

This lake has always, therefore, kept so
full that water ha? been constantly in the
soil. Without the slightest doubt the great
and continued productions of this valley has
been dependent upon this underground
lake, the surface of which has been so near
the surface of the soil that fruit trees have
drawn their supply from It. The creeK has
never been empty until the past three years,
aud sis a consequence the underground lake
has always kept a uniform level.

There are two sinks inthe canyon which
still supply a limited amount of water to
this lake, thereby keeping the wells sup-
plied. The surplus rises to the surface
a: out six miles west of Nilcs, at Bell's
ranch bridge In the creek, and flows on,
emptying Into the bay.

The surface of the soil alone the creek
bank nt Ntlei is 84 feet above tide-water ;
at BelPa ranch only about 30.

be water in the wells in this section is a
uniform distance from the surface, and rises
and falls as the creek rises and falls, Meas-
urement have been kept by different peo-
ple which absolutely prove this fact.

Data takfMi while the stream ran perma-
nently in iN bed proves that the water
never ff11 below 40 feet lower than the Bur-
face of the ground. This distance fruit
trees willreadit* -end their roots to be fed.
>'o\v, each summer and fall tie. water falls
far below this, and the fruit and trees suf-
fer in consequence.

A map oi tnts lake is inpossession of the< flier- of the water company, and its exist-
ence has never been denied by them.

Two yean ago the company lowered the
well-* at quite an expense on 10 or 15
ranches*, which bad gone dry as adirect con-
sequence of the taking of the water from
the creek; an upon the sane date (Janu-
ary 31. 1889) that the order was given to
lower the wells the president of trie com-
pany, Charles Webb Howard, agreed to
pay damages If any should accrue to the
orchards as a result of lack of water, if
in time such should prove to be a fact. It
has now been three years, and therefore it
is time to consider these damages and de-
mand reparation.

There is more dead woodIn the orchards
than ever before. There hud not been a
full crop of almonds for three years —

a
thing unheard of here before, where this
crop has been so permanent and valuable.
The trees are full sometimes until July,
when the fruit falls, eucli time a few weeks
after the water has dried out of the creek,
reaches and apricots also drop when nearly
ready to ripen, but not as yet to any ex-
tent. Tbegruwthuf new wood is smaller.
Ail fruits ripening after July are smaller
than ever before, One oreluirdist, William
Mortimer, owns a 30-acre plum orchard,
Iving on the north bank of the creek in
Niles. Since the water baa been drawn oil
this season they have begun to shrivel and
fall. He estimates thai he will lose $4000
on his crop in consequence, and but waits
the co-operation of others to demand some
reparation!. Tbe people here do not want
money— they want the water back— but,
failing to secure that, something must be

done. Itis a matter of the gravest impor-
tance to the people of thU community and
one that rrovokes constant discussion. The
people lying\ou the creek bank have been paid
well and are allowed a certain large amount
id water for use and can hardly complain,
but it is those ranches* which lie next adjoin-
ing which surfer, aud their owners have no
redress.

The orchard ists have been complaining all
tse spring because if the very low prices
which have been offered forfruit, feeling that
the small amount of fruitouglu to warrant
better prices, so the sudden rise of prices
within the past ten days has giveu great
satisfaction, especially to the few who have
not sold, while the many had contracted
weeks ago for 1% cents for apricots and
under 2 cents for poaches. There willbe
very little fruitdried in this valley. because
of the fine prices offered for green fruit.

The novelty or the
machine lies in the combination or the
automatic deliverer with an ice refriger-
ator, which is so effective that when the
machine is full the supply of ices will, each
ice being contained in a separate cardboard
BOX, Keep good for a whole week; that is to
say, willnot melt during that period. Itis
expected that not only willthese machines
be well patronized by the public, but by
hotel and restaurant proprietors and con-
fectioner?, who will be fully alive to the
advantage of having a supply of good,
wholesome icecream constantly on hand
without any of the risks of damage or spoil-
age.

WONDERS OF A WATCH.
A XutuhPT. or Interesting: Pncts Well

Open your watch and look at the little
wheels, springs and screws, each an indis-
pensable part of the whole wonderful ma-
chine. Notice the busy little balance wheel
as it flies to and fro unceasingly, day and
nicht, year in and year out. This wonder-
fullittle machine is the result ofhundreds of
years of study and experiment. The watch
carried by the average man is composed of
98 piece*, and its manufacture embraces
more than 2000 distinct and separate opera-
lions. Some of the smallest screws are so
minute that the unaided eye cannot distin-
guish them from steel ings or specks of
dirt. Under a powvrfoi magnifying glass a
perfect screw is revealed.

The slit in t!:e head is 2-1000ths of an inch
wine. It takes 906.000 of these screws to
weigh a pound, and a pound is worth SISSS.
'!he Ia i --print:Is a strip of the finest steel, •
about '.'!;, inches long, 1-lOOth inch wide and
27-10,(XX»th inch thick. Itis coiled up in spi-
ral form and Onely tempered. The process cf
tempering thess springs was long held as a
secret by the few^fortunate ones possessing it,
and oven now it is not generally known.
Their manufacture requires great skill andcare. The strip is gauged to 20-100ths of an
inch, but no measuring instrument has as
yet beeu devised capable of fine enough
panging to determine beforeband by the
s<M of the atrip what th*» strength of the
finished spring willbe. A2O-1000th part of an
inch differ«*nee In the thickness of the striu
makes it difference inthe running ola watch
of about six minutes per hour.

The value of these springs, when finished
and placed in watches, is enormous in pro-
portion to the material from which they are
made. A comparison willgive a good Idea.
A ton of steel when made up into hair-
springs when in watches is worth more than
12% lies the value of the same weight in
puru gold. Bair-snring wire weighs one-
twentitMh el a grain to the Inch. One mile
of wire weighs less than ball a pound.
Tin' balance gives five vibrations every
second, 300 every minute, 18,000 every
hour, 432,000 every day, and 167,680,000
every year. At each vibration it rotates
about one and one-fourth times which
makes 197,100,000 revolutions every year. In
order that we may better understand the
stupendous amount of labor performed by
these tiny works let us maue a few com-
parisons. Take, for illustration, a locomo-
tive with 6-foot driving-wheels. Let its
wheels be run r.mil they have given Use
same number of revolutions that a watch
does in one year and they willhave cov-
ered a distance equal to 26 complete cir-
cuits of the earth. All this a watch does
without other attention than winding once
every 21 hours. ;"
