DAWSON THE VICTOR.

He Whips Need ham in Twenty-

Nine Hard-Fought Rounds.

The Gameit, Fairest and Most Scientific Bat-

tle Ever Fought on the Pacific Coast.

An Immense Crowd Present.

"One of the best, fairest, gamest and most
scientific fights ever seen in San Francisco,
or for that matter lv the world," said an
old-time ring-goer to The Call reporter,
as they crushed down the stairs of the Cali-
fornia Club gymnasium last night, after
witnessing the finish contest between the
lightweights George Dawson of Australia
and Dannie Need ham of America. And he
was right all the time. Itwas a dandy. It
was a corker, to use sporting parlance.

Although the Australian came out on top,

he had the very toughest batile he ever
came across, and was the receiver general
throughout, and his opponent showed that
lie had far the cleverer left of the two. In
the fourteenth round It looked dollars to
cents on Ncedhain, who had cut up
the Australian's physiognomy to ribbon?,
but in the fifteenth round the latter rushed
matters and uoth men were as nearly out as
could be. A chanre blow landed by either
would have settled matters.

But this is by no mean* to be taken as
disparaging to Dawson. He fairly won the
hearts of the 2500 patrons of the pugilistic
arena, who were crammed into the hall, by
his cleverness, gameness, power of receiving
punishment ana, above all, the fair and
sportsmanlike manner In which he carried
himself right through the piece. His title
of Gentleman George is well deserved, for
he is a true spor* and gentleman both in
and out of the ring. He stood up and took

his cruel like a man, and enough of it, too,
to send any man to his corner for the last
tinif. But lie came to the scratch smiting,
and when lie had safely tided over the dan-
gers of the terrific rallies la the fourteenth
and fifteenth rounds his superior stamina
and quickness told in his favor and he won
the battle like a thorough artist.

But
what sort of a fight. Nothing like It seen
here before. Such science, such sameness,
such stamina. Itwas a throw of the dice
which uiiin would win. But the hopes of
the Dawson contingent rose high as they
saw that their man was the stronger.

From this point, indeed, Needham crew
gradually but almost imperceptibly weaker.
Then Dawson began to lay himself out to
deliver his most telling blow—that right
arm swing landing over the kidneys. Need-
bam did not seem to be able to protect him-
self from this method of attack. But he
kept on driving inon the Australian's face,
and itwas simply marvelous how the latter
could stand it. But he did, and came up
stronger every time, while Xeedham grad-
ually began la feel the terrible effects of
the punishment on his back, lvthe twenty-
second round Dawson was sent in to rush
matters, but Danny's left was ivhis mug all
the time, till Dawson's countenance was
hardly recognizable. Itwas smash, biff,
bang on the kidneys though all the lime.
Even up in the next two rounds, Dannie
weakening; but in the twenty-fifth he went
down twice, but was up at the call of time
only to receive the Australian's pet blow.

Dawson came up comparatively
Ktrong, mid set about knocking Danuie out
Dannie ught to the bluer <-ii<l, and when
knocked helpless he rolled over on his
back, even then doing his best to rise, to
have one more go nt his victorious an-
tagonist. Nature would stand no more.
The game Minnesota Doy was counted out.
Carried to his chair and corner Georgn Daw-
son, the valiant conqueror, was hoisted
shoulder high, borne across the ring, where
he shook hands with the vanquished Need-
ham amid great cheering.

So ended one of the greatest battles ever
witnessed in the annals of the riug. The
best man won after a lair go. and the ques-
tion now is: "Where can we findhis equal
or superior?"

FOOTPADS AT WORK

Mission Residents Stood Up and
Robbed of Valuables.

Bold Operations of Two Bobbers— The Market-
Street Cut Hade Their Favorite

Field of Work.

The operations of two bold and decidedly
murderously inclined footpads have dis-
turbed the peace of the residents of the
Mission and adjacent districts within the
past two weeks.

Tne robbers are evidently experts in their
nefarious vocation, and not a night has
passed since they began their work that
they have not made their presence known
to some belated wayfarer who seemed to be
the likely possessor of money and jewelry.

Their operations have been talked of
among the Mission people and the police of
both the Southern and the Seventeenth-
street stations have been on the lookout for
them. The? have been very cunning, how-
ever, and each night they made their ap-
pearance in a new quarter.

One of their boldest pieces of work was

done on last Sunday night and their victims
were David W. Prater and his brother-in-
law, James Morgan. The two men are em-
ployed by Henry Q.Pfaeffee, who keeps a
butcher-9hnp at 1837 Market street.

They reside at 1847 Market street and on
the night mentioned were returning from
downtown.

AFTEK MIDNIGHT.
The hour was about 12:30 A. M. At that

hour the street is unprotected by the police
as the- watches are being changed.

Frazer and Morgan were in the middle of
the block on Market street.between Eleventh
and Potter, and conversing while walking
without taking particular notice of their
surrounding*.

Suddenly two men sprang out of one of
the doorways of the row of buildings on the
block, and presenting revolvers at their
heads ordered them to throw up their
hands. It is needless to say that they did
60 and very hurriedly, too, as the footpads
advanced on them and fairly pushed the
revolvers in their faces.

When Morgan and Frazer had uplifted
their arms, one of the men proceeded to go
through their pockets while the other kept

them covered with the revolver.
The robbers were as businesslike as

From Morgan was obtained $7 50 In
money and a gold watch and chain, while
from Frazer was secured $4 00, all the
money he had.

Prater hastened Id the opposite direction
until they met Officer Withers, to whom
they told their adventures.
