FRANCE AND DAHOMEY.
Strtott. Condition of All'tirs In the Kit*-*

of I-t-tiin.
New York Tribune.

The recent discussion intbe French Cham-
bers about the Dahomey question, which
was so near causing a Ministerial crisis, has
called attention again to the situation in the
Eight of Benin between ths French settle-
ment at Kotonou and the neighboring king-
dom of Dahomey. The parliamentary de-
bate was caused by the receipt of a report
that the Catholic missions in the vicinityof
Porto Novo had been destroyed on June 19
by the Dahomeyans. Itwas said, also, that

six missionaries and three nuns had been
burned alive by their captors, and tha
French commandant of the whole region
had himself been slightly wounded in pur-
suing tho soldiers and the Amazons 11 King
Behanzin.

The political condition of affairs in that
part of the Africau continent is often chang-
ing, nnd furnishes the only topic of narra-
tive and news about that country, which
has been described so often, bl regard to
its natural features and the manners of its
inhabitants. In the way of picturesque,
however, the subjoined portrait of bazia
may offer -mute interest to look at,inasmuch
as it is th** latest obtained and sent by a
French official recently ordered to Kotonou.
Everything has been written already about
Behanziu's career, his ferocious duplicity,
his male aud female army, and his human

sacrifice*; all atrociously barbarous things
wliich would have he«-u incredible if the
Abcmey despot had been educated in Paris,
as was often but incorrectly said.

King Toffa, who rules over the district of
Porto Novo and ie a proteee of France,
differs totally from his ueuhbor and hered-
itary enemy. BehMtlifl Hai-l3jery, •*:••-
--cially in regard to ferocity. lie is the type
of tba great unof negroes laAfrica ttidu-
lent, of a mild nature, and practicing some
ot the hah. t- learned lrom the Mussulman
Arabs, who e.)ti«tantlv travel for trading
purposes through the length and breadth of
the Dark Continent. For instance. King
Tnffa does not keep less than 400 women in
his barem. But they aro not like tbe
Amazons of Hehanzin. and they would not
have saved Toffa from being a vassal of
Dahomey ifhe had not secured the protec-
tion of the French, whose principal settle-
ment is 20 mile* distant from Tort i Novo, atKotonou, or Kuu-to-noum, which means
mouth of the dead river.

AN AUSTRIAN OF NOTE.
lie Wa* a Leader of the Tarty Opposed

to the !-I_.y«.

Dr. Eduord Herbst, the former Secretary
of Justice and a politician in Austria, died
.June 25, in Vienna, where he was born in
1820. His name is most intimately con-
nected with the history of the present con-
stitution id Austria.

Bel re entering upon a publij career
Herb st as known .is one of the best teach-
ers of criminal law In the country, ln
Parliament, as an orator, lie was considered
one of the best of recent times. His
stupendous knowledge of all branches
of public life .Bade him .at *ooce
a leader of the German party m
Austria. Especially brilliant, feared and
admired as a political critic; ho caused the
downfall of many of the powerful enemies

of i i* party, until he made the great mis-
take of his lifo. lie resisted, with many

lit.wets behind _m. when the mili-
tary party moved to occupy th^-.T^.:4___7i-fSVi3Ca < iTr.-tita'.^aiiTlr, the
treaty of J.erl'n most vigorously, trying
to force the Austrian KmDernr Into
a policy, based on the theories of the tier*
man Liberals. '1he result was the opposite
of all expectation. A Ministry favoring the
Slavs scattered all over Austria, but rep-
resenting a majority of the population, took
possession of the reins of government and
li.is held them ever since. The German
minority of Austria fighting for the last year
under the leaders!. i of I>r \r. l'it-uer,
now stands a very good chauce to soon
regain control of the Government Eletbft-could have made himself a baron, but be
transferred the distinction to friends lessstrong to their principles. His influence
won ,] have been bought by railroads with
millions of dollars, but it was not for sale.
