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BENEFITS OF PROTHCTION

Governor McKinley Opens the Campaign
in Nebraska.

ADVARTAGES TO THE AGRICULTURISTS.

The Apostle of the New Tarilf Delivers an Able
Address—Higher Prices for Farm
Products.

BEATRICE, Nebr., Aug. 2.—Fifteen thou-
sand people at Chautaugqua grounds this
afternoon listened to a stirring address by
Governor McKlnley of Onlo, Special trains
this morning brought in throngs of people
from Kaunsas, Iowa and Missour: to hearthe
great protectionist. Business was alinost
suspended and everybady witnessed the im-
mense prooession which preceded the Gov-
ernor’s speech. All along the line of march
the buildings were decorated and the par-
ade and demonstration were the most elabor-
ate ever held in the State.

In opening his address Governor MeKin-
ley said the latest national Democratic plat-
form is & bolder recoguition of free trade
than any of its predecessors, and he
analyzed it at length, quoting the points re-
peorted by the committee and stricken out
before the platform was finally adopted. As
to the charge that the protective tariff is un-
consiitutional the Governor said its consti-
tutionallty has potbeen seriously questioned
In more than 100 vears. I'bis polley was
recognized in the second act ever passed by
& Congress of the United States. That
Congress was participated in by many
framers of the constitution. If the protec-
tive policy was & violation of any constitu-
tion it was not that of the United States,
It is & manifest viclation of the constitniion
of the Confederate States. Possibly that is
what they mean. Habppily, however, we do
not recognize that instrument, and never
did, and we are not operating under it.

Free Trade Bcored.

Wae cannot have frea trade in this coun-
try without having free trade econditions.
The Democratic platform demands it upon
these conditiens aud is bound to have it at
any cost. The world knows what Lhese
conditions are. The farmers and workmen
of Eugiaud know what they are. Thon-
sands of men who work on both sides of the
ceean and under both systems know tiiese
conditions, To introeduce them here will
bring widespread discontent and revolu-
tionize valves. It would be self-destructive.

Cleveland joined the choir of calamity in
his speech of acceptance. I fear,” suid
the speaker, “that be Yas not consulted the
markets siuce 1890. Hle had in mind the
campaign prices then prevailing and seems
to have been unadvised of what has oc-
curred since. He had uot then read the re-

ort of the Ssunate commitiee appointed to
nvestigate the effect of the new tariff law
upon the consumer and producer and the
wages of labor.”

This report was unanimous, and, as Me-
Kinley asscrted, showed a deecline in the
retail price of 214 selected articies of com-
fort and necessity. Tnhe report shows in
every part, he said, a constant tendency to
lower the prices of the necessaries of life
and its comforts., Thereport also shows that
while the cost of living has decreased here,
It has, during the same period, in Eopgland
Increased. As to wages, it appears thas the
wages in the special indusiries selected
averaged in the Unlted States 77 per cent
greater than in Great Britaiu, which is un-
der 2 Democratic free-trade revenue tariff.

Higher Prices for Products.

As to tiie farmers to whom Cleveland so
plaintively refers, this report says the
average prices of all agricultural produets

except flaxseed, when put at the proper
relative imjortance, were 18.67 per cent
higher in September, 1591, than in Juue,

1889. DMiay 1 not, in the light of this re port
aud the facts everywlhere observable, re-
mind Cleveland that in the year 1592 we are
confronted by eonditions and not theory.
The truth is, the protective tariff has cheap-
ened every maunufactured product—not by
cheapening labor, but by its high rewards—
securing from labor its highest efficiency.
Substantially everything which protection
directly aff.cts has been reduced in price
except labor. Under the new tariff oid In-
dustries have been stimulated and many
new industries started, which it is now esti-
mated have given employmeunt ™ from
206,000 to 250,000 persons, and it is a faet
well estabiished by the reports from all
countries that at this time, while depression
and apxiety exist in their industries, there
Is prosperily in the United States alone.

