CHARGES DISMISSED.

!on-a Brillaud Discharged by the
nited States Commissloner.

The charges against the young French-
man, Alfred E. C. Brillaud, for tampering
with the United States wmail snd for forg-
ing the name of H. F. Baker to a money
order for $50, were dismissed by Commis-
sloner Sawyer yesterday.as there was no
evidence to show any criminal intent on the
part of the accused.

The facts were very singular, Brilland
had a young English friend named H. F.
Baker, who left for England a few months
ago owing him money. When Baker left
hie authorized Brillaud not only to open all
his letters, but to cash any checks or drafts
which he expected to arrive, deduct what
money was owing to him and remit Baker
the balance.

When a_letter therefore came addressed
to H. F. Baker, San Francisco, from sceme
Portland lawyers, indorsing a postal order
for $50, and was delivered at Brillaud's
lodgings, he opeaed the 'letter, signed
Baker's name and obtained the money from
Wells, Fargo & Co. It subsequently tran-
spired that it was another H. F. Baker to
whom ti:e mouey had been sent, Brillaud
was accordingly arrested. Several promi-
pent merchants testifiad to his good charac-
ter yesterday. He told his own story ina
straightforward - manner, and was die-
charged, upon refunding to Wells, Fargo &
Co. the §50 and paying the costs attending
the preliminary examination.

Yesterday was the fiftieth anniversary of
the birth of Herman Schussler, the chief
engineer of the Spring Valley Water
Works. Mr. Schussler was the recipient of
