~ ORIEXTAL NEWN.
The Cceanic Arrives With Advices From
China, Japan and Bawaii.

The steamer Oceanic arrived yesterday
from the Orient, via Henolulu. She brought
sdvices from Hoog-Keng to July 7 and

from Yokohama to the 15th ult.
Chlua.

On the *‘Gloricus Fourth” the American
ships In Hong-Kong herbor were gayly
dressed. The free drinks at the hotels
were no longer in vogue, nor was there any
saluting from the Victor Emanuel, as there
is on the mational festival of every other
country—Dbirthday of Grand Dukes and
S0 OB.

A destructive fire burned out 40 tenements
in & densely populated portion of Chinkiang
City early in July.

By the upsetiinz of a passanger-boat ply-
ing between I ochow and Changhow three
natives were drowaed,

Eignbt native soldiers entered a farmhouse
at Nanking on June 26, and finding it occu-
pied by two defenseless girls, eriminally
assaulted them. Four of the brutes have
since been csuxht and decayitaled by order
of the Viceroy.

The authorities of Foochow have suc.
ceeded io entirely suppressing the use of
kerosene in the city.

News comes from Foochow that the sec-
ond crop of tea will be unusnaliy small this
season, the heavy rains baving interfered
with the picking.

A report reached Hankow about the end
of last month to the effect that a rebellion
had broken out at Szechuan. It was stated
that the autherities had sent troops against
the rebels, who were said to be about 20,000
sirong.

Brigands are numerous in the mountain-
ous country near Newchwang, and they re-
cently captured a supply of bre:ch-loading
guns and ammunition under Government
escort for the arsenal at Kirin,

Three different gangs of pirates were cap-
tured during the mouth of June in the vi-
einity of Ningpo, among whom was a noto-
rious chief named Sioo Lob-mo, who i3 said
to be the leader of nearly 1000 robbers,

COERCION WOULD BE CRUELTY.
A Guardianship Cuse Disposed of Favor-
ably to the Chiid.

Considering his duty in the premises ful-
filled by seeing that the child is freed from
all illegal restraint, and leaving her free to
go to the home of her choice, Chief Justice
Beatty of thie Supreme Court discharged the
writ of habens corpus in behalf of Della G.
Gates, aged 10 years and 5 months, whose
m«ther, Margaret J. Olsen, of Santa Clara
County, charged that she is unlawfuily re-

strained by Jawmes Eldridge in Lassen
County.
There wes no doubt that the mother is

the person legallv entitled to the custody of
the chilg, Mr. Eldridge’s appointment as
guardian by the Superior Court of Shasta
County being void for want of jurisdiction,
But Justice Beatty did not feel called upon
in view of the special circum-<tances of the
case Lo make any coercive order to enforce
the legal right of Mrs. Oisen.

She bad voluotarily relinguished the care
of the child, when the latter was scarcely
one year old, and ever since ler second
year Allce has beern in the exclusive charge
of Mr, and Mra. Eldridge, the latter a sister
of the child’s father, The natural and in-
evitable consequence heas been that this
little gir!, knowing no other parents or 1 ro-
tectors, and never having seen her mother
more than twice in nearly nine years, had
become deeply attached to her aunt and
uncle, as they have to her, and has come Lo
look on her mother as a stranger.

“It would be nothing less than an act of
extreme cruelty,” says the decision, *to bar
Ler from the only home shie Lasever known,
even fur the purposs of placing her again
under the care of her own motber, for her
material interests aiso willi be promoted by
leaving her where she is and where she
chiooses to remain.

“Her mother is without means to support
her, except as they may be provided by her
present husband, who, however willing he
may be, is under no legaiggbligation to sup-
port a stepchild, and ha t small ability
to do so. Mr, and Mrs. Eldridge on the
contrary have ample means and have no
children of their own, so that all the sur-
roundings are favorable to the moral and
physical well-being of the ehild,”

A PARTNER OUSTED.

T. Althoff Sued iIn the Superior Court
for 85000 ‘amages.

For ousting bis partuer of 18 days, T.
Althoff has been sued in the Superior Court
ty R. A. Chisholm for $5000 damages.
Althoff was conducting Swain’s family
bakery and restaurant on Market street,
but being indebted in the sum of $6500 and
desiring Chisholm to come in with him as a
partner, the latter agreed to pay in not
wore than 8750 to improve the premises,
and both to devote their whole time and
atiention to the business. Accordingto the
agreement neither was to withdraw more
than $30 monthly from the business until
the debt shall Lave been paid, and both
reserved the right to board at the restau-
raut and likewise the tamily of Althoff.
Chisho!m wouid not have Leen a full part-
ner under the agreement until the whole of
this $3500 debt was paid off. He entered
into the performance of the conditions of
the contract on the 15th uit. and continued
until ejected 0o the 1st iust., and while in
possession incurred liabilities in behalf of
the business in the sum of §£1500.

