ALONG SEA AND SHORE.

The Oceanic Arrives From China,

Japan and Honolulu.

Departure of the Anstralia-A Bunaway on
Ea»t Street— lhs Glencaird Overloaded.

The Eervia's Long Trip.

The Occidental and Oriental Company's
steamer Oceanic arrived from Hong- Kong
and Yokohama, via Honolulu, yesterday
morning, with 30 cabin passengers and 6
Europeans, 114 Chinese and 11 Japanese
passengers iu the steerage. The only nota-
ble cabin passenger was Judge Davidson of
Honolulu.

Whiie at Honolulu the Oceanic landed
380 Chinese, and this enabled her to take on
a number of steerage passengers desiriug to
leave the islands rmd for whom there was
no room on the Mariposa, then hourly ex-
pected. The irrupilon ol the Mongolians,
occurring simultaneously with the exodus
of Portuguese and whites, shows plainly
how completely the islands hre being colo-
nized by Chinese coolies of the most unde-
sirable class. While the 0.-eauic was in
port the Hawaiian Board of Health insisted
on her flying the yellow flag, and that the
cargo destined for the islands should be
transh into lighters.

The Oceanic Company's steamer Aus-
tralia, Captain llnudlette, left for Honolulu
vt'steidav with 40 cabin aud GO steerage
passengers. Among the cabin pas*eugers
were J. B. Atherton, planter and capitalist,
and C. B. Bishop, thu banker.

The British ship Glencaird, Captain Eng-
lish, cleared for Queenstown yesterday.
She was loaded on owners' account, and the
cargo hhe took iu at Port Costa was neavy
enough to put her load line below water.
Captain English had figured that the change
from comparatively fresh to salt water
would wipe out a few inches difference,
owing to the superior buoyancy of the
salt 6ea, and that the extra depth would
not be noticed. The hoard of Marine Un-
derwriters had their attention called to the
matter, however, aud promptly notiAa4
Captain English to take out GO tons of
freight, UDder penalty of voidiug thu insur-
ance.
