TliK GOLD TRAIN.

Now that the treasure train bearing
twenty millions in actual cold coin is well
well on its way beyond the ."Sierras the
rpn«ons which. induced th« Government < fii-
cials to beg the press to keep the transfer
qnict no longer apply. There is no danger
that the money willnow be intercepted on
its way to Uncle barn's vaults. There
really never was much danger. A box of
coin weighing 150 pounds is not easily
picked up and carried off. In the early
days, before the railroad got into Lead-
vilfo, the teamsters who hauled freight to
Denver were iv th« habit ot throwing the
bars of base bullion to the roadside when
their wagons broke down. They were
worth money, as each bar contained 200 or
300 Minces of silver ;but they were far too
beavy for th* most eutfcrpruiug highway
robber to tackle.
It is singular that it should have been

left to Mr.Foster to transfer this coin from
San Francisco to New York. For a Quarter
of a century it baa lain here, here itwas
not needed, and was a constant temptation

to burglars, while periodical convulsions of
the Eastern money markets were caused by
the scarcity of geld coin. About once a
year the state of tho exchanges causes an
outward flow of gold from New York, and
though the operation involves no real
ground for uneasiness, as Ik* (told always
comes back when the exchanges turn, yet
.still the decline in tie bullion reserve of the
bank* frightens timid people, and the alarm
sometimes produces real embarrassment.
This would have been avoided if tie coin
reserve at San Francisco had been avail-
able to supply the wants of shippers. That
will now be the case. In case the New
York banks want coin fur shipment, the
bub-Treasurer will now have twenty mli-
lions more at their disposal than he baa had.

The pliy>feal transfer of a train fullof
gold across the continent is an unusual in-
cident in a mercantile o.nnt:y. Sucti oper-
ations ar« usually conducted through the
intervention of bills of exchange. When
France paid Germany v thousand millions
in 1871-73 no trains loaded with coin crossed
the Rhine. The transfer was effected
ttiroueh bills on London and Amsterdam.
Once or twice the exchanges showed a profit
on bullion shipments from thfse points and
from Paris to Beilin;and the actual coin
went forward, but the exchtnee quickly
rectified itself and the transfer cnntiuuKi to
be road* through bank credits. Our sub-
treasury system interposes an obstacle to
such forms of remittance in this country.
A few years ago when gold bad accumu-
lated In the sub-treasury at New Oilcans
the Government sent a ship-of-war to bear
it to New fork. And now the «nme puysl-
cal tiansfer has been resorted to In order to
relieve our sub-treasury here to fortify the
sub-treasury there.

\u25a0 The Treasury Department might, of
course, have drawn its bills on the Sub-
Treasurer here and deposited them In de-
pository banks in the Bast. Ttiesa deposi-
tories would bavo forwarded the bills to
their correspondents here, who aid have
drawn the coin fcr them, Bat as there is
not any sura amount of New York exchange
as S2o,<iOO

l(X'0 afloat in our market, or r.nv-
thiug like that, amount, the parties who
drew the coin out of the sub trtiaiin jf here
would haT« had to ship itforthwith to New
York to enable the depository banks there
to meet drafts which the. Treasury nHairt
draw \u25a0gainst the deposit of its bill?. Thu?,
in this case, itwould have been the banks
here or the San Francisco agencies of the
New Yorkbanks who would have shipped
the coin, and not the Government But the
banks would not do that business without
being paid fur it, and Mr. Foster probably
found, -as his predecessor did in the New
Orleans case, that it was cheaper for the
Government to hire a train of cars auimove
i;« coin Inbulk across the continent than to
place ft where it was wanted through the
agency of the banks.

The progress of high finance, however, is
divesting coin ol its exclusive value ss an
instrument of exchange. In the East grid
notes have represented coin in the actual
transactions of commerce. A gold note for
SIOOO la as coed for all intents and purposes
as fiftydouble orgies.

A GKEAT MEKCHAKT.

