A Tugboat Race to the Farallone
Islands.

How Five Young Giris and Two Policemen
Beat a Nickel-in-the-Slot Machine
at the Ferries.

Tugboat racing used to be a favorite
Sport some years ago, but of late the mas-
t ers of the tugboats have given little atten-
tion to speed tests, principally because there
is but little rlvalry existing on account of
the established records of every boat in the
harbor. Yesterday, bowever, the old cus-
tom was once more revived and the whole
bilge-water district population watched
eageriy for the result of a contest which
teok place betweeu the tugs Relief and
Fearless, boih Lelonging to Spreckels & Co.

There was one good 1eason why the Fear-
less should Le pitted azainst the Relief ina

race, the latter having been regarded
as the fastest tagboat on the
bay. Ever «ince he Fearless, which
is & new Loat and larger in size than

any olher in tuis harbor, has been built ru-
mors have been freely circulated that she
did npot come up to the expecta-
ticns of Dher owpers; that she was
faulty in construction and not able
to make fast time. The boat was bullt
by the Union Irou Works and. Superinten-
aent E ugincer Fursyth apd Martiu Buiger,
were the superintendents of her construe-
tion, the latter representing the Spreckels.
As a matter of course these lwo boat-builders
considered the damaging reports about the
Fearlessartflection on tueirgpersonal ability
and after muany denials of them Mr. Bulger
recentiy publically anneunced that he was
wiiling to wager £10,000 that the big new
tug could travel as fast, if not faster, than
any one& of her competitors for towage in
the harbor of San Franciceo. There were,
however, no takers for tbat offer and the
question would have remainad undecided
had it not becu for yesteidar’s race.
THE COURSE STEAMED OVER.

The course cecided on was from Meiggs
wharf to &od around the middie of Far-
allone Isiands and return, a distacce of 62
wiles,

The Relief was in charge of Captain
Scott, and Capiain Dan Haskell commanded
tie Fearless, who also had Messrs. julger
and Forsyih ou board.

The two boatls started from off Meiggs
whatf as foliows: Relief 11:45 A. M., Fear-
less 11:45.5. Returniog, they passed the
line, Fearless 4:36 r. M., Relief 4:36 30.
Time—Keiiel 4 hours 51 min., £5 see., Fear-
less 4 hours 51 min. Winner, Fearless by
25 seconds.

The two racers kept close company dur-
ing their whole trip and their captains
stated on their return that the weather
arcund the Farallones was very foggy.

Messrs. Bulger and Forsyth are inppy be-
cause they have now demonstrated that the
Fearless can travel; but a great many
doubtful Thomases claimed last night that
the test was not a fair one and that the Re-
lief could nhave easily been the winner of
the race had Captain Seott sodesired.

Alexander Campbell Jr. essayed to re-
spond on behalf of those condemned by the
chair and was given a patient hearinz until
Le in turn began to denounce the Mexicans
present as opposed to the traditions ana
polities of the American people and threat-
ened to expose their alleged sentiments
through the San Francisco press.

The assertion and the threat were too
much for the meeting, and the lie was
hurled at the place-hunter, who was glad to
take up his hat and leave. Consul Carey
then, on behalf of the Mexican residents,
paid a handsome tribute to the American
people, urged the comnittee to be calm and
uniled, and to leave American politics out
of the business then in hand.
