McGRAW FOR GOVERNOR.

Tlie Rep-I.lican Stat e Codvcntioiiat Olympia
Somioates a Ticket.

Olympia. Wish.. Aug. 11.— A successful
effort to introduce an approval of the Lake
Washington canal into the platform occu-
pied the Republican State convention until
almost noon lb-day. The platform as
adopted indorses the administration of Gov-
ernor Ferry; favors the renionetizatloti ofsilver upon a recognized parity with gold;
calls for the allotment of laads'ia severalty
to wards ol the Government and tin* throw-lag open thereafter of Indian reservations
in the State to th** American farmer and
producer; demands the proper settlement
of all harbor lines and tide lan-is; prompts
legislation to promote Irrigation of aridlands; denounces the introduction of un-
ported mercenaries as seditions; favors theearly completion of the Nicaragua canal
and the passage of an anti-option law.

After a vigorous figbt a resolution was la-troduced as an amendment, condemning
the action of the Democratic Boose of Rep-
resentatives in refusing an* appropriation
for the opening of Columbia River and theLake ashing ton ship canal, and indors-
ing the course of Senators Alien nnd Squire
and Representative Wilson in advocacy
of those measures, and further favoring the
speedy opening to settlement of the Puyal-
lup and other Indian reservations in the
State. Tin* amendment was carried. JohnL. Wilson, the present Congressman, andW. 11. I) ollttie of Tacoma were nominal
for Congress by acclamation.

The convention adjourned 10-ulght after

WOODEN PAVEMENTS.
A System Which Ha* _!•«.„ Tried With

_>acc_as Abroad.
An Improved system of wooden pave-

ments is described in the Revue Pratique
dcs Travaux Publics, one of the principal
points of which consists of a concrete
foundation six iuches in thickness, and
made With MO to 410 pounds ofPortland
cement to a mixture of nine cubic feet of
sand and 27 cubic feet of gravel; as soon
as this has set the concrete is coveredwith a seven-sixteenth layer of mortar com-
posed of Oxi pounds cf l'ortland cement toevery 35 cubic feet of sand ana left
to* harden for two or three days, the
blocks being then set in rows separated
from each other by a space three-eighths ofan inch wide. The cracks are filled with
cement mortar and a layer of porphyiitlc

stone one and a half inches thick spread
over the pavement, such a layer being, of
course, soon driven into the wo nl by the
action of the wheels. Provision is made for
tbe expansion of the wood, and for this rea-
son, in wide roadways, a space of abmt two
Inches wide -is left open along the sidewalk
and afterward tilled with sand. In« road-
way 131 feet wide an expansion of no less
than 16 inches was observed to have taken
place in 15 days, the blocks being very dry.
With blocks six inches high, three inches
thick and eight and a half inches long.' the
duration claimed is about seven or eight
years under heavy traffic.

The committee appointed at the Palace
Hotel meeting a few nights ago, to select 50
prominent citizens to arrange for a non-
partisan convention, met yesterday after-
noon in tlie oflice of William A. Beatty, at
318 Pine street.

A Drunken Tram. ter I'hlhllv Beiieu by

ln a drunken quarrel yesterday afternoon

Owen K. Keeuan indicted such serious in.
juries on Michael Hidden that the latter is
now lying in a precarious condition in the
German Hospital and a charge of murder is
almost certain to be laid agaiust the former.

Both men were employed by A. Buckmau.
a contractor, who has a gang of men at work
grading Church street, near Twenty-fourth,
which was the scene of the quarrel. Keen an
was foreman of the gang and employed
Holden seam time ago as a teamster to haul
rock to the grades. They had been on the
best of terms until yesterday efteraoea, when
Iloldeu, who had been drinking considerably
during the day, drove up with his load of
rock as usual. Be was so drunk that he
could hardly retain his seat on the wagon,
and began to lash the team furiously be-
cause the poor animals failed to pull the
heavy load over a pileof rock.

At this juncture Keenan interfered and
ordered Holden to get off his wagon and go
to the camp to sleep off the effects of his de-
bauch. Holden refused and became abu-
sive, wheieupon the foreman caught him
by the arms and nulled him fr m his seat
to the ground. Beldea resented the rough
usape and staggering over to a brick pile
near by, picked up a brick and. witha vileremark, advanced toward Keenan, who
grasped a piekfaaadle and struck the team-
ster a terrific blow that knocked him sense-
less.

