If the guantily of merchandise going from
coming to San Francisco by way of
Caye Horn was doubled, which THE CALL
urges would be the case very soon if we
could rid curselves of the outrageous sub-
sidizing schemes of the raiiroad company,

d interior rates were even tolerably fair,
we claim that the business of the railroads
ng from the e

« 'd. There wonld be double the quan-
tity of merchandise distributed from San
Fr sco, and probably mueh of it wounld
te localities. Even with 3 mod-
erately high rate of freight we could control
the trade at least as far East as Salt Lake
City, and in certain commodities further
East, This inereased business wounld go to
the railros Weelaim that with reasonable
freight rates to and from San Franeisco
railroad business leading from San Fran-
cisco to the interior would be greatly
inereas~d. Our railroad managers are now
ling San Francisco and Celifornia, and
are «#lso injuring all of the territory

of Salt Lake City. Of course, we
know that Stanford & Co. could not make
much oney out of California with
an  cpposition railroad as they have
been doing while holding every avenue
of apvroach to San Francisco to oppress
us with excessive rates. Railroads radiat-
ing from San Francisco, if constructed as
they can be now for a reasonable sum of
money, will prove profitable. Of this we
have pot a doubt. The railroads which we
Lave al the present time—we mean the
Central and Southern Pacific railroads—
have beea plundering schemes. The Gen-
eral Government was plundered, the in-
babitants of this city and State have been
piundered, and we may say ail of the terri-
tory situated this side of Salt Lake has
been pluudered. ‘I'he men engaged in the
euterprises let contracts for building the
roads from themselves to themselves,
making probably $150,000,000 by the under-
handed work, and this they ecall honest.
California wants railroads permeating the
entire State. We want railroads reaching
eastward surely as far as Salt Lake. Tug
CaLr published a map a few days ago
warking out lines for railroads through in-
terior regions which would speedily pay if
constructed. These lines would eross the
mountains by better routes than does the
Central Pacifie. And as for the Southern
Pacifie, it is not of any benefit to any por-
tion of California except that situate near
Los Angeles and scuth of that city. The
managers of the Central and Southern
Pacific Railroad companies are now making
a final struggie in order to hold this city
and State in subjection, in order to make
$100,000,000 or more to divide among them-
selves, but Tre CALL predicts that they
will fail in their efforts.
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WORK FOR THE 1TRAFFIC ASSOCI-
ATION,

The cuts already announced in Southern
Pacific freight rates will not severely affect
the clipper lines, but the presumption is that
the Southern Pacific will not rest content
with a redection which is insufficient to re-
tain traffie. The Southern Pacific can better
afford to spend a million or two in trans-
vorting goodas from New York to San Fran-
cisco below cost than to lose the traffic en-
tirely. With the probability of even lower
rates than those announced, the Traffic As-
sociation should see that arrangements are
made to supply the clipper lines with freight
at living rates for a period of years. There
need be no subsidy nor guarantee bond. The
owners of the lines only want to know that
freight will not be diverted from their lines
Ly temporary lower rates by the Southern
Pacific Company. This demand is reason-
able. No man is expected to fight the bat-
tles of a community at his own expense.
Merchants can well afford to forego the op-
portunity tosend freight below cost to in-
sure tibemselves against the exorbitant
charges they have been foreed to submit to.
It will not take the Southern Pacific Com-
pany more than a couple of years to find
out that shipping freight at less than clipper
rates is a losing business.

THE SOUTHERN PACIFIC CUT,

The Southern Pacitic Company has been
charging £47 a ton for freight on hardware
from New York to San Francisco and it
LOwW proposes to do the same work for $20
per tou. This seems like & sweeping re-
duetion, but it does not meet clipper rates
by more than one .half. Non-perishable
merchandise is being brought round Cape
Horn for $8 per ton, What difference does
it make to the clipper ships whether the
railroad charges $20 or $47? But while the
ocean route was tied up the railroad eom-
pany could set the rates. It set them at
ahbout six times the cost of the service, as
demonstratea by the clipper ships. The
Southern Pacific will have to make more
and deeper cuts to disturb the owners
of clipper ships. On non- perishable
freights the water rate is much the cheapest,
It 1s quite possible that the Soutbern Pa-
cific may make other andl degper cuts. Its

e

profi's on local freights are so enormous
that it may attempt to freeze eut opposition
by reduc ug rates on non-perishable acti-
cles toa nominal fizure, Should the Southern
Pacific proceed to such extremes a way will
be found todefeat 1tspurpose. Competition
has come to stav.

