BELT MANUFACTURE.
One of the Most Strikiiaaj Improvement*.

Now in Uae.
One of the most striking improvements in

belt manufacture at present is the rarity
with which riveting is resorted to, itb«in«
found that a double belt, well cemented,
is good for all ordinary purposes, r-ni'-r
ing rivets superfluous; at the same time,
fastenings such as endless copper win-screws, which do not obstruct tli*
surface or unnecessarily stiffen Un-
belt are an advantage, this being especially
so when the belt conies incontact -villiwater
or too much oil, as such fastening prevents
the belt from coming apart and holds ti)*-
leather firmly together. All main driving
belts over 40 inches in width have two or
more pieces of leather cemented together—
that is, the average . hide for belting
does not contain more than 40 inches in
width of solid leather suited for belting,
very rarely exceeding this, and therefore
wide main belts are necessarily made in
sections; ordinarily, too, the pieces are not
lapped parallel, but simply butted; accord-
ing t.i this, a inch double belt recetv- 1
two 30-inch pieces for the first layer, laM
side by side, and a ."0-inch piece over the
center of the two lower pieces to break th-
joint,and two 15-inch pieces in ton uf aad
edge of the lower layer to complete, the
width, and thus the leather is cemented to-
gether.
