
A CURIOUS OLD CRAFT.
The Whaling Vessel Progress on the Way

to Chicago.

One of the most interesting features of the
marine exhibit at the World's Fair willbe
the timeworn and stnrmbattered whaling-
shipProgress. This ancient bark is now on
its \u25a0.•.ay to Chicago, being in tow of the City
of Berlin from New Bedford. Mass.

The Progress is manned by a crew of
Portuguese sailors picked up at Xew Bed-
ford, undercharge of Captain Gilford of the
same place. She isold style and bark-rigged;
that is, on the fore and main mast she has
square sails. On the mizzenmast is a fore-
and-aft sail with a gaff topsail similar to
some of our lake schooners. The ves-
sel comes with bare masts, as all the

sails are stored below, the ship being
towed all the

'
way from Boston.

On her davits she carries six large
wbaleboats, all of which have seen actual
service, and each one is provided witha full
equipment of gaffs, spears and other para-
phernalia used in hunting the giant of the
sea. These boats are made sharp at both
ends so they can be driven either forward
or back, as emergency Bay demand.

This old ship Ins a history. She has made
17 successful trips around Cape Horn and 40
times she has crossed the icy waters of the
Arctic Ocean. In(NO the Progress joined
the Arctic fleet and in the great storm of
1871 all met disaster except the Progress,
which returned to New, Bdford with 300
sailors, seven captains, Cve women and
three children, the only survivors of the
wrecks. The Progress is nearly half way
to Chicago. Atlast account she was lying
at Detroit.

THE FRENCH EXPOSITION.
'•reparations for Holding a World's Fair

lv I'aris.
According to the latest information, the

Germans have practically made np their
minds to let the French hold an international
exhibition in 1900. if tbey wish to do so, and
do their best to insure its comparative fail-
ure by opening their own in *..-*., says the
New YorkEvening Post. The mixed com-
mission appointed to decide the matter has
already adopled a resolution asking the Ber-
lin municipality to vote 10,000,000 marks as
a guarantee fund, and the imptjrinlchancel-
lor, the German Chamber of Commerce and
the Berlin Mercantile Association have all
been informed officiallyof this action.

A meeting of representatives of the com-
mercial world has been held also atMunich, and there also aresolution was car-
ried that an exhibition should be held in1898, without any reference to the intentionsof France. This, however, is a game that
two can play at. and it is just on the cards
that France may checkmate this tehee** by
selecting a still earlier date, 1897 for in-
stance, although that would be perilously
close after the Columbian Fair. She would
Incurrisk gladly iof the sake of the pleasure
of disconcerting German arrangements. It
is very difficult, if net possible, now to
decide which nation first thought of 1900 at'on exhibition year, but the Paris corre-
spondent of the &L James Gazette says:.
"This much is certain, whatever intentions
they may have had back of their heads, the
French did not begin to talk seriously o V

an exhibition in1900 until they heard that
the idea of holding one In Berlin In that
year had taken root."

A Struct urn Wlilrb Can Ile Rnllt IfOne

lias Much Patience.
Take six keys in descending gradations

of size. For facility of reference we will
call them (commencing with the largest) 1,
2, 3, 4, 5 and 6. respectively. Place Nos. 1
and 2 with their bitts resting on the table
and pass the bow of No. 2 through that of
No. 1, as shown In the figure. The two
keys willmake a tolerably obtuse angle,
and by pressing downward with the band

on Uiell bows it may bo ascertained that
they are solidly interlocked, nnd that
neither of them Is likelyto silo on the table.

These two keys serve as a foundation for
the rot. You now pass Ihe bitt of No. 3
through the bow of No. 2, and then, in suc-
cession the bitts of Nos. 4, .**. and 6 through
the bows of N'os 3, 4 and 5, meanwhile mak-
ing sure by looking down on them from
WO*** that they are all in the same verticalplan--, If the successive interlocking* of
the bitts within the bows have been prop-
erly made, which you will-ascertain by a
gentle pressure on the key (No. 6) whichcrowns the edifice, nothing will he easier,
especially to those who have studied lessons
in the art of balancing, than to make the
hows ot Nos. and Cube position of this
last being all bat horizontal) support a
variety of articles of domestic use. To en-
hance the circct, the more fradio the article
the better, say a plate, a soup tureen, Ide-
canter or :ibottle. If the bottle be used it
should only be. half full, so as to keep its
center gvavity low down. This Increases
the stability (or perhaps we should say de-< rises the instability) of your rather preca-
rious structure.

