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Wee Ones Who Are Taught
the Three R's.
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THE FORMIDABLE CURRICULUM.

No Trouble fo Get In Papils of
Ilegal Age.

AN ACTUAL TEST MADE BY “TRE CALL.”

Three-Year-01d Annie Dver Is Enrolled
in Two Public Schools in
One Day.

*“Mere bables are being taken into the
public schools—children whose ages range
from 3 to 5 years. The school law of the
State sets the age of admission at 6, but in
their eagerness to fill up clazses depleted by
the recent drains to the parochial schools

. the teachers take in pupils who are not out
of their mothers’ arms. It is a good subject
for investigation.”

Such was the report recently made to THE
CALL. It was determined to test the truth
of the astounding assertion by letting a
CALL reporter represent himself as the
parent or guardian of one or more very
young children and ask for theirenroliment
as pupils in two of the public schools. The
reporter went out on Thursday afternoon
with a little girl named Annie Dyer, who
was born en October 18, 1888, and was there-
fore only 3 years 9 months and 24 days old.
The child selected is small for her age, and,
a8 her picture shows, 1s a mere baby. And
yet no difficulty whatever was encountered
in securing ber enrollment in the Peabody
and Longlellow schools, in each of which
she is now, to all intents and purposes, a
pupil

The seventh—a father—promised a three-
year-old, but when the reporter came at the
appointed time to get the child be bad to
deal with x!iedmo:i.«;r.

That spoiled it all.

Then an orphan asylum was tried. Thers
were plenty of small children there.

“Oh, we conldu’t think of letting one q!
our babies out with anybody. Why don’t
you go to the Infant Sheiter?”

The Infant Shelter people wanted 1o know
if there were not plenty of children to be
bad from the kindergartens.

Three kindergart=ns were tried.

*“0Oh, we conldn’t think of ii,”” was the
spswer in each "case. ‘“We want the public
sehoolsto adopt our kindergartens, and if we
Jent any aid to investigators of the public
schools we would get into trouble with the
Board of Education.”

*Why nct go to a fonndling home ?”” was
asked; but, of course, there would be Cif-
ficulties even there.

Finally an appeal was made to the So-
elety for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children.

“I'll do what I ean for you,” sald Secre-
tary Holbrook to THE CALL reporter. “It
eertainly is wrong that these babies should
be permitted to go to school. No echild
should be allowed to go until he is 7 or 8
yea:s of age.”

Mr. Holbrook looked over his list of
enildren, aud gave the names and addresses
of several.

Assistant Secretary Christie went with
the reporter, and at the second address on
tbe list a suitable child was found. She was
a very pretty doll-faced little girl named
Annie Dyer, who lived with her widowed
mother in & small tenement on Howard
street,

Anpie was seen to have pretty blue eyes,
light golden hair banged short in front, and
she wore a shoe that would not have looked
large on any one-year-old baby.

*Are you going to take that little thing ?”’
asked Mr. Christle in surprise when THE
CaLL man said Aonte wounld do. “Why
don’t you take ons a little larger? They’il
pever admitthat baby to the publie schools.””

“Perhaps not,” said TEE CALL man,
*“but we will give her a trial.”

Her mother gave the date of the chlld’s
birth as October 18, 1888, and she ought to
Enow.

This would have made the little one 3
years 9 months and 24 days old.

Annie’s mother washed and dressed tha
child and when she stood up to have her

Glaueing at the record of enroliment the
reporter saw that Anuie Dyer, No. 23, had
been enrviled as & pupil of Longfellow
Sechool.

*Are your pupils all numbered?”’ asked

*“Yes, but they have no numbers that
they know anything about. They are
werely put dow:i in the book for the teach-
er's guidance.”

“Now, what books will Annie need?”
asked the reporter.

“That will be determined later,” was the
reply in Miss Sleeper’s pleasant voice,
“When she comes to-morrow morning she
must bring a muflied slate, a sponge and
siata rag.

“Now for the candy,” were the words
that seemed to have a pleasantring to them,
for the little chiid, who ha1 not spoken a
dozen words all the time she had been out
with the r-porter, brightened up wonder-
fully and volunteered the remark, *Me
want a big lot o’ tandy.”

