A busy man owing to
the nature and extent of his private inter-
ests he has always found time to work for
the public welfare, and his election to the
Senate two years ago was a recognition of
his faithful services. That he was elected
no one who voted for him had the slightest
cause to regret, and his record in the upper

house of the Legislature was that of a man
faithful to the best interests of the peopie.
To his high office he took with Lim the same
intelligence and industry which ne had al-
ways displayed in private life, and he labored
hara and conscientiousiy for his people.
The chief work which he accomplished,
however, and the one which occupied the
greater portion of his time, owing to the
committee chairmanship, to which he had
been named by Lieutenant-Govermor Red-
dick, was the reapportionment of the State.
The task was an arduons one, and required
the most consummate skill and evergy, but
he performed it with raresagacity and to the
almost entire satisfaction of all” concerned.
Even the Democrats, who were hostile to a
Republican reapportionment,were compelled
to acknowledge that the work was well

done, and while some effort was made to
eriticiza it on account of party, the
keenest eritic could not elaim that it
partook of the nature of an offensive gerry-
mander. On the contrary, it was found to
rectify the inequalities of the former ap-
portionment, and was so entirely satisfac-
tory that it was rezarded as a model of good
judgment and fairness. For his services
Senator Voorhees was warmly applauded,
and he found that he bad added greatly to
his strength, In the Senatorial fight, the
echoes of which are still heard, and where
the struggle was long and severe, he re-
mained from first to 1ast a warm supporter
of George G. Blanchard in spite of the great
infizences which were brought to bear
upon hiwm. On every ballot he was found
voting for Mr. Blanehard, and refused to
desert him at any stage of the contest.
The late George Blanchard was his friend,
and loyally he stood by him to the end.
That is the kind of a man Senator Voorhees

has shown himself to be, and it 12 not to be
wondered at as a consequence that he is
held in such high esteem by those who know
him best,

At the Stockton convention he was elected
as an alternate delegate to the national
gathering at Mivneapolis ana was present
during the great struggle between the
Blaine and Harrison forees. Following his
personal preferences he advoeated the nom-
Ination of the former, but the moment the
resuit was announced he displayed his party
loyvaity by aunounecing his litention to
labor with ail the influence at his command
for the election of the ticket chosen. 1o
fact there is no more consistent party ser-
vaut than he, and the weight of his influ-
ence Is certaiu to be felt in the battle which
is coming on.

There is probably no more familiar name
in San Francisco than that of the gentleman
who is the subject of this sketeh.

Easton was born on the island of Nantucket
in 1848, but has resided in this city since he
was six years of age. He graduated from

In political circlea Mr. Esston oceapies
a prominent place, being an active Repub-
ican and ex-president of the Union League,
and is chairman of the finance committes of
the Republican State Central Committee.

Dr. Joseph Pescia, who served two terms
as Supervisor in the city and county of San

After
mastering the rudiments of edueation
Joseph was placed in Si. Ignatius College,
from which he graduated in 1875. He then
entered the medical college of the State
University, from which institation he grad-
uated with distinguished honors. So ambi-
tious was he to master the science of his
profession that he spent much time in the
wards of the City and Coanty Hospital to
improve his clinical knowledge, going
thence to Earope and visiting medical col-
leges in Euogland, France and Germuny.
Before he was eligible to take a medical
course in his native Italy he found it neces-
sary to take a degree in an Italian univer-
sity. Alflter deingso he entered the Superior

Some men possess the enviable faculty of
making friends of pearly every one with
whom they come in coutact.

He served with eredit under
Coypty Clerk Dav.es as clerk of Judge Wal-
lace’s court, and now fills the same position
under County Clerk Blattner in Judge He
bard’s court.
