FILHT WITH CANNIBALS.

Some 15 years ago I was harpooner on a
New Bedford whaler. We were out fora
four years’ voyage, and had been fairly sue-
cessful. We had just finished a season at
the Chatham Islands In the South Pacific,
and were among the FijiIslands after hump-
hack whales. Time huug heavily on our
hands, as whales were scarce, and we spent
our time making fancy articles, such as
canes, workboxes, ete., which we could sell
in New Zealand at exorbitant rates.

QOne day the captain happened to want
some cocoanut woed for canoes, so he or-
dered a boat cleared away, and the second
mate and five men jumped in and rowed to
the nearest island to procure & young tfee,
I was among the nnmber, and thought ita
fine chance to stretch my legs ashore fora
while. We took no arms, as these islands
are many of them uninbabited by man or
peast, but we bitterly regretted ‘Lhi_s later on.

The island was scarcely two miles away,
and not a breath ruffled the surface of the
blue waters as we sped along.

It was not till afterward we learned the
probable cause of theiraitack. The cocoa-
put tree is sacred in some of these islands
and it is death to fell one. We had a narrow
escape.

Another electric street railway was
formally opehed vesterday alterncon by
running a car over the line with a number
of stockholders, press representatives and
others aboard. It is the Metropolitan Rail-
way, which etarts at Powell and Eddy
streets and runs to the power-house on
Carl street and Forest avenue via Golden
Gate Park. Everything worked smoothly
from the first revolution of the big engine,
and President Weunde!l Easton is extremely
well satisfied with his entarprise.

At 2:30 o’clock car 4 started from Van
Ness avenue and O’Farrell street and made
the run to the power-house, a distance of
five and a half miles, io 25 minutes. Be-
sides DPresident Easton, the passengers
comprised C. A. Fletcher (secretary of the
company), Electrician Willard, Superin-
tendent A. J. Iddings, F. P. Hooper, S. W.
Levy, W. C. Murdock, Alex Calver, Otto
Blankhart and R. B. Hockstadter. But one
track is in operation at present, but the
entire road will be open for traflic by the
1st of September.

The cars used are the latest design in fin-
ish and utility, being fitted wilh three
trucks, which do away with that recking
motion in the double-iruck ear. Iu the two
end trucks are located the motors, each of 25
horse-power, that can easilyvdrive the car at
the rate of 20 miles per hour. So powerful are
the motors that on a down grade the brake
can be thrown off, the current reversed and
the car started the other way without shift-
ing the trolley.

For the present the road will be operated
by electricity from Van Ness avenue out.
An fujunction taken out by the city re-
strains the erection of poles from the aveuue
to the starting point at Powell and Eddy
streets, but this distance will Le covered by
horsecars until the injonction is lifted. Mr.
Easton is confident of winning his point.
The franchise calls for an electrie road, and
at present as the ouly way of successfully
cperating the road is by the overhead trol-
ley svstem the city willeventualiy have to
give in.

When completed the line will carry pas-
sengers from the Baldwin Hotel to the
Olympic Club grounds and the beach for
one fare, whereas they now pay two. The
service is much quicker and it is the inten-
tion to put on a large service, ons-minute
cars if necessary. The company now has 12
cars al the power-house, but will start the
road with double that number. Every-
thing connected with the enterprise except
the car trucks was turned out in this city.
The engine, a handsome piece of machiuery
turned out by the Risdon Iron Works, is of
500 horse-power, which drives three
dynamos. Two are sufficient to operate the
system, but there is roem for the addition
of a double plant should the line be ex-
tended. The power-house is a wodel of
convenience, being fitted with offices,
directors’ room, handsomely furnish«d, and
a library and reading-room for the ewm-
ployes. Less than one year ago tie enter-
prise was placed on foot and worked toa
successful issue by Mr. Easton, who has been
the head and front in every direction,

All sales to be
made fr.on beoths located by the proper de-
partment of the exposition. Peddling will
not be permitted. The number of booths
to be such as may be agreed upon. All
booths, fixtures and fittings to be put in at
the expense of the grantee, and designs of
Looths to be subject to the approval of the
proper department of the exposition.

Bids to be made as foliows: 1. For the
exclusive coucession (except as treatad of).
2. If awarded to not moere than two par-
ties. 3. 1f awarded to not more than
three parties.

Bida to be based as follows: (a) a gross
