Over a Thousand Boys Desire to

Become Christian...

Splendid Turnout of the Boys' Brigade—lm-

mense Congregation at the Pavilion

Last Overflow Meeting.

Evangelist Mills had a glorious day of it
yesterday, and his face was beaming last
night us he spoke for a minute to a reporter
Of The Cam. nf the boys' meeting in the
Mechanics' Pavilion. "Just think of it,"

lie said, "One thousand and sixteen boys
sending in cards that they want to be
Christians. Isn't it wonderful!" The
meeting was undoubtedly one of the greatest

sights that has ever been witnessed la San
Francisco. Itwas the boys' day aud they

did credit to themselves and to the city by
turning out in such large numbers and by

their splendid Behavior during the service.
There is great hope for San Francisco in
her boys and well may she feel proud of
them.

In the morning Mr. Mills preached to
boys in the First Methodist Church on
Powell street and had a large attendance.

Mrs. Mills, wife of the evangelist,
preached to young girls in Calvary Presby-
terian Church ie the afternoon while her
husband was preaching to boys In the Pa-
vilion. The gifted lady had a large and at-
tentive congregation. ,",

The Mechanics' Pavilion was crowded in
every part last night long before the service
commenced and an overflow meeting, which
Was attended by over 1000 people, was held
in Scottish Hall, a lew doors from the
Pavilion. The overflow meeting was con-
ducted by C. N. Crittenion, the millionaire
evangelist. The meeting in the Pavilion
was a grand one, not only in point of attend-
ance but i:the larce number of conver-
sions snd the immense number who re-
mained to the after service.

Thursday next is to be a great day spirit-
Dally. Already a large number of business
and professional men have agreed to shut
down on tlmt day and last night over 400- _

ed cards agreeing to close their places
cf business. Very few refusals have been
met with and itis hoped that it will he a
general holiday. Inother cities where the
evangelist has labored such a day has al-
ways been set apart and almost universally
observed.

THE BOYS' MEETING.

The Mechanic..* r-.Tllloi_ Filled Willi the
Blame Generation.

"Most of us have never seen a congrega-
tion like tes before," said Evangelist Mills
at the Mechanics' Pavilion yesterday after-
noon. Ad he was right. The immense
building was nearly filled with boys of all
sizes, from the small boy of 5 or 6 years of
nge to the boy just merging into his young
manhood. And they represented the future
men of the nation gathered together tolisten
to words that no doubt sank deeply into
their souls. The two front rows of scats
were i ecu pied by Chinese boys. There was
an attempt at the commencement of the ser-
vice, by about a dozen buys ia the rear part
of the hall, to create a disturb but Mr.
Mills soon put an end to their misbehavior
by threatening to place any dicta ber in the
hands of the city authorities.

The Boys' Brigade, in their neat blue
uniforms, assembled at Union square
shortly after 2 o'clock, where a large crowd
bad gathered to see tbem. There were 'wo
batteries, the California battalion com-
prising the Presbyterians, Episcopalians,
Bapti.ts and Congregatioualists, under
command of Captain George Leonard and
Adjutant D. H. :nell, and the Epworth
battalion, comprising the Methodists, under
command ol Captain Joseph Berry and Ad-
jutant i;. 1. mouth.

Af'ier all had been got in readiness they
formed fours and marched to the music of'
the diitm along Geary street to Taylor,
down Taylor to Golden Gate avenue, along
the avenue to Larkin, down Larkin to the
pavilion.

There were ab ut 1300 in line, and they
presented a splendid api eai am • Their
marching was also, on the whale, admir-
able.

Seats had been reserved for them in the
pavilion, and as tbey entered the choir sang
"Marching Ou." After they were seated

"My Country, 'Tis of Thee." all standing
up. It was sung grandly.

Mr. Mills made The followingannounce-

ments: Service every afternoon till
Wednesday in the Calvary Presbyterian
Church, the service this afternoon for
women only, conducted by Mr*. Mills. Ser-
vice every evening id the pavilion.

"Thursday," he said, "willbe the great-
est day spiritually San Francisco has ever
seen. Services willbe held all day from 8
in the morning till10 at night. At8 in the
morning service willbe held in the homes,
at 9in all the churches, at 10 a. m., 2:30 P.
m. and 7:45 p. m. at the pavilion. iam told
that many of your leading merchants and
manufacturers will close their places of
business that day and professional men
willclose their offices so that we can have
a day holy to God in this city. The schools
willalso be closed and Iwant all you boys
to come to these meetings here.

