Great Britain’s latest move 1s the
scheming to establish a strong naval sta-
tion in Korea. The Nichi Nichi Shimbun
says that an alarming telegram has reached
it from KFusan stating that the British naval
authorities, with the agreement of the Cui-
nese Government, have applied to the Gov-
ernment of Korea for permission to buiid a
godown at Port Hamiiton, The request
states that the godown is required for stor-
ing coals, provisions, ete., for the use of
the British squadron, but we fear that they
are scheming to establish a strong naval
#tation, and if our surmise is correct our
Government must be very careful in the
matter.

WRECK OF A STEAMER.

Exciting Experience of Survivors of a
Vessel Which Foundered.

The steamer Queen Margaret, which ar-
rived at Singapore on July 15, brought the
captain and chief engineer and a portion of
the crew and some passengers of the Pe.
naug-owned steamer Miiton, who were
picked up in an epec boat at sea on the 11th
inst, They all bore traces of having suf-
fered severe privations. The Milton left
Penang at 6 o’clock on the evening of Wed-
nesday, July 6, with a full eargo, bound for
Langkat. Her Plim:oll mark was well
free, and there was nothing to indicate that
she was in any way uverioaded. Neverte-
less she at once begean to make water, and
by the next morning the captain ordered the
boats to be got ready. Tue deck cargo was
jettisoned, which operation made no mate-
rial decrease in the inrush of water. The
captain was down in the hold endeavoring
to find the leak, whep, hearing a noise on
deck, he came up and fouud that a panic
had taken place among the crew and Asiatie
passengers and that they had taken all
the four ship’s beats. Two of the boats,
smastied and bottom upward, were being
washed abost by the side of the ship, aud
the other two boats,-filled with passengers
and some of the crew, were pulling away
from the ship. They were hailed to come
back but tcok no notice.

Just at this time a Mr. Baringo, his ger-
vant and a firemau were seen preparing to
jump into the sea after the boats. There
was a big sea running, which made such a
procedure extremely dangerous. 'The cap-
tain called out to them to desist, but they
went over the side, disappeared and were
never seen again. . Only 11 hands all told
remained on the Milton, and they at once
set to work throwing all the cargo over-
board. Tuis work went on vigorously
until about 2 o’clock, when a little outside
interest was evinced by the sppearance of
a large white steamer, not far from the
ship, passing to the northward. The en-
sign, upside down, was hoisted on the fore-
masthead ; and between the masts the sig-
pal ‘want assistance’ was hoisted; distress
rockets were fired, but the steamer took no
notice and coutinued her course. An hour
later one of the Milton’s boats was seen to
be making back to the ship, and sure
ecough she came alongside, The captain at
once took command and put all-hands, in-
cluding the passengers, on to the work of
jettisoning cargo and baling out the water,
as the yumps being choked could not be
worked. There were two Achinese passen-
gers among those who returned in the
boat, and when they saw what was to be
done they simply refused o assist and,
pulling out their knives, they made for the
boat agaipn. Great difficulty was experl-
enced in keeping these two men in order,
and 1t was only after strict measures had
been taken that they were subdued.

Seeing that it was impossible to keep the
ship afioat, and that she gradually was go-
ing down by the head, the captain ordered
the peovle to go one by one into the remain-
ing boat. A bad sea was running, and four
hauds were kKept continually at work baling
ocut the boat. Two Kling passengers lashed
together a small stage and went adrift on
this. Three Chinese passengers refused to
leave the ship, as they contended that the
boat was already too full. At 1:20 o’clock
on the morniug of July 9 the boat put off
from the ship, which was then level with
the water. Four hours later nothing could
be seen of the Milton, and there isnodoubt
but that she foundered. The captain hoisted
blaunkets for sails, as, owing to the erowd-
ing, only two oars could be mavipulated in
the boat. The two Achinese passengers
again became obstreperous, threateniugly
biandished the'r knives, and asked that the
boat be headed for some place where they
desired to laud. The captain had to have
recourse to his revolver, which tended to
bring these recalcitrant men to prder. For
two whole days these unfortufiate people
drifted about in the open boat, and the pri-
vations which they suffered under 2 severe
tropical sun were very severe. ‘I'he captain
and the chief enginecr were the only Euro-
peans among the number, and naturally
their lot must bave been far harder than
those Asiatics, who are at least betier able
to stand the blazing heat of the sun. Botn
men are pow at the Sailors’ Home. Noth-
ing is known of the other boat, and it is
feared that she is lost,

LANDSLIDES AND FLOODS,
One Hundred Feople Killed—A Family's
Remarkable Experience.

Tue other day an Immense subsidence oc-
curred in the hills between Araya and
Harumori, swollowing up about 160 houses
and 100 people. The river Naka was filled
up and a lake formed, cutting off the pas-
sage to various villages, and rumblings of
the ground threatened further disaster any
minute, Splits have taken plece in the
ground io many places in the cultivated
land at Ikuno-mura, Katsuura-gun ana oce-
casional rumblings are heard, and on the
day of the sulsidence the village of Tomicka
was flooded.

