The Plague Spreading From Russia to
Germany,

NANY CASES FOUND IN HAMBURG.

United States Consuls Notifying the State Depart-
ment of the Danger From the Discase,
Precautions Taken.

Spectal to Tar MoRNING CALL.

HAMBURG, Aug. 23.—The correspondent
of & newspayer in this city states there were
120 cases of cholera here yesterday. Many
deaths from the disease are also reported.
The Imperial Board of Health at Berlin has
appoiuted Drs. Koch and Rahts to confer
with the authorities at H=mburg to combat
the disease. The cholera i3 chiefly prevalent
In the oid portion of the city, comparatively
few cases occurring in the new portion.
Fvery precaution possible is being taken by
the authorities to localize the disease. A
number of new eases have been reported.

The ambulances in this city are insuffi-
.elent in number to meet the demands made
upon them through the outbreak of cholera.
Yesterday 75 ordnance carriages were util-
fzed for the conveyance of cholera patients,
and 35 persous died of cholera—some died
within an hour after being stricken with the
disease—and all the others died within six
hours.

The newspaper reports differ widely re-
garding the number of cases of cholera in
this city. The Nachrichten says that so far
there have been 3500 cases and 120 deaths, 65
deaths occurring to-day. The patients, as
Boon as reported, are quickly taken by sre-
tial convevance to the hospital in thecholera
wards, and the people llving in the streets
through which the conveyauces pass shut
the doois and windows of their houses until
they think the danger of contagion is past.
The dead are taken to the public mortu-
aries, and the hounses in which patients are
found are carefully disinfected. The regu-
Jations and instructions for the people are
publicly placarded throughout the eity.

Several deaths have also occurred at
Altona.

A thunderstorm passed over the city to-
night, making the weather cooler.

BERLIN, Aug. 23.—In consequence of re-
ports that the cholera had appeared among
the Russian emigraunts at Stetiin, Ameri-
can Consul Edwards has made an inspee-
tion of the port and closely serutinized the
eondition of the emigranis. He has not
¥yet found a ease of real cholera,

The Plague in Russia.

ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 23.—Official re-
turns of new cases of cholera and the num-

r of deaths show a de-rease compared
with Sunday’s figures of 15 new cases aud
&n increase of 115 deaths,

The number of new cases reported yester-
day was 306, and the total number of deaths
bas been 3429, Thirty-four cases of cholera
and 18 geaths occurred in the Province of
Lublip, Russian Poland, upto August 19,

Thousands Perish in Persia.

A dispateh from Reshd, in the provioce
of Chiliar, states that every day hundreds
of persons are dying there from cholera. A
new disease 13 ravaging Enzeliee, It causes
puruient swellings on the body and face,
and the mertality resulting from it is very
heavy. The same disease is causing many
deaths at Ardabeel. Both towns have been
isolated.

RoveEN, Auz. 23.—Two fresh cases of
choleraic diseases have occurred here and
one death has been reported.

OFEFEICIAL WARNING.

United States Consuls Notifying the State
Depariment of the Epidemiec.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 23.—The Department
of State is in receipt of cfficial 1eports of
the alarming spread of the cholera from
Asia to Europe. Some days since the Vice-
Consul-General at Teheran, Persia, re-
ported that the deaths daily reached the
large number of 400 persons. Iie stated
that 500 cases were being treated by the
American Mission Hospital, and he made a
strong appeal for funds from the United
States. Tne Governaen: having no funds
for such purposes, made this appeal public.
Watson R. Sperry, the newly appointed
Minpister to Persia, tendered the services of
his paper, the Wilmington Moruoing News,
Lo secure such a fund. Seeretary of State
Foster gladly consented to the arrangement,
and gave Mr. Sperry copies of the corre-
gpondence regarding the ¢;idemiec.

Following the report from Teheran comes
Infermation of an alarming ebaracter from

urope. United States Consul Johnson at
iamburg reports that he is adviscd offi-
cially by the Governimient lLeaith officer of
that city of the presence of Asiaiic cholera
there, and he accordingly refused to issue
bills of health to departing vessels.

