AN INCREASED DEATH RATE.

It Is Due to the Prevalence of the
Inflaenza.

1bo Health Officer’s Report Shows a Decided
Decrease in the Number of Coa-
tagious Diseases,

The Health Officer, Dr. James W. Keeney,
has filed his annual report with the Board
of Supervisors.

It is an interesting document and will re-
vay careful reading. His fiscal year ended
June 30, The report is gs follows:

You will notice an increase of 260 deaths over
the previous year, which I aitribute to the pro-
longed and stubborn attack of the jnfluenza,
There was a decrease «§ @L dealbs among the
Chinese population, prob.vly due to thelr im-
proved methods of sanitation, or the exclusion
act Is having marked effect, The number of
deaths from all causes was 6911, as against
6650 the previoms« year. They are classified
as foliows: Zymotic diseases, 1002; constity-
tional, 1203 local, 3488; developmental, 789;
by violence, 388; unascertained cause, 1. Edi-
matlng our population at 330,000 th- percentage
of deaths 1« 29,94 per 1000 popuiation.

The action of your honorable board In the ap-
polutment of a commission to devise and suggest
a sewer system cauno! fall to give ben fictal re-
suits. It s much needed, and the improvemeuts
that can be made aund suggested will lmprove
the Leal!h of our ety aud allow us to show one
of the lowest death rates of any clty of its size in
the world.

DISEASE GROWING LESS.

There was a declced decrease in the pumber
of contagious diseases during the year. In all
Insiances when physiclans reported contagious
diseases 1o 1his office promplt measures were
taken to placard 1he premises and to notify the
teachiers of the school that the chilidien were ac-
customed to attend. When the physiclan who
attended the chidren reported the result of the
decision the houses were (horoughly fumigated,
and when ihe physicians notified us that all
danger from contagion bhad passed we issued
certificates enlitiing them to be readmitted to
their respective schiools. I delieve the deciease
above mentioned was due L0 Lbis systematic aud
precautlonary action.

1t1s frequently brought to my notice tihat diph-
theria and scarlet fever exist in houses wh-re
the parents ar- too poor to give their children
ke proper care aond nowishment; the conse-
quence is the entire family die. I would, there-
fore, most respectfully app-al to your honorable
board that an Isvlated house or a ward inthe Chiy
ana County Hospital be assigned and that sueh
cas+s be removed therelo; a competent physl-
clan deputized to give them the necessary care
and attestion. In New York Clty they have the
Wiliard FPaiker Hosplial devoled eutirely to
such cases, and can accommodate about 100
children.

IMPORTANCE OF PURE MILK.

The Heaith Inspectors have been persistent
in their work aund bhave pushed owners and
lessees of premises complalued of, to abate
Bulsances,

The Market Inspectors have carefully patrolled
all the markers where food supplies are sold,
aud bave lo every case condemmed and destioyed
apything exposed for sale that was deleterious
to health, ’

The sale of pure milk Is of paramount import-
aoce and has been a source of anxiety, The fn~; ec-
tors frequently visit the dalries and” examine the
cows, Lie mode of feeding and housing ihem, as
also the m-1hods of preparing the mik for mar-
Ket use. Wihenever they find diseas-d cows
they are immediaiely killed and seut to the bone-
yard. It is of vital importance that a competen
chemist shiould be employed aud examine dally
all milk sent to the city. He should be desig-

" pated as the milk inspector.

The plumbing Inspectors have fndustriously
labored to have the best and most approved sani-
tary plumbiag and veutilation tn ali newly con-
structed bulldings, and al-o In ali old ones which
were undergo ng extensive repairs. They bave
#ls0 been extremely cautious o thelr techuiecal
examinations as to the abliity of men sceking
ficenses to b come plumbers and master plumb-
ers.

The League of Progress Fighting
Excessive Harbor Tolls.

A Delegation Calls on the Harbor Commission.
Attorney Stratton Declares the Use of
Stamps Unlawful.

A delegation from the League of Progress
waited on tne Board of Illarbor Com:nis-
sioners yesterday afternoon to urge action
in correcting an abuse growing out of
the matter of levyiug harbor tolis. The
party consisted of Messrs. George H. Pippy,
John Pariridge, Henry P. Sonntag, William
H. Metson, Heury Gray and Harry E.
Wise, of the league’s committee on public
affairs, and Messrs. Morris Feintuch and
Waiter M. Castie.

