Now he Is In jail for an assault with a

deadly weapou and auother of battery upoa
his aged s-p-'iise. More than this; he poses
as a martyr and a warning to robust young
ssea who intend to wed ancient dnmes fur
money.

Yesterday he was busy rehearsing the tale
of woe with which he hope* to meet the•tern heart of Judge Love when his case is
called to-day.

"I'm a poor, broken-down man," said he,
"and it Is all because 1 married ng>d Mrs.
Polhtz 11 nth- ago. Oh, I'monly a wrec*
of my former robust self."

Of course Peter did not use these exactwords, because his knowledge of English is
limited. W at he lacked in eloqupnee he
made up in tears and frantic gestures.

"Why did 1 marry her?" be continued.
"Because Iwas tired of the sea and Mrs.
Pollitz promised to mit me in a flrst-class
business and buy me a home inAlanieda.
She also promised to deed me all her prop-
erty. Itdid not matter to me that sha had
already disposed of three husbands. The
third was in the Napa Insane A«ylum, but
Ihad only known her a week when she
secured a divorce from him and married me.

Lack of Facilities Bothers the
Shippers.

They Must Have More Cars or They Will
Lot* Kuch Money— What Mr.

Laneley Bays.

"More cars! More cars!" 13 the cry of
the fruit-shipper.

Much good fruit willgo to rwste, because
the refrigerator-car companies do not pro-
vide proper facilities for their patrons.

This is the busy season in fruit-shipping,
and the shippers are much worried because
they cannot got cars to send out their
fruitin.
"It Is nil the fault of the refrigerator

men," they declare. "They don't handle
their cars properly and don't send out
enough of them."

"Our firm could use 20 more cars to ad-
vantageto-day," said Thomas E. Langley
of Cook &Laneley, th« big fruit-shippers,
yesterday. "We are crippled because of
the lack of facilities provided, and all of us
who are in tho business very heavily are
anxious because of the condition of things.
We hop- it will not last !on«f, for it would
mean considerable lo«* to113."

"Am not the railroad companies at
fault?" was a>k.'<l.

"Tney are to this extent: They are trying
to got us to use the ventilated fruitcar in-
stead of the refrigerator-cars, which we all
prefer."

"How many refrigerator-cars are there
in use for the California trade?"

"Twelve hundred. There should he more.
but if they were all handled properly these
might be enough. Itis largely a question
of the proper dispatch of the cars, and 1believe this could be done if care were
taken."

Other fruit-shippers held the same opin-
ion. One man thought that ifthe refrig-
erator-car companies could not do any bet-
ter the big fruitcompauies ought to combine
and run their own refrigerator-cars.

"Ventilator-cars wont do," he said.
'•They willcarry fruit in good condition no
further than Denver. Itis simply ridicu-lous to try to send itto New York In that
way. We must have refrigerator-cars with
plenty of Ice."

"Is there no way the fruit-shippers can
get around th« difficultyexcept by making
their own cars?" was asked.

'•Well, perhaps if we should make a big
fight we might do something. 1 am glad
THE CALL tins inquired Into the matter.
Jog 'em up; jog 'em up, and we maybe
able to get a good car service yet."

POLITICAL PEDAGOGUES
Using Their "Pull" on the

Eoard of Regents.

FIGHTING MOSES 1SELECTION

Major Fowell in the Make-Up of a Ferocious

Bogie Man— Seme l<ive
Gossip.

It Is war to the knife and knif«> to the
hilt within tho classic precincts of the State
University at Berkeley*

The strife Is all about the selection of a
president for that institution.

After catting about in the East for a man
to properly head the university, and not
finding one, the regents began, to bpok over
the stock of mate rial at home and discov-
ered Professor Bernard Moses, deeply en-
crossed in studies of political economy an I
kindred subjects, in an office in the North
Hull.

They considered their "find" to be a
priceless one.

Tbey <j!i: stioned Moses as to what he
would do if electt d president, aud, finding
be w.i- doI sddicted to anarchistic tastes,
they were abuut to appoint him to the
exalted station that was vacant.

