DANIEL DOUGHERTY.

One of the most pathetic lives of our
times was brought to a close on Monday,
when Dane! Dougherty passed away after
a lingering illness. His death had long
been expected; Miss Rehan, who was one
of his most intimate friends, said when she
was here that she never expecled te meet
him agaln.

Dougnerty was a member of a well-to-do
family in Philadelphia. The boy showed
capacity, and was carefully educated at the
best private schools and the university of
bis State. When he reached mantood, he
developed a natural eloquence that made
him famous. He had the gift of extem-
poraneous oratory to such a degree that
Lytton Bulwer read one of his speeches in
the House of Commons, pronouncing it as
fine as any burst of eloquence that had ever
been heard in that bhail, When the Free-
soilers erystallized into the- Kepublican
party, Daniel Dougherty, then under 30
vears ¢t age, joined them, and took a posi-
tion in the party commensurate with his
gifts. With Cameron and Curtin he tock
an active part in the campaign which re-
sulted in the election of Lincoln, and it
was understood at the time that he could
have obtained bigh office from the Govern-
ment had he chosen to take it. At this
period he made the mistakecof hls life in
not going to the war; he never got over the
error. When Lineoin ran for the second
tline, Dougherty was one of his most active
supporters; he was chosen by the Union
League of Philadelphia te deliver the ad-
dress of welcome when the President vis-
ited that city. Again office was pressed
upen him, and again it was declined.

During the long administration of Gen-
eral Grant Dougherty remained a Hepub-
lican, but a malcontent Republlcan. 1le
never swerved in his devotion to and trust
in Grant himself, but be knew Cameron by
heart, and watched the accumulation of the
vast fortunes which he and his aliies were
amassing with indigpation and dismay.
After the decision of the elactoral college
awarding the Presldency to Ilayes instead
of Tilden he broke loose from his old asso-
ciates aud declared himself a Demoerat. In
that quality he went to the Demeceratic
couvention of 1380, and nominated General
Hanecock for the DPresidency With the
defeat of his candidate he withdrew from
political life and rarely appeared at politi-
cal meetings.

Some years ago his {riends advised him
that Puiladelphia was too contracted a
sphere for a man of his extraordinary abil-
i\‘ His means were limited; his reputa-

ion &as a lawyer, especially in jury cases,
5.('0110 to that of no oue at the bar, He
was persuaded to go to New York, where it
was said that Cookling was waking a for-
tune by his practice. He took an office in
New York, hung out a shingle, and let it be
Enown that his services were at the com-
mand of clients. But they did not come.
Just to show what he could do he deliv-
ered an occasional speech at Tammany
Iiall, which made the hall ring with

rplause, and thrilled men’s souls as if
Henry Ciay or Daniel Webster had come
back to life. Bat none of the men who
sbouted themselves hoarse over bis magnifi-
cent periods brought him their law busi-
ness, He gave the experiment a fair trial—
three years or so. Then he bowad his head
to fate, abandoned the struggle, and re-
'.nr.»u to Philadelphia, once more disap-
pe té! and this time a broken-hearted and
very sick man., There he lingered (ill last
Mon h\ when death closed lis career.

IS IT STCPIDITY?

Henry George’snewspaper, the Standard,
has suspended publication. This means
that the public are not entirely satisfied
with the idea that land alone should pay all
of the taxes. In other words, a man’s home,
be it a small farm in the country or a small
bouse and lot in a city, should be taxed,
while the money-lender or speculator’s mil-
lions should go untaxed. Itis singular how

many correct-thinking people there are who,
no matter how absurd may be the arguments
put forth by a newspaper or how injurious
to the public may be its teachings, hang to
it and help support it. In California there
are quite a number of newspapers which
are virtually kept alive by our railroad op-
pressors, but the people who are plundered
Ly the railreads do not seem to know it.

MAKING HASI‘E

SLOWLY.

While there is much reason in the resolu-
tion offsred by Mr. Fred Eaton requiring
pominatious for municipal oflicers to close
in the Non-Partisan convention last evening,
there is also reason in the advice of Mr.
Mark Sheldon, that the counvention remain
in session until it becomes satisfied with
the names offered to choose from. As Mr.
Milis has said in the debate which followed
the reading of Mr. Eaton’s resolution, the
convention will have no time $o correct
mistakes., The Nou-Partisans must nomi-
nate by petition, and petitions wust give
the name of the persou whose nomination
is desired. After the petitions are placed
in circulation there can be no change in
candidates without incurring the labor of
beginning the canvass over again. The
convention need not be concerned if some
unfit men offer their names as candidaies.
Its only concern will be that no unfit men
are indorsed. 'The newspapers that are
chafling the convention at its delay in mak-
ing nominations do not seem to remember
that the old parties have been engaged someé
weeks in doiug what the Nou-Partisans are
expected to do in a few days, and that the
old parties are only justin sight of their
primaries, after ‘which will come their con-
ventions. The Non-Partisans will be more
circumspect as the outlook brightens. The
voters of this elty are ready to go almost en
masse for a good Non - Partisan ticket.
Dewoceratic boss management has disgysted
decent Democrats, as Republican boss man-
agement long ago disgusted decent Republi-
caus. As the friends of good government
outnumber the boodlers, the Non-Partisans
may reasonably expect a larger vote than
the two boss-ridden parties combined. The
convention should not let its adversaries
burry it inlo making mistakes, Whilethere
is no time to lose, there is time enouzh yet
for reasonable consideration of candidates.

