A BICYCLE CANOPY.

The Design of an Inventor Who Forgot
All About the Wind.
New York Press.

J. S. Barnes, a clever young inventor,who
has a workshop in the basement of the old
Palmer lomestead, corner of Fort and
Shelby streets, has recently designed a
canopy, or sun umbrella, for bicyelists. A
cut of it is herewith given. The upright
bar which supports the canopy can be at-

tached to the steering head, or bar, of any
bicyele. The rod supporting the canopy is
80 constructed with joints that the canopy,

when not in use, can Dbe closed
the bar thrown down and the closed
canopy forced into the tube near
the base of the rod. In this way it
is made so compact that it takes up very
little room and in no way inconveniences
the rider. The canopy when raised can be
tilted backward or forward or to the right
or left to shade the rider hom the heat, no
matter which way the sun’s rays strike him.
The gross weight of the canepy and zll the
material in the frame of it is but three
pounds. Mr., Barnes thinks that with the
frame made of aluminum the weight can be
reduced to one and a quarter pounds.

How It Is Utilized in One of the Lead

“Dr. W. M. Forster, consultation free,”
is the alluring sign that hangs in front of
“the Pill Box,”” a new drugstore on Market
street.
~ The idea is that “Dr.” Forster, who runs
the Pill Box, will diagnose the disease of the
patrons of his store and charge them only
for the medicine he prescribes.

But “Dr.” Forster is not a physielan, that
is in the sense of the word as generally
used.

Ile isa **doctor of magnetics,” whatever
that may be, and has no more right under
the law to prescribe for suffering humanity
than the driver of a dump cart.

He is a well qualified pharmacist, if his
diplomas are genuvine, but druggists and
drug clerks ares not allowed to practice
medicine in this State and hence the “doc-
tor” has only his magnetic diploma Lo rely
upon.

Forster came to this country from the
town of Mackay, Queensland, Australia,
two vears ago.

When he arrived h2re he went to work
as a drug clerk with Lengfeld & Co., and,
later on, as an assistant in a Market-street
drugstore. While filling the latter position,
Forster, who is a married man with chil-
dren, met a party with money, and shortly
after the P11l Box was opened, under the
pame of Forster & Co.

Forster had conceived a schame by which
the trade of the new store could be vastly
augmented, with but little cost and no
actual labor to himself, He proposed to be-
come a doctor-druggist, without taking the
DBCIbsar course in medicine physmans are
supposed to take.

Another “was all broken down’” and he,
too, was prescribed for, while a third told
the doctor of diseases enough to beat even
old Job's record and was assured he had
every complaint he had mentioned.

When a CALL reporter questioned Forster
and asked him how it was that he was play-
ing doetor and was not a registered physi-
cian nor a graduate of any recognized school
of medicine the “doctor” became indig-
nant, and said:

“] am adoctor of magnetics. I ecall my-
self doctor the same as a minister can call
himself a doctor of divinity.”

At the Health Oflice the officials readily
said that no certiicate of death sent them
by Forster or any man of his kind would
be recognized, and it is just possible some
of the medical fraternities here will take np
the “doctor’s” ease and see what can be
dons with him, as he is clearly violating the
law, if doing nothing worse.

A rather peculiar feature about the labels
on the medicine bottles containing the
medicines that Dr. Forster prescribes is that
Lie omits to mention the name (his own) of
the doctor preseribing the mixture; the
blank where the doctor’s name should oecur.
o3 in all preseription label blanks, being
filled up with the date.

The official register of the physicians and
surgeons in the State of California, which
contains the full list of the allopathic,
homepathic and eclectic teglstored physi-
cians, does not contain the doctor’s name,
nor can any trace be found of his magnetic
alma mater in New York.

Permission was accorded the San Fran-
cisco aed Point Lobos Land and Road Coni-
pany to grade the streets in front of certain
lots on A street and Thirtieth and Thirty-
first avenues,

The contract of Warner & Malley to grad.
St. Mary’s avenue, from Mission street 1o
the raiiroad erossing, was recommended an-
nuiled, and as scon as the grades are esinb-
lished that a new start be mede.

More Clippets in Demand on
the New Line.

A special from New York under date of
yesterday was that commission merchants
in the California trade have cause for com-
plaint at the extreme port charges on-goods
sent from thLis eity by packet ships and eall-
ing upon the home office here to look int:
the matter aud remove the suspicion of col-
lusion to bleed receivers in the East.

Another charge was that the uuloading of
ships is so conducted in New York as to
keep goods on the dock the longest period
possible.

Mr. Johnson, President of the Jobnsoun-
Locke Mercantile Company aud the hom:-
office alinded to, knew of no complaint bhav-
ing been made. Ile considered the specizl
as “*a commercial kick in the interest ol
Euastern receivers.”