Notwlthstavding the ery that under the
protective tariff we cannot sell abroad if we
do not buy abroad, yet during the last fiseal
year we sold abroad nearly $203,000,000
more than we bought abroad. This was the
excess in our {avor which foreigners paid to
us and which we have at home circulating
among our people. The report of the
Treasury shows that dutiable merchandise
decreased under the operation of the pres.
ent law from $478,674,844 for the fiscal year
ended June 30, 1591, to $369,399,130 for the
year just passed, a decrease of $109,234,705.
The free list in the same time increased
891,759,793. More than oue-half of the value
of ali our products are absolutely free. Tue
value of vur exports of merchandise during
the last fiscal year was $1,030,335,626, an in-
crease of $145,854,816 over the previous year—
a8 wonderful iucrease of our foreign trade
under a law which was to close all the for-
eigu markets to us. Our exports have never
before reached such a point in any given
year In zall of our history,

MecKinley quoted figures to show that un-
der the free-trade revenue tariff from 1847
to 1861 the balance of trade against us was
more than $431,000,000. In the 15 years
from 1876 to 1891, with protection, the bal-
avce of trade inour favor was £1,649,445,246,

Benefit to the Farmers.

McKinley argued at length in refutation
of the Democratic assertion that the farmer
woild be benefited by a revenune tariff, and
said that protection was a positive benefit to
the farmers of this country; tiat no class
of citizens were more ceriainly advantaged
by it. What the farmers want i3 cosnsuwm-
ers, and the more consumers and fewer
competitors he has the better it is. He

~wants those consumers steady and regular,
and has such in the 65,000,000 of consumers
in this country, who are the best and most
rofitable cousun:ers on the globe. The
emocratic leaders of to-day, said the Gov-
ernor, seem fto think that there is some
peculiar sanctity about a toreign consumer
that does not attach to adomestic consumer.
I don’t. I prefer the domestic consumer
because he is the best. He consumes more
and has made more money to pay for his
living than any other consumer in the
world.” The agriculturists ot this conntry
do not want more farmers. They want
more people who do not raise their own food
and whom they can supply. Every new
industry increases the farmer’s home mar-
két and furnishes him with what he most
wants, profitable customers, It is no fault
of the new tariff law If the farmers of the
Unlted States do not supply every agricul-
tural want of our entire population. That
law was framed to give them this market
and to encourage industries which would
increase the consumers by increasing fac-
torles and the demand for labor therein.
McKinley quoted from the utterances by
Gladstone and Cardinal Manuing to show
that with free trade England hasin many
parts not only a staticnary tut a decreas-
ing population, and said tliere was nothing
in the condition of agricuiture in that coun-
tay to induce our farmers to exchange what
they have got for what it offers.

HOMESTEAD MEN STILL FIRM.

Strenuous Efforts Made o Keep Waver-
ing Workmen in Line,

A COMMITTEE VISITS THE MILLS.

What It Saw There Was Afterward Repirted
1o a Mass-Beeting of the Locked-
Gut Men.

HoMESTEAD, Aug. 2.=~As a result of the
strenuous endeavors on the part of the
Amaigamated Associaton, the wavering
laborers are once azaia brought into iine,
and are to-night more enthusiastic than the
tonnage men. The entire strength of
the association has been brought to bear on
the mechanical departments to achieve that,
and to-night it would appear the pressure
was successful—momentarily &t any rate,
The result is that both sides stand in vie-
tory this evening.

A committee of strikers visited the mills
to-day to investigate reports as to the num-
ber of men now at work. The committee
reported to a mass-meeting to-night that
the firm had a large number of men working
and a few experienced rollers, who turned
ont two or three plates to-day. A great
number of the men, however, are unskilled
and useless. ‘The committee found no cause
for discouragement.

This evening Superintendent Potter
stated that, in round numbars, 300 new men
came In to-day. lo all, he claims they have
1200 workmen, many of whom are skilled
stesl-workers,

STREATOR ARRESTED.