U. 0. 0. F, at Oakland.

An Imrosing Procession—Literary Exercises

He would
hold any man who had a black skin derelict
in his guty if be failed to eall attention to
such a burning question. He closed by re-
ferring to ihe progvess and prosperity of the
order on the Pacific Coast, and on taking
his seat was cheered voeiferously.

George W. Dennis Jr., the orator of the
day, delivered extemporaneously a power-
ful oration and was frequently applauded.
He expressed his pleasure that the geder
had so progressed that District Grand
lodges had become a necessity. The Dis-
trict Grand Lodge stood in about the same
grade in the order as the Superior Court
did in the law, and it pointed to a very sig-
nificant fact in the progress and develop-
ment of the order on the Pacific Coast. He
referred to theorigin of the grand united
order in America In the year 1844,
The application for a charter had
been declined because they were black
men; but some of the originators went to
England, and were successful in obtaining
a charter from the Grand Lodge there.
From time to time they would notice on the
part of Americuns a desire and intent and
purpose to cry down all things English and
émavating from England, but he took no
stock in that c1y, and would give his voice
in favor of all things Euglish and emanat-
ing from Eopgland.

Having received the charter, the origin-
ators returned te New York, ushed witn
victory, 1o organize a lodge in New York
State, und other lodges in the Northern
States soon followed, because it was seen
that the order lhited men up ana made
better fathers of them. Then it spread to
the South, till in every city, town or village
south of Mason and Dixon’s line was to bs
found a lodge of the G. U. O. O. F. Having
80 prospered and fructified in the North and
South, it spread to the Pacific Coast, and
soon Golden Gate Lodge was organized,
New, every city, town and vlllage on the
coast has its lodge, and all joining In' the
sweel refrain of love, friendstip and truth,

SISTERS OF THE ORDER.

The sisters of the order were a very
valuable adjunct in nursing the sick and
prevaring necessaries for the sick couch.
How much beiter a brother must feel when
his brettiren look after his material weltare
during sickness and the sisters take to him
all those delicacies so tempting to the
sick. No sister who took Ruth of ancient
history as an example but wounld be a better
mother, a better wife and a better sister.

The organization of the G. U, O. under the
Eoglish jurisdiction marked a new epoch
in the history of the negro iu America. The
race was possessed ol certaln natural in-
stinets which needed only an aveuue to
enable them to reach the highest flights in
the ranks of literature, science and the
arts. Since the order was organized they
had expended nearly four million doilars in
the relief of sick brothers, buriais, ete.
They had developed a state of affairs that
other people did not %ive them credit for.
They looked upon the black man as bad
all bad, forgetting that there were good and
bad in all peoples, A man need ouly be an
honnrable member of society, pay aollar
for dollar, love God aund bhis country, to
make & good Odd Fellow,

In the South millions of their colored
brethren were toiling for their dail
bread, pursuing the even tenor of their
way, loving God and respecting the law,
yet on the merest suspicion of wronx they
were shot down like dogs. As an Ameri-
can citizen he would ewphatically protest
against further butehery of this kind.

SOMETHING RADICALLY WRONG.

There was something radically wrong
somewhere in this boasted land of freedom
when the greal arm of the Awerican Gov-

Jonu, said, Look on us.

Mr. Mills relatea graphically the story of
the lame man, who looked on them and
heeded the command and was then cured
of his affliction. All those present, said the
preacher, should heed the divine command
and look to the Lord il they value their spir-
itual life,

He exhorted those present to practice the
same disregard of personal safety as Christ
did while on earth and look only to God,
and that alone would make man what he is
supposed to be—the image of the divine
Creator,

Dr. Mills related a touching incident in
the life of John Vassar, who, in his opin-
fon, was one of the noblest Clristians he
kopew of. He had been affiicted with an
incurable disease, which gave him intense
pain, and for days at a time knew not what
rest was and restlezsly paced his room in
terrible agony, but nobly bore it and re-
marked to his nurse meraly, “How much
better even this suffering is than sin.” Mr.
Mills teid the story so eloqueuntly that even
A number of the strong men in the congre-
gation had tears come to their eves.

The preacher deprecated the faet that
many who attended churches Suunday snd
were apparently devout Chiistians did so
ouly for show and at Leart were unbeliey-
ers. He made a striking comparison be-
tween the swine and the sheep by saying
that, although the swine might be washed
whiter than spow, when returned to the
sty he would “only wallow again in filth,
while the sheep would avoid it. So it was
with those apparent Caristians who re-
turned from God’s chureh to wallow again
in the tilth of sin, and for whom there was
uo hope,

Mr. Mills referred to an incident in the
life of the martyr President, Abrabam Lin-
coln, who had asked Mrs. Pomeroy to ac-
cowpany him to a theater one evening, and
that she had refused, but spoke to him of
religion and of Christ. The President for-
zot all apout the intended visit to the play-
liouse and listened in rapt attention to the
words of the good woman, only to meet a
tragic fote a few days later at the same
piace he had intended visiting.