There di2d nt New York last week a man
of whom history will have nothing to say,
and yet who in his walk of lite cut no
small figure in the economy ol the metro-
politan city. This was Charles Park, who
for many years was the r«>al head of the
eiiH'e!y-!!i)i:s' of Park & Tilford. Mr.
Park was M when he died, Md had boon
over forty years in the business; ho had
never been strong; nothing but unremitting
care and skillful medical treatment arrested
his death from consumption twenty years
ago. lit1leaves a considerable fortune.

Bis career is noticeable because be was
a rare example of success in Ims Hup, and
because his career Illustrates the tendency
of the grocery business in huge cities to
concentrate itself into a few hand*, or into
a single hand. For many years Part &
Tilford have been practically the grocers of
the cityof New York. They used to have
a rival. Acker, MerrillA: (.'ondii, and in the
humble residence QuarteM nearly every
street corner is n grocery, whose proprietor
makes a living by supplying the wants of
his neighbors. But Acker, Merrill&Con-
dit long ago fell Into the second place; and
the corner groceries rarely extend their
business outside of their immediate environ-
ment. Persons of means, hotels, restau-
rants, steamers, large consumers of all kinds
have for twenty years bought theirgro*
ceries of Park &Tilford. The members ol
that firm brought to bear oil their business
a rough understanding of their trad*,
and coupled with it a firm resolution to
treat ttieir customers fairly, to defraud no
man. and always to be content with a moder-
ate percentage of proGt. Itu^ed to be said
that PnrK <.% Tilfonl never lost a customer.

The retail grocery business is one of the
easiest to learn and the most difficult to

niaVc money in. A bright youns man can
ncqnire a superficial knowledge of every
branch of the business in a year. Hut when
he starts for liituself he finds it almost im-
possible to make both ends meet, la staple
groceries be finds that not only is he com-
pelled to sell two leading articles— flour and
su;;ar— at 1 ( -;, iat lie is out of pocket by
tho expense of their distribution. On tea
said coffee lie may make a little money ifhe
i« a thorough master of the art of blending.
But he must be smart to be able to supply a
coffee which willbe equal to Arbuckle's at
the money, nnd his profit on Arbuckle's is
not Urge. Be may find that he can supply
a really better article of cuaTaa for 20 cents
and a better article of tea for 91 cents than
his customers are baying at 75 cents, but he
has to conte:.d againsta taste that formed
and which canuct easily be changed. la the
greengrocery lino ho generally loses as
much on butter which turns rancid on his
bands as he makes on th» table grades.

The only branch on which there Ua clear
profit is fancy groceries, preserves, wine*.
liquors, fine canned goods, delicacies, cigars,
etc Those articles are not perishable, and
the vwir.l pro;".: on them is large, 5 Iper cent

Bat the do
keepers bay larce q taatltles, sad the hotel*
liealdirectly with the wholesale booMk, A

D r.-nt, emplois hnlf
a dozen clerks and a couple of delivery
wagons, must tell a great many oases of
preserves and delicatessen to meet his
expenses. Ho has further to struggle
against bad debt?. In some cities the sys-
tem rfsales exclusively for cash has been
triad with fair success. Bat no grocer can
conduct a large business without Belling
inore than half his goods on credit. Of
sucli goods a regular percentage is never
paid for. There are in every city confirmed
deadbeatl who trade with grocer after
grocer and bilk them all. Others who buy
intending to pay meet with reverses and
cannot meet their bills. Some die or fail in
bnsiaea\ and their debit balance must be
wriiten off to profitand loss on the grocer's
books. The percentage which grocer 9lose
in this way varies according to the care dis-
played by salesman and the character of
the community, but it is always consider-
able.

Tata th« *nt»ntrv all round and it willbe
found that the grocery train has been far
less profitable than the hardware trade or
the dry goods trade. Mercantile New York
and Chicago have been built up on dry
goods; more mercantile fortunes can be
traced to that «our* than to any other.
As mankind needs fond quite as urgently
as clothing and bedding it seems curious
that the purveyor of the former should lose
money where the purveyor of the latter
makes it: but Ihatappeanto be the case,
and where we find a grocery-house, which
flourishes for half a century and maintains
i's fortune, its credit and itsgood repute,
the fact implies rare qualities in its mana-
gers.