The attempted assault with a brick en-
raged Keenau to such an extent that he lost
all control of himself and repeatedly struck
the prostrate man over the bead with tbe
heavy piece of wood, literally beating itto a
jelly.

Tne patrol-wagon was summoned and
Holdeu was removed to the German Hospi-
tal, near by, for treatment. An examina-
tion by the physicians disclosed sin serious
Injuries that they gave it as their opinion
that the man could not possibly survive.

The matter was at once reported to theSeventeen th-street station, and a thorough
search was n:ad. for Keenan, who disap-
peared immediately after the assault, liewas found subsequently ai his home, at
110J4 Ridley street, where he was arrested
by Policemen Eskew and Withers and
booked on a charge of assault to murder.

Keenan stated to a reporter last night
that he bad__.no iutention of hurting Holden
seriously, and that In any case he was
merely acting in self-defense. He is a mar-
ried 111:111, about M years of age, and has a
wife and family. He has always borne a
good reputation.

USED A BRAND NEW PISTOL

Suicide of Andrew Anderson, a
Swedish Saloon-Keeper.

He Left His Bed in the French Hospital to
Enter the Garden and Sent a Ballet

Through His Heart

Andrew Anderson, a saloon-keeper, com-
mitted suicide early yesterday morning by
sending a pistol bullet through his heart.
Bad health and a belief that be would never
fullyrecover caused him to end his life.

For many years Anderson had been
troubled with heart disease, but the attacks

•were at intervals and not
severe. Three months
ago he suffered from an
attack ot pleurisy, and
went to the French Hos-
pital for treatment. _.|
times be suffer* d In-
tensely, and bis heart
trouble became so acute
as to endanger his life.
With all these ailments
he still appeared cheer-
ful, and no one at the
hospital ever beard him

threaten to end hi., life.
Afew minutes after 4 o'clock yesterday

morning Ati'ler-i ii arose from his bed in
Ward O and dressed himself. Then he
bowed to Jean Pochon, who lay In an ad-
joining bed, and passed out into the garden.

**Q od-merniDg.'' he said pleasant) _* mhe
passed G. Lemenet, the night-watchman.
Without further word- or explanation for
his early appearance he made his way to tho
southwest corner of the garden.

Half an hour latei the watchman was
lunk.nK his rounds when he wm startled by
finding Anderson d.ad in a chair under
the (-lied. Ho had evidently made caretul
preparations for the suicide. His head had
fallen forward on his breast, while a
revolver hung from a string at I.id 1. ft side.
He had made a loop in a piece of twine and
tied it to the button-hole of his cardigan
jacket. It was so arranged that the loop
lay over bit heart. The other end of the
piece of twine was tied to the handle of the
revolver. Placing the muzzle of the weapon
in the loop, Anderson pulled the trigger
with his kit band. He could not us. his

right hand because lie lost the fingers by an
accident several years ago. The accurate
aim admitted of no uncertainty, and death
mu.t have been instantaneous. The ball
ranged upward through tho heart In its
fatal course.

The remains were removed to the Morgue,
where an inquest was held and a verdict of
suicide rendered by a Coroner's jury. Theweapon used t>v the suicide •*.*._*• anew ham-
merless Smith & Wesson ami no one could
explain where deceased procured it. He
did not have the weapon when he arrived at
tin* hospital and did not leave the place dur-
ing I.is stay there.

Deceased was aged •'». y*"*ar<*r,a native of
Sweden and a widower. He came to thiscity in is..-*} and soon after engaged in the
saloon busine.s. For some trie.* he kept a
resort on Kearny street For 17 years he
conducted the saloon nt 216 Drama street
in partnership withC. -.lever. llecentlv he
sold out his interest to Meyer, but only re-
ceived one payment of Sl2O. Among hiseffect., was a will dated lest December. It
bequeathed all his property to Meyer. He
left no relatives in this country.

F.ir a year and a half Anderson roomed at
••HE VVashinaton. He often told his
landlady, Mrs. C. F. Clarke, that he in-
tended to kill himself, but she did not be-
lieve he would do so.