EQUALIZATION,

The taxpayers of this city are somewhat
disturbed over reports that the State Board
of Equalization intend to raise the assess-
ment for purpeses of State taxation 30 per
cent. Mr. J. R Hebbron, a member of the
board, is indignant that the board should be
charged with a purpose to maka an in-rease
of assessment that can only be made after
an examination of the assessment rolls of
the several eounties spows that the assess-
ment of San Franciseo is 30 per cent under
the standard of valuation adopted in the as-
sessment of property in other counties. We
trust that Mr, Hebbron will be considerate
of the apprebensions of San Franeiseo tax-
pavers, in view of the faet that one increase
has been ordered without making the show-
ing which Nr. Ilebbron regards as neces-
sarv. No proof has ever been submitted to
show that the increase of last vear was jus-
tifiable. On the contrary, there is every
reason to believe that the increase was arbi-
tiary., The Board of Equalizers undoubt-
edly found some property that had been
assessed considerably below its market
value. Not having the power to increase
separata assessments within a county, the
State boai reached the low assessments
withont maor-h consideration of those that
had been made as high as the market
value of the property would warrant. That
the general average of assessments in San
Francisco is as high as in the interior is
self-evident. No person acquainted with
values in this city and in the interior will
admit without proof that one-third of the
tax.ble property of the State lies in San
Francisco. There is a greater diff -rence be-
tween the owner’s estimate of the values of
iand in the interior and its assessed value
thin between the nwner’s estimate of the
value of property in this city and its as-
sessed value. For example, there will not
genrrally be more than about 10 per cent
between the owner’s estimate of the valne
of a 86000 house and lot and its assessed
value. But in eounties in the interior land
that is held at $500 an acre .will not be =as-
sessed at more than about £100. The As-
sessor says the 8500 an acre is a fancy prics
—that while land is sold at that fizure and
above, but comparatively little ean be sold
at such rates. We trust Mr. Hebbron's ex-
planation of the purposes of the St:te board
will be warranted by its proceeding. Ifit
is there need be no fear of an inerease in
the valuations for either State or eity pur-
poses. The assessments in particular cases
may have been too low, but the general as-
sessment is gquite high »nough.

JUDGE GRESHAM,

will take the stump this fall for the Peo-
ple’s party. There are two reasons why
this report should not be true and one why
it should. First, Judge Gresham holds an
office that has generally been regarded as
disqualifying a man for active participation
in party polities; second, Judge Gresham is
not in sympathy with the most imporiant
plank in the People’s party plaiform—the
sub-treasury scheme. The reason why
Judge Gresham should tuke the stump for
the People’s party is that at present there
is not a man of any considerable politiral
standing in that party. Judge Gresham
would give it the aid of a substantial name.
But should Judge Gresham adveeafe an
issue of fiat money for any purpose he will
lose mueh of his prestige. No man can
adopt loosa notions on finance without im-
pairing the confidence in which he has been
held. There may be an honest difference
of opinicn as to the benefits of the protec-
tion policy, Lut the conclusion is general
that the woney of the country must be kept
on an equality with the money of the world.
Fiat money could not go cut of the country
and in a short time it would not be worth
more at howe than a Confederate noe,

A COMMIITEE OF FIFTY,

The revresentatives of the severa! or-
ganizations in this city who have deter-
mined to *pool their issues’ are proceeding
cautiously in the selection of a neminating
commitiee of fifty., The success of the

movement depends largely upon the charac- |

ter of this nominating committee. Great
care should be taken to prevent the naming
of a single man whose devotion to the in-
dependent movewent is not open to reason-
able doubt. It is pretty well kno n that
men who at one time would have been con-
sidered fit leaders in such a movement
have for purposes of their own entered into
close political relations with the Third-
street agents of the Southern Parcific Com-
vany. These wen should be ailowed to take
their chances with the bosses, Every man
on the commrittee of fifty should be free
from political affilintion with the Southern
Pacific Company. If a thorought- satis.
factory eommittee of fifty be selected it wiil
name the winning municipal ticket. Cf
this there is no reasonable doubt. In fact
we should not be surprised if the indepen-
dent party should poll more than one-half
the entire vote of the city. The people are
tired of Southern Pacific rule,

SOMEWHAT VAGUE.

A speaker ata Los Angeles People’s party
meeting is reported as saying: “General
Weaver is standing for something strouger
than silver or paper; he is standing for the
rights of the workingman.” This sounds
very well. Withou: doubt the workingmen
present applauded the sentiment. But
when we come to an examination of General
Weaver's claim to the support of working-
men, it seems somewhat vague, What par-
ticular right of workingmen does General
Weaver stand for? One of the rights he
proposes to give them is the right to work
in competition with Eurcpean ana Asiatic
labor. Remove the duties, and Chinese
may be emploved to make boots and shoes,
cigars, underwear and other things in their
country, and the produet of their labor can
be sold in San Francisco In competition
with the labor of white men with families to
support. Workingmen who want this right
will vote either for Weaver or Cleveland, it
does nct much matter which. But work-
ingmen who want to preserve the present
standard of wages will vote for Harrison.