DIED IS TOTAL DARKNESS.

Peculiar Suicide of an Aged and
InArm Copyist.

William A. Birch Hid*;a Himself Under the
Bsdclothss and Sends a Ballet

Through His Brain.

"WilliamA. Birch, secretary ofthe Taraal-
pai*Land and Water Company, and a c py-
Ist at. the San Francisco Savings Union,
committed suicide yesterday morning by
shooting himself in the mouth with n bull-

dog levolver. He was
over GO years old, a na-
tive of England, and a
widower. Despondency
caused by strokes ofnmouth with a buli-

; levolver. He was

lower. Despondency
sed by strokes of
aiysin and other ail-

ments actuated him to
end his life. He was a
cripple, being compelled
to use a crutch and a
cane while walking,
During his fits of de-
spondency he often told
fellow-employes at the

Savings Union that lie
would end Lis miserable life, hut they did
not pay any attention to the threats. For
several years he had lived at the residence
of Lovell White, cashier of tha Union, at
MM Clay street, and it was there that he
sent a bullet through his brain. The re-
mains were removed to the Morgue, and an
inquest was h<*i.l during the afternoon. Mr.
While testified that he had known the de-
ceased for five years, and that for three
years he roomed at hi*house. "1 saw him
list nhve Thrrsd :•Y,'*continued the wit-
ness, "when 1 relumed from my summer
reside- at Mill Valley. Many times I
have heard him express a wish that lie was
out of the world. 11l health and general
despondency caused him to have morbidideas, and hi** faculties were impaired. He
did not come to his desk this morning. So
at 10:30 o'clock 1 went out to my residence
at IGIG Clay street to see if anything was
the matter with hini. Ifound him in bed,
covered lip, Even hi* head was under the
quilts. When 1 threw back the covers 1
found him dend, witha pistol by his side,
and the bed filled with Mood.
"Ireceived nothing from him in explana-

tion of the deed. lie has a tin box depos-
ited at the bank. He had some means end
property in .Mai in County."

"Did ih<* deceased leave any relatives?"
asked the Coroner, .---v.**

"Tbe only relative Iknow ot Is his son,
Reginald E. Birefa, who resides In New
York and make* illustrations for St. N;ch-
i a- and Life. The son is quite a talented
man in his line. Ihave telegraphed news
of his father's death to him."

F. W. Jacks oa, a messenger and collector
for th.- bank, testified that deceased wasa general favorite among the employes.
Ilireh often complained of attacks that
made lifeunbearable. Thursday afternoon
lie left the bank about 2 o'clock, saying that
he would soon be back, but he failed to re-
turn. In answer to a B_e*a»ga from Mr.
White the whnes* went to IG!6 Clay street,
soon after the deceased was found dead,
llirch had occupied a small bedroom on the
lower floor. For -nine time no one el*"had
be-^n in the house, as all the member) of the
White family were at the Mill V alley resi-
dence.

William M.I'owers. a*R*stant surveyor for
th« Savings Union, deposed that at time**
llirchappeared very much demented. "Ha
often told me that some time Iwould find
himdead.

POSTAGE STAMPS.
Som* Thing* Worth Knowing on the

Tart nt th*. American Public.
Kate Field's Washington.

ItIs barely SO ye. since this convenience
was introduced into the United States.
The stamp Is a little older in England.
When first introduced postage stamps were
sold in solid sheets. Of course a great
many were wasted in the effort to tear them
apart when there were no perforations. In-
deed ths loss and inconvenience was so
great that the Government offered a liberal
reward for a patent which would overcome
the difficulty.

The first machine submitted was one
which cut the stamps nearly but not en-
tirely apart. While the Postoflice Depart-
ment was considering this machine the idea
ofperforating the sheet-* in rows each way
was offered aud promptly accepted. Noth-
ing better has ever been sought.