A good-sized box of marshmallows was
bought at a candy-shop in the neighbor-
hood, and then the car was taken for home.

WHAT SBAYS THE LAWwW?

She

Secretary Beanston of the Board of Ed-
ucation Is Interviewod.

Seeretary George Beanston of the Board
of Kdueation was asked to provide a CALL
reporter with a copy of the latest school law
and the rules of the board regarding the
age at which children ean be admitted in
the public schools of San Francisco.

“The lezal school age, fixed by the State,”
said Mr. Beans'on, pointing out section 1617
of article VIof the school law, is 6 years.
In the oninion of most persons this is rather
young. I would not send a child of mine
to sehool before he was 7.”

“But they admit them in the public
schools at 3 and 4,” said the reporter.

*“I have no doubt that there are many
pupils of the latter age in the schools,” said
Mr. Beansion, **but it is not right, and the
Board of Education does not, knowingly,
p-rmit it. The trouble is that parents will
pot always tell the truth regarding the ages
of their offspring. It is the same thing on
the streetcars when asked to pay fare for
smaltchildren.”

“How do you get your sanction of law to
permit 5-year-old pupils in the publie
schools ?”’

“I.ook here. Itsays in the same section 1
showed you, ‘Provided, that in cities and
towns in which the kindergarten has been
adopted, or may hereafter be adopted, as a
part of the publie primary schools, ehildren
may be admitted to such kindergarten
classes at the ages of 4 years,”

“But there are no kindergarten classes in
the publiec schools here. The lowest pri-
mary class is the receiving ciass, and there
the chiidren are taught reading, writing,
arithmetic, language, recitation and spelling.
Is not that a fact ?”

“We call our lowest class a recaiving
class, it is true,” said Mr. Beanston, “*but it
is a quasi-kindergarten.”

Mr. Beanston was oot asked if he thought
alegal definition of the word “*kindergarten,”
which is understood by our loeal kinder-
gartenersnot to inc'ude readiog, writing, lan-
gusge, spelling, arithmetic and recitation,
would really include those formidable
studies.

It was found on close investigation that
the kindergarten was only an incident to
and not a main feature of the primary
schools.

**Is there any division of the low receiv-
ing class by which any pupil or set of pupils
may escape the curricnlum ¢

“No. Each must take the regalar course,
just as you see it here in this ‘Revised
Course of Study of the Public Schools of San
Francisco.” There is no deviation. Take
a cory of it along with you, if you wish.”

“What is the exact language of the
board’s rule regarding age ?”

“‘Here it is—section 155: *All day schools

shall be open for the admission of pupils
over b years of age.” That rule was adopted
just one year ago. Previous to that time
we admitted only such pupils as were over
G years of age.”

*“Then no principal or teacher is permi‘ted
by this board to enroll a child represented
to be and who is actually 4 years old or
less ?”’

“No, indeed.”

The reporter thought of Baby Annie
and then he looked at the course of study
mapped out for her and the rest of the
balies in the receiving classes of the Pea-
body and Longfellow schools.

Aside from the mere course of reading,
writing, language, recitation, spelliing and
arithmetle prescribed for the baby student,
there were scme ‘‘general outlines” and
“specific directious,”” which contained the
following:

Put words on the blackboard both In print and
in seript, side by side.

Sel ¢t Liom auy good primer or first reader 50
Or Imore easy worde.

In beginning wiiting let ha'f the class practice
oD the blackboaids and the other h If on slates,

After the first five months iet puplls occasion-
ally take & lessou wilth pen and paper.

In spelling use both the o:al and written
metihod.

Teach every chiid as soon as possible to write
his own name.

Duriong the last month of the school year ask
your pupils to take home their first readers and
1ead zloud a few lesssous 1o tuelr fathers and
mothers.

1’0 not be afrald of letling children spell easy
words of two syliables; they are no barder thauo
monosyllables,

Teach chilaren to write both capital and small
letters from the begloning.,

The teachier must require the child to speak as
much as possibie.