"On Tuesday nightIwillpreach a special
sermon to young men here on "the perils of
young men' and the best seats willbe re-
served for them."
Corinthians, iv,14: "Asmy beloved sons Iwarn you." "1 think," he said, "we all
know what ifmeans to be warned. Iwant
to throw a lantern this afternoon right in
the sight of every boy in this building.

"Arailroad man once took a lantern and
went along the track. He fell between the
ties.and saw that there had been a wash-
out. lie knew a train was coming soon and
he wauled to warn the engineer of his dan-
ger.

Mr. Mills said: "We had a wonderful

meeting Iere this afternoon. Ten hundred
and sixteen cards were received from
boys expressing their desire to be Chris-
tians. lam glad to have had a hand in
striking the devil such a black eye ns that.
He then made the same announcements as
in the afternoon and. referring to Thurs-
day, made a powerful appeal for men to

Close their place of business that day. "All
along the coast," he said, "there has been
no place where we have labored but busi-
ness has been largely suspended for Al-
mighty God. Even in some places the
Mayor has issued a proclamation declaring'
the day a general holiday. Ifpea believe in
righteousness and morality. If you believe
in San Francisco, then 1 ask you to do this
for God's service. -It is asked that business
places be closed from 9:30 A.M. to ISU. and
from 2to 4:. P. M."

Cards were distributed, and between 400
and 500 were returned signed by men agree-
ing to close their stores and offices on
Thursday.

Mr. Mills remarked: "If this be not a
union of people believing and trusting God
In their hearts then there never cau be such
a union."

Mi.Greenwood then sang "Oil, to have no
hope in Jesus."

The evangelist selected for his text Lam-
entations i:__:, "is itnothing to you." "Is
itnothing to you," he said, "that you are a
sinner. A very wise man has said that
only fools meek at sin. This was not said
harshly, but simply meant a man may be a
sinner and not be concerned about that fact.
Though a man give all wealth, a!. power
and ail honor if in the struggle to thai end
his soul he cramped or bruised, that man in
'.he midst of his successes must sit like the
leprous Naaman crying in heartrending,
agonizing supplication, 'Oh wretched men
that Iam, who shall deliver u.e from this
body of death.*

"There was a sporting man in Toronto

who wanted to go to a prize tight. lie
rushed down to the wharf and jumped on a
boat that was just leaving.

"Is itnothing to yon that this would be a
grand time to commence a Christian life?A revival of religion is the greatest blessing
that comes tea community. Some peonle
say it is only for women and children. My
friend, a revival Is the only lime when men
c;in get into the kingdom of God. Idoubt
if all the pastors know of 100 men who
have been converted unless by a revival. I
willprove it.

"_Sow every man convened after lie was
25 years of age and who was not so con-
verted by a revival, just stand up tillIcan
count you. Icount 39 men and one woman.
fLaugh ter] Just think of that. Only 39
wen saved after they were 25 years old that
were not saved by a revival. Almost half
of this vast congregation are n; a— least
about 30C0 are men, and only 93 who were
not converted at a revival. Itell you it's a
man's opportunity to get into the kingdom
of God."

Some people say they don't like the ex-
citement at a revival. My friend, you
never 'aw such a quiet assemblage in your
life. W !.y, the bosh of the day of judgment
prevails at these revival meetings. And
you know it. Then they say they are
afiaid those converted at revivals willnot
hold out, especially young people. It's an
awful heresy to think that children must go
away and have to be brought back to God.

1 I.AYKI.TO GOD.
"Pray God my little ones may be con-

vened when a revival is at white heat.
Ministers say that their most earnest mem-
bers are oeople who have almost all become
converted in times of revival.

"Another fact m that four-fifths of ail the
church membership have been co:.verted at
revivals. Iwill prove it. All who com-
menced to be Christians when there was
some revival or special Interest in the
churh or community stand up." After a
pause Mr. Mills said: "1 estimate about
2500 people have stood up. Now, those who
commenced to be Christians when there
was no revival or special interest in the
church or community stand up." Aftera
pause he said : •'There seems to be about
two-thirds who have been converted at re-
vivals.