One of the many distressing scenes which
occuried in the work of destruction caused
by the inundations and landslips in the Ken
is described by the Kakkai. A fisherman
in Kaibu-gun named lchitaro lived with his
aged father, his wite and nine-year-old
danghter. 6u the 23d of Julv huge waves
came rolling toward the bouse and gradu-
ally swamped it, the water reaching to the
roof. As the water began to rise Iehi-
taro cut a hole in the roof with his sickle
and heiped his family through. His wife
and daughter ho placed in boxes and
let them drilt at the mercy of the waters,
and while still assisting his father the
house was uplifted, carried against a
godown and split in two, separating him
from hie fatuer. The two halves, however,
were both carriell agaiust the same tree,
enabling father and son to come togoether
again, and the daughter was eventuall
aiscovered in an exhausted condition sti
floating in the box in which she had ULeen
placed. The three afterwards remained
exposed in the rain for hours and ultimately
reached a place of safety, but nothing more
was seen of the wife, search being made for
the body but without avall,

The mountain of Takaiso, situated at the
southern extremity of Oto-mura, Kalbu-
gun, in Tokushima, has been in a state of
eruption since the 26th of July, and it has
crumbled in and obstructed the course of
the Nagakawa at its foot, thus causing the
flooding of 160 houses and the drowning of
five persons.

TURKS OR RUSSIANS?

Susplclous Characters Who Are Causing
the Authoritirs Much Worry.
Some time ago 11 Turks arrived in Yoko-

gun. from Hokkaido who alleged that they
ad left Tabreez for India in a ship, which
having been wrecked in a storm, 14 of them
took to a boat and after undergoing many
hardships 11 of them were enablea to reach
land, afier which they again left in a boat
and finally reached Hokkunido, whence they
came here. As tlhiey were in a destitute
condition and the authorities refused to
render them relief, Mr. Masuda Mankichi,
the well-known diver, has tiken charge of
and is feeding them. The Boyeki Shimbun
is raising subscrintions to send them home.
On the 3d inst, three more of them, also
alleging themselves to be Turks, drifted to
Kitami, in Hokkaido, and were brought here
by Sagam! Maru. They were refused
assistance by the police, but as one of them
fell down in the street from fever he was
obliged to be taken in and treated. The
Turks who were being fed by Mr. Masuda
Mankichi were now sumwmoned, but they
could not understand each other. As the
last lot looked more like Russians in phy-
siogomy the Russian Consul was communi-
cated with, but the iInterpreter of the
consulate, who came to the police station,
could not make himself understood. "They

1t
is given on the authority of one Inouye Cho-
Jiro, who is said to have been an eyewitness
of what he describes. On the 26th of April,
we read, five sailing vessels, of about 150
tons each, entered Atsugashi harbor in
Kushire. They had the appearance of
being American schooners, and were evi-
dently on a poaching expedition. Shortly
after entering the harbor, a party of armed
men with bunting rifles landed, and fired
shots to intimidate the people. The schoon-
ers seem to have lain in Atsugashi until the
30th of April, when they sailed out to a dis-
tance of about 30 miles, and on May1
lanuched seven boats, each carrying one
hunter and manned by twosailors. The
hunters had double-barreled guns, which
they loaded with heavy shot, At7 o’clock
In the evening the boats returned to the
schooners, each having taken about 30 seals,
which they proceeded to salt. These oper-
ations were carried on for some 50 days, the
boats golng to a distance of 15 te 20 miles
llrom the schooners, but not losing sight of
them.

Commenting on the above, the Japan
Gazette says: “We greatly doubt whether
20,000 seals in all are taken yearly by for-
‘eign poachers in Japanese waters.”

JAPANESE NOTES,

Activity of Minister Coomhs—An Insur-
ance Company Defrauded, Ete.

1t is stated that the United States
Minister recently asked to be enrolled a
member of the Japan Marine Products
Society and that his application has been
accepted. He Is urging the Japanese to
exhibit samples of the country’s marine in-
dustries at the Chicago Exposition.

CHINESE ITEMS,

Falling O in the Tea Crop-Fatal En-
counter With Tax Collectors.

Advices from Foochow state that on the
9th inst, the expert of tea to Europe was
7,750,000 pounds, against 7,000,000 pounds at
the same date last year. Settlements for
the fortnight were 48,000 chests Congou and
600 chests Soucheng, which showed a great
falling off when compared with the figures
for the previous fortnight, nothwithstanding
& drop in frelghts to 15s per ton. The sec-
ond crop of tea, being poor in quality, is
said to have attracted but little atiention as
yet. The first crop of Congou totalled
195,000 chests, being 25,0600 chests less than
last year. The second crop is expected to
show even a greater deficiency.

A correspoudent of a northern paper gives
an accountof a visit which he paid to a
Chinaman who has taken a vow to watch
his mother’s grave for three years. The
neighbors had built & hut over the grave,
and his friends send him supplies of food.
He never leaves the hut for any purpose,
never washes, nor shaves nor changes lis
clothing. As this kind of masadnpess is con-
sidere! very meritorious by the Chinese the
filial son is certain to be comfortably pro-
vided for by the authoritics when he has
finished his vigil.

A serisus encounter took place ina vil-
lzge close by Pakling between a lot of tea-
smuggiers and a body of likin runners, end-
ing in a vietory to the smugglers, but not
belore one of the runners had been killed
and several others had been dangerously
wounded. It is said that there is no desire
on the part of the people 1o evade the legitle
mate likin tax, but that the exactions of the
collectors are so greatly in excess of the
tariff rate that they are driven to try to
smuggle to avoid a gross njustice.

The Goveraors of Kiangsu and Cheklang
have been in communication with each oth-
er with reference to the poisoning of the
waters of large areas of certain fish-produe-
ing districts in their respce’ive provinces.