Consul Williams at Havre reports an epi-
demic of Asiatic cholera at that place, with
many deaths, and advises the inapection of
the fast liner La Tourain. The facts have
been promptiy communicated to the heaith
officers at Staten Island, in New York
barbor, and every precaution wiil be taken
by them In the matter, especially in view of

- the fact that the epidemic has now reached
two of the most important ports in Europe
with which the United States has direct
and rapid communication.

Although no reai fears that the cholera
will reach the shores of the Uunited States
are expressed by the authorities of the
Treasury Department they are taking all
the precautions deemed necessary to pre-
vent its incroduction.

DEATH OF GENERAL FONSECA-

The First Fresident cf the Republic of Brazil
Passed Away.
Rio pE JAXEIRO, Aug. 23.—Marshal
Deodore da Fonseca, the first President of
the republic of Brazil, is dead.

Marshal Manuel Deodore da Fonseca was
born in Brazi! of Portuguese parentage
abont 1834, He was educated at the
Polytectinic School in R'o de Janeiro, and
on gradualion entered the army. In the
war betwen DBrazil, Uruzuay and the Ar-
gentine Confederation on the one side and
Paraguay on the other, which broke out in
1865, he distinguished himself and rose from
the rank of lieutenant to that of major. At
the close of the war the Order of the Rose
was bestowed upon him and he was given
command of the army in the province ol
Matto-Grosso.

Subsequently he was made a genera! and
placed in charge of the cartridge factory
and magszine at Rio de Janeiro, where he

General ronseca.

organized a military club, in which he be-
came very popular, and it is said he used
tha influence he acquired over his brother
cfficers to ereats a ferment of discontent in
the army and for the spread of republican
ideas, for which the imiperial authorities
caused him to be transferred again to tha
province of Matte-Grasso, @f which he sub-
sequently became Governor. His transfer
did not stifie the military discontent, which,
on the contrary, steadily increased until in
November, 1889, it led to an uprising of the
Army that culminated in the downfall of
Dom Pedro, the Emperor, tha expatriation
of the entire imperial family and a proclam-
ation of a republic, of which General Fon-
seca was made the first President. The
revolution was accomvlished without blood-
shed and tl.e new Government coniinued to
peaceably exist for nearlv two years. Da
Fonseca retired as President in 1891, and
was succeeded by General Peixotto, who
stilli hoids the office of Presidert. Under
Da Fonseca many important reforms wero
insiituted snd the peace and prosperity of
the republic were materially enhanced.

A SCANDAL AT ROME

Cardinal Ruggiero Dismissed From Office
by the Pope.

RoME, Aug. 23.—Great ex-itement has
been esused by the dismissalof Cardinal
Rugglero, Prefect Financial of the affairs
of the Propaganda, and who has been
looked upon by many as the prob-
able successor of Pope Leo XIII It
is said that the Pope himself orderea
Ruggiero’s dismissal, being convineced, as
the result of an inquiry, that Ruggiero, and

not Monsignor Folichi, was reaily the
guilty party in comnection with the
misinvestmeufs, to use a mild term,

for which Monsignor Folichi was ex-
pelled from the papal seryvice about a
vear ago. The dismissal of Folichl was
brought about, it is said, by Cardina! Rug.
giero. Foliehi was Viee-Chamberiain to the
Pope and had control of the pasal funds. It
was alleged that in the winter of 189
and 1891 Folichl, supporied by Prince
Buoncompagoi and Baron Lazzaroni, re-
solved, in orderto save the Banco di Roma,
in which the Vatican held 10,000 out of 12,-
000 shares, besides other securities, to
establish in Paris, London, Rome, Berlin
and New York a syndicate of Catholle banks
with the ohject of absorbing the financial
societies of Rome, which were known to be
in a bad condition, and to restore them

to vitality, while at the same time
raising the value oif depreciated se-
curities. Above all they wanted to

save the Banco di Roma, intending, as
they eventually did, to reconstruct it. The
scandal arising out of the affair has aiready
been made public. Later investigations
appear to bave exonerated Folichi and im-
plicated Ruggiero.

THE EBITOR AXD THE QUEEY,

Mr. Labouchere Did Not Want What He
Could Not Have.