The tnree Harbor Commissioners were
present, and the secretary of the board had
a communication, as fellows, on his desk:

THE ATTORNEY'S OPINION.
SAN FraNC1sCO, Auzust 22, 1892,

Gentlemen: 1 retuin herewith your commu-
pleation, dated the 12th fnst., addiessed to you
by the Callfoinia League of Progress, which was
heretofore referred 1o me for an opinion thereon.

The communication in question suggests sev-
cral changes in reg rd to collection of tolls on
werchandise, which tnclude the following:

Flrst—That collections be made ratably oo
merchandise acriving o less thao lon lots,

Second—That stamps be Issned and soid by
you tu certain denominations named for repay-
meunt of toll charges as determiued upon.

Third—That a system of peualtles, fines and
forfettures be ado: ted enforciug the afixing and
cauncellation of such stamups as 30 pioviaed.

Under the laws defining your duties aud pow-
ers, the board are authorized to fix and regulate
the charge for tolls on merchandise, and in my
opinion It would be a projer excrcise of such
powers for you to establish a rate of tolis on
goods in jess than ton lots. Such chauge mizht
Wwilh propriely be proportionately less for a frae-
tional pait of a ton and Is a matter ol poilcy
resting aliogeiher ln your discretion.

As 10 the issuance by you of stamps to be ean-
celed Ly consignees in payment of such tolls lu
deuomipations Lrom 1 e-ut up to 50, as sug-
gested Ly the letter under couslderatiou, 1 fiud
10 the statules aud codes no authority for the
establishment of any such system,

Houwever this may be, the issuance of stamps
without any authority to eompel thelr use and
without the right on your part to lmpose any
fine, penally or forfeituie for their non-cancella-
tiou would render auy attempted establishment
of the systemn altogeiher valu and use ess.

1be Legisiature alone hins th - power to deter-
niiue fines, penaities aod forfeiture«, and unaer
the d-cisions, the 1ight 1o so deiermine caunol
be delegated 10 auy board or commission,

Uunder the act of March 10, 1891 (Stats. 1891,
p. 21), the jenally for von-payment of tolls 1s
fixed at a labiihy of twice the amount of such
tolls, and In addition thereto the sum of 10 over
and above such amount.

Tuis would not meet the requirements of the
suggestiion of the League of P'rogiess, wherein it
asks for a fine of 100 tunes the value of the
fixed amount of toll, each oftense 10 coustitute a
misdemecanor, and coe-hatf the fine 10 be paid to
the informer,

Such fines and peonaitles muset be fixed by the
Legisiature, aud not by your board. Should
you, however, favor the system outlined hy the
league, 1 shull be prepared forthwith to dralt a
piroposed enaciment covering tue detalls hercin
em:bodied, and submit the same, with your ap-
proval, Lo the Legislature for Its passage,

1 might, perhaps, add that It bas siuce been
orally argued ou bebalf of ihe league that, not-
withstaudiug the law, the Commissioners might
neveriheless adopt tie contemplated system. re-
Iylug on the aequiescence of the publie, and
takine bouds fromn consignees for the u«e and
cancellation of stamps. 1 fall, however, to see
that the board can with propriely exceed the
powers grauted to it by the Legislatuie aund
take upon lisell persoual responsibilities pot
warranted by law, Very respectiuily,

F. S. STRATTON, Attorney for the Board,
THE SPOKESMAN OF THE LEAGUE.

Mr. Pippy was intredaced 8s spokesman
for the League of Progress.

Chatrman DBassett asked him what the
board could do to oblize the league. Mr.
Pippy replied that before he could say any-
thing he would like to bear what action had
been taken on the communication filed 10
days ago by the leagne.

Mr. Bassett thereupon directed the secre-
tary to read the communication from the
attorney for the board.

Mr. Pippy, in behalf of the league, said
the law had not specified any particular
method of collecting tolls. If the law had,
the board had failed to carrv it into effect.
Once the tolls were collected by the issue of

tickets. He saw no distinction in a legal
sense between the issue of tickets and
stamps, Mr. Pippy exhibited a bundle of

Southern Pacifie freight bills in which eon-
signees had been overcharged. In one ia-
stance 35 cents harbor tolis was charged for
1410 pounds, when the lawful rate is only 5
ceuts a ton.