"Whew l" but what a howl was raised.
Tbe faculty shuddered at the thought of
having mm of their equals raised to
authority.

They, the professors and instructors,
gathered in cliques and conspired and con-
jured ami did other things to show that
they did not favor Moses.

They delved into the science of pulling
wires and how to stay the desires of
the regents and postpone the appointment
of Moses.

The faculty found a way out of the diffi-
culty by suggesting another caudidate fur
the position iv th« person of Major J. W.
Powell of the United States Geological
Survey.

What they claimed Moses lacked. In the
way of executive ability and strength of
character, were fully supplied by Major
Powell. His title alone would be sufficient
to still the spirit of rebellion and inspire
obedience. But a few of bis photographs
w ere circulated about and they settled the
matter. A man witha face like the major's
could manage « score of State universities
by simply turning over hh little finger.

Major Powell has a list of academic
degrees after Ms name, the initialletters of
which would alone compile an entire
dictionary.

The introduction Of Major Powell's name
into the fiuht put a new phase on the con-
templated action of the regents.

They dangled In the balance until the
members of toe faculty set to work Getting
"influence," and now they do p.ot know
whether to declare the State University a
smallpox hospital or run away from tuwn.

jin. FACULTY'S bide.
The majority of the professors, and a vast

majority too, are opposed to Moses. "He
is not qual li• ) by any m*ans," said one of
the leading professors yesterday. "He is
too quiet and lacks force of character and
executive ability. He is a truly go* d man
and learned in his particular branch. But
it would be poor policy to appoint any one
from the faculty. There would be. no end
of trouble and petty Jealousies engendered.
Ifany one is to pet it belonging to the uni-
versity it should be Martin Kelt ig." It
was "after hours" and th" professors were
all engaged in discussing th.> problem of
how to keep Moses from getting the ap-
pointment. Some had the photographs of
Mayor Powell tacked up over their study
desks.

Many of the professors favor the reten-
tion of Martin Keilogir on the ground that
he has given satisfaction.

Oneoi the members of the faculty, who
is disgusted with the actions of bit asso-ciates, stated that there was too much
"wire-pulling" going on for the benefit of
the university. "Some want Moses, others
want Kellogg, and a large majority want
Powell. Powell's friends claim that ho is
not seeking the position, and ifhe is not I
would like to know what he Is doing. He
was picked up to prevent Meses from get-
ting in, and bis name was boomed and sug-
gested and pushed by one of bla subordin-
ates at the university. "and who, by the way,
is only tolerated here by sufferance. They
have been circulating Powell's picture about
and singing his praises until 1am heart-
sick. Why, bis photograph looks as ifIt
were taken to show his force of character
and executive ability. He has a frown on
his face, his brows are beetling, and he has
nil the make-up of a first-class 'bogle man.'
This might do in a cl*-s of unruly infant?,
but we don't need any such display of vim,
force aiid courage here."

STI'DENT OPINIONS.
The students are opposed to Moses for

president.
"What would they say at Palo Alto,"

said one. "ifM"«es was at the helm. Why,
it would be 'holy Moses,' and 'where was
Moses when the light went out' all the
time. They would say we were as 'meek asMosf.«,' and with all this joshing a Berkeley
man would be afraid to snow his fa'<

There wan one of the students who had a
different opinion from tho rest fie said:"Itis uot a president we need most. We
require an entire new deal. The buildings
and furniture might remain, but the entire
faculty should be given an indefinite leave
of absence. The professors and instructors
are all the tune engaged in pullinz wire? to
dnect the actions of the regents. They boast
about th« 'pulls' they have. They are al-
ways quarreling among themselves, and
there is an eternal struggle here am at
them to crowd one another down. They all
strive for 'fat snaps,' and let mo toll you a
policy of this kind is detrimental to the uni-
versity-."