THE YELIING CURS,

Tur CALL rather likes the attacks which
some of the organs are making upon it, for
it indkcates that we are producing resuits.
A newspaper wiich sails along smoothly in
troublesome times and has no enemy to en-
counter ought to consider that it is of little
use to the people. THE CArvn has always
wade good progress when hired organs as-
sailed it. ‘The rapida progress which TRE
Carr is making doubtiess troubles some of
our contemporaries. Their yelping only
serves to benefit us.

An effectual quarantine is a very difficult
discipline 1o maintain. This is illustrated
forcibly by the cholera regulations at New
York. The ofticials are guarding the lower
bay zaalously, and most of the European ves-
sels coming there are dutifully intercep'ed.

Jut there is another sea entrance to New
York by Long Island Sound. An English
steamer, one of the Wilson line from Hull,
has just arrived with rags as a considerable
share of its cargo. No passengers, but rags,
and these were worn by people in the chol-
era-infected districts, ‘The Wilson liner
had touched at Boston, and had been there
several days, but it is quite possible those
rags, once shaken out in paper facwories or
woolen-miils, may disseminate the germs of
cholera. Quarantine there was uone for
this steamer at New York. There ougihtta
liave been quarantine. The Wilson steam-
ers at Hull are in direct contact with Ham-
burg. A reguiar thrice-a-week comnmuniea-
tien is maintained by the Wilsons with
Hamburg, and the Atlantic trade cannot be
separated from the European as far as the
propagation of germs is concerued. Hence
there is negligence on the part of Dr. Jen-
kins in New York.

Sir Eiwin Arpold is described as laughiong
at the possibility of cholera invading Can-
ada. fle has lived long in India and is
familiar witl the pestilence in 1ts eradle.
Jut it will not do to trust to his optimism,
If Canada continues dirty and negligent,
the United States wust be vigilant and
super-sensitive about cleanliness. It is far
better that life shouid be preserved than
that eommeres should flourish regardless of
the common welfare. Some of Sir Edwin’s
suggestions are valuable. He, in the first
place, tells people not to be panic-stricken
about cholera. Ie tells us to be careful
about tocd and driuk. Water and milk
should be boiled. He recommends a few
drops of bydrochloric acid in halt a cup of
Lot tea as ameans of maintaining an acidu-
jated stomach. DBut above all he recom-
mends personal cleanliness and atteution
to sanitation. It is the dirly and careless
who are attacked and who die. That is,
doubtiess, the prinecipal reason why the
Czar's subjects go off in shoals,

A contemporary notoriously bonded to
the Southern Pacific in politics suggzests
that the railroad would do some good to
California by running cheap excursion
trains to Sacramento in order to let people
see the magnificent exhibits of the State
Fair. Thils, however, is the last thing the
Kentucky gentlemen will do. Cheap ex-
cursions are unknown in the vocabulary of
the company. It oeught to give a round-
trip ticket for a dellar or less from San
Francisce. An Euglish company would uot
hesitate to cover the distance for fifty cents.
Dut there is no such sentiment asgenerosity
or even prudent encouragement of people’s
zood opinion on the part of the Southern
Pacific.

A significant illustration of how the
Southern Pacific is regarded by the people
of this State is afforded by the attitude of
the population around Visalia to Sontag
and Evaons, the train-robbers. These men
have evidently a good deal of cordial sym-
pathy to trade upon among people who hate
the tyranny and rank injustice and oppres-
sicn _of the Kentucky company. Sontag
and Evans have confined their depredations
to raids upon the raliway express cars, and
have left unmolested the property of other
people. They resenible Tiburclo Vasquez
in his palmy days when Le was protected
by Mexicans who knew that he would not
molest them. Itisnot a good sign to see
any kind of rascality regarded with indif-
ference, but this favoring of crime when
directed against the Southern I'acific Com-
pany is really explained by the lawlessness
and unscrupulousness of the company it-
seif. Itis a company cursed from the north
to the south.

The President’s letter accepling the nomw.
inatiop made by the Republican party will
uot be pleasant reading to the business
men of England. Mr. Harrison adduces
substantial facts to show that this country
has kept on expandiog in foreign and home
trade under protection., But wuotorionsly
Fnglish trade has been sadly retrograding
of late. 'Tne exports for seven months of
the present year are a long way below the
imports, aud many trades are stagnant or
languishing. Some trades, in fact, have
been altogether unn!lulawd by the loss of

markets io this ecountry, and thrifty capi-,

talists are crossing the Atlantic to begin
enterprise afresh., Protection over the
bread sarface of the United States really
means free trade within our own borders.
We have almost all the commodities of all
thie earth under our own control, and reeip-
rocal distribution makes us rich and pros-
perons at home and will make us strong in
foreign trade also.

Most of the newspapers yesterday gave
FPresident Harrison’s letter in full. But
some of them also gave twice as much space
to the prize-fighting in New Orleans, and
the cholera scare has now gone to the rear
ns news., Perbaps a few millions in bets
are at stake on the Sullivan-Corbett fight,
Pages will be published by the newspapers
recording every blow and round, and ilius-
trations will be profuse, No mill in the
ring has ever elicited so much attention as
this. Should Corbett come off the winner
there is no saying what California may do
for him. He would have & reception almost
rivaling that of Graut. He might run for
Governor with some chances of success; he
might try for the United States Senate and
beat De Young. Kor the moment physical
force is triumphant.