“The only foundation fcr the loading
charge,” said he, *is that a vesse! witl:-
50,000 cuses of salmon unexpectedly made
passage of nipety-five days when it was
thought she would make the run in 125 day s
and because of this and the consequent de-
lay in seuding on the invoice papers sie
was detained seven or eight days in tne
stream.

No complaint of high port eharges at New
York on such cllnper freights, or of rates,
fias been presented to the Traflic Associ- -
tion.

One report is that the elipper trade on th
live between this port and New York bha
s0 increased that more vessels are neees-
sary. This subject may be econsidered to-
morrow afternoon by the executive cowm-
mittee of tbhe Merchants’ Shippivg Assoela=
tion.

Current belief in railroad circles is that
something definite on the scale of construe-
tive details will be knouwn by nextionth
in connection with the San Francisco and
Great Salt Lake Raillway.

The yromoters of the enterprise will not
make putlic tbe amountof the subserip-
tions, but give out that sufticient for a finap-
cial footing has been obtained from capital-
ists io the city, and that the stock will, il
possible, be kept under the- coutro! of the
prime movers in the enterprise.

Some considerable work in the field has
been done, and the latest is that fifty-five
acres of the water front 6f Martinez has
been transferred to E. L. G, Steele, repre-
senting the venture,

The supposition is that this frontage i~ -
intended for warehouses and docks for the
discharge and loading of lumber after tue
style of those of the Scuthern Pacific at
Port Costa,

Apparently there is a little morethan t h
in connection with the recently organiz
wovement to build a competing road jo! i-
ing Fresno with the seaboard at Monterey.

‘The latest is that San Benito had guarau-
teed a bonus of $50,000 ‘and the rizht of
way. In Fresno the movement has take:
the shape of inducing the Town Trustess
to give some offictal expression of the
willingness to grant right of way into the
city and proper terminal facilities.

The
Trustees of Monterey are bring urgedt
come out and declare what they would be
willing to do in the way of a subsidy, and
this once aseertained the next effort will be
to eal! a big meeting in Fresno ana set {l:
ball rolling there in earnest.

The impression seems to be that ther
may be a sharp war in rates to the G. A. R
encampment at Washington, D. C., becaus:
of the further reduction to $84 50 of the
round-trip rate from California points to
Washington or Baltimore.

The Burlington is the official route from
Denver to Chicago, and the Baltimore ant
Onio from Chicago to Washington. ‘T'he
Santa Fe is expected to meet the reduction.

The Southern Pacific for the reduced rate
permits contrary to the usual custom that
the trip may be made by the Shasta route
and Portland, Or, either in owe or both
directions without additional charge.

The special between Niles and Liver-
more conneeting with the 6 o’clock train
from San Jose and San Francisco has been
discontinued. It was run for the accommo-

ROQUEFORT AND ITS CHEESE.

The Town’s Beauty Has Been Injured Ly
Its Chief Industry.
Temple Ear,

Cheese, which has been the fortune of
Roquefort, has destroyed its pieturesque-
pess. It has brought speculators there whe
have raised great, ugly, square buildings of
dazzling whiteness in harsh contrast with
the character and somber toue of the old
houses. Although the place is so small that
it consists of only one streetand a few alleys,
the more anelent buildings are remarkabl-
for their height. It is surprising tosee ina
village lost ameng the sterile hills houses
three stories high. The fact that there is
only a ledge on which to build must be tie
explanation. What is most curiousin the
place is the cellars. Before the cheese be-
eame an important article of commerc:
these were natural caverns, such as are
everywhere to be found in this ecaleareous
formation, but now they are really eellar.
that have been excavated to snch a depthin
the rock that they are to be seen in as many
as five stages, where long rows of cheese are
stacked one over the other. The virtues of
these cellars, from the cheese-making poin:
of view, is their dryness and their scarcely
varying temperature of 8 deg. centigrade
summer and winter.

But the demand for Roquefort cheese has
become so great that trickery now plays a
part in the ripening process, The peasants
have learned that *time is money,” and
they have found that bread ernmbs mixed
with the curd causes those green streaks of
moldiness, which denote that the cheese is
fit for the markef, to appear much more
readily than was formeriy the case, when it
was left to do the best it could do fur itse's
with the aid of a subterranean atmospheie.
I'nis Is not exactly cheating; it 1s commer-
cial enterprise, the result of competition
and other circumstances tvo strong for

oor human nature. In cheesemaking,

read crumbs are found to be a cheap sub-
stitute for time; aud it is said (hat those
who have taken to beer brewing 1n this
region have found that box, which here is
the commonest of shrubs, is a cheap substi-
tute for hops. The notion that brass pius
ara stuck into Roquefort cheese to make it
turn green is foundeda on fictiqn.

Small electric lamps are being tried by the
London police in place of the old-fashioned
oil  Dbullseyes. he experiments have
proven highly satisfactory thus far,