He Gave Bail to Charges of Aggravated
Assault on FPrivate Iama.
PiTTsBURG, Aug. 2.—Frederick Molleck,
who was arrested at Longz Branch as an
accessory of Bergmen, the would-be assassin
of Frick, was given a hearing this after-
noon and as there was no evidence to hold
him he was discharged from custody,
Saperintendent of Police O’Mara and la-
spector McKeolvy were the only witnesses,
O’Mara said he had been unable to find any-
thing to substantiate the charges against
the prisoner. Inspector McKelvy testified
that Molleck had sent Bergman money.
The defendant then made a statement ad-
mitting sending §6 by express, but said that
Bergman, who bad befriended him, had re-
quested a loan. He disclaimed all knowl-

edge of the intended assassination.
Jdeutenant-Colonel Streator was arrested
at his home in Washlogton, Pa., this after-
noou on charges of aggravated assau't
and battery preferred by Private Iams.
Colonel Streator waived a hearing, and
gave bail in sums of $300 cn each charge.

WOMEN INSULTED.

Serious Charges Against the Soldiers
Stationed at Homestoad.

PirrsBURG, Aug. 2.—The strikers deny
the statements of mill officials that four de-
parjgments are in operation and that 150
men are at work, They assert that none of
the skilled workingmen have gone back.
All the blacksmitiis, several engineers and
the remaining fitters left the works to-day
in sympathy with the locked-out men.

A party of 54 laborers who came here ona
special train for Homestead this morning,
but who refused to work, will probably ve
sent home by the Amalgamated Association.
They claim they were deceived and did not
Enow their destination was Homestead, It
is stated that the borough solicitor of
U-mw'xﬂ;:d, is preparing papers for the ar-
restoflSeveralsoldiers charged with insulting
wowen, At ameeting of the Borough Coun-
cil Burgess McLuckie charged that soldiers
were not particular whom they aecosted,
and the wives and daughters of the resi-
dents of Homestead wera not safe. It has
been decided to have the matter thoroughly
investigated and prosecuts the culprits if
the assertions are substantiated.

CHARGES AGAINST FEICK.

He Will Be Arrested for Conspiracy for
Briungiog Plokertons 1o,
PrrrssUrG, Aug. 2.—Anarchists Bauer
and Knold made application for release on
bail this morning. Judge Ewing fixed the
bail at &5000, and Atterney Friedman ex-

pects to secure bondsmen to-day.

It is rumored that an information will be
made against H. C, Frick some time to-day
ou the charge of conspiracy and that he will
be arrested before night. "I'ie information
will be made by the Amalgamated Asso-
clation.

Attorney Cox stated this aflernoon that
It had been decided to bring suits against
Frick, Lovejoy and Potter at once for con-
spiracy. The clarges are founded upon
the introduction of the Pingertons,

W. J. Brennan, representing the Amal-
gamated Association, made application be-
fore Judze Ewing to-day for the appoint-
ment of a voluntary trade tribunal to scttle

he Howestead trouble. The petition was

sigued by 67 of the former employes of the
Carnegie Company. Judge Ew~ing made
the order for a provisional liesnse for the
tribunal, as provided for in the axl, where
the request is made by employes ouly. It
the Carnegie Company does not sign the
petition in 60 days it will be dismisced.

FIKMNESS NECESSARY,

The Leaders Are Trying to Induce Strik-
ers Not to Go to Work.

HoMESTEAD, Pa., Aug. 2.—There s great
aclivity among the leaders to-day to pre-
vent the weakening strikers in the mechan-
Ical departwent from returning to work,
and a meeting has been crliled for this
alterncon. The Amalzamated Association
stlll contends that if the Homestead men
stand firm the company can never find men
who can operate the wachinery.

Mannager Potier says he received 222 men
from Baltimore, Philadelphia and Cincin-
nati this mdruing, many of whom are ex-

perienced and skilled workmen., In addi-
tion, he says, seven of }the old men have
applied and been taken Back.