Mr. Mills commended the work done by
the soldiers of the Salvation Aguy, and
exhorted all those who would have the light
of Christianity shine from their cotntenance
to look on God and work in his behalf.

THEY MUST GO BACK.

Fresident Huntington and the Imported
Crew From China.

Collector Phelps received another dispatch
from the Treasury Department at Washing-
ton yesterday reiterating the substance of
the dispatch of Jast Saturday, in which it
was ordered that the Chinese crew shipped
for the Peru should be returned to Hong-
Kong as passengers on that vessel. It ap-
pears that Presicdent C. P. Huntington of
the Southern Pacific Company has been at-
tempting to use his influence with the au-
thorities at Washington to have the erder
countermanded or modified in soms way.
He was unsuccessful, however, and the
only action that he succeeded in bringing
about was a second dispatech to the Col-
lector to the same purport as the first.

Bonded Indebtedness Created.

The Carson snd Colorado Railway Com-
pany has filed a esrtificate of its creation of
a bonded indebtedness of $£3,500,000. ‘I'he
company had purchased the corporate prop-
erty of the ’arson and Colorade Rallroad
Company of Nevada, whose bonded indebt-
edness amounted to some $£1,000,000. The
holders of 43800 shares of the capital
stock voted in favor of the increased in-
debtedness, payable in gold coin in 49 years
from and after July 1, 1892, and drawing
4 per cent interest. The directors of the
company_ ars D. O. Mills, Thomas Bell,
George Whittell, H. M. Yerington and W.
S. Wooa.

Asphaltum-Diggers and Oll-Borers.

La Purissim# Bitumen and Oil Company
has filed articles of incorporation to mine for
asphaltum and bituminous rock and to bore
wells for the extraction of petroleum. 1lts
authorized capital stock is £500,000, with
$375,000 subscribed. The directors and
stockholders are E. B. Hill of Lompoe, A.

The Clipper Ships That Are Wor-
rying the Sonthern Pacific.

Richard Gray Seys That the Russian Famine
Is Responsible for Low Rates—Central
American Railroad.

The Traffic Association of California’s
executive committee met yesterday after-
noon, und after its adjournment Traffic
Manager Leeds told a CALL reporter that
only routine business had been transacted.
A few questions, however, brought out the
fact that a special committee had been ap-
pointed for the purpose of giving every
possible aid to the new eclipper freight
lines. Merchauts and shippers will be vis-
ited by that committee and will be given
every assuraoce that the cheap freight
rates are not temporary, but-will remain
permanent as long as the firms having the
management of the clipper ships are
vatronized with the same liberality which
bas encouraged them thus far. This ques-
tion of cheap ocean transportation is a very
important one and the merchants as well
as the railroad men, both East and West,
are thoroughly aroused.

A MEETING CALLED.

Chairman Vining of the Transcontinental
Association lias called a meeting of the
association to be beld in Saratoga on
August 29, and one of the principal ques-
tions which will be discussed at this meet-
ing will be a consideration of the slaughter
fi( Pacific Coast rates by the water clipper

nes.

The general traffic manager of the South-
ern Pacific Company, Richard Gray, when
interviewed yesterday on the subject of
cheap transportation by the new clipper
lines, said that his railroad loses consider-
able by this kind of competition, but he
also stated that he did not consider it possi-
ble that the rates as established by J. W.
Grace & Co. and others wiil continue for
any length of time,

Mr. Gray thinks that the Rassian famine
is indirectly responsible for the present
state of affairs. He says that vessels can be
chartered cheaply just now because there is
no wheat shipping from the Baltic and
Black seas, and many ships that depended
on that Kind of trade are this yvear neces-
sarily idle. But, according to Mr. Gray’s
ideas, this will not last long.

IF THERE IS A GOOD CROP.

If a good crop is obtained in Russia this
vear the prices for charters will go up, and
the new clipper lines wiil no longer be
able to carry zoods at the ruinous rates they
are now charging.

All of which goes to show that the old
adage which says that what is oze man’s
misfortune is another man’s luck is a true
one. The famine which distressed thou-
sands of people in Russia is dolug the San
Francisco merchants lots of good.

I'he directors of the San Francisco and
Great Salt Lake Railroad will in a fow days
be in a vosition to place their plans before the
public. Much quiet work has been doue,
and the fu'ure of the enterprise is now
assured to be on a solid basis. A gentle-
man thoroughly conversant with ail the
affairs of the road yesterday positively de-
clared that there is not the least doubt
that the road is going to be built soon and
that every pralimisary difficulty has been
oyercome,

CENTRAL AMERICA.

Central American railroad bullding is at
a standstill just now according to a state-
ment made by A. Knudson, a civil enginear,
recently in the Chilean service, Mr. Knud-
son also says that politics and railroads are
80 badly mixed up in Central America that
an immediate boom iun the latter line is
entirely out of question,