The news that the Listers of Yorkshire
in England are coming to the United States
to begin the manufactare of plushes is gratify-
ing testimony to the good the McKinley
act has doue to American industries. When
the trade with America became unprofitable
on aceount of the tariff the Listers revolved
in their minds fresh cngnnllstic plans, and
they evidently prefer business to patriot-
ism. coming to America they hope to
command the American trade or at least
have a share of it, and they may even hope
to retain some of their English trade by ex-
ports. Itisa perception of this kind of boule-
versement that prompts most of the Englisiz
newspapers to denounce the McKinley
tariff and to wish well to Mr. Cleveland in
his campaign, although they prefer the
principles in general of the Republicans to
those of the Democrats,

If the Listers who are coming to this
conotry are partvers of Samuel Cunliffe
Lister of Bradford, now a peer under the
title of Lord Masham, they are verv weaithy
business men, and should be able to make
things “zo™ on this side of the Atlantic.
Lord Masham is reputed to be worth any-
where from two to four millions sterling.
He bas bought family estates and great
wastes of heather for grouse shooting at a
cost of neariy a million sterling. Lord Salis-
bury made him a r for no other earthly
reason than that he is very rich ana as a
Liberal-Unionist has supported his nolities,
The honor was also a set-off to the baronet.
ey given by Gladstone to another Bradford
manufactarer, Sir Titus Salt, of the Saltaire
Mills, who was sueh & very generous man
that actually duriog bis lifetime he gave
away not less than five milllons steriing in
charities ana other forms of munificence,
Mo=t of this money was made outof alpaca,
which bad no value until be studied it as a
manufacturing fiber.

New Orleans has a special reputation for
its prize-fights and its lotteries—two rather
questionable attributes on which to build
up the fame of a city. The lottery business
is mow under a shadow in consequence of
the enforcemen® of the anti- jottery act,
and there is a great decline of Dbusiness in
the New Orleans postoffice. This is one of
the mcidents of officiul administration, but
1t is hard on the postoffice clerks to be told
that their salaries are to be reduced because

there is not enough of busiuess in hand to
pay them.

The fruit-growers of the Sacramento Val-
ley are evidentiv weil satigfird with the
system oI selling their consigonments by
auction. A large number of influential
growers have met and passed resolutions
enthusiasticatly indorsing this mode of sup-
plying consumers. Vegetables also are to
come uader the hamwmer. As long as the
‘irnit-grower is satisfied the public have ro
reason to complain, for the consignments
are soid in open wmarket and any person
may bid, The year on the whole promises
to be a memorablie one for the fruit-grower.

Trere is no mistaking the fact that the
new rule adopted by the loea! association,
making it imperative for a horse to go to
the stable uniess he wins one heat in the
first three, 1s vastiv unpopular with horse-
men  President Cox and Direztors Chase
and Green of the State Agriculiural Society
were seen in town yesterday and all agresd
that National Trotling rules were gooa
enough for them, and these rules wiil
govern all tratling and pacing contests at
the coming State Fair.

Owing 1o the new rule there are several
owners who will not start their horses to-
day, and the association’s entry-list will
suffer very materially for the fall meeting
un'ess the obnoxious rule be witudrawn. If
owners and horses keep away it is pretty
certain that the already scanty attendance
of tne public at trotting races in San Fran-
cisco wiil be reduced to a mere handfal.

The cldest warhorse living tn this country
is “Mrs. Gaives,” who was captured by a
scouting party beloungine to the Fourth
Michigan Volunteers, at Gaines’ Mills, Va.,
in June, 1862. Some months later she be-
came the proverty of her present owner,
Colonel Richard T. Auchmuty of Lenox,
Musgs. “Mrs, Gaines” witnessed the seven
day-’ battles around Riehmond, ana was at
Chancellorsviile, Gettysburg and Bristoe
Station. She was in Fort Stevens during
Early’s attack on Washington, in 1864, and
the following spring followed Lincoln’s body
from the White House to the Capitol, being
in the escort detailed to guard President
Johnson’s earriage,

Atfter the war she was taken to New
York and then spent a vear at Hyd» Park,
on the Hudson. In 1867 she was taken to
Lenox, where she has since remained, hav-
ing been ridden by her owner until two
years ago, when her appearance of age,
rather than Ler lack of activity, prevented
her use. The mare has never been in har-
ness.  She cccuvies a sracious box-stall,
from whieh, after consuming a vail of milk
mixed with oatweal and bran, she is let out
every morning. She then walks to a brook
which crosses the highway about half a mile
distant, and alter taking a drink returns to
her owner’s farm, over which sha is aliowed
to roawm, picking out clover patches or nib-
bling at the young oats and corn, but doing
no serious damage. Toward evening, or
when the weather is threatening, she re-
turns to her box-stall, and at night bas
another pail of milk for supper.

“Mrs. Gaines” was 5 years old when she
was captured and 1s now 1o her thirty-sixth
fmr' There are probably few, if any,

The Kiug of Sweden, 10l-
lowing the eustom, has sent M. Rossignol,
who remaived at his service during his re-
cent stay in P’aris, a splendid pin, consisting
of a shield of blue enamel bearing the royal
initials, and surrounded with a royal crown
in diamonds.