There was a time when heller paper and
mucilage were used and when the printing
was an improvement upon the present
stamps, but since we have learned that a
damp sponge la fullyas good as the tongue
In preparing the stamps for adhesion the
quality of the materials used becomes of
less importance.

The number of postage stamps used in a
year is something enormous. For Instance,
the ordinary postal revenue for the year
ending June 30,1891, exclusive of the money-
order business, was 5G5.0G5.293 87. Of this
$41,432,129 50 came from letter postage. The
bulk of this is,.'of course, in two-cent

tin,'.**-, and itis safe to put the whole num-
ber of this denomination used at more than1000,080,008 per annum.

The i-suing of postage-stamps, stamped
envelopes and newspaper-wrappers all be-
long to one of the divisions under the eon
of the Third Assistant Postmaster-General.
There is another, division of the same
bureau winch looks after, registered letters,
and still another which attends to tho
system for the special delivery of letters.
The classification of mail matter belongs to
this bureau, and it is with the Third Assist-

nut Postmaster-General or his clerks that
--papers and periodicals lytve to quarrel

over their rights to official entry as tecoud-class matter. .*,
A 10-ceut special delivery stamp ob r

letter is supposed to keep it in constant
motion from the titno the letter is deposited
in the main or branch postoflice un-
til it is delivered to the addressee.
Ihere is liable to be a little delay
in the starting of a letter when it is de-posited in a letter-box instead of a post-
oflice.but everything must make way for
special-delivery letters after they once get
lute the vicinity of the mail-bag. The
clerk hustles them out -aIth the first mall
leaving the office and puts them on the out-
side of packages, or in n bundle by them-selves, so that the next official can see the in
at once. If the special-delivery stamp is
put on a package of second, third or fourth
class matter it _-_\u25a0 to be treated in a first-
class manner— that is, itgoes into a pouch
instead of a nark, and is pushed through
just as rapidly as a letter bearing the same
stamp.

Last year there were over two and \u25a0 half
millions of pieces sent by special delivery,
aud itis interesting to note that theaverage
time consumed in tie delivery or each
parcel after it reached the postuflico of the
addressee was only 20 minutes.*

STREET SPRINKLING.

sir on an Electric
Hullr.-ad.

The latest method of street sprinkling
comes from Louisville, hero the electric
railway company has placed inservice the
special car shown in the accompanying

sketch. The exterior aspect of the car
does not differ much from the ordinary cars
employed on the lino, but it is iv reality a
vast reservoir of water. As seen from the
illustration the car Is operated by two men,
on*of whom regulates the flow of water to
suit the conditions of the street and the

speed of the car, besides drawing the
sprinkling pipe to the side of the car to es-
cape any obstruction along the street.

This novel and ingenious scheme of
sprinkling is found in practice to be both
economical and rapid and more satisfactory
than the ordinary method of laying the dust
by carts. :;ii;.

THIS IS A HORRIBLE STORY.

Alleged Piracy* and Harder on
the South Seas.

The Brig Galilee Arrives Frcm Tahiti With
the 1-LW---A Captain and Crew Said•

to Have Been Poisoned.

The brig Galileo, Captain Paulson, ar-
rived yesterday from Tahiti looking taut
and trim. Very few vessels that come into,
San Francisco can sail with her, as she is'
about a* fast as they build them. She made
the round trip in 74 days, calling at the
Marquesas.

Some -weeks ago the Japan Gazette con-
tained a story of alleged murder and piracy
in the South Seas, said to have occurred
aboard the schooner Undine, owned by Mr.
Crawford of San Francisco. This story was
contradicted as the schooner in question
was wrecked on this coast several years
ago. On July 17 the barkentine City of
Papeete arrived here from Tahiti, but her
captain denied that any murders had been
committed, and said the story must have
been exaggerated in the Japan Gazette from
the fact that a couple of men ran away with
the schooner Niaaloaiti, about L5000 cash
and a quantity of goods belonging to Tahiti
merchants. The schooner was just ready
to sail, a gunboat was sent after them and
they made good their escape.