Cuildren must be tralned 1o make correctly
the figures from 1 to 10 on blackboards aud
slates. See that they make them iu the righs
way from the beginning.

All this for the baby.

Itis a relief to note, however, that *‘if
most of the children in a receiving class are
under 6 years of age, they will be required
to take in arithmetic only Step and
the simple parts of the course in other
things.”

It will be Interesting to know what the
majority of the doctors think of such a
course of study for babies such as Annie

D{;r,
/hat would Rousseau, with his 14-year
limitation, say?

One physician well known in this city
said yesterday: “Dou’t let any one get
your children into the schools uutil they
have passed the age of 8. Send a girl to
the publie school at 3 years to take a course
of reading, writing and arithmetic?
Heavens! What would she be at 10? The
trouble i<, not that our teachers force the
children abead too fast, but that by begin-
ning so early in life, school, which has
little charmm for children anyway, becomes
a tedious bore. They grow tired of it
Eighbt years is soon encugh to begin.”

NOT A LONE INSTANCE.

Annle Dyer One of the Hundreds of Baby
Siudents.

The Peabody and Longfellow schools are
not aloce in the teaching of baby students,

It is the same in nearly all the primary
schools of the city, and particularly atthe
Lick School at Twenty - fifth and Noe
streets, and at the Lincoln, on Fifth street.
Tuae CALL bas the names aud addresses of
a dozen chiidren who are not more than 4

years of age who have been enrolled at the
different public schools.

LEAGUE OF PROGRESS.

An Open Letter to the People of the
State of California.

The League of Progress issued yesterday
&n open letter to the people of California
relative to the question of the collection of
State tolls on the city front,

Takiog up the plan formulated by the Board
of Control of the California League of Progress
for Lhe collection of “State tolls,” which plau
has been forwaided to the State Board of Har-
vor Cominlssiouers for thelr consideration and
brought to your attentlon by the press, we re-
quest your careful conslderation of this oven
letter aud the views it expresses in relation to
the proposed eonstruction of a unlon ferry depot
ar the foot of Market street,

11 1s proposed to issue State bonds to ralse the
money necessary to consiruct these ferry bulid-
fugs. These bonds are to be pald at maturity
from funds coliected by the Harbor Commis-
sioners. Itis an admiited fact that various pri-
vale corporations derive & laige revenue from
the smal! charge for “State tolls” on merehan-
dise ariiving 1o and shipped from San Fran-
cisco. The “tale g<ts no Leunefit from the col-
lection of tolls on merchandise that airives or
1« stlpped in less than ton lota. 1he transporta-
tion companies, comprising rallroads, steamship
lines. and fn fact common carrlers of every class,
colisct 5 cents on every shipment, however small
in bulk or light In welght, aud receive In the
aggregate a sum very much 1o excess of 6 cents
per ton on the [relghits they handle, They set-
tle with the Harbor Commissoners by the pay-
ment of 5 cents per ton, ‘*State tolls.”” The re-
malnder they couvert to their own use and bene-
fit. If this toll Is collectable for the benefit of
the State and not for the use of these private
parties who for years havederived a large rev-
enue by their unwarranted collections fiom
shippers and couslgnees of merchandise, why
sthould this diversion of public mouey b- permit-
ted to continu-? Why should not the State re-
celve all the toils that are collected and npot a
molety of them as under the present system? It
is said, and we belleve it to be true, that
the amount of mauney diverted from the State
funds to the coffers of piivate corporations
would be amply sufficient In a year or two
to bulld and pay for a unton depot at the foot of
Market street that would be an architeciural
adornment to the water fiont, and large enough
for the sccommodation of the present and all
the additional ferry systems that will be estab-
lisbed and operated In the future. lun offering
this suggestion the young business men comprls-
ing our organization, having a positive knowledge
of the immense nwount of “*State tolls” diverted
from Its proper chaunels, earnestly appeal to the
citizens of the State at lurge and 10 the members
of the Board of State Haibor Commissioners in
particular to give this open letter not only their
careful but their prompt considerallon.