"The proportion here does not seem as
great as in other parts of the United Mates.
In Connecticut the average was four-filths
In times of revival, and 1have never seen so
small a percentage as here. In many cities
1 have seen itnineteen-twentieth-..

"If yon do uot commence in.Sin Fran-
cisco now you will throw away two-thirds
of the probability that you will ever get
Into the Kingdom of God at all. Can thesorrows of your wife that you are not a
Christina and the thoughts of your children
not move you to become a Christian now?
Is itnothing to you?

"Only one more question. Are you notaware that this may too your last opportun-
ity to accept Christ? lam no mere alarm-
ist, bin 1 would fail In my duty as a
Christian if Idid uot say that this may beyour last opoortanity.

"When 1 wa- at Santa AnaIspoke of thelast opportunity. Itmight be the last year,
the last month, the last day, the last hour,
the last minule, the last second. A mail
who had been sitting in front of me went
out from the meeting He went down the
sb ps and had taken but a few steps, laugh-
ing and speaking lightlyand earnestly, soa policeman who saw him said, when sud-
denly be fell as ifstruck by a leadou bullet
dead. ..-*:%-

The evangelist then offered a fervent
prayer, after which cards were distributed
to be signed by those who wished to com-

FALL SHOOTING FESTIVAL

George lie!iii Becomes
"

Shoot-
ing King" for 1892.

Splendid Scores Made by the Markmen-Tha
Record Broken ia Point Shooting and

King Marksmanship.

The first day of the annual fall festival of
the California Schuetzeu Club was opened
yesterday with the greatest enthusiasm on
the part of the many marksmen who had
assembled at Schuetzen Park, near San
Rafael. To-day willalso be devoted to the
targets, and the festival will bo concluded
to-night.

The California Club is the oldest rifle
organization on the coast, and twice during

the year gives a shooting festival and invites
all marksmen to enter. There were, la ad-
dition to the San Francisco marksmen,
representative riflemen from Oakland, Ala-
meda, Petalums, San Kafael and Sacra-
memto The inducements offered to tho
contestants were many, and the prizes to
be obtained for successful marksmanship
were quite valuable.

The shooting commenced promptly at 8
o'clock in the morning, and a constant
fusillade of firearms was kept up until 6
o'clock in the evening. There were about
MO marksmen at the different targets, and
as many of them tired over 300 rounds, and
Seine of them as many as TOO, it willbe seen
that the riflemen assembled were prepared
to do active work.

Maty of the contestants had two and
seine three breech-loaders, and only parted
will)a gun when the barrel became so hot
from constant firing that its use became
dangerous. Others had attendants on hand
who were loading shells and getting the new
arms ready when the one inuse became un-
comfortable. There was a great hurrying
from one target to another in the endeavor
of the anxious marksmen to find a target
that had the least number of waiting rifle-
men.

The people who were in such great haste
and so anxious to put In their shot were the
riflemen who were contesting for the honor
of "..hootltig king," and outers who were
endeavoring to win a master sharpshooter's
diploma by scoring 350 points in the day's
shoot. As it is necessary to hit the bullseye
in order to score a point, it willbe seen that
the undertaking is quite a difficult ta.k and
requires time and science combined toobtain
the desired result. When some of these
marksmen reached a target thai was unoc-
cupied they would often inn... as mani-
as lOshois lata the target without leaving
toe shooting-box. Allthese shots were tiled
as rapidly as accuracy would permit.

THE LADIES' G_»l._-F.t.Y.

The ladies' gallery conuecied with the
shooting-stand was wall tilled all day by
members of the fair sex. They did not
appear to be annoyed by the constant ex-
plosion if powder and cheered on the suc-
cessful marksman by waving of handker-
chiefs and clapping of bands. Many of
the- in were provided with cpera-glasses and
watched the result of each shot with as
mncn eagerness as the participants.

The different styles of targets were
sufficient to suit tlie most exacting mark.—
men. There were poiot target., honorary
targets and man targets. All appeared to
bo well patronized, as a string of riflemen
presented themselves before each and mani-
tested a de.iro to gel a chance at the de-
lusive bullseye.