Loxpox, Aug. 23.—Laboachere has in to-
day’s Truth a crisp aceount of the circum-
stances of his exclusion from the Govern-
ment. He says he never thought of seeking
office, that he never asked a Minister in
esse or in posse for anything and that he
does not contemplate ever doing so. He
then says that he regrets that he could not
view matters pertaining to the Government
in the same light as did the Queen. He
(Labouchere) might or might not have ac-
cepted oftice if it bhad been offered
him. Radical approbation weighs more
with him than that of all the
Emperors, Empresses, Queen, Lords
and lickspitties in the universe. He “cares
not whether his berth is In the officers’
quarters or in the forecastle, but he thinks
that the pew administration is hardly in
harmony with democracy. Mr. Gladstone
appears, he says, to be still unaware the
Liberal party is not what 1t was. If be had
consuited his lieutenants more it wou'a
have been different. He has more confidence
in Sir Willlam Vernon Harcourt, and re-
gards M. ey as thoroughiy honest and
sound r sl issues except thoss of labor.

The Londoo Chroniele says: There isa
strange rumor afloat that Gladstone will re-
tire from office in the spring, and also that
a Harcourt party and a Rosebery-Spencer
party exist in the ranks of the Liberals—a
Lords’ party versus a Commons’ party.

ANSAULTING THE SOLDIERS.

Showers of Stones Thrown at the
Sate Troops.

THE MILITIA USING THEIR MUSKETS.

Several of the Strikers Shot ard Oae Fatally In-
Jjured—Attempts to Wroek the Traims,
The Situation Still Unseftled.

Bpeclal to Tue MorNiNGg CaLL

Brrravo,N. Y., Aug. 23 —To-day atrain-
load of Western freight was shunted into
the Lackawanna yards from the Lake Shore
freight yards. Soon after about 125 switeh.
men quit. Superintendent Seabert of the
road was asked if the strike would impede
the passenger or freight traffic.

He replied, *“No: it finds us fully pre-
pared. We have men to take the places of
those who gquit, and trains will nmove as
usual.” It is learntd that the freight to
which tie men objected was believed by
them to be from the Lehigh. This was a
mwistake, as an cficial claims that it was or-
dinary lake freight.

Trains were runnicg as usual an hour
after the strike, Two hours later, for siin-
ilar reesous, it is said, the switchmen on
the Buffalo, Rochester and Pittsburg road
went out — addiog 15 more to the idle
ewitchmen, The teleplhone wire between
Superintendent Seabert’s office and the
yardmaster's office was cut this aftersoon,
thus preventing communication between
the head cffice of the Delaware, Lacka-
wanna and Westerr. and their yards.

Shortly after the tie-up on the Lacka-
wanpa this afternoon the switchmen waited
upon Superintendent Seabert and offered
their services to protect the company's
property. Seabert replied that he did not
think the compapy would require guards,
military or otherwise, and thanked the men
for their offer.

The reports gent nut from here early this
morning to the effect that a couflict took
place between the strikers and troeps, in
which several were killed aund others
wounded, were without foundation. No
disturbance of a serious nature occurred
last night except firing by skuikers, which
was replied to by ths soldiers, bat no one
isknown to have been shot. Reputable
newspaper men in this city are instituting
inquiry as to who coustructed the news that
caused such cruel aoxiety among the
friands of those here.

Ersmira, N. Y, Aug. 23.—The crews on
all the Delaware, Lackawanna and West-
ern coal trains who reside in this city were
told this morning there was no work for
them tn do, and they were sent back home.
The switcimen, of which there are 15 in
this city, are all idle to-day. The men re-
fuse to talk, and the only explanation for the
cessation of work here is thatthe Delaware,
Lackawanna and Western switchmen in
DLuffalo have been ordered out.

PICKETS ATITACKED,

Trouble Between the Soldiers and Strik-
ers Leads to Shooting.