Commissioner Brown adviced him that
the remedy for this-abuse was to sue the
ratlroad company.

*“Thank you, Mr. Brown,” replied Mr.
Pippy, "but we are not hunting lawsuits.”

Commissioner Brown stated that the law
required the board to make an itemized
statement of the amount of tolls received
on each wharf, He asked how this could
be done unler the stamp system,

Mr. Sonutag suggested tnat a quantity of
stamps be issued lo each wharfinger, who
sbould be required to account for the same,

Commissioner Alexander remarked that
the wmerchants certainly had a serious
grievance, and If there was any legal and
practical way of remedyiug it they were en-
titled to relief,

HOW WOULD IT WORK ?

Commissioner Brown inquired how the
league plan wouid work with the 40 delivery
clerks at the Fourth and Townsend streets
freight depot.

Mr. Sonntag sald he could not enlighten
the Commissioner on this point,

Mr. Wise suggested that Attorney Strat-
ton’s objections were frivolous. He tried
very earnestly to convince the board that
the issue of stamps was a perfectly practie-
able plan.

Commissioner Bassett said some way
ought to be deviszed to compel the trans-
portation companies to simply collect what
the law required and no more, This was
the idea he wanted to get at, for his sympa-
thies were ecertainly with the consiguees,

Mr. Sountag said that ail the league
aimed at was the adoplion of a regulation
by the board providing fur the payment of
tolls on the fractional parts of a ton—say
one cent for 400 pounds, two cents for 800
pounds, three cents for 1200 pounds, four
cents for 1600 pounds and 5 cents for 2000
pounds. Under such regulation the traus-
portation companies could wnot charge a
merchant 5 cents for a single package
weighing only 150 pounds.

Commissioner DBrown said that this
would involve the use of pennies, which
were not in circulation in this eity, and
Commissioner Bassett asked Mr. Sonn-
tag whether he desired to pack a lot of pen-
nies about in his pocker,

Mr. Sonntag replied that all they had to
do wus to go to the mint and get the pennies,
In the East there was no difficulty about
making change and there should none
Lhere.

Attorney Stratton said he thought there
would be no lvgal obstacle to an order mak-
ing tolls payabie on poriions of a tom if
pennies were used,

Mr, Metson, attorney for the league, said
he thought this would be a road out of the
difficulty and would be satisfactory to the
League of Progress.

It was then agreed to defer farther con-
sideration of the subject until Thursday
next, when the representatives would have
a further hearing.

ATTORNEY ROSS TESTIFIES,

Continuation of the Sequel of a Redwood
City Murder Case.

Yesterday the trial of the snit of George
C. Ross, an atiorney, against Dr. Solomon
C. Stambaugh, for fees amounting to $9325
for securing thie acquittal of L. A. Powell,
who killed editor Ralph 8. Smith in Novem-
ber, 1887, was resumed before Judge Slack
and a jury.

Smith, as the editor of the San Mateo
Gozette, wrote an articlie which! incensed
Powell, who soon after shot him, alleging
sclf-defense as justification. After four
trials Powell was acquitted.

Ross was on the stand yesterdav and tes-
tified to receiving payment for his services
(which be detailed at length) from Dr. Stam-
baugh, Poweil’s brother-in-law. Ross stated
that as Smith's friend he had been reluctant
to take the case, but was persuaded by the
doctor.

In cress-examination Eugene N. Denprey
for the defendant elicited the fact from the
witness that George A. Kuight, his associ-
ate in the defense of Powell, was the lead-
Ing spirit in ceriain important crises of the
cuse,

Among the auditors in court was Charles
N. Fox, who, while on the Supreme Court
bench, wrote an opinion zranting Powell a
new trial,

The agreement was
made July 30, 1859, and on September 24,
1890, the defendants were notitied to remove
their property, but as they failed to comply
said property was removed by thae r:xi!w.\y
company at an expense of $11921. There
was also due as rental $300 at the time of
removal of said indicators, and the court
found a judgment for the total amount of
§919 21 and costs against defendants to be
entered.

THE LICK TRUST.

An Early Setilement of the Estate

Expected.