Professor Moses refused to talk upon the
subject of his chances for becoming presi-
dent of the university. He appeared to be
worried. Itis said that the difficultiesbe-
tween Professor Bowlsen and hinnelt havebeen adjusted and they are again on friendly
terms. Major Powell is expected to arriveon this coast about September 5 or on the
day the regents hold their next meeting.
Whether such a coincidence willhave any-
thing todo with the board's action is a mat-
ter that only the silent regents can 6hed
any light upon.

THE ALLEGED LOTTERY.
Chief Crowloy Sustained In itSuit l!rnu;!it

Akhiiiii Him.
Yesterday the action brought by D. J.

Jones agaiust Chief < row ley and Jud^e Ilix
to recover certain books and paper* raided
by the police in the belief that they consti-
tuted a lottery outfit was dismissed by
Judge Hunt on a motion by plaintiff.

The prosecution wished to use the books
and papeis in deman Ito prove that thebusiness of the plaiuUff was illegal, and a
test case was made in the admittance of a
letter believed to be especially damaging.

The court ruled that while in criminal
cases the admission of evidence obtained by
what was claimed to be illegal means might
be questionable. In civil cases this did notapply. In a case such as toil the defendant
rould auk* plaintiff his own witness anduse any documentary evidence in plaintiff's
possession toestablish a defense.

Thcreuon the plaintiff's attorney "threw
up the sponge" by the motion to dismiss
referred to. The plaiutiff willpay all costs
and the. result of the case is a victory for
Chief Crowley and public decency, the pre-
sumDtion being that it the paper* had not
contained evidence of the lottery their ad-
mission would not have beea opposed.

A Sick Man routined Among

Criminals iv a Prison.

Because He Was Melancholy and Could Not
Give an Account of Himself S. A. Matt-

feldt Was Taken to Jail.

A sick. Innocent man in a dirty cell In the
Ci;y Prison for two days and nights before
being found and rescued by his anxious
wife.

Such was th»» experience of J. A. Matt-
feldt, an invalid who lives at the Progress
Hotter, IMS Suiter street. While out walc-
ing la<t Monday afternoon ho was arrested
by Officer Michael Hayes and booked for
vagrancy. For two days and uights he was
detained in a dark, damp cell in the under-
ground municipal bastile. When be failed
to return home, his wife became almost
frantic with fear that he had met with
foulplay or an accident, and reported bis
d -api»>araiice to the police, He was not
discovered, however, until Wednesday,
when he appeared among the criminals in
the dock of Department 1 of the Police
Court.

A strong, healthy man was Mr. Mattfeldt,
and up to a year ago he held n good situa-
tion in a printing oflice. Last fall tin be-
came afflicted with the crip. Ha returned
to work before lie had fully recovered and
suffered a relapse. Since then he has bpen
almost helpl<*B?. So weak and emaciated
did he l)pcoro» that fur months he could
scarcely leave the hou^e. Soon his savingl
were gone, and his wife was compelled to
seek work in order to support both herself
and husband. The brave woman securp-1 a
situation in a laundry and earned $I."> a
week. Her husband became worsp, and
when she remained at home to take caro of
him she hist her place.

Inh short time s-he secured a situation In
another laundry and earned SlO a week.
Such cood care did the take of her invalid
husband that within a few weeks ho was
able to walk a short distance. Before going
to work she would take him to tli«Polycliolc
for treatment each irorning. On pleasant
r-ftPrnooES ho would go out fora short walk
by himself. At times he was so weakened
by '•a-(3 that he could scare* speak.
While he was by himself It was difficult ta
arouse him from his melancholic condition:

3londay afternoon .id-lit wa3 out
wnlkine on Sinter street, near Van >»«*;,'»
avenue, wheu Policeman iLiyes asked htm
to give an account of himself. Ho was
dazed and could only mumble a few words.
So the i flieer arrested him.

When this explanation was made to Jud««
Rix yesterday be ordered a dismissal of the
case. 1lie unfortunate Mian left the court-
room leaning heavily on the arm of his de-
voted wife.