A committee of strikers this morning at-
tempted to persuade the railrond engineers
at Munhall to refuse to haul freight into the
yards, but failed. The engineers stated
that the raiiroad men were in sympathy
with the strikers, but could not jeopardize
their positions by such zetion,

Sheridan troov and part of Battery B
were ordered home this morning. Three
regiments still remain.

The Coroner’s inquest on the bodies of the
men killed in the Homestead riots was re-
sumed to-day. Nothing new was elicited.
The investization will continue to-morrow,

TAPPED THE WIRES,

Poolrooms in New York Lose Large Sums to
a Gang of Sharpers,

NEw YORK, Aug. 2.—One of the boldest
wire-tapping schemes attempted in several
years was successfully put throngh by a
gang of sharp young men on Saturday in
this city. Oune of the prineipal race-depart-
ment circuits of the Western Union Com-
pany was tapped. The returns were deiaved
until bets were made by those in the
scheme and then the results ware sent by
the operators who were at the “tap.” Two
poolrooms lost so heavily that they ap-

aled to the telegraph company for relief.

THE ABRAHAMIC RITE.

Conference of the Hebrew Rabbis Causes Much
Discussion, :

New Yorxg, Aug. 2.—The radical depart-
ure in regard to the Abrahamic rite made
by the recent Central Conference of Hebrew
rabbis in this city has created a remark-

able sensation throughout the Hebrew
world. The resolution tof the couference

declaring the acceptance of the rite by
proselyles to the Hebrew religion te be
optional has aroused widespread discussion
and a movement 18 already on foot to ex-
press the sentiments of the conservaiive
elements of the religion in opposition te
the “reform” adopted by the CentralCon-
ference. There are those who predict that
the cutcome of the action on both sides will
be to divide Judaism into two sects, the so-
ealled orthodox body having already taken
measures to call & convention of rabbls to
excommunicate those who are responsible
for the change.

SCHEMES OF SHARPERS.

A Conspiracy to Rob Five of the Lead-
ing Chicago Banks.

CHICAGO, Aug. 2.—The flight of George-

Bartels, the paylng-teller of the Central
Trust and Savings Bank, with £3000 of the
bank’s cash, has unearthed what seems to
have been an extensive censpiracy to de-
fraud five Chicago banks. The scheme was
partially successful, and over 8£30,000 was
secured from Bartels’ employers, but has
since been made good. Anotlier bank Is
said to have lost $20,000, which amount was
also mada good. Three men, formerly con-
nected with the Chicago Bank-note Come-
pany, have been arrested, charged with con-
spiracy to defraud.

Tlese are Wiliiam A. Forbes, N. W.
Burnside and Charles N. Ansou. Bartels
was the fourth man wanted. The bre-
liminary hearing was set for Tuoursday.
Charles Nichols, the go-between, has made
an affidavit purporting to expose the whole
scheme. An application for a receiver for
the concern has been filed by the former
president of thecompany. This instrument
throws light upon the methods used.

Forbes was the manager «f the Clicago
Bank-note Company., Burnside, the son of
a well-known physician, was assoeciated
with Forbes, and Anson was an employs of
the firm. The young mea had been vouched
for by numerous men of wesith end finan-
cial infiluence, and ou thes strength of this
they opened accounts with the Central
Traust and Savings Bank, Globe National
Bauk, State Bauk of Chicago, First National
Bank and the Milwaukee - avenus State
Baok.

SICKENING SIGHT,

Execution of a Condemned Mardsrer by Elec-
tricity in a New York Prison.

DANNEMORA, N. Y., Aug. 2.—Joseph
Wood was exrccuted by electrieity to-day at
11:52 A. M. Death is reported to have bgen
painless and instantaneous.