This seemed the true version of the story
until yesterday, when Captain Paulson of
the Galilee brought news which renders it
probable that the murders alleged were in
reality committed, and that, moreover, the
murderers and pirates have been captured.
The story is as follows:

After the King of Tahiti died his yacht.
Ninaloaiti, was sold, and she was loaded at
Tahiti for a trading voyage. The mate was
a young man named Roedque. From Ta-
hiti the vessel went to the South Sea Isl-
ands. About the time the trading had been
accomplished a brother of the mate went
aboard as a passenger and the vessel headed
for Tahiti again. The brothers took the
cook Into their confidence, aud one night
some poison was slipped into the food, and
all hands but the brothers and cook were
killed. The bodies were thrown overboard
and the vessel headed to the southward
again. One of the islands of the King -null
group was reached, and the cook, who was
a Kanaka, got drunk. Then be went back
to the vessel and asked the brothers for
money, which was refused. He said he
would inform the authorities of the murder.
The men laughed at him, but there was a
Spa-fetal* man-of-war in port, and half an
hour later the brothers were on board of
her loaded with chains.".

The mate of the Galilee, however, says
that the men who ran away with the
schooner and who are suspected of the hor-
rible murders were not taken in the Kings-
mill group, but outside of Manilla. The
story willprobably be either authoritatively
verified or contradicted by the next ship ar-
riving from Tahiti. Atpresent the reports
are vague and contradictory.

The Niaaloaiti is said to have been built
by Turner of Benicia. many years ago. for
Captain Iliggins of Raiatea, and was first
named the Dolly. Si.c was afterward sold
to King Pomare of Tahiti and he used ber
as a pleasure yacht. After bis death she
was sold to her present owners.

FELL-STREET SEWER SYSTEM.
Meeting of the linen Vista Club—The

right Corns i.r-iv-iy On.
The Buena Vista.Improvement Club held

its regular meet in Frank's Hal!, corner
of Fillmore and Llermauu streets, last
night, President C. K. DaaohM in the chair.
There was a large attendance or members.

John P. Dalton reported that the execu-
tive committee had been Investigating about
the assessment for the Fell-street sewer.
They had found that the law required the
assessment district to be laid out by the City
Engineer, aDd the assessment based upon
the superficial feet contained in the district,
each lot being assessed pro rata for the con-
struction of the sewer. Instead of that be-
ing done the assessment had been made per
foot frontage. Thus a man on one side of
a street may have a lot -s*l3*fand a man on
the other side a lot _ta_M; the latter would
have to pay double what the other paid be-
cause his lot happened to run to a small
street. On Oak street, from Lyon to Cole,
they had knocked off 50 feet frontage
from each lot.but had assessed the half at
the rear, which was 17. feet wider than the
front half. Property-owners. *•*• instead,
therefore, of being benefited, are made to
pay about S4 more than they are legally
entitled to pay. Therefore the assessmentwas llleeal. They had first to go before
the Board of Supervisors and if tne board
decided in their favor that would end the
matter. Butif the contractors decided upon
carrying it into the courts Attorney Mhoon
would look after their interests till the case
was finally derided. Property-owners
would not be required to contribute more
than S2 per 25-foot lot.

William Witts called attention to a de-
fective manhole at the corner of Waller and
Stelner streets. The top had been knocked
off by a wagon wt>en It was being con-
structed and sora-e^b ricks had been put In.
The defect was discovered on Thursday
last by a wagon knocking off the bricks.
This sbouid be noted as showing scamp
work and not according to specifications.

A delegation from the Upper Eureka
Valley property-owners was present and
stated that the committee appointed at the
special meeting on Wednesday night had
gone through the district, and a meeting
had been arranged tor to-morrow after-
noon at 2 o'clock, on the corner of Seven-
teenth street and Corbett place. The
majority called upon were favorable to
fighting the assessment. The delegation
asked that a committee from the club attend
the Meeting to-morrow afternoon.

The chairman appointed Mr.Dalton, Mr.
Hu*tin and Mr. Taft as the committee.

Several members are strong in their de-
nunciation of the disgraceful condition in
which the contractors nave left some of the
streets, wliich resemble miniature sandhills
mora than roadways. They think the Board
of .-supervisor* should take this matter up
and have the streetsput in propercondition.