The way that bullseye danced and jumped
ni it swung around when some of the un-
initiated put their gone to their shoulders
was a caution. The spectators enjoyed to
see a novice take otf his hat and wave itIn
the air, immediately alter a shot, and call
for a bullseye. But when the marker's
disk would indicate a bad shot, and some-
times imiss, the laughter was long nud
load, to the great discomfiture of the ex-
pectant participant.

ANXIOUS MOMENTS.
There were times during the day's con-

test when the interest manifested by all
became very keen. When a marksman
would have two good shots on the honorary
target, or three on the man-target, and
needed but 'ne more goc ci shot to place him
c i) top, he was »ate by all withIntense
interest. Very often his friends would take
him aside and offer all kinds of advice to
keep bis nerve cool. Some of the luck.v
mark-men would immediately follow up
their store, regardless of consequences;
oth. rs would take a stroll around the
park preparatory to making • the final
attempt, while others, would lake a
little .oda and something to keep
off the shakes. hen the fortunate
rifleman followed up the good shooting and
placed his last shot near the center of tiie
bullseye ne received cheer alter cheer from
his .ilairing comrades. Although the rifle-
men are iv strong competition while iv the
shootings. i the best of fellow-feeling
exists am. them, and they are aiways
ready to gia»p a comrade's hand whore-
tires from tin? shoollng-box with a good
score to his credit.

CONDITIONS OK Iill-. CONTEST.
The conditions <>( the contest are that all

shooting willbo off-band, distance of target
200 yards, all rifles, not over 45 caliber,
spooling not more than 70 grains of powder.
Ailsights, with the exception of telescope,
were allowed. As to the pullof the trig-
ger the marksman could suit his own fancy.
The sharpshooter could gratify his deucale
touch with the hair-trigger, while the
doughty guardsman was allowed his own
way with the 6-pound drag.

The point targets consist of a 12-inch
bull-eye aivided into three points. The 24
and 25 lines of the IP-flag target are Bat-
ed as three points. This represents a circle
three inches in diameter. The 22 and 23
rings eoaat two points and the remainder
of the bullseye is counted as one point

At these targets all the marksmen Who
lay claim to being well up i,marksmanship
were assembled. All were busy in the en-
deavor to roll up a goodly number of points
and at the same timorun the chance of ob-taining a good center inone of their lucky
shots.

The sharpshooters who were firinga king
ticket were also doing their work at the
point target.

As a reward for skill in markmanship the
club gives the following prises for points
won: A silver medal or$2 50 for allmarks-
men shooting 60 points, $2 00 extra for 100
points, $2 .vi extra for 175 points and |2 50
extra for -ion points, and S5 more and a
laurel wreath and diplomas as master sharp-
shooter for marksmen shooting HO points,
and $."> additional for every 150 points over
this amount.

At the point-target the marker does not
resort to the disk to indicate the value of the
shot. When a point is made he indicates
the same by the wavingof a flag. For three
points a red flag is shown, for two points a
pine flag auei for one point a yellow flag.
This deviation from the ordinary wav of
marking caused considerable inquiry on the
part of spectators who hod not before wit-
nessed it When the target was explained
to them the marking was immediately un-
derstood end much interest manifested at
the skill of each marksman was signaled
from the butts.

As the club provided 14 point-targets there
was room enough fur all who wished to
pl»ce a large number of points in his score.
The highest number of point*made bysome

'1he score of 1297 points, made by John
ftschig, is the highest score on record and
is a wonderful day's work at the target.
His anxiety to score a large number of
points caused him to be less careful than
usual and his score for king was less than
his usual average.

SIIOOTI.V'i KINO.
All the crack marksmen wbo wished

to win the honor of being "shooting
king" were required to fire 300 shots, and
the marksman scoring the greatest number
of points In his first 300 shots was declared
the winner. The king receives a handsome
diamond medal in addition to casb prizes
for points and centers.

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CHAPTER CXI.
An Act to provide for the issuance and sale

of State bonds to create a fund for tie
construction and furnishing by the Board
of State Harbor Commissioners of agen-

, eral ferry and passenger depot \in the city
and county of San Francisco ;to create a
sinking fund for the payment of said
bonds, and providing for the submission
of this act to a vote of the people.