BuFravLo, Aug. 23.—Three attacks were
made by the strikers on the pickets and on
pon-union swilchmen thisafternoon. The at-
tack was made on the picket lines of the
Twenty-secoud Regiment, stationed at
Tofft Farm, by 40 strikers, and will prob-
ably result fatally to one of their number.
Tte crowd began thiowing stones at John
M. Guicken and Charles Gable, non-union
men, who were workiug in the Tofft farw-
yvard, and Lieutenant Charles E. Austin and
Sergeant William Conrow of Company C
ordered the stone-t hrowers to disperse.
They refused to do so and were fired upon by
order of Lieutenaut Austin. One Manaler
was struck by two buliets. One took effect
in the left eibow, while the other passed
through his abaomen to the right of the
kidnevs. The Injured man was taken to
the Emergency Hospital. His condition is
extremely critical and the Coroner has been
pnotified to be in read:ness to take the man’s
antle-mortem statement should signs of fail-
ure oceur. O’Laughiin, Dunn, Madigan and
Cotter, the other members of the crowd,
have been arrested and charged with riot-

ing. The private who did the shoot-
ing 1s also detained by the
police, The officer of the com-
pany to which the detained private

belonged vrotested agaiost the arrest of his
subordinate, ana demanded his release,
At the same time heinformed General Dovle
of the arrest, and General Doyle ordered a
company and a battalion, if needed, to set
the soldier at liberty.

Allen .. Richardson, a non-union switch-
man, was thrown from the top of a box-
car in the Erie yards, by a striker, about 6
o’clock this evening, and badly bruised.

Thomas Cable, a ron-unicn man, while
workingin the Lehigh yards at East Buffalo,
was set upon by four strikers and baaly
injured. Two of the strikers jumped on
his siomael, while their companions held
the viciim down. The injured men are all
at the Emergency Hospital,

INVESTIGATIOR BEGUN.

The State Board of Arbitration’s Iuguiry
Iuto the Treuble.

BUFFALO. Aug. 23.—The Board of Media-
tion and Arbitration has decided to begin
an investigation into the cause of tue
switchmen’s strike to-morrow. The sum-
moning of witnesses has already begun.
Messrs. Donovan, Purcell and Robertson of
the State Board of Arbitration attemptea to
learn from Grand Master Sweeney when,
or if ever, he 18 going to order out the
switchmen now working in the jurlsdiction
nffected by the strike. Sweeney vractically
refused to give the arbitrators any informa-
tion,

Graud Master Sargent of the firemen’s
organization said this morning he had no
plans for to-day. He is awaiting the ar-
rival of the executive officers of other rail-
way unions, whieh Grand Master Sweeney
hias invited here in conference.

WORK OF WRECKERS,

Switches Misplaced and Obstructions on
the Tracks Cause Accidents.

N1AGARA FaArLLs, Aug. 23.—Oge of the
most treacherous acts yet committed by
strikers or their sympathizers took place
last night. A loaded freight train was pull-
ing out bound for Buffule, when the switch
just east of Lewiston avenue was thrown.
The engine and four cars had already passed,
so the train was broken in two, and the
rear and greater portion sped toward the
bridge of the Michigan Central track. As
scon_as the gateman saw the train com-
ing he made a hurried effort to open the
gate, but before he could do so the ecars
dashed through and he was struck and two
ribs broken. His hand was hurt and he
was otherwise injured. The train was run-
ning 18 miles an hour, and when it came to
a stand it was all ou the bridge. After the
coliision the switchman had his lantern
kicked out of his hand by a bystander. The
collision of the train with the gate might
have resulted in its precipitation off the
bridge approach,

ReaviNGg, Pa, Aug. 23.—A dastardly
aitempt was made to wreck the express on
the Pennsylvania Railroad, due in tuis city
from Philadeiphia at 8 o’clock last nignt.
The train dashed into four heavy timbers
placed across the track. Fortunately only

LABOR LEADERS,

Chiefs of the Edgineers and Conductors
ou the Strike.

CLEVELAND, Ohlo, Aug. 23 —Chief
Arthur of the Locomotive Engineers re-
turued to-day from Canada. He said it
would be impossible to have a conference
with the labor leaders at Buffalo as he is too
busy. It is his personal opinion that the
Brotherthood will not interfere in the strike
as it had definite contracts with all the rail-
road companies to run their locomotives on
c:rlul:d couditions, which have not yet been
violated,

Cmicaco, Aug. 23.—E. E. Clark of Cedar
Rnrlds. lowa, grand master of the Order of
Rallway Conductors, arrived iu this eity
this morning. *'l1 am on my way to Buf-
falo,” said he, *‘in response to an Invitation
of Grand Master Sweeney of the Switeh-
men’s Union,” He said so far as he knew
his order had no grievances to right. He
thought the demands of the switchmen
were just, but luosﬂg condemned the re-
cent law lessness, k was joined here by

Grand Master Wilkinson of the Order of
Railway Trainmen of Galesburg, aud both
leflt for Buffalo at 3 o’clock.