The secretary of the Lick trust reports
that n decision of the Supreme Court of
this State relative to the disposition of the
surpius now in the hands of the trusteesis
daily expected. The trust now holds in
cash resonrees and in real-estate loans on
call over §1,000,000, which does not include
a mortgage of £360,000 upon the Lick House,
but which Senator Fair wili be only too glad
to pay whenever the trust permits. The
question now pending before the Supreme
Ceurt is upon the application made by the
Society of Pioneers and the Academy of
Sciences for an appropriation of £300,000
each from the surplus in the hanas of the
irustees. These two corporations are
the residuary legatees of the balance
that may remain from the Lick es-
tate after all th® other claims are
satisfied, and when their application was
made the trustees of the School of Mechauni-
cal Arts iuterveuned and disputed the right
of the Lick trustees to make tbe distribu-
tion until all their claims and legacies had
been paid.

The vavers in the case are very volumin-
ous, and occupy a vast amount of legal cap.
No action will be waken by the trustees of
the School of Mechanical Arts uptil this
contention is dacided. The school wiil re-
ceive £540,000 and interest for several years,
and is the only claim unsatisfied, with the
exception of the historical monument which
Is to be erected opposite the City Hall on
Market street, and which is rapidly ap-
proaching completion. When the school
and the monument receive their propor-
tion the entire balance will be divided be-
tween the Academy of Sciences and the So-
The secretary believes
that the Lick estate will be entirely clesed
before the first of the coming year.

I7 IS ACTIVE BENEVOLENCE

A Good Showing by the San Fran-
cisco Association.

Thousands of Persons Relieved—No Need to
Be Hungry in This City—Iacreas-
ing Demands.

The secretary of the San Franecizeo Benev-
olent Association, whose office is at 20 Webb
street, reports that the applications for
temporary assistance are unusualiy numer-
ous for this season of the year. Of ccurse
the demands upon the asseciation are
always larger during the winter season, as
in December, 1861, there were no less than
1495 persous relievea, while last month
there were but 288, Owing to dull times
and consequent lack of employment the
number of persons seeking aid auring the
present mouth shows a large increase over
these for the same month in previous years,
and the present resources of the association
will be largely drawn upon thereby. For
the year ending May 31, 1892, there were no
less than 77587 individuals and 332 familles
relieved. The individuais are given meal
and lodging ticketls, and occasionally, in
extrene cases, are allowed transportation
tickets to their homes. In conjunction with
the labvor establishments the association
gives orders for situations where the ap-
plicant is unable to pay the usual fee
required, Clothes and woaring apparel is
also furnished, care being taken in almost
every case to ascertain if the recip-
ients of the gifts are worthy, 7The
aid to families is generously ex-
tended in the shape of flour, groceries,
coal apd the like, and in case of peculiar
misfortune the rent is paid and the
family is saved from being thrast into the
street. The association aids in conjunction
with the Assceiated Charities, and thusevery
worthy case of destitution is quickly re-
ported and promptiy relieved. The re-
sources of the association are derived from
the eity authorities, who appropriate £5000
per annum for this purpose. The balance
of tha expenditure, which exceeds the
amount allowed by the city by some £3000
to €5000, is given by charitably disposed
citizens, who contribute also large quanti-
ties of cast-off clothing, groceries, ete.,
which are also in constant demand.

portation, §1756 90: drugs, $333 75; sundries,
€503 62 employment offices, $41; rent, $492;
geueral assistance, $257 25.

TRANSCONTINENTAL RATES.

A Meeting of Railroad Men to Be
Held in New York To-Day.

The Railroad Ticket Agents Anxiously Await-
ing a Big Rate War in Passenger Traffiz,
They Want a 86 Fare to Chicago.

All the eyes of the rallroad world are
turned toward New York, where the Trans-
coutinental Association will meet to-day.

There will be an assemblage of railroad
officials in the Windsor Hotel, in which
there will be the brightest and most promi-
nent men in the business.

The Southern Pacific Company’s forces,
composed of Messrs. Stubbs, Smurr and
Martin, were a few days ago re-enforced by
T. H. Goodman, the general passenger
agent, who, after the adjournment of the
Knights Templar couclave, repaired to
New York to assist in the great fight his
company is about to engage in,

There Is now every probability that the
freight rates war will be supplemented by a
passeager-rate fight, and if suech jis the case
the Trauscontinental Association’s meeting
will be the stormiest one ever held.