TO AVOID APPEALS.
The Supreme Court Oir«r« Home Advice

t» Courts and Attorneys.
The Supreme Court yesterday affirmed

the judgment and order of the lower court
in the case of People vs. Faulke. who was
convicted of grand larceny and appealed
from the. judgment and order denying him anow trial.

In the course of the opinion the court
gives the following general advice: "If
District Attorneys, as well as courts, would
be careful while framing instructions notto tread on that dangerous border landwhich lies between matters of fact and mat-ters of law the decision of thetribuual wouldrarely be changed and the occasion tor anappeal would be avoided. After a proposi-
tionof law involved in an instruction hasbeen often approved upon appeal the trial
court v IIobviate further appeal thereon If
ItwilllimitIts instruct! upon that propo-
sition to the terms in which it has been ap-
proved rather than attempt a variationupon such terms.

"Many of the appeals which we arecalled upon to consider involve only thenecessity of determining the effect of suchvariation, and the reversal of a judgment isoften caused by the introduction of somephrase or expression winch appears to re-sult not so much from purpose to present a
different proposition of law as from a desire
to express that proposition In different
language.

iuitructions received from Washington. No
arrest?, however, were made, and the de-
signers nnd makers of t}i«cuts felt greatly
relieved that tho proceeding against them
went no further than the COafiKatioa of tbe
unlawful devices.

The following is a copy of section 3 of the
act of CoogtvM, approved February 10,
1891, which delines the character of tbe law
violated:

Sec. 3. That every person who makes, or who
causes or procures to be made, or who brings
into the United States from any foreign country,
or who shall have in possession with Inteut to
sell, give aw.iy or In any other ininner use the
same, any business or professional card, uotlee,
placard, token, device, print or impiesslou, or
any other thine whatsoever, whether of metal or
It*compound or of any other substance whatso-ever, in likeness or similitude as to design, color
or the lnttcriptlouilier on, ol any of the coins of
the United States or of any foreign Government
that have been or hereafter may tie Issued asmoney, either under the authority of the UnitedStates or under the authority of any foreignGovernment, shall, upon conviction Ihereof, Bepunished by a line not to exceed $100.

The foregoing section was aimed to cure
a fatal defect In the old law. it having
hitherto been impossible to punish the
ranker of dies, molds, etc., used by counter-
feiters. Now any on« who makes a die or
mold in imitation of the coin of the United
States may be convicted and punished;
also, any one who uses imitations of UnitedStates or foreign coins for any purpose, ad-
vertising or otherwise, is made liable to a
flue ol $100.

FOR EMBALMING FRUITS.
A Canadian Professor Tells the People

Unw to Do It.

Professor "William Sounders of Ottawa,
Canada, has forwarded to tho State I3o;ird
of Horticulture a formula to be used la the
preservation of fruits for display.

Should a person inadvertently eat any of
the fruitput un according to the prufessor's
method he or she would doubtless think
that the preserves tasted somewhat of the
can.

For instance. In preserving strawberries
lot posterity the professor says that coal oil
or kerosene Is the tcost satisfactory article
of embalming fluid he has yet discovered.

Care should be taken to avoid bruising
the fruit before placing in the, jar, after
which the liquid is poured in from the
familyoil can.

Benzine and wart cure Is also said to
preatly improve the original flavor of theberry.

Inhoarding up black raspberries, black-berries, black c!ierrie3, currants and other
brunette fruit the professor has and bor-
acic acid valuable inpreserving those details
which are lost when other methods are em-
ployed.

Submerged in boracicazlds Ihese fruits are
re idly recognized at a glance inafter years.

Berries of the yellow variety, such as
peaches, white cherries and other light-
colored fruits are said to do well in a solu-
tion of zinc chloride with a dash of coffin
varnish.

Fruits do not change color when subjected
to a bath of the abov<'-n;«mf (jfluids.

A solution of srtlieylic acid has been found
useful in »>rt>nervii)^ grapes in a Datura] and
liie-like manner and is far preferable to car-
bolic acid for table use.