At 10:30 o'clock this morning Woods was
led into thedeath-chamber. The condemned
man's face was pale, and there was the
slightest tremor atiout his visibly cool, com-
pressed lips, but he permitted no other out-
ward sign of emotion. When he reached
thie chair, the prisoner said: *“I want to
thank Warden Thayer for his kindness to
me—also my keepers. My time on earth is
not long enough to return my thanks to
Judge Whitman for his noble efforts. He
has been nearer than a brother to me and
I hope he will live a long life and die happy
in the Lord.” The religious feeiing of the
doomed man found expression in these
words: *I pray Ged will now give me
strength to meet Lim, tor I know [ am goicg
there; God bliess you all, may he make You
all happy.” As he satdown in the chair,
he said, “God remember me.” He pe-
peated this three times whilo the straps
were being adjasted. His last words were,
“God bless me.”

As the contact came Woods’® body
straightened out rigialy and his hands
tuorned upward on the arms of the chair.
Twelve seconds was the duration of the
first contact. The second was two seconds
shorter, and as it reached the full power a
curl of blue smoke arese irom the murder-
er’s forehead, and the odor of burned rub-
ber nlled the room. This was repeated in
the third and fourth contacts of six seconds
each. Woods was in the chair one minute
and 14 seconds, There was a slight blister-
ing of the flesh on the forehead.

The autopsy showed that there were no
traces of the eiectrical current found upcn
the remnins, save a slight blistering of the
skin under the spot where the electrode
rested on the left calf,

Joseph Woods, batter known as *“Cal”
Woods, was convicted on September 17,
1891, for murdering his father-in-law, Lean-
der Pasco, a farmer of Warren County, on
May 10, 1890. The defendant pleaded not
guilty, alleging temporary insanity. Suc-
cessive courts adjudged him guilty and
Governor Flower refused to 1nterfere.

SUPERIOR TO ANY SHIPS AFLOAT.

Conference on the World's Fair Unsuceessfal—Cobb
of Alabama Acknowledges the Charges.
Pensions and Patents.

WaAsHINGTON, Aug. 2—The Navy Depart-
ment has been at work lately on the plans
and drawings for the cruiser and the bat
tieship auttorized by the appropriation act
of 1892, and has so far advanced the work
as to warrant the expectation of its early
compietion and the issuance of advertise-
ments inviting vroposals for the censtrue-
tion of those vessels. Secretary Tracysays
his intentlon is to make those vessels the
finest and best in the world, exceeding in
speed, with & minimam coal consumption,
armor and batlaries any vessels of their
ciass »float, the English vesseis, which are
now popularly regarded asthe best vype, not
excepted.

He sald the name of the cruiser will be
the Brookiyn, and that city will have in her
naval namesake a vessel which will in
every sense be a credit to her and the
country. The cruiser Is to be simlar to the
New York and the battle-ship to the In-
diana, but in detail there will ba many
changes made which experience with other
vessels has shown to be advisable or neces-
sary. In view of recent successful tests
with the Harveyized nickel-steel armor
plates, the Secretary is consulering the ad-
visabilitvy of using plates of tiis kind of
steel on the proposed vessels, and, if such
action is finaily determined upon, the de-,
crease in weight and thickness of the plates
will be sufficient to parmit of a number of
further modifications to be made in the
dimensions of the vessels.

Couference on the Fair.

OBSERVING MARS,

Astronomers From Harvard at Arequipa,
; Peru.

BostoN, Aug.2—No preparations have
been made at Harvard College to take
observations of the planet Mars during his
visit toward the earth iu the present mounth,
but this duty will be left wholly in the
bhands of Professor W. H. Pickering of Har-
vard and his assistants, who are now at
Arequipe, near Lima, Pern. The favorable
conditions of the climate and the atmos-
phere, together with the altitude of 7773
feet abeve the sea level, render that poiut
the most favorable that can be selected, and
fRome interesting data are looked for from
Protfessor Pickering.

NEwW YoRrK, Aug. 2.—Garrett P. Serviss,
the astronomical writer and lecturer of this
city, says that Schiavarelli first introduced
proofs of the theory that the planet Mars is
inhabited, but that the wotion had since
becowie quite prevalent amoug scientists and
others.