[Approved March 17, 1891. J
The People of the State of California, rep-

resented in Senate and Assembly, do
enact as follows:
Section 1. For the purpose of providing

a fund for the payment of the indebted-
ness hereby authorized to be incurred by
the Board of State Harbor Commissioners,
for the erection and furnishing of a general
railroad, passenger and ferry depot at or
near the foot of -Market street. In the city
and county of San Francisco, at a cost not
to exceed $600,000, which the said Board of
State Harbor Commissioners are hereby
authorized to construct in the manner aud
method authorized by law, and at a cost
not to exceed said $600,000, the State Treas-
urer shall, immediately after the Issuance
of the proclamation oi the Governor, here-
inafter provided for, prepare suitable bonds
of the State of California: One thousand
bonds, in the denomination of $100 each;
COO bonds, in thedenomination of $500 each;

250 bonds, in the denomination of $1000
each. The whole Issue of said bonds shall
nol exceed the sum of $(JOO,OCO, which said
bonds shall bear interest at the rate of 4
per centum per annum from their date, and
shall be payable at the office of the State
Treasurer at the expiration of 19 years
from their date. Said bonds shall bear date
the hrst day of January, A. D.1893, and shall
be payable on the firstday ofJanuary, A.D.
1912. The interest accruing on said bonds
Bhallbedue and payable at the office of
said Treasurer on the first day of January
and the first day of July of each year; pro-
vided, that the first payment of interest
shall be made on the first day ofJuly, A.D.
1893, on so many of said bonds as havebeen
theretofore issued. At the .expiration of
19 years from the date of said bonds, they
shall cease to bear interest and said Treas-
urer shall forthwith pay the same out of tho
San Francisco Depot Sinking Fund, pro-
vided for hereinafter in this act. Said
bonds shall be signed by the Governor,
countersigned by the Controller, indorsed
by said Treasurer, and shall have the .eat
of tho State affixed thereto.

Sec. 2. Interest coupons shall be attached
to each bond, so that they may be removed
without injury or mutilation to the bond.
Said coupons, consecutively numbered,
shall be signed by the State Treasurer, But
no interest on any of said bonds shall be
paid for any time which may intervene be-
tween the date of any of said bonds and the
Issue thereof to a purchaser.

Sec. 3. The sum of $1000 is hereby appro-
priated to pay the expense that may be in-
curred by the State Treasurer in' having
said bonds prepared. Said amount shall lie
paid out of the San Francisco Harbor Im-
provement Fund, on Controller's warrants
duly urawn for that purpose.

Sec. 4. When the bonds authorized to bo
issued under this act shall be duly executed,
numbered consecutively, and sealed, they
shall be by the State Treasurer sold at pub-
lic auction to the highest bidder for casn.
and in such parcels as said Treasurer shall
deem best; but he must reject any and all
bids for said bond*, or any of them, which
shall be below the par value of aaid bonds;
and lie may, by public announcement at the
place of sale, continue such sale, as to the
whole or any part thereof, to any time and
place he may select Due notice of tlie
place and time of sale of such bonds shall
be given by said Treasurer, by publication
in two newspapers published in the city and
county of San Francisco, and also in two
newspapers published in the city of Oak-
land, two published in the city of Los An-
geles, and two published in the city ot .*-*...\u25a0-
-ramento, once a week for four weeks prior
to such sale. The costs of such publication
shall be paid out of tbe San Francisco Har-
bor Improvement Fund, on Controller's
warrants duly drawn for that purpose. The
proceeds of the sale of such bonds shall be
forthwith paid over by said Treasurer into
the treasury, and must be by him kept in a
separate fund, to be known and designated
as the "San Francisco Depot Fund," and
must be used exclusively fur the building
and furnishing of said depot. Draft-; and
warrants upon said fund shall be Drawn
upon and shall be paid out of said fund in
the same manner as drafts and warrants
are dr^wn upon and paid out of the San
Francisco Harbor Improvement Fund.