THE STRIKE BROKEN.

Opinion of Vics-President Wabb of the
Central Ronad.

NEw York, Aug. 23.—Vice-President
Webb of the New York Central returned
this morning from Buffalo. Speaking of
the strike situation he said: *‘The strike
in my opinion is broken. It cannot extend
eastward. There is a slight chance that
Grand Master Sweeney is preparing a strike
in the West, but even thai is a slim chance.
The men acted rashly and hastily, and have
lost the fight. The sooner they recognize
that the better.”

THE MINERS' TROUBLE.

Tennessee Rioters to Be Bronght to Trial.
Quiet Restored.

CoAL CrEEK, Tenn., Aug. 23.~Everything
is quiet here to-day. The troops daily bring
‘in new prisoners, and report that no signs
of oven resistance are visible anyvwhere.
Two militia men out in the mountaios last
night were chased eight miles by five armed
miners.

It Is rumored to-day that the Governor of
Kentucky has given permission for the
troops to pursue fugitives across the State
line ana will co-operate in their capture.

Governor Buchanan has insiructed At-
torney-General Brown to leave nothing un-
done to bring to trial all who participated
in the riots, to employ the best counsel to
assist him, and if the Sheriff of Marion
County could not, with the sssistance of the
citizens of the county, bring the men to
trial he would seud sufficient wmilitary to do
so. The Governor informed Attorney-Gen-
eral Brown that the law would be enforced
at all hazards, The determination of the
authorities has already had a salutary effect.

NasuviLLg, Tenn.,, Aug. 23—A special
to the Banner savs: General Carres has just
forced Associated Press Agent Hargraves
from Nashville to leave the telegraph oflics
at Coal Creek.

INCRIMINATING DISPATCHES,

Against the Walking Delegates.
Etrike in Indiana.

Tueaction of Edward McLaughlin
during the strike, tryisg to force bnilders
to buy materals from bim, has caused
much discontent, and open charges of mai-
feasance have been made.

New York's First Republican Governor Passes
Away at Cenandaigua.
CAxAxDAIGUA, N. Y., Aug. 23.—Ex-
Governor Myron H. Clark died this morn-
ing at his home in this place.

The deceased was born im Naples, On-
tario County, N. Y., October 23, 1806, aud
was educated in a district school of that
place, attendiog for abont three months an-
nually, between the ages of 6 and 17 years.
After filling several offices in his native
town and becoming lieutenant-colonel of
State militia he was Sheriff of Ontario
County for two years, and having removed
to Cananinigua was President of that yil-
lage in 1830 and 1851, and State Senator
from 1852 to 1854. In 1854 the antislavery
wings of both the Whiz and Demoeratic
parties, the Prohibitionists and several in-
dependent organizations separately nomi-
nated Mr. Clark for Governor, and he was
elected by a small majority, his supporters
in some of their State organizations taking
the name of "Republicans,” thus making
him the earliest State candidate of that
party.

RESTRICTIONS REMOVED.

Discriminating Duties Against Costa
Rica Repealed.

REPORT ON THE ARIZONA INDIANS.

The Armament for the Mouterey Ready for Ship-
ment—Land Cases Decided—Pensions
and Patents,

Spectal to THE MoxNING CALL,

Wumxc-r9x. Aug. 23.—The discrimina-
tian by Costa Rica against the vessels and
trade of the United States arising from the
rebate allowed heretofore by Costa Rica of
5 per cent of the customs duties in favor of
certain foreign vessels having been discon-
tinued by the repeal of the ground of ecom-
plaint, the Government has removed the
restrictions, and vessels of that country
will hereafter be admitted to United States
ports without the exaction of discriminat-
ing duties.