The $5cut inaugurated by the Chicago
and Alton and met promptly by the Atchi-
son, ‘Topeka and Santa Fe, which reduces
the fare from Kansas City Lo Chicago trom
§10 to 85, and those from here to the Windy
City correspondingiy, will doubtless be
brougnt before the meeting of the assiciae
tion and it remains to be secn whether the
result of that body’s consideration of the
matter will make the cheapened rates not
only permanent, but will lead to other re-
ductions.

WANT A BiG RATE WAR.

The local railroad agents wonla like noth-
ing better than a big rate fight just now,
because business is dull and a contest would
liven up affairs all around. ¢

Discuszing the situation the active ticket
manipulators ou Montgomery and Market
streets yesterday said that every one of the
competing overland roads has given the
necessary three davs’ notice that they will
reduce their through rate to Chicago §5, to
meet the cut inaugurated by the two rival
roats, the Alton and the Santa Fe.

While awalting the expiration of these
three days the passenger ageuts are making
reduced rates on their own responsibility,
kpowing full well that they have to do so in
order to meet competition.

A good many representatives of Eastern
roads would like to see a repetition of the
great rate-cutting war of 1885, when tickets
from this city to _Kansas City or Omaha
were sold as low as €5, and in one instance
even us low as £81. They now becomse remi-
niscent and talk about those times. That
solitary sale of a ticket from Los Angeles
to Chicago was talked about a great deal
yesterday, and it was said that if a siwilar
fight shou!ld be made now people could
travel to Chicago for £6 first class,

LOOKING AHEAD.

Visions of long lines of intending ticket-
buvers lining the sidewa'ks in frout of their
offices, when rates are made that low, made
all the pasteboard-sellers happy, aud they
live alter wouths of stagnation in the Liope
of doing a big buslness soon.

The Southern Pacifie Company’s fight for
A reduction of transcontinental freight rates
to meet clipper-ship and other Cape Horn
compelition, to be made auring tie Trans-
continental Association meeting, is now con-
sidered to be a very complicated one by
wen in this city who Lave giveu the matter
much consideration of late. It was at first
the opinion of many that the Southern Pa-
cific’s iufluence in the association was so
great that Mr. Stubbs and his associates
couid not fail to carry their point or wreck
the whole concern. These opinions have
changed considerably of late, and the men
wio held them now say that they expect the
Scuthern Pacific Company will be met with
an opposition a great deal stroiger than
Mr. Huntingtouw’s men supposed to exist
when they asked that the meeting should
be cailed.

All the roads with Pacific Coast outlets
that can reach San Francisco by waiter con-
nections will be arrayed against the Kea-
tucky corporation, and there will be many
“all-rail” roads siding with them.

Of course, so far as what is going to hap-
pen, all the talk is oniy conjecture, and the
proceedings of the meetiug alone will show
what ean be expected in the near future.

SIDNEY BELL AGAIN.

His Trial for Robbery Commenced Yes-
terday—Hard to Get n Jury.

Sidney Bell, charged now with robbery,
appeared in Judge Murphy's court vester-
day afternoon. Appeared also his counsel,
Barclay Henley and Howard MacSlherry,
Distriet Attorney Barpes and bis ass siant,
Mr. Hosmer, appeared for the prosecution.

Sidney Bel), attired in a dark sait, wore a
blue silk tie, dotted with red, ad evidently
been shaved the day before and donned a
clean shirt no later than Sunday last. He
read the newspapers and watched the pro-
ceedings, yawned a little and smiled a litile
at his old ncqunintamc:-s.

Defendant’s counsel asked first that the
information against Bell be dismissed on
the ground that he had not had a fair trial.
The State protested, declaring the chargeof
robbery had been postponed on motion of
defendant. A littie legal argument ensued,
but the end of it all was that tne trial of
Sidney Bell for robbery was formally com-
wenced, and the work of securing a jury
proceeded with.

The iatter proved to be a most difficult
task. One after another the talesmen de-
clared prejudice against Bell and was chal-
lenged for cause.

After & hard afternoon’s work four jurors
were accepted, W. K. Hayes, H. N. Green,
Frank Fagothey and ‘I. Masterson,

An order for a special venire of 40 tales-
mwen was Issued by Judge Murphy and then
court adjourned till this morning.