“*Mars,” says Serviss, **has been clearly
shown 10 possess an atmosphere similar to
the earth’s. Water is also known to exist
on our neighbor, though not in sueh large
proportions. The presence on Mars of
those two neressaries and the accompani-
ments of life preve conclusively to my
mind that there must be some species of life
on that planet. Whether or pot life there
takes on the same forms as it does here,
aud whether human beings exist
there is a question that has neyer yet been
satisfactorily answered. If human beings
do live un Mars they surely must be far
ahead of us in civilization. Reese of Co-
lumbia College does not intend to take any
systematic or official odservations, for the
reason that the smoky atmosphere would
prevent them from obtaining satisfactory
results,”

LICK UBSERVATORY.

Professor Holden Denies the Statements
Concearning the Planet.

The Associated Press yesterday recelved
from Professor Edward S. Holden of the
Liek Observatory, Mount Hamilton, the fol-
lowing telephone message:

“There is absolutely nothing to be said
about our Mars observations from night to
night, or about our observations for the
whole year even, until after the whole work
has been gone over with care and a map
made of our resulls, which will take until
October next, at least, If there is anything
to say I will telegraph you, of course. All,
or nearly all, of the present excitement over
Mars is merely exagzeration and asham ex-
citement, utterly uselsass to the peonle in
general as it is harmful to true science. Ex-
aggerated and ignorant expectations will
not ba realized, such as relate to ecommuni-
cation with ihe inhabitantsofa planet which
we are not absolutely certain is fit to be in-
habited, let alone actually populated, for ex-
ample; and the general public will be
eventually disappoioted and seience will be

lam~d if it encourages hopes which com-
retent persons know cannot at present be
realized, Therefore it is my judgn.ent to
tell you, frankiy, what 1 have, and not to
lena the great name of the Lick Observatory
for a mere sensation. When any one asks
us specific questiens about Mars we reply
that we are not responsible for what i3 writ-
ten and printed unless we sign it.”

THEY LIKE MARTIAL LAW.

Governor Willey Has Been Requested
to Allow Its Continuance.

EVIDESCE OF CONSPIRACY DISCOVERED.

The Sceret Sessions of the Law and Order League
Are Attended by Spies of the Nin-
ers’ Union,

WArDNER, Idaho, Aug. 2.—General Car-
lin and M«jor Randall returned here to-day
from Fort Sherman. The troops will re-
main here for an indefinite period, as the
United States Commissioner has warrants
for the arrest of 500 men, 200 of which have
yet to be served.

Apveals have been sent to Governor Wil-
ley by law-abiding citizens for the continu-
ance of martial law expressing such grave
fears of danger to life and property in event
of the troops’ withdrawal that the Governor
exerted ail Lis power to have the troops re-
tained until the fears are allayed.

OUSTED AT LAST.

Bheriff Cunningham Has Beon Kemoved
From His Office.

WALLACE, Idaho, Auz. 2.—The removal
of Sheriffi Cununingbam last pight and the
appointment of Coroner W, S. Sims in his
stead created considerable of a sensation
when it became generally known to-day, as
the step is cousldered a very important one
in the mining troubles. Three of Cun-
ningham’s principal bondsmen withdrew
and the County Commissioners declared
the cffice vacant,

Thelr Union Was Never Incorporated in
the Stite of Idaho.

Boisg, Idaho, Aug. 2.—In the contempt
cases against Ceeur d’Alene rioters the de-
fense to-day filed a general demurrer and a
plea in abatement. They were taken under
advisement by United States District Judge
Beatty. The plea in abatement alieges that
George Swith, Titomas Whalan, Andrew
Magnus, Thomas Eaton, R. R. Robinson
and Jobn Nicholson are not citizens of the
United States; that S. H. Brockman and
L. Nelson are citizens of the State of Wasi-
ingtlon, anda that Thomas Doyle is a eitizen
of the State of Montana.

The plea further alleges that the Ceeur
a’Alene miners’ union never has been incor-
porated in the State of Idaho. Itis there-
fore clajmed that the action out of which
the proceedings grew is not an action be-
tween the eitizens of different States such as
the Federal court can exercise its jurlsdie-
tlon over.