Sec 5. For the payment of the principal
and interest of said bonds a sinking fund,
to be known and designated as. the ''Saa

Francisco .Depot Sinking Fund, .-.nil oe
and the same is hereby created, as follows:
The State Treasurer shall, on the firstata?
ot each and every month after the date of
said bonds, take from the San Francisco
Harbor Improvement Fund the sum of
$4031, and place the same in said San Fran-
cisco Depot Sinking Fun), created by
this section. Said Treasurer shall, on
Controller's warrants duly drawn for
that purpose, employ the moneys in
said sinking fund ln the purchase of bonds
of the United States, which said bonds shall
be kept In a proper receptacle, appropri-
ately labeled ;but he must keep always on
band a sufficient amount of money in sail
sinking fund with which to pay the interest
on the State bonds herein provided to bo
Issued. And to provide means for the pay-
ment of said sum of five thousand ens
hundred and thirty-one dollars, monthly,
from said San Francisco Harbor Improve-
ment Fund Into said San Francisco Depot
Sinking Fund and for the other payments
out olsaid fund authorized by this act, and
as provided for therein, the said Board of
State Harbor Commissioners are hereby
authorized and directed, by the collection
of dockage, wharfage, toils, rents and cran-
age, to collect a sum of money sufficient
therefore, over and above the amount
limited by section two thousand five hun-
dred and twenty-six of the political code of
the State of California. After the payment
of all said bonds the surplus or balance re-
maining lnsaid sinking fund, if any thero
bo, shall forthwith be paid into the San
Francisco Harbor Improvement Fund. At
the maturity of said State bonds the said
Treasurer shall sell the United States bonds
then in said sinking fund, at governing mar*

ket rates and place the proceeds in said San
Francisco Depot Sinking Fund and shall
pay out the same inextinguishment of said
State bonds, on Controller's warrants duly
drawn for that purpose.

Sec. 6. The State Treasurer shall keep
fullnnd particular account aud record of
allhis proceedings under this act and he
shall transmit to the Governor an abstract
of nilhis proceedings thereunder, with his
annual report, to be by the Governor laid
before the Legislature; and all books and
papers pertaining to the matter provided for
in this act shall at all times be open to the
inspection of any party interested, or the
Governor, or Attorney-General, or a com-
mittee of either branch of the Legislature,
or a joint committee of both.

Sec. 7. Itshall be the duty of the State
Treasurer to pay the interest on said bonds
when the same fails due, out of the sinking
fund provided for in this act, on Con-
troller's warrants duly drawn for that pur-
pose. .-" -.

Sec. 8. This act, Ifadopted by the people,
ns hereinafter provided for. shall take effov
on the thirty-first day of December, A. D.
sighteen hundred and ninety-two, as to ail
its provisions, except those relating to and
necessary for its submission to the people
nud for returning, canvassing and pro-
claiming the votes and as to said excepted
provisions this act shall take effect immedi-
ately.

Sec. 9. This act shall be submitted to the

people of the S ate of California for their
ratification at the next general electiou to
be holden in the month of November, A. D.,
eighteen hundred and ninety-two; and the
qualified electors of tbe State shall, at said
election, on their ballots, vote for oragainst,
this act; those voting for the same shall
write or have printed on their ballots the
words "For the San Francisco Depot Act,"
and those voting against the same shall
write or have printed on their ballots tho
words "Against the San

'
Francisco Depot

Act." The Governor of this State shall in-
clude the submission of ibis act to the
people as aforesaid inhis proclamation call-
ing for said general election.

Sec. 10. The votes cast for or against
this act shall be counted, returned and can-
vassed, and declared in the same manner
and subject to the same rules as votes
cast for State officers; and ifitappear that
said act shall have received a majority of
all the votes cast for and against itat such
election as aforesaid, then the same shall
bave effect as hereinbefore provided and
shall be irrepealable until the principal and
interest of the liabilities herein treated
shall be paid and discharged and the Gover-
nor shall make proclamation thereof; but
Ifa majority of the votes cast as aforesaid
are against this act, then the same shall be
and become void.

Sec. 11. Itshall be the duty of the Secre-
tary of State to have this act published in
at :least one newspaper in each county, or
city and county, ifone be published therein,
throughout this State, for three , months
next preceding the general election to be

eighteen hundred and ninety-two. The
costs of such publication shall be paid out
of tbe General Fund, on Controller's war-
rants duly drawn for that purpose.

Sec. 12. This act may be known and cited
as the "San Francisco Depot Act."•;

Sec. 13. Allacts or parts of acts in con-
filet wtih the provisions of this act are here-
by repealed.