Keport on Arizona Indians.

The second report on the Indians of the
Southwest has been received at the Indian
Bureau from Dr. Dorchester, superinten-
‘I'ne report deals
with the Indians in Arizena and gives
vrominence to the Apaches and Navajoes.
The whole Indian ponuiation of the Terri-
tory is given as 35,707 and the number of
children available for the schoois at 4250.
This is an increase In the population since
1830 of 3276. Of the children about 1200
attended school either in Arizona or else-
where. In 1850 oniy 73 children of the
Avizona Indians wmade any pretense of at-
tending school. The school accommoda-
tions, though yet small, are said to be in-
creasing each year and for 1893 accommoda-
tions will be furnished for 1070 children in
the Territory. The superintendents repo:t
is not favorable to removing these lndian
'chlldren to Ltke nor hern schiools.

Concerning Chinese Registration.

None of the officials in Washingten are
aware of the presence in this ecitv, as re-
ported in yesterday’s Chicago dispatch, of
a representative from the Chinese Govern-
ment, who is to secure the best legal talent
to test the Chinese exclusion act. At the
office of the Commissioner of Internal Rey-
enue the improbavility of the proposed
setion at this time is polnted out from the
fact that no test case under the law could
possibly arise until the 5th of May, 1893,
as one year after the passage of the act is
atlowed the Chinese residents in which to
take out the certificales of residence re-
quired by the act,

NOT A POLITICAL MOVE.

Trouble Brewing at the Stockton Asy-
lum for the Insane.

TALK ABOUT & NEW SUPERINTENDENT.

The Present One Is a Democrat and the Directors,
Who Want to Make a Change, Are
Republicans.

STOCKTON, Aug. 23.—The board of direc-
tors of the State Insane Asylum is divided
on the question of electing a successor to
the medical superintendent, Dr. H. M.

They assert that Dr. Clark
is a famous specialist In mind disorders
and a man of great executive ability, but
Dr. Rucker’s friends insist that it will es-
tablish a bad precedent if the Republican
board fails to re-elect the superintendent.

It is probable that considerable faeelin
will be shown if the programme is curries
out as it is now arranged.

PRISONERS WELL TREATED.

Stories of Brutality That Were Utterly
Without Foundation.

C®EUvr D'ALENE, Idaho, Aug. 23.—Frank
B. Crosthwaite of the Departmentof Jus-
tice, arrived here last evening from Wal-
lace, Idaho, where he has been Investigat-
ing the reports of Iinhuman and brutal
treatment of imprisoned miners there, as
telegraphed to the Attorney-General by the
officers of certain labor organizations, Asa
result of that investigation he said that the
reports made were based upon inaccurate
and exaggerated statements made by the
Silver Bow Trades and Labor Assem bly of
Montana. “Immediately upon the receipt
of the reports the Attorney-General,”
said Crosthwaite, “directed me to proceed
at once to Wallace and Investigate as to
their truth or faisity. I have followed his
instructions, and I find that the prisoners
have an abundance of good food and pure
waler, and that the places needing it are
disinfected daily. The prisoners are al-
luwed to exercise all day in the open air
without restraint, except of the military
guard. have given the priscners every
opportuulty to speak in perscn, and the
conditions as they exist do not warrant the
reports put in circulation. Regarding Peter
Breen, who is especially referred to In the
reports, [ will say that he is held on a requi-
sition from Governor Wiiley of Idaho on
Governor Tocle of Montana, and lience is
not a United States prisoner; but he stated
to me that he has no complaints to make of
the general treatment he is receiving. The
report of the military board convened by
General Carlin to investigate the matter is
the s:me as to the facts as found by me.””

The faet that 23 of the prisoners, who had
been released on their own recognizance,
came into court yesterday at Wallace and
surrendered themselves to be returned to
prison, would seem to argue that there was
no truth in the reports of inhuman and
brutal treatment. It has been learned on
the best of authority that the statements
that bronght about this investigation were
made by W. T. Reaeves, ecounsel for the de-
fense. On August 14 an Anaconda paper
published the statements made by Reeves
to the labor organizations at Butte, upon
which the matter was brought to the atien-
tion of the Federal Government,