The particular charge upon whieh Bell
will be tried now is thut of having waylaid
and robbed J. II. Curley, a Market-street
tailor, November 10, 1890,

Sidney *‘stood up” the tailor in the West-
ern Addition and relieved him of an heir-
loom wateh, a gold chain, a diamond locket,
valued at §210, a cane and $12 75 in cash.

The State will endeavor to show that Bell
is a perpetual eriminal and have him sent
to prison for life.

WORLD'S FAIR COMMISSION.

The New Rules for Space for the Califor-
nia Building.

The secretary for the State’s World Fair
Commission has the new rules for appli-
cants for space in the California building
ready for distribution and mailing. The
rules are the ones adopted by the commis-
sion at their last meeting and particularize
the methods that have to be pursued by
those who desire to exhibit. The rules are
designed so that all exhibits by counties can
be readily identified, and especially such
special exhibits as raisins from Fresno and
oranges from San Bernardino or Los
Angeles can be given their due Frouinence.
The rules are very precisely drawn and
ought to be earefully studied by intending
exhibitors. The California building wiil
have 100,000 feet of floor space and the
latest advices are that 1t Is rapidly progress-
ing. Thus far 247 applieations from this
State have been made for space to the
World’s Fair Commission at Chicago in the
general departments. These are exclusive

-of the space to be allotted in the California

building for which applications have not
been received as yet.

Robbed Raliroad Cars.

G. V. Wetzel was arrested yesterday and
booked at the City Prison en route for Port-
land, Or., where lLie is wanted on a charge
of burglary., He is accused of having
broken into several freightears at Port-
land, and of having stolen some quicksilver
and other merchandise. He was at one
time employed by the railroad which he is
accused of having robbed.

MANY EUROFEAN COLONISTS,

End Rather

The Increasing Immigration of
Swiss and Italian Peasants.

The Contributing Colony Plan by Which
Those of the Old World Gain a
Home in the New.

A party of nearly 1500 Swiss and Italian
peasants are preparing to emigrate to
California, and their arrival here is ex-
pected about the latter end of Oclober,

The immigrants are of the well-to-do
peasant class, who have been atiracted to
these shores by the prosperity of their
countrymen already settled here. The party
will consist of two colonies, cne recruited
in Genoa, Italy, and the other in Bellin-
zonia, Switzerland. The former consists of
125 families or about 600 people and the
Switzers number from %00 to 1000.

The lands upon whieh they will locate
upon their arrival here have already been
secured and within the next foew weeks the
structures for their occupaney will be
erected. The majority of the colonis's in-
tend to engage in frult-raising and wine-

mwaking, while a minority, and princi-
pally the Swiss, will go Into the
dairying business. The colonies were
formed wupon the system adopted by

building and loan societies in this city, and
not only bave an ample capital to earry out
the plans they have in view, but will have
the ficancial aid of the contributing mem-
bers to the colony fund who will vot mi-
grate. J. F. Fugazi of this city will leave
In a few weeks for Havre, where he will
meet the colonists and conduet them to their
destination. Mr. Fugazi states that the
plan upon which these coclonies are formed
was originated by G. Dramatico in Genoa
and Berta and Andreazzi of Belllnzonia,
Switzerland. The method has been to
secure a membership who will contribute
regular weekly dues toward the colony
fund. As soon as the funds are sufficient to
allow a certain number of the members with
their families to emigrata and firmly estab-
lish theanselves in the New World a meeting
is called and the fortunate ones are chosen
by lot. The coioni2s mentioned will be tha
first tn come to California by this method.
Although the bheads of the families are pos-
sessed ot some capital, still the fact that
they are sustained by the contributing
members will enable them to profitably
establish thewmselves in farming, fruit-
raising or business.

Mr. Fugazi states that California Is the
Mecca of the Swiss and Italian immigrant,
to whose native lands its soil, climate and
productions bear such a close rezemb'ance.
Within the past year no less than 3800 of
these immigrants bave loeated in this State.
Heretofore they have come individually or
in families. The colony project, however,
Polds out more promises of success, and it
is probable that immigration parties of this
class wiil be of frequent note. The great
majority of the Swiss and Italians hie away
to the rural regions upon their arrival here
and tili the soil or engage in the dairying
occupation.
